CAUSES AND EFFECT OF POOR READING HABIT AMONG JUNIOR SECONDARY SCHOOL STUDENTS IN IKPOBA  OKHA LOCAL GOVERNMENT AREA, EDO STATE

ABSTRACT
This study is carried out in order to examine the causes and effects of poor reading habits among junior secondary school students in Ikpoba Okha Local Government Area of Edo State. It has been observed that most JSS students cannot read, for this reason it is the intension of the researcher to look at those factors that make reading a difficult problem for students to examine that likely affects their reading difficult and the nation at large as well as the suggest solutions to this reading difficulty and the nation at large as well as the suggest solutions to this reading difficulty as reading underlines all teaching activities in the schools. This investigation was based on some questions. The analysis of the data collected culminate in the following findings. 
1. That non availability of teaching aid and reading materials in school contributed to the reading disability. 
2. That physical and mental defects among students also leads to poor reading habits. 
3. That the teachers methods of teaching can impede reading progress. 
4. That poor reading upbringing and lack of motivation from parents and teachers hinders reading ability. 
5. And that the effect of poor reading habits is the cause of failure in the examinations. Based on these findings, the researcher makes some suggestions and recommendations on how to overcome the problems in order to improve students speech and comprehension.      
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
1.1 BACKGROUND TO THE STUDY 
In any society, it is not easy to find any skill work that does not require reading ability. Reading is an important pre-occupation of students from the lowest level to the highest level of education. Reading is a tool for understanding all subjects in every course of study in our schools. Terry Thomas (1967) saw reading as the interpretation of printed or written symbols into speech, reading is the ability to interpret printed materials from page. 
It is a decoding process by which written words are translated in order to gain meaning. Reading helps to gain experience through which an individual may expand understanding of him, or herself and others. According to Conge (1929), reading is a specialized and complex skill involving a number of more general or lesser skill, it is also the ability to carryout the patterned shaped unit mark on paper with language. Reading cannot take place without language or at least the capacity for language certain special cases reading is a difficult a train all over the world particularly with the second use of language. 
Reading is one of the four basic skills which combine to form what is generally called a complex system of element and symbols through which we communicate and interact with other people. Reading has shown to be an essential skill for facilitating a multitude of day to day task and promoting an easily accessible means for creation to today’s society. 
According to Buzan (1987) learned man all over the world have realized that without efficiency in reading acquire and application of knowledge of skills can hardly be practiced, the subject of poor reading habits and its effect, it a matter of great interest of the researcher and concern to teachers education and administration. As a result there is a consensus among the general public that the standard of English has fallen. There are two main types of reading, the silent reading and the loud reading in the silent reading, the reader reads without movement of the lips and without the movement of the head side to side. All information gathering are conceived in the readers mind. In loud reading, the reader reads out words for others to hear minding all the necessary punctuations. 
It has however been observed that many students especially those in the junior secondary seldom read effectively, sometimes many of the students are held back in their study by slow reading speed. Some read more quickly to themselves than they do aloud. The focal point of this study lies basically on the factors that are responsible for poor reading habits among junior secondary school students and the effect it has on their reading ability.           
1.2 STATEMENT OF PROBLEM 
From earlier time to present, there have been different causes of poor reading habits among junior secondary school students. The nature of reading ability is very complex from observation, one could risk the generalization that most student do not know how to read and as a result they are faced with reading problems especially during examination periods. The researcher discovered that during her teaching practice that many of the students were not able to read their textbooks properly and the notes given to them in the various subject and even the question papers of their examination. As a result of this poor reading habit they failed woefully in their examinations if the questions were not read to them. This reasons prompted my choosing this topic, causes and effect of poor reading habit among junior secondary school students. 
Reading skill has over the years been a difficult and demanding task, it is important to note that there are many complex problems that many result in poor reading habit among students. It could be school attended by students, the environment he or she reads and the physiological factors. Some students tends to read poorly because of their inability to discover their reading problems, I elementary schools for example, children are taught to read by look and say method. The method results in excessive occupation with words and their sound and there is therefore lack of silent reading. Lack of good motivation by parents and teachers also affects the student ability to read. Bad method of teaching which has result from unqualified teachers can actually develop into undesirable habits in reading. It is therefore necessary to find out from student and teachers those problems they encounter during the course of reading.   
1.3 OBJECTIVE OF STUDY 
The objective of this study is geared towards surveying and identifying the causes and effects of poor reading habits among junior secondary school in Ikpoba Okha Local Government Area of Edo State, despite the fact that some teachers tend to be good in encouraging their students to read.    
This study also tend to highlight systematically the factors that are responsible for poor reading habit among junior secondary schools and teachers in schools, reading and their roles in fashioning the reading habit of students who pass through them. This study is lastly, targeted towards making useful suggestions that will help in the improvement of reading among junior secondary school students.  


1.4 RESEARCH QUESTIONS 
To facilitate the achievement of this study, the following research questions will be treated. 
· Does lack of teaching aids in secondary schools give room to poor reading habits? 
· Does physical and mental defects lead to poor reading habits? 
· Does poor reading habit among students result to performance in the examination? 
· Does low intelligence affect efficiency in reading? 
· Does bad teaching methods used by teachers causes poor reading habits among students? 
1.5 SIGNIFICANCE OF STUDY  
The importance of this study cannot be over emphasized. This study is highly important because the result will be useful in changing the reading habits of junior secondary school students in Ikpoba Okha Local Government Area of Edo State. T he study will be beneficial to teachers beause it will serve as a guide to the teachers and also the students and their society at large to develop and update themselves with the new method of teaching and reading so as to avoid the out-dated methods which will yield no positive result. This study is important to the society because it will enhance the standard of education as students will be equipped with a “master key” to unlock the doors that lead to learning and enlightenment. It will also accelerate the interest of parents in their children’s education. To the researcher, this study will help to know the problems that are hampering effective reading and also it will help to get first hand information on the causes and effect of poor reading habit among junior secondary school students. 
1.6 SCOPE AND LIMITATION OF STUDY  
This scope is based on the causes and effect of poor reading habits among junior secondary school students in Ikpoba Okha Local Government Area of Edo State. The study will be limited to cover some selected secondary school in Ikpoba Okha Local Government which are:
1. Uwelu College 
2. Niger College 
3. St. Maria Goretti Girls Grammar School 
4. Egba Grammar School 
5. Idogbo Grammar School.
This research work which is the causes and effects of poor reading habit among junior secondary school students in IKpoba Okha Local Government Area would have been of more importance, if the research work had covered all the junior secondary schools in the local government. But as a result of time constraint, the research work was limited to five secondary schools were the facts concerning, the problems of poor reading habits were collected. The research work also ran concurrently with the researcher’s academic work which made it impossible for the researcher to explore sources which would have immensely contributed to the depth of knowledge than the study entails.     
1.7 DEFINITIONS OF TERMS 
Causes: That which produces an effect a person or thing that makes something happen. 
Effect: A change, produced by an action or a cause. 
Poor: Having something only in a very small quantities. 
Reading: The act of been able to interpret or understand something written or printed. 
Habit: A thing that a person does often and almost without thinking, especially something that is hard to stop doing. 
Retardation: To check or hinder progress or development. 
Slacken: A process of making reading gradually become slower,m weaker or less active in the process of reading.  
Hanger: A process of being restricted, of movement activities or achievement of something by causing difficulties. 


CHAPTER TWO
LITERATURE REVIEW
2.1	VARIED READING SPEED 
	According to Tiffen (1969) who quoted Green (1964), reading speeds have been characterized in the following ways. 
200-300 words per minutes below average slow. 
200-300 words per minute average fairly slow 
400-500 words per minutes well above average – fast 
Over 600 words per minute very fast. 
	These grouping are based on research on the reading speed of British children with grammar school background. Tiffen reports that the average reading speed was discovered to be 180 w.p.m (words per minutes) for university undergraduates and in both east and west Africa. With regards to the cause of poor reading habit among junior secondary school students various books were consulted to sample the opinions among junior secondary school are: 
i. Physiological factors 
ii. The use of unqualified teachers 
iii. Lack of motivation 
iv. Environmental factors 
v. Bad methods of reading 
vi. Lack of teaching aids 
vii. Bad reading habits (psychotically)   
2.2	PHYSIOLOGICAL FACTORS 
	This is one of the major factors that causes poor reading habits among junior secondary school students. Physiological problems on reading ability to relate to the effect of the mental and physical condition of the reader. The factors that are important here are both sensory defects, such causes as visual defects, auditory defect fatigue emotional problems and loss of sleep. All these leads to poor reading habits. According to When (1969) a capacity for auditory perception is essential for effective reading. 
	Physical defects usually arise form and during the birth of a child. Defective vision may affects a child’s reading ability because it may cause such a degree of discomfort includes for sightedness, astigmatism and various of eye mode imbalance. A near sighted child may not be able to see what is written on the board the far sighted child finds it difficult to read printed books. Another factor that is closely related to visual defect is fatigue and loss of sleep. According to Haslett (1925), loss of sleep lessens reading efficiency especially the attention span. Fatigue indicates a loss of interest temporary decrease in mental functioning, the prevalence of distraction and the slackening of mental process. Fatigue causes bad reading habits in students. 
2.3	THE USE OF UNQUALIFIED TEACHERS     
	Over the years, research has shown that majority of junior secondary school tack well trained teachers that are qualified in the field of teaching they lack the ability to guide students in developing adequate reading skills. According to Joanne .P. Elson and Martha Dilner (1976), teachers have the immense responsibility for instructing children to lead as research has shown that the teacher is a critical factor in the learning situation. There has been the belief expressed that unless teachers are firmly convinced of the importance of teaching, reading well they will not be motivated to teach well. Unqualified teachers lack the needed and adequate skills in teaching reading this however leads to poor reading habits. 
2.4	LACK OF MOTIVATION    
Lack of motivation is another cause of poor reading habit as the students will not concentrate on what is being learnt (read) in order to make meaning out of it. A child’s reading efficiency depends upon his or her emotional state when learning takes place. If because state when learning takes place. If because of repeated failure and frustration, the child becomes emotionally disorganized and fearful, his reading will be greatly inhabited by poor concentration perseverance and lack of motivation. The motives of an individual usually determines the reasons why he performs particular act. According to Kelly (1956) the motives influencing the process or improvement of reading may very greatly. They may include such seasons as personal ambition, academic completion, the desire to becomes all that is possible for one to be etc. effective motivation leads to the development of permanent interest in reading. Also, a highly motivated child can get a great deal of effective work done for his examination. In reading, there can be little or no comprehension without voluntarily attention or without the capacity to ignore distractions. Before a student can learn to read faster, he must first learn to concentrate as the understanding of what he reads depends on the attention he pays understand what they read and this is a poor reading habit. Students tend to read more when they are motivated or encourage to do so much reading can be done on the part of the students by personal persuasion or encouragement. 
2.5	ENVIRONMENTAL FACTORS 
This is another cause of poor reading habits among junior secondary school students reading requires a stimulating environment to arouse and maintain motivation. Schonell and Elizabeth (1947) opined that the home background or environmental background can include the income and size of the family, the type of housing and the regularity of meals, opportunities of play and social experience, native and amount of speech and language pattern of children particularly as they are influenced by the talk of parents, the amount of reading done in the house and the availability of books (reading materials) and their inter-parental relationship as they influence the child. They also went on to say that noisy conditions in the home affect children’s listening ability and the level of concentration and this however hampers reading.   
2.6	METHOD OF TEACHING 
Research has shown that the poor foundation laid by teachers towards reading posses a great problem to student. This means that bad method of teaching can result in poor reading habit among junior secondary school students. For instance, most secondary school in Nigeria and other developing countries teach reading by the “look and say method of phonic method” this method is based on the relationship of sound and letters. This particular method effect the process of silent reading as the students are unable to read silently on their own. This method is based on the relationship of sound and letters. This particular method effect the process of silent reading as the students are unable to read silently on the own. This method also contributes in no small degree to such signs of reading problems like backwardness or regression at words during reading. 
According to Buzan (1977), the difficult of the vocabularies that are used by the teacher in executing the teaching method also poses a great problem to reading habits when one considers the school as a place where reading is usually learned, logical assumption will be an important cause of reading failure which shows itself in schools. There is no doubt that the approach of the school concerning method of teaching will influence the progress of individual child and also there is no doubt that some students will respond to method of teaching which are suitable to the rest of the class. As a suggestion to the above, Rutter et al (1975) says “it would be more satisfying with the use of a particular teaching method, retarded readers could be taught to read” with this, he opined that one might be able to know if school which ignore certain teaching methods produce more retarded readers than others.    
2.7	LACK OF TEACHING AIDS 
	According to Pai Obanya (1980) there are four main group of teaching aids to help the teacher in the classroom these are: 
i. Textbooks 
ii. The chalkboard 
iii. Classroom question 
iv. Audio-visual aids 
Steven (1973) opined that the choice of teaching aids or instructional materials in teaching reading must reflect not only the characteristics of the earners, what he is willing to read and what he is interested to read. But all these must reflect the age of the readers, the social group of the readers, the level of education and the degree of intelligence. The teacher must consider the above before administering these teaching aids in teaching reading inappropriate use of teaching aids my pose a great problem towards teaching reading. This is to say however, that the invariability of teaching materials a cause of poor reading habit among readers. 



2.8	BAD READING HABITS (PSYCHOLOGICAL) 
	According to Fry (1963), there are numerous bad habits which students in the junior secondary school have adopted has led to their poor reading habit these are: 
1. Vocalization: Vocalization is when student begin to say aloud the words of a reading text to themselves or move their lips when reading is taking place. Such reading habit not only slowdown ones reading speed but it also affects the rate of comprehension. According to Fry, the pronunciation is less audible as the students are more or less whispering to themselves than doing the main reading the points out the great disadvantages of vocalization is that t tends to the reading speeding to speaking speed.    
2. Sub-Vocalization: According to Afolayan et al (1983) in sub-vocalization, the reader does not actually more his vocal organs but says the words to himself mentally. It is more difficult to, because sub-vocalisation is not easily noticed by the teacher. Also the reader says words under their breath as they read. Excessive sub-vocalization is inefficient and impedes good reading habits. One way of checking this according to Afolayan is to invite the students/reader to places the thumb and middle finger of the same hand flighty on the side of the larynx (Adam’s apple) in this way, any slight lip movement can be detected. 
3. Head Movement: This is when a reader moves his head from side to side while reading. Such movement can slow down reading speed since the muscles that are necessary for reading are the eye muscles. Other movement i.e. of the head could be regarded as wasting time and energy. According to Ohanmu (2004), unconscious movement of the head is one of the causes of poor reading habits because it is common with children and adults. She went on to say that students should learn to avoid moving their head from side to side when reading.
4. Regression: regression refers to the backward movement of the eye in order have already been passed it is a necessary activities in efficient reading depending on the reading purpose involved, how difficult the language of the text is, the reading purpose involved, how difficult the language of the text is, the degree of familiarity with text and soon. However, the regression that results from lack of concentration is bad. Frequent regression slows down reading. 
5. Finger Pointing: Finger pointing is another bad reading habit exhibited by junior secondary school students. It involves students/readers following the time of a reading text with their finger or with a pen. It is a bad habit that can slow down reading, because when students. Readers begins to point at individual words, they may not be able to take in a whole phrase or sentence.
6. Eye movement: This refer to the way the eyes move across the time of a printed materials during reading an efficient reader moves his/her eye across and down of a page in a steady sweeping movement making as far regression as are absolutely necessary for understanding. Whereas, a poor reader move his eye across a time of a print in a haphazard manner. This fault can only be over come through regular correction practice over a period of time.



2.9	EFFECTS OF POOR READING HABITS   
	Poor reading habit has to a large extent contributed to so many effects among junior secondary school students. One of the effects of poor reading according to J. Schonell and Elizabeth (1947) is that it makes students/reader slow reader. It make student read slowly that they have no time to read much it makes readers to see themselves as inaccurate. Also a poor reader depends to a large extent on when he can learn by listening and as much he tends to fall behind in all subjects reading as a basic skill. 
	According to Muray and Downesin (1955) they summarized that one of the effects of poor reading habits is that the child who cannot read considers him/herself different from other members of the community who can read. Poor reading habits leads to lost of social prestige as the students who cannot read in a social gathering sees himself as an inferior being among others it also brings about a rejection of all book learning because the students considers reading as a very tedious exercise, thereby neglecting it. 
	Wilson Green (1966) said that students cannot read what are seen to have slow recognition of words that is to say, poor readers have low recognition span. According to these scholars, poor readers miss-spell words and they always have poor command of English as a result of their inability to read. Shankweller, et al (1999) opined that poor readers, reading comprehension is more hampered than his/her listening comprehension because of inaccurate and slow recognition which occurs as a result of poor reading habits. 
	Ackermen and Dyckman (1996) says because students cannot read, their reading are unsatisfying and as a result, they have little experience. Poor readers according to them are not familiar with the vocabulary, sentence, structure organization and concepts of academic books. Lastly, professor Fawenni (1994) in a seminar delivered, said the effects of poor reading habits leads to examination malpractice and vandalization of offices where examination materials are kept.   


CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH DESIGN
3.1	METHODOLOGY 
	This chapter describes the design used in this study, and in gathering information that makes up the topic and these are, studying population, studying sample, sampling techniques, instrument validity and reliability of instrument, the administration and method of data analysis. All these are highlighted below. It is designed to find out causes and effects of poor reading habit among junior secondary school students in Ikpoba Okha Local Government Area of Edo State. 
3.2	STUDYING POPULATION  
	The population of this study is made up of the number of schools and teachers involved in the investigation. The population of this study comprises of some selected secondary school in Ikpoba Okha Local Government Area of Edo State. Attention is paid on the causes and effects of poor reading habits among junior secondary school students in the course of this research, 20 teachers shall be interviewed from each of the school through the questionnaire. The schools are: 
i. Umelu Secondary School 
ii. Niger College Secondary School 
iii. Egba Secondary School
iv. Idogbo Secondary School 
v. St. Maria Goretti Girls College 
3.3	SAMPLING STUDY  
	For proper sampling, the researcher used equal number of questionnaire in the various school as the school are very large in population. The questionnaires will be printed and will be randomly shared among teachers of the selected schools in Ikpoba Okha Local Government Area., this will be done to enable the researcher obtain a fair representative of the population. The analysis of the result will be based on the number of questionnaires returned by respondents. The questionnaires contains information of respondents that will form the source of data upon which the analysis of this study will be made the personal data of respondents include:
i. Age 
ii. Sex
iii. Qualification 
iv. Professional experience 
v. Names of school 
3.4	SAMPLE TECHNIQUES    
	The sampling technique that was used in carrying out this research is random technique. The questionnaire was administered through personal visit to the selected schools. The schools were given (20) questionnaire each to be filled by the teachers and returned immediately, which shown that (100) one hundred questionnaire was given our on the whole.  
3.5	RESEARCH INSTRUMENT 
	The instrument used in carrying out the course of the research is the “opened questionnaires this consist of two sections, which are section A and B”. 
	Section A of the questionnaire is concerned with the name of the schools and personal data of teachers. While section B solicits information from the respondents on the research topic, which is the cause and effect of poor reading habits among junior secondary school students. 
3.6	VALIDITY AND RELIABILITY OF INSTRUMENT   
	The instrument used in carrying out this research was validated as all the items in the questionnaires sought information from the topic, which is the causes and effects of poor reading habits among junior secondary school students. Test method was used to determine the reliability of the instrument. The test result from the sections of the questionnaires were computed to determine reliability of the instrument.
3.7	ADMINISTRATION OF INSTRUMENT     
	The questionnaires were administered by the researcher. The questionnaires were shared among 20 teachers of the selected school in Ikpoba Okha Local Government Area of Edo State. For effective sampling. The questionnaires were collected immediately from respondents after answering.    
3.8	METHOD OF DATA ANALYSIS 
	The method of data analysis was used by the researcher in carrying out this research is percentage scoring of each response to each alternative answer.  


CHAPTER FIVE
4.1	ANALYSIS OF DATA AND RESULT  
	This chapter contains the analysis of the data collected and the interpretation based on the hypothesis earlier formulated.

 	The table above shows the responses to the fifth research question, it can be seen that the number of positive responses is more than the negative responses. Seventy four percent (74%) respondents out of 100 sampled in the ten school agreed that the method of teaching by teachers can lead to poor reading habits among students while twenty six percent (26%) respondents disagree. Based on this fact that one say that bad method of teaching can have adverse effect on reading ability. Therefore, research question five is valid.  
STATEMENT OF RESULT
	After the analysis of the data of the agreed research question. Research question 2, which state that lack of teaching aids in schools in Ikpoba Okha Local Government Area of Edo State. The result gotten from the analysis of data which was based on the five formulated research question shows that these research question which point our the non-availability of teaching aids and reading materials can hinder reading progress is among the causes that result to the poor reading habit among students.
	The response shows that sixty two (62) respondents out of 100 sampled accepted the view. It is now clear that student who are exposed to several teaching aids and reading materials do better in reading than those who are not. The second hypothesis state that physical and mental defect in students can lead to poor reading habits seventy two percent (72%) out of 100 sampled support this if a child is not physically sound and mentally disturbed, he finds reading as a difficult task, it is very obvious that physical and ability. The this research question state that poor reading habits among students result in the poor performance in examination? 
	The data collected reveals that poor reading on the part of the students lead to failure in their examinations since some students cannot read well. This will definitely have adverse effects on their performance seventy four (74%) out of 100 sample agreed and 26% disagreed. The result of the data collected on the forth hypothesis proves that low intelligence affect efficiency in reading. The respondents out of 100 sampled eighty four (84) agree with this motion, while sixteen (16) disagreed. Some students who have low intelligence find reading difficult because they cannot be also to pronounce the word written in the book they are reading, while those who have high intelligence finds reading so easy because they can pronounce whatever words they come across in any books due to the fact that they have high intelligence.    
	Finally, the result on the fifth hypothesis state that the method of teaching by teachers can lead to poor reading habits in students as a result of the analysis proves to be true, the method by which reading is taught by teachers in school has a lot to do with reading habits. For instance students n a class were the teachers method or reading is easy to understand can be able to read very well better than those in reading are difficult. Therefore, these facts are among other causes of reading inability among students. 


CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATION
SUMMARY 
	This project examined the causes and effect of poor reading habit among secondary school students. In the causes of the study which is limited to Ikpoba Okha Local Government Area of Edo State. Several related works were reviewed, data was collected through the distributions of questionnaires in the sampled subject in ten selected secondary schools, analysis of the data collected proved the five (5) hypotheses formulated to be true. Based on the result of the findings the researcher conducts and makes some suggestions and recommendation towards students performance in speech and comprehension would improve. There is hope that the causes and effect of poor reading habits among junior secondary schools in Ikpoba Okha Local Government Area of Edo State would definitely improve in its reading skill. 
CONCLUSION 
	The research carried out on the causes and effects of poor reading habit among junior secondary school students in Ikpoba Okha Local Government Area of Edo State shows dearly that is students, are introduced to reading using the necessary materials, the right teaching aids and suitable method they will perform better in reading and this will lead to increase performance in speech and comprehension. Therefore, effect should be made by teachers to encourage the spirit of motivation on the part of students to develop their interest in reading. On the other hand, it is obvious that when children are brought up properly by allowing than familiarize with letters and the use of words at home they will find reading much better and easier. 
	Therefore, parent roles in both present reading and beginning reading is very important parents should encourage their children by providing opportunities and stimulation for them. It is also true that parents and teachers have an active role to play in the life of students physically and mentally defect by recommending them to specialize who can help solve their problem or in-service case by the school, the handicapped. It is also emphasized that if parents and teachers perform their role well by motivating their students along with suitable methods of teaching and the physically and mentally handicapped children well taking care of, the issues of failure on the part of the students to read well will be fully eradicated.           
RECOMMENDATION 
	Based on the finding of hypothesis investigations recommend the interested students can research further into this some teaching uses different methodology. It is necessary to give the following recommendation to give the following recommendation to the government, parents and teachers to bring about improvement in English language among students. 
1. English language has a lot to play in our society as a result, the government need to provide the needed facilities to enhance good reading habits especially in English language. In order words provision should be made for good English Language textbooks language teaching programmes on tapes and should be distributed in schools.
2. Only qualified teachers should be allowed to teach, especially English Language. 
3. Teachers should give reading comprehension exercise and dictation exercises to their students regularly. The use of oral essay will also help the students. 
4. Parents should buy textbooks for their children, they should also take their children to the handicapped school where they can be taught properly if found to have visual or mental defects.   
5. Student should be given admission if they meet up to the age required and the population in the classroom should be reduced to 35 and 40, soi that teachers can teach the students properly.
