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CHAPTER ONE 

INTRODUCTION

BACKGROUND:

National Drug law Enforcement Agency was set up in the year 1984 during the regime of  Buhari the acting president of that year. It was established when caught on drug reaffixing called cocaine they are Bartholomew bologna Laval ojulope and Benard Obenegbe and were executed by then government Buhari. It was established to take care of the problem that Nigeria are facing due to the problem of hard drugs that existed in Nigeria  then. 

NDLEA act N30 laws of the federation in 2004 they state the practical operation in the year 1990 from airport commissioners when they saw some groups of boys carrying drugs and then want to stop them.

Fedelis Ojakilome was the first chairman of NDLEA and he handed over to kwajafa whose was an assistance inspector of police (AIG) and handed over to papa jamare who only lasted for 2 months and Bamaji took over from him in 1994 and lasted for five years. He was replaled by 1994 Onovo 1.0 from Enugu also a police personnel who remains in office till 2000 and handed over to lockdam also AIG and lasted for 3-4 months them Lafia gim took over who was an SSS boss before he came to Drug Ground October. 

In 2006, Ahmadu ginelde a retimed police officer is as at now the preset boss in NDLEA company. 

AIM/OBJECTIVE 

The Aim and objective of this company is to make sure that Nigeria’s partake in the habit of fighting against Dreg Anuse like other countries and it was established to present illicit cultivation production mainefactive of illicit trafficking of hard dugs which begins to take place in Nigeria.

STATEMENT/PURPOSE OF THE STUDY 

The statement of the study and some of the problem they face in their company is that they lack awareness of their members of their operation brandy by the public as such they do not like their search on the carport seaport and international air ports that which shows that they don’t know their privacy and the powers given to NSLEA. They also lack co-operation for general public that is they don’t volatile information on drugs offenders in the area because of Libras unstuck.


They encounter some undue interfere in their investigation by luring place individuals in the society. They poor remigration on their works because their workers are not well paid which now daises some of their workers not be active in work. They also encounter some logic problem including vehicles that are not regard enough to with stand the pressure of the day to day activities. The hostile attitude needed from the general public to the law enforcement Agents are not there.

Again no body known the secret of Drug Agents or the powers given to their officers which now encourage them to go ahead and arrest any body that go against their law. They have the right to  entire into any place whether forcible to entire so far they get the news that some changers addicts are staging inside the place.

SCOPE OF THE STUDY

This is to enforce the trafficking and abuse of illicit drugs that are found  in all parts of Nigeria. This NDLEA people are found in all parts of Nigeria which hampers the operation of the traffickers. In international air ports, land boarders and other places there are may people that fight against Drug in all those places which help to radices the high rate of drugs abusers because they have branches in all conges of the world which help them to got information about any drug person ground so that they will went on for an arrest of that person.  

CHAPTER TWO 

LITERATURE REVIEW


According to Loist. Newman in his view against drugs in one of his texts called Drugs and youth he said that there is dearly defined social process by which undivided in our society became involved in drugs and ultimately addicted. Roughly, one third of the boys to one half of the boys between the age of to years engaged in glue sniffing which normally occurs in group setting. Glue singing frequently results in headache and at times render its user unconscious. Drugs use for most times becomes intimately tied to sexual and Education patters that is the “hookey party” scare and “graduates” to more extreme activities. 

Significant is the peruse excreted by older adolescent on the age of 12 and 14year olds who attend the hookey parties. How sexual  and older men’s introduce some to strong drugs and also famish them with money to experiment with drugs on a wider scale if they wish. 

According to helpers and Rho 1966, it was stated that Drug abuse in pregnancy has been an increasing concern on the racers years over the problems of drugs abuse among the adolescent and young adults. It is approximated that 15-20 percent of narcotic addicts (91) and on unknown with larger percent of habitual users of sedative stimulants and hallucinogens are female. The drugs taken  in by pregnant as man’s which when gotten into the placenta happens to be transmitted into her fetus.

From what they stated Cleary in drug abuse in pregnancy 1966 in page ½ they say:


While narcotic addicts have a high morality 


rate due 
to acute and illness associated with 


drug use, non-suicidal overdose is the major 


cause of death in heroin addicts in both great 


Britain and mute states. Between 1950 and 


1961 in new yorkacity 45 percent of all addicts 

deaths are caused due to a acute overdoes 


reaction to dosage”. 

There are various theories pertaining the pathogenesis of the overdose alone. Indeed, Helphern and Rho (1966) don’t use the tam overdoes phenomenon. They prefer the designation a acte reaction”. Implying that death may result from a form of hypersensitivity reaction to the drug it self.


In date and Nyswanda 1967 of the book called the physical and mental pathology one to drug Addiction’ is large and complex. Although the leonine addiction is currently responsible for a significant amount of morbidity and mortality in all age groups it is particularly so in the young. While repeated physical and laboratory examination on some drug addicts with asses to pure drugs example those in and paramedical professions) have established that stable administration of narcotics can be compatible with good health and adequate functioning this group represents only a small percentage of all addicts. 


Some of the status of the typical heroines addicts is described in the following ways by:




Bole et al (1966) P. 105 “Although he has some 



periods of normal alertness and well being 



which he calls ‘straight’ the typical addicts 



spends a major part of his day in two other 



conditions-high and sick “

When ‘high’ or euphoric he is sedated in himself, and lost responsibilities. When ‘sick’ or abstinent to is desperate in his need for narcotic drugs with symptoms of general malaise, lacrimation and perspiration.


The street heroine addicts lift style carries with it many risks and exposes him to mental problems which are either drifty or indirectly related to drugs.


The physical and pathology associated with narcotic abuse must be viewed in the content of the individual user and his current negative position in the society. From Dole and Nyswander (1967) P 113:




“ Regardless of the actual state of physical 



dependence, however, the tendency among 



long time addicts as to feel highly dependent to 



fear abstinence synchrome. Many addicts daim 



to use narcotic drugs only to feel normal or to 



alleviate withdrawal symptoms”

from the subjective effects and behavioural toxicity produced by drugs are complex and problematic the subjective effects of drugs depends on the dosage, the situational in which the drug is been taken poof addicts finds to experience euphoria from morphine or heroine, while non-addicts generally do not find the effects pleasant. 


Kolb 1925 suggested that only the emotionally instable individual  actually experiences euphoria.

This process are for those being captured by either road side or any uncompleted building were they usually stay. Some of them that sell the hard drugs themselves are been extrude and put to jail were they will stay 3 to 4 years before thinking of how to take them to count.

Interview method: on the process of this method, it took place on the main office of the National Drug law enforcement Agency. The researcher interviewed the P.S.O Investigates on Drugs abusers. He has went on for many investigations both in schools, parties and even on the air ports and so many place that will yield information for them. He went for the investigations with some of their of their junior staffs in assistance to him

The information gotten from this specified method made the successful completion of this study possible.  

INPUT ANALYSIS 


The input to the current systems consist of the investigators which go inside the society to detect the drugs addicts and the drug sellers as well. 

PROCESS ANALYSIS


Each year in the NDLEA company am investigation committee is been set. The members of this committee are high raked personnel drown from various sections and departments of the company. They are charged with the responsibility  of selecting the names of the drug offenders they have captured and among them that have submitted their case file. They process the case file in batches. 


There are standards which hall already been sit which the drug offender must be qualified for any offense. 


The case and offense determines the perenishment the drug addict will take. The case files are arranged to various cases and offenses so the committee chooses the addict who satisfy the standards. Then their case tatter are prepared. This procedure continues antic a specified date when the  case ends. 

OUTPUT ANALYSIS


After processing the case file the case list are produced and pasted on the notice board in each case list, the batch member is printed on top of the list followed by the department and case. The list then divided into columns of varied width with such invading like serial number, Name sex, state and L.G.A. the names and particulars of the addict are printed  following. This caption with the names and serial numbers department and case from case file of each addicts his/her case letter is prepared. Each addict on questing his/her show and batch member of the list claims his/her case letter. 

PROBLEM OF THE EXISTING SYSTEM 

The case department face many difficulties which militate against their effort in achieving their objectives they are

JUSTIFICATION FOR THE NEW SYSTEM.

Presently in the arresting procedure no provision was made for considering the facilities when arresting drug addicts into the NDLEA company so the new system have to incorporates the capacities of different facilities available as one of the basic considering for arrest.


Again the number of files to be processed will no longer pose much problem since the computer system carried out its operation at an elections speed. There will be no room for arresting non drug addicts neither will the staff have the chance to strap in their own crepitate since the arrest is on first come first serve basis and measures are taken to avoid unauthorized access into the system.

Arresting Non Drug Addicts:-The committee being human being to make some mistakes at times and arrest one that are not a drug addict. This brings a problem when the person is going to court and registration process.


Short supply of working facilities: the number of facilities like doors machines are inadequate and other are in short inadequate even they are needed most.


Pressure from investigators: some investigators come with their own person that they have arrested and thereby mounting pressure on the case personnel and reducing their efficiency. 


Tearing off case first many times the case lists are torn off about two days after being pasted. This makes it difficult for some people two know whether they are arrested with such offense so they keep flooding the arrest office with the question.
