CHAPTER TWO

LITERATURE REVIEW


The Federal high court does not have appellate Jurisdiction.  According to section 251 of the 1999 constitution, the court has to follow original Jurisdiction to the exclusion of any court.  The court has exclusive appellate jurisdiction to hear and determine appeals from federal capital territory.


High Court of Appeal, customary courts of Appeal, Sharia Courts of Appeal, and from decisions of a court martial or other tribunal as may be prescribed by an Act of the National Assembly (e.g governorship and legislative house election tribunals under the Electoral Act 2001).


The supreme court is highest appellate court in Nigeria, it has both original and appellate Jurisdiction its original jurisdiction is exclusive and extends to:

(a)
Any dispute between Federation and a states of between states as far as that dispute involves and question whether of the law or fact on which the existence or extent of a legal right depends.


Other original jurisdiction conferred  upon it by any act of the National Assembly by cannot be respect of any criminal matter.  No such act has presently been passed section 232 1999 constitution.  The appellate Jurisdiction is confined to bearing appeals, to the exclusion of any other court from the court of appeal.


Four of the major sources of Nigeria law are Nigeria Legislation, English law, customary law, and Judicial precedent.


Act law, decree edicts and ordinance 1954 of Federal system of Nigeria.  Act 1917 decree 1970 independent court of appeal Jurisdiction 1979.


Court proceeding, this as a source of Nigerian law, consist of the principles found in the decision of the superior court record.  In interpreting the appling statute to concrete cases and disputes, the courts makes laws.  This happens more frequently when the courts discover a gap in the law and fill the gap in accordance with doctrine of stare decises, the principles of law upon which such a court decision is based becomes a binding precedent to be followed later by the court of appeal especially those lower in the hierarchy until the decision is over ruled by a court higher in hierarchy or by a specific legislature.

CHAPTER THREE

DESCRIPTION AND ANALYSIS OF THE EXISTING SYSTEM


This is the reduction of an entire system by studying the various operation performed and their relationship within the system.  An examination of a manual criminal law handling will view to identifying problem areas and recommending alternative solution to overcome the problem. Interview was conducted with some staff of the Enugu High court, and other forces organization.  This phase is the best among all other ways; it provides an opportunity to obtain first hand data from the people who work with the existing system.  I obtained most of my information from the chief Librarian of Enugu High Court as well as investigating police officer (IPO).

PROCEDURAL MANUAL


This is just a written document on the existing system it involves some handouts, textbook and already written project complied a lot of information were gotten through this means and it help because the information obtained from the interview were easily looked up in the procedural manual, existing paper and manual file documents.


According to constitution of the High Court pursuant to section 234 of the constitution; there is hereby established for the state a High Court.  And it shall consist of the chief judge of the state; also the member of judge of the High court will not be less than 23.  The Armed forces Ruling Council on the advice of the Advisory Juridical committee shall make the appointment of a judge to the office of chief judge of the state.  A person shall not be qualified to hold office of a judge of the High Court of the state unless he / she is qualified to practice as a legal practitioner in Nigeria and has been so qualified for a period of not less than ten years.


If the office of chief judge of the state is vacant or if the person holding the office is for any reason unable to person the functions of the office, then another person should be appointed to be taking care of the function perform by the Armed force council on the advice of the Advisory juridical committee.

OBSERVATIONS


By this method, the researcher was able to get information from the various departments and units of the court proceedings records, most files were being process in my presence, which made things easier for me to comprehend.

STUDYING FORMS


Studying the forms collected more data and files, which were being utilized in the proceeding records.  The system was equally understood through this means.


As we said early lawyers and police work hand in hand in the case of investigating crime.  The lawyer work base on the investigations made by the (IPO)


There are 3 types of forms used by the police while investigation on a case; these forms include:

Invitation form by police to whomever it concern for interrogation in the police station.

Medical report form for case that required medical attention.

Case file / form:
This is been filled by the police officer as regards whatever is contained in the main case file concerning the complainant, accused or the investigation police officer.

If it is manually the lawyer will have to analyse  it, but if its an expert system, the system will ask the investigator series of question from which the expert system will deduce a possible crime that could have been committed sequel to the user possible answer, which in turn printed out for the investigator to read.


One must note that output analysis both manual add an expert system depends on the nature of a case presented to the lawyer or crime committee.

OBJECTIVES OF THE EXISTING SYSTEM


The objectives of the existing system is to help obtain a criminal law record in the form of a statement for the lawyers, and it store manually in the form of pilling up among books.


Before any statement can be written or taken down by a lawyer for a client, one has to state his/her name, surname, and last name if any, after which his/her address, state of origin local government area, not forgetting the sex of the person. However, the person in question could either be an accuser (someone that is being accused of an offence) or a complainant (someone that is lodging in the complain).


The existing system definitely goes on with the format above, of which written statement is endorsed with a signature from both parties, in this situation whenever somebody comes again for a complain, the record book will be checked all over in the other to verify if the person being reported bas a criminal record, and it makes the job tedious for the people concerned.

INPUT, PROCESS AND OUTPUT ANALYSIS


Input process of the existing system has the line as the new system but the difference between both is that the new system is an expert system sort of, where by computer handling the job.  While in the existing system its done manually.

INFORMATION FLOW DIAGRAM
