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ABSTRACT

The main focus of this study is to assess the role of Economic and Financial Crime Commission in the fight against corruption in Nigeria.Survey research design was adopted for the study using convenience sampling method 45 participant was enrolled for the study. A total of 39 responses were received and validated from the enrolled participants where all respondents were drawn from  officers of EFCC of in Ibadan metropolis of Oyo State. Data was analyzed using frequencies and tables.Findings from the study unveiled  factors responsible for EFCC and their fight against corruption such as to Investigation of all financial crimes such as advance fee fraud, money laundering and counterfeiting and to probe and recover looted funds from past government leaders involved in any illegal financial transactions.

The study therefore recommeded that autonomy of the commission should be enhanced as the government, at both federal and state levels, should stare clear off the activities of the EFCC in order for the agency to be fully independent and to be able to fight corruption with a mind devoid of prejudice.. Moreso The EFCC ought to be ultra-careful during their raids and should  avoid apprehending the “innocent” alongside the culprit(s).

CHAPTER ONE

INTRODUCTION

   BACKGROUND OF THE STUDY

Close to a decade after the inauguration of the Economic and Financial Crimes Commission (EFCC), the war against corruption in Nigeria continues to rage with the anti-graft body clearly not having the upper hand. The bulk of the blame has been put on the Federal Government for not allowing the Commission to function without undue interference. It is believed in some quarters that most of those who should be arrested, investigated and prosecuted by the EFCC are enjoying protection from the Federal Government and people hardly get hounded by agents of the commission unless they have fallen out of favour with the Government. The leadership of the Commission has changed a number of times but the system with which it pursues its mandate has remained the same over the years. Many had questioned the genuineness of the intention behind the commission right from its first few years as it was largely seen as a tool by the Federal Government to witch-hunt real or perceived opponents.

Though the fear of the EFCC was the beginning of wisdom in the Obasanjo years, it became obvious that the Malam Nuhu Ribadu-led commission targeted mainly those who dared to antagonize the President. Though back then, the EFCC was seen to be working, though not without some flaws. For instance, Rotimi Amaechi faced fire when the EFCC brought up charges of financial impropriety against him just before the 2007 elections and he was dropped as the governorship candidate of his party. It was later made public that it was because the powers that be were not favourably disposed to his ambition to rule Rivers State. Peter Odili too aspired for the PDP’s presidential ticket in 2007. It was an open secret that former President Olusegun Obasanjo used the EFCC to frustrate that ambition.

One of the beneficiaries of Obasanjo’s effective usage of the EFCC was Engineer Segun Oni, the deposed Governor of Ekiti State. Though he came third in the shadow elections, during a meeting with the three top contenders for the PDP’s ticket, the President brought out a file which he claimed was the EFCC’s dossier on Yinka Akerele who came tops at the primaries. There and then, Obasanjo in his wisdom decided that Oni should be chosen as the party’s candidate. He was immediately told to go and flag off his campaign in Ado Ekiti. Joshua Chibi Dariye, a Governor was arrested in London with loads of money Dariye found his way to Nigeria after being granted bail. Not long after, Nuhu Ribadu addressed the Plateau State House of Assembly and pronto, Dariye was impeached   He challenged his impeachment and was reinstated by the Court, with the verdict being upheld by the Supreme Court. After the expiration of his tenure in May, 2007, he was arraigned at Federal High Court, Guda on a charge of stealing over N 700 million. He was granted bail and today, Dariye is a Senator of the Federal Republic.

The situation in Ekiti state was somewhat similar. No one ever believed Fayose could be impeached by the House of Assembly in which he controlled the majority. On one occasion, he opened a portion of the Government House for his guests and there the House of Assembly was holding a meeting around 1 a.m.  After the arrest of some of his friends and associates over a failed poultry project, the EFCC swooped on the Ekiti State House of Assembly and after several visits to the EFCC facilities in Lagos and Abuja, the legislators were made to understand that the commission had records of the funds they collected for constituency projects and how the funds were utilised. Not long after, the legislators backed down and the vote of absolute confidence earlier passed on the Governor gave way. He was impeached along with his deputy and his case started in court on December 17, 2006. He was accused of looting about N 1.2 billion.

So far, Lucky Igbinedion is the only former Governor who has paid back part of his loot. While facing a 191-count charge of money laundering, Igbinedion opted for a plea bargain and he paid back N 4.3 billion in a case that was determined in 2008. To many, the EFCC was simply playing to the gallery as it continued to drag people to court and the number of convictions obtained did not show that it was indeed winning the war against graft. The cases of Bode George as well as the assets forfeiture of Tafa Balogun and Dipreieye Alamieyesegha are the major achievements the commission can boast of.

The commission blamed the Executive for interfering in its activities through the office of the Attorney-General of the Federation. Bails have allegedly been secured for people who were arrested by the Commission through the Attorney General. And at the end of the day, the country ends up being the loser, if an agency that is funded by the Government is prevented from carrying out its functions by agents of the same government. Internal politics also affected the quick and diligent prosecution of a lot of cases. Each time a new Chairman comes on board, there is bound to be the redeployment of officers believed to be in the structure built by the chairman’s predecessors. The transfer of a lot of investigators has reportedly done a lot to affect the cases that were handled by such officers.

In conclusion, this study aimed at looking at the EFCC and their fight against corruption in Nigeria (A won or lost battle). It suggested that the commission should explore the inter-nations technical co-operation on corruption, to develop mechanism that would help Nigeria have a system that discourages outright stealing of public fund, and develop an anti-corruption war that relied on forensic evidence, well-trained personnel and free of unnecessary controversies. EFFC should, this time-around, effectively utilize the provisions in   the National Assembly Act 2004, establishing it. For instance, Part III, section 12, subsection 1(c) and subsection (2), which provided for establishment of Research Unit; and any committee to assist the commission, are good avenues for the commission to explore to bring itself at par with Nigerians expectations. However, the best weapon the new helmsman of EFFC have, is, adherence to rule of law, because with the current uncompromising stand on adherence to Rule of Law, by President Yar’Adua, any disregard of   Rule of Law will not only send one to kuru, it may send one to Kirikiri.

1.2    STATEMENT OF THE PROBLEM

Corruption is one of the most widespread social evils in Nigeria; it is seen as a main threat in the public and private sphere. Corruption undermines fragile democratic systems by fuelling popular disillusionment with politics and politicians; it also undermines trust and confidence, which are necessary for upholding and development of sustainable economic and social order. Corruption is not only peculiar to Nigeria, it is a global phenomenon. However, anti-corruption war in Nigeria is like a gun-war being fought with bows and arrows, it is a war that can turn its fighters into victims and those being fought into heroes, it is a war that both sides manipulate to gain personal and political points, it is a ‘world’ of controversies, politics, extensive debates and high public expectations.

EFCC is the central institution saddled with the responsibility of fighting Nigeria’s anti-corruption war. The Commission and its helmsmen were recently featuring in the news in positive as well as negative pictures, both at local and international media.  EFCC and its protagonists hold the view that, the Commission is on the right track; while its antagonists and some public commentators have observed some lapses in the manner the Commission is executing its mission.

1.3   RESEARCH QUESTIONS

The following are some of the questions which this study intends to answer:
what is the prevalence of EFCC and their fight against corruption in Nigeria?
what are the factors responsible EFCC and their fight against corruption in Nigeria?
what are the ways in which the EFCC can win their fight against corruption ?
1.4 OBJECTIVE OF THE STUDY

The main focus of this study is to assess the role of Economic and Financial Crime Commission in the fight against corruption in Nigeria. Specifically the study seek:

To examine the effectiveness or otherwise of EFCC in fighting corruption in Nigeria.
What are the factors responsible EFCC and their fight against corruption in Nigeria
To proffer solutions that will strengthen Economic and Financial Crimes Commission.
1.5 SIGNIFICANCE OF THE STUDY 

The significance of this study or research cannot be over emphasized because of the immense contribution. It is supposed to offer in the area of development of knowledge in fighting corruption in Nigeria. It is therefore hoped that this study will highlight the effect of Corruption, dimensions of corruption and roles so far performed by EFCC to combat bribery and corruption in Nigeria. This study will also serve as a very relevant and important material for further research on activities of EFCC in war against bribery and corruption in Nigeria. Furthermore, it will also increase the literature that exist on corruption among nations in the world.
1.6 SCOPE OF THE STUDY

The scope of this study borders on the role of Economic and Financial Crimes Commission in fighting  corruption in Nigeria. The study is however limited to EFCC officers in Ibadan metropolis of Oyo State.

1.7 LIMITATION OF THE STUDY

Finance: Due to the economic difficulty that the people, including the researcher, was experiencing, the prospect of a greater sample size, which would have enabled the study to reach a larger region, has become impossible; thus, this work is limited to EFCC Oyo State.

Time: It was not surprising that the researcher was limited by time frame as it posed a direct challenge to the effective coverage intended in the course of this report. It is the intention of the researcher to interview all the employees of the selected television channels but because of numerous activities of the researcher which borders on both academics, work schedules and other social activities it became relatively impossible to cover all but selected few respondents who are officers in EFCC in Ibadan Metropolis.

Attitude of respondents: The majority of reporters fail to collect the questionnaires, and some who do collect pay urgent attention required in filling and returning it, and others did not return theirs at all. Others were less accommodating and may have provided untrustworthy information because they were afraid of being exposed, despite the researcher's promise that all information would be treated with the utmost secrecy and only for education purpose.
1.8 DEFINITION OF TERMS

Anti- corruption: This refers to the laws enacted for the operation of institutional mechanism for the fight against corruption in Nigeria, which are Code of Conduct Bureau (CCB), public Complaints Commission (PCC), the Independent Corrupt Practices and other Related Offences Commission (ICPC) and Economic and Financial Crimes Commission (EFCC), etc.

Corruption: This is the use of public power for private profit or benefit of a group or class, in such a way that constitutes a breach of law or of standards of high moral conduct. 

Bribery: This is the payment (in money or kind) that is given or taken in a corrupt relationship to pay or receive a bribe is corruption and should be understood as the essence of corruption. A bribe is a fixed sum, a certain percentage of a contract or any other favour in money, kind usually paid to a state official who can make contracts on behalf of the state or otherwise distribute benefits to companies or individuals, businessmen and clients. 

Embezzlement: This is theft of resources by people who are put to administer it; it is when disloyal employees steal from their employers. This a serious offence when public officials are misappropriating public resources, when state officials steal from the public institutions in which he or she is employed and from resources he is supposed to administer on behalf of the public.

CHAPTER TWO

REVIEW OF LITERATURE

2.0 INTRODUCTION

Our focus in this chapter is to critically examine relevant literature that would assist in explaining the research problem and furthermore recognize the efforts of scholars who had previously contributed immensely to similar research. The chapter intends to deepen the understanding of the study and close the perceived gaps.
2.1
CONCEPTUAL REVIEW

ESTABLISHMENT OF EFCC 
Prior to the establishment of the EFCC, there have been attempts by successive regimes to curb corruption in Nigeria. One vivid attempt was the launching of War Against Indiscipline (WAI) in March 1984 under Buhari-Idiagbon regime. The military government of the duo struck its beak severally against the rock in the fight against indiscipline, bribery and corrupt practices in Nigeria like an eagle seeking to get rid of its old beak on a mountain top. Though corruption significantly reduced, but when the government was sacked by General Babangida in August 1985 the rate of corruption in the country again skyrocketed. In fact, fraudulent activities, economic mismanagement, and accountability and transparency became a great issue of concern in all quarters of the federation as it greatly hampered real development in the country. Bearing this in mind, Akanbi (2004) cited in Orokpo (2017) affirms that the legacy of corruption and lack of accountability that were prevalent under military rule (mainly after Buhari-Idiagbon regime) constituted a kibosh or a constraint to the socio-economic development of the nation. Orngu (2006) also cited in (Orokpo, 2017) likewise made it clear that prior to the Fourth Republic that commenced in 1999, corruption stitched and put on Nigeria garment of a failed state. Nonetheless while trying to set ablaze the shameful garment and trying to rescue the country from the ocean of a failed state, President Oluseegun Obasanjo‟s administration established the EFCC in 2002 by an Act of the National Assembly.In recognition of the magnitude and gravity of the preponderant economic and financial crimes in Nigeria such as money laundering, advance fee fraud, popularly known as 419, the Federal government of Nigeria and National Assembly, in 2001 deemed it necessary to establish the Economic and Financial crime commission (EFCC), which according to EFCC information Hand book (2004:1) was amended in 2004. The commission (Establishment) ACT, 2002 of the National Assembly of Nigeria, according to the commencement clause of EFCC ACT, 2002 Be that as it may, corruption kept soaring in the country to the point that the Transparency International ranked Nigeria in 2004 Corruption Perception Index as the second most corrupt country in the world (for precision purpose: 133 out of 133 countries surveyed) with an annual loss of US$ 25.76 billion dollars (see (Nwoba & Monday, 2018; Nzejekwu, 2011)).

FUNCTIONS OF EFCC

Ultimately, the government of Obasanjo, considering the above, amended the Establishment Act in 2004. Thus based on the Economic and Financial Crimes Commission (Establishment) Act 2004, the organization performs the following functions: 

The enforcement and the due administration of the provisions of the Act. 

The investigation of all financial crimes including advanced fee fraud, money laundering, counterfeiting, illegal charge transfers, futures market fraud, fraudulent encashment of negotiable instruments, computer credit card fraud, contract scam, etc. 
The co-ordination and enforcement of all economic and financial crimes laws and enforcement functions conferred on any other person or authority. 
The adoption of measures to identify, trace, freeze, confiscate or seize proceeds derived from terrorist activities, economic and financial crimes related offences or the properties the value of which corresponds to such proceeds. 
The adoption of measures to eradicate the commission of economic and financial crimes.
The adoption of measures which includes coordinated preventive and regulatory actions, introduction and maintenance of investigative and control techniques on the prevention of economic and financial crimes. 
The facilitation of rapid exchange of scientific and technical information and the conduct of joint operations geared towards the eradication of economic and financial crimes. 
The examination and investigation of all reported cases of economic and financial crimes with a view to identifying individuals, corporate bodies or groups involved. 
The determination of the extent of financial loss and such other losses by government, private individuals or organization. X
Collaborating with government bodies both within and outside Nigeria carrying on functions wholly or in part analogous with those of the Commission. 
Dealing with matters connected with the extradition, deportation and mutual legal or other assistance between Nigeria and any other country involving Economic and Financial Crimes. 
The collection of all reports relating suspicious financial transactions, analyse and disseminate to all relevant Government agencies. 
Taking charge of, supervising, controlling, coordinating all the responsibilities, functions and activities relating to the current investigation and prosecution of all offenses connected with or relating to economic and financial crimes. 
The coordination of all existing economic and financial crimes, investigating units in Nigeria. 
Maintaining a liaison with office of the Attorney-General of the Federation, the Nigerian Customs Service, the Immigration and Prison Service Board, the Central Bank of Nigeria, the Nigeria Deposit Insurance Corporation, the National Drug Law Enforcement Agency, all government security and law enforcement agencies and such other financial supervisory institutions in the eradication of economic and financial crimes. 
Carrying out and sustaining rigorous public and enlightenment campaign against economic and financial crimes within and outside Nigeria. 
Carrying out such other activities as are necessary or expedient for the full discharge of all or any of the functions conferred on it under this Act.
CORRUPTION

Corruption, as it is defined by the World Bank, is a form of dishonesty or a criminal offense which is undertaken by a person or an organization which is entrusted with a position of authority, in order to acquire illicit benefits or abuse power for one's private gain. Corruption may involve many activities which include bribery and embezzlement, and it may also involve practices which are legal in many countries (Worldbank 2012) 
TYPES OF CORRUPTION

According to Odekunle (1982:14), there are five (5) types of corruption in our society which are defined by the sphere or arena of special activities and integrated by the general principle of corruption. 

Political corruption: The two main areas in which political corruption is manifested are the activities connected with election and succession, and the manipulation of people and institution in order to retain power and office. Political positions and resources are scarce and the prizes of office are high. Hence, the competition for such resourcesposition involves every possible extralegal means-through corruption- in order to overcome obstacles and opposition. The 2007 election in Nigeria which was characterized by malpractice, irregularities and the subsequently nullification of the same election by various tribunals in the country show the manner in which Nigeria is corrupt politically. 

Economic corruption: Corruption in the economic and business world is commonplace. Businessmen have been known to bid for favours to any level provided the economic cost of such favours does not exceed the returns and the value made possible by such corrupt acts. In normal operation, businessmen and entrepreneurs dislike obstacles of profit-making and therefore use corrupt means to prevent the normal institutional regulation, hasten or shorten procedures. 

Bureaucratic corruption: Bureaucratic corruption involves buying favours from bureaucrats who formulate and administer government economic and political policies. The areas chiefly involved are the acquisition of foreign exchange, import licenses, industrial establishment, avoidance of tax and the like. Oluwadere and Ayuda (1974) observes in this connection that “it is true that there are many situations in which people many bribe an official, thus tempting them away from the path of probity”. Ayuda argues that in some cases officials expected to be bribed for almost everything and the “worse still, they use their enormous powers of delay to force people to bribe them”. Such bribes and corrupt payments according to Leff (1964:8) are not legitimized by proper government process. Rather, they are appropriated by the bureaucrat, not by the state, and they involve subversion of government’s political and economic policies. The strength of any government and the success of its programmes depend largely on an effective implementation of its policies by bureaucrats. In this case, it becomes obvious that social development involves the efficiency of the bureaucracy and the probity of bureaucrats. Anything else is a non-rational and illogical that is Development, Bureaucracy, Efficiency and probity are central issues in the critique of corruption. 

Judicial corruption: Allegations of corruption are rife against law enforcement agencies and the courts, both indigenous and modern. Judicial corruption plays on the relative position of buyers in the social structure and the use of wealth to secure police attention and bails, and even to pervert the administration of justice. In this regard, it has been alleged that some judges sell justice in our courts as marketable commodity. This must have prompted one of our legal luminaries, justices Chukwudifu Oputa to make the following declaration: Corruption is the greatest malady to affect any court system, for the court is our human attempt to attain justice through the law justice in our courts should never become a marketable commodity blatantly auctioned with the hammer going down to the highest bidder. Our judges should realize that it is not for fun that they are addressed as ‘Honorable justice’. They should also realize that justice is an attribute of God Himself, Ogiri (2004:14) in Anyebe (2007:58). In recognition of this fact Olufokunbi (1962) observed that “it would be alarming because unconsciously we still realize that corruption should not spread on a large scale into the administration of justice”. It would be tragic for the nation if such a corrective institution becomes polluted.

Moral corruption: The anonymity in contemporary societies, particularly in urban and cosmopolitan centres, has worsened, or some cases only created condition which favour moral depravity. The desire for employment, the wish to show wealth through the acquisition of women, the flamboyant demonstration of individual materialistic possessions in the midst of social poverty, the exploitation of man by man-the powerless poor by the powerful rich, etc, all belong to the types of moral corruption. The implication of criticism here is that the possession of wealth is right only when it is employed to serve the needs of society and its members. Lust, incest, avarice and covetousness, etc are abhorred in the society. In this regards Otite (1982) observed that ‘there is so much self-interest and greed in our society that the political rulers and top bureaucrats flout public moral code, and indeed our top elite are generally morally vulnerable”. This bring to mind the immoral act demonstrated in the Ministry of Health by the two ministers and top bureaucrats in the ministry regarding the unspent N00 million that was to be paid back to government account.

CAUSES OF CORRUPTION

 Osakwe (2004:178) has identified causes of corruption in Nigeria as follows: They are excessive materialism, bureaucratic bottleneck, poor leadership and nonexistence of social services. 

Excessive Materialism: One of the reasons for corruption in the Nigerian society is the avaricious ways in which we live. No person seems to be satisfied with what he or she has. Greed and insatiable quest for material wealth highly dominate the life of the Nigerian. Nigerians according to Okolo (1994:32) “define social success and importance practically in terms of money and material value alone”. He further noted that: A correct reading of the Nigeria character particularly from the period of the historical accident of the “oil boom” is an undeclared but clearly defined craze to amass as much money and wealth as possible with means fair or foul, for it very much matters to him the size of his bank book, his number of housing estates, the number of transport cars, how many of his relatives, children’s or otherwise are in high economic positions;, how much he spends on funerals; weddings, social parties etc All these are phases of and dynamics of acquisitive instincts as deeply rooted in the Nigerian psyche, which predispose her to corruption. Excessive materialism therefore can certainly be regarded as an important root-cause of corruption in Nigeria 

Bureaucratic Bottleneck: Bureaucratic bottleneck is a source that encourages corruption in Nigeria Corruption according to Ndubisi is used to “cutred-tapism in a rigid bureaucratic system”. There is a slow-pace of bureaucratic action in Nigeria hence making institutions of government inadequate to fulfill the demand placed upon them. There is wide inefficiency in our governmental system. What is most painful is the evidence of non-commitment in achieving the goals and objectives of governmental organizations by people who work in them. There is too much delay in prosecuting and delivering public services. Thus, if you go to some government parastatals like Nigeria Telecommunications Limited (NITEL) and Nigerian Postal Services (NIPOST) for instance, unless you are known by the workers, you can stay there all day. Even when you are served, the workers will demand some gratification. Public officials in Nigeria ask for and receive bribes and kickbacks from fellow citizens and foreigners to accelerate the pace of action by sidetracking laid down civil service rules and regulations. The observation of this fact led Emezi (1998:6) to comment thus: Corruption seems to provide an alternative means of allocation or access to decision making. This is so because where bureaucracy is both elaborate and inefficient, the provision of strong personal incentives to bureaucrats may be the most effective means to speed action. On this premise, corruption is legitimized by the faulty operation of western-style institutions and norms. 
Poor Leadership: Poor leadership is another source that encourages corruption in Nigeria. There is poor conceptualization of leadership in Nigeria. Leadership in Nigeria according to Obasi (2000:141) has largely been hypocritical”. Right from 1960 when Nigeria gained independence, the political elites be it civilian or military pursue selfish interest at the expense of the public; they have demonstrated that the struggle and scramble for power among them are for sharing the spoils of political office. Since then, every political office has been subjected to abuse. They loot public treasury with impunity. As the public observes the brazen pervasion of normative values by their leaders and their agents, they do not find any justification or motivation to cherish such values. Hence the tendency for the masses to imitate their leaders. This explains why the messenger who receives unjust wages will declare your file missing until you bribe him; it also explains why policemen extort money from the public without having any sense of guilt. Achebe (1983:10) minced no words in his categorical assertion that: Nigerians are what they are only because their leaders are not what they should be”

ASSESSMENT OF EFCC IN THEIR FIGHT AGAINST CORRUPTION

 Ever since the establishment of the anti-graft agency in Nigeria, particularly in recent times, there has been commotion as well as verbalization from different angles concerning the efficacy and the trustiness/reliability of the agency in the fight against corruption in the country. While some Nigerians believe that the agency is carrying out its sacrosanct duty of investigating corrupt practices and even arresting and arraigning corrupt elements in the law court, others hold that the agency is yet to be serious with its law assigned duties (Sowunmi, Adesola, & Salako, 2010). 

Be that as it may, our appraisal of the performance of the EFCC would be based strictly on a review of just five of its objectives or functions stated above so as to see whether or not the agency has truly recorded success in its activities in the country. 

The Adoption of Measures to Eradicate the Commission of Economic and Financial Crimes 

There has been adoption of methods and measures by the EFCC towards curbing corrupt practices in the country. The agency established the Nigerian Financial Intelligent Unit (NFIU) who, among others, help in the detection of suspicious transactions in financial institutions within Nigeria mainly. It also maintains its own database of terrorist groups, individuals, non-governmental organizations (NGOs), etc. and thus frequently monitor them (Orokpo, 2017). Further, the agency has adopted the Whistle-Blowing Policy mainly for the eradication of crime. Before now whistle-blowers have been illy treated by the government example of which was Dele Giwa – a renowned journalist who, under General Ibrahim Babangida‟s military junta, was bestially killed by a parcel bomb. His lawyer too, late Chief Gani Tawehinmi (SAN) was attacked by a gang of armed soldiers for providing vital information to the police concerning his client‟s death. But the EFCC being an agency that loves to keep an ear to the ground, provides a whistle blower, whose information directly leads to the voluntary return of stolen or concealed public funds or assets and whose information is one that the agency does not already have and which it could not have obtained from any other publicly available source, a reward of about 2.5% - 5% of the amount recovered (see Falana (2018)). The whistle blowing policy has of course yielded positive results so far. The recovery of $43.4m, N23.3m and 27,800 Euros at Flat 7 Osborne Towers, Ikoyi, Lagos State by the EFCC is a clear result of the policy. Nevertheless, people are presently discouraged and complain that providing the agency with vital information is risky for security reasons and for the fear of the agency reneging or going back on its promise. For example, one whistleblower, Abdulmunmini Musa, whose information led to the recovery of the Ikoyi loot/money, sued the agency for giving him N325 million against N860 million he said is his five percent commission (see Pulse.ng (2017)). 

Carrying Out and Sustaining Rigorous Public and Enlightenment Campaign Against Economic and Financial Crimes within and Outside Nigeria 

The EFCC has been trying in this very aspect of sensitization or enlightenment of the general public on the negativity, absurdity and unpalatability of fraud, looting and other economic and financial related crimes. First, every arrest made by the agency [and the reasons behind it] is made public for people to be aware of and to desist from such an act. When a culprit is convicted by court, the agency also makes it public. [Though there are few cases they keep confidential information from the media, and questions they give no response to for some reasons]. The agency also has a journal named The Journal of EFCC where articles mainly on crime and corruption are published for the interest of the general public. It also publishes books and handouts for teaching e.g. the AntiCorruption Preaching/Teaching Manual for Christians in Nigeria, and the Anti-Corruption Preaching/Teaching Manual for Muslims in Nigeria. Lastly, the EFCC attends youth gatherings across the federation and enlightens them on the havocs corruption and crime have wrought on the economic, political as well as socio-cultural life of the country and the way each Nigerian can help out. Personally, I have witnessed such or sat under the tutelage of a representative of the agency in NYSC orientation camp in Rivers State and that is why I‟m attesting to it. There in the camp located at NonwaGbam Tai local government area in November 2019, the EFCC also requested for volunteers, as it has been doing before, who would help to shun crime, economic and financial crimes particularly. 

Dealing with Matters Connected with the Extradition, Deportation and Mutual Legal or Other Assistance Between Nigeria and any Other Country Involving Economic and Financial Crimes 

The EFCC has been working with different international bodies to ensure the reduction of economic and financial crimes. Just very recently, in December 2019 precisely, the EFCC secured the deportation of Mr. Mohammed Bello Adoke (SAN), Nigeria‟s former Attorney-General and Minister of Justice, from Dubai, United Arab Emirates (UAE) over alleged abuse of office and money laundering as it regards granting of the Oil Prospecting Licence (OPL) 245 to Shell and ENI (the case popularly known as the Malabu oil scam deal). Prior to Adoke‟s deportation he had been in the custody of the Interpol in same UAE since he was apprehended on November 11, 2019. To some, Adoke‟s travel to Dubai for medical reasons was an attempt to escape arrest, but the antigraft agency still worked with the International police and the UAE authorities to ensure his arrest and deportation. 

The Investigation of All Financial Crimes Including Advance Fee Fraud, Money Laundering 

This is the function that many Nigerians give credits to the EFCC. The antigraft agency apprehends those suspected to be involved in fraud related crimes as well as investigates their case. In an interview with newsmen in Abuja, Mr. Ibrahim Magu – the EFCC boss revealed that they recently arrested no fewer than 200 internet fraud suspects [called in Nigerian parlance “Yahoo Boys”]. The agency, according to Magu, recovered from one of the arrestees – Ismaila Mustapha (a.k.a. Mompha) [and his Lebanese accomplice, Hamza Koudeih], whom they tagged “kingpin of an Organized Cyber Syndicate Network”, a whooping amount of N33bn gotten from alleged money laundering, and a total of five wristwatches valued at over N60m (Punch, 2019). Nonetheless, some people have continued to find fault in the manner in which the EFCC executes his very function. To them, once the agency carries out a raid they arrest both the targets and the innocent non-targets. An example is when the EFCC Ibadan zone raided a hotel [Modzak Hotel, Lagos precisely] on December 04, 2019 for the purpose arresting only one Rasaq Balogun but ended up arresting no fewer than 27 other persons there (Pulse.ng, 2019). 

The Adoption of Measures to Identify, Trace, Freeze, Confiscate or Seize Proceeds Derived from Terrorist Activities, Economic and Financial Crimes Related Offences 

Apart from the EFCC going after “yahoo boys”, the agency also is after politicians; it arrests corrupt politicians and freezes/seizes whatever property that belong to them which are gotten by the proceeds of crime. The agency has seized properties (and has even frozen bank accounts) owned by Dienzani Alison-Madueke [former Minister of Petroleum], Haruna Momoh [former managing director of PPMC, a subsidiary of the Nigerian Petroleum Corporation – NNPC], Sambo Dasuki [former national security adviser], Ibrahim Shema [former Governor of Katsina State], Patience Jonathan [former Nigeria‟s First Lady], Ayodele Fayose [former governor of Ekiti State], etc. that were purportedly acquired with public fund. For Shema‟s case, the agency seized his three mansions over his alleged involvement in aN74.6bn fraud. According to the EFCC boss – Ibrahim Magu, about 407 properties were seized (with 126 permanently forfeited and 281 under interim forfeiture) by the agency between 2015 and 2018. Among the seized properties were filling stations, land, real estate, jewellery, automobiles, petroleum products and so forth (see (Olafusi, 2018; Pulse.ng, 2016; The Nation, 2016)). Contrariwise, some people believe and verbalize that the agency is being used by each government that comes to power, particularly the present Buhari‟s government, to weaken every opposition. The main opposition party, People‟s Democratic Party (PDP), has argued that the independence of the EFCC is obviously questionable as most of its political arrestees or targets are usually its (PDP‟s) members or former members/supporters. Some of these allegedly arrested, investigated or persecuted politicians or PDP members/supporters include Bukola Saraki [former Senate President], Ayodele Fayose, Patience Jonathan, Sambo Dasuki, M. Walter Onnoghen [former Chief Justice of Nigeria], etc. while someone like Bola Tinubu, the National Leader of the ruling All Progressive Congress (APC), who used bullion vans to allegedly convey huge sum of money to his Ikoyi home during the 2019 General Elections has never been apprehended nor probed by the agency. In fact when the EFCC boss was asked a question by newsmen concerning Tinubu‟s matter he gave no response but rather called for another question (Pulse.ng, 2019). Another important issue with the EFCC or the problem most Nigerians have with the agency is what the recovered fund and properties by the agency are being used for. An average Nigerian sees the agency as the “looter of the recovered loot”, for they have hardly seen or heard where the recovered loots are being invested. However, the agency has tried to clear the air over the matter by saying that the recovered money is being taken to consolidated revenue account in the Central Bank of Nigeria. But, the masses still doubt this and even the credibility of the agency. Finally and considering the above, the US-based group, Human Rights Watch, condemned the EFCC and deemed it an agency that fights corruption with corrupt hands. It even noted that the Nigeria‟s political system “rewards rather than punish corruption” mainly because of the “rapturous welcome” given to a PDP chieftain, Olabode Gorge [after serving a two-and-a-half year in prison in 2011 for corruption] by even former President Olusegun Obasanjo – the founder of the “so-called” EFCC, and former Minister of Defence, Ademola Adetokunbo(BBC News, 2011).

WAYS OF FACILITATING EFFICIENCY OF   EFCC IN  THEIR FIGHT AGAINST CORRUPTION 

No nation can make any meaningful progress under a corrupt system. This realization has occasioned a global re-awakening of interest on how to eradicate menace of unethical corrupt practices in Nigeria.

The most urgent task in order to secure the independence of the Economic and Financial Crimes Commission (EFCC) and avoid the violation of the right of equal protection under the law is to amend section 3 (2) of the Commission Act and any other necessary provision so that members of the Economic and Financial Crimes Commission (EFCC) Can discharge their duties without fear or favour, affection or ill will. The overwhelming majority of the staff of the commission if not all, should be recruited from the pool of fresh graduates and by the commission itself instead of mass transfers and secondments from other government. This mass transfers and secondments would only transform the new organization into where they are transferred from. Thus, fresh graduates should be trained from the scratch towards an appreciation of the importance and objectives of the commission. 
There should be a systematic and continuous research into the structure and process of corrupt practice as well as periodic evaluation of the effectiveness and efficiency of the work of the commission. On a very serious note, the commission independence with regard to funds, human and material resources should also be guaranteed. 

Anti- corruption agency should immediately work to repeal the IMMUNITY CLAUSE in the 1999 constitution. The clause tends to encourage corruption, both at the federal and state levels. Public officials, especially representatives and state governors have been openly corrupt because they know that they cannot be prosecuted while they are still in office. As can be seen, state governors, local government chairpersons and high-level civil servants have deprived their citizens the right to economic development, health care, effective mass transportation, sound education, affordable housing, and drinkable water due to excessive embezzlement as a result of the clause. 

EFCC should probe the financial affairs of educational institutions. Previously in the past, the university and educational management authorities make sure that some structures and infrastructure are maintained, leaking roofs are patched, worn out paints are restored and the sanitary condition of the institution are managed well, but these days, although more funds are sunk into the educational sector, yet the already existing infrastructures are not properly managed or maintained, let alone providing new ones. The EFCC or judicial commission should be set up to investigate the judicial system in order to find out why cases go through the Nigerian court system in a snail–like speed. There are too many delays and adjournments in the trial of cases. As a result, unfortunate suspects are sometimes locked up in detention for years awaiting trial. A law should be passed which states that if a case is not tried after a certain time period, the suspects in detention should be released. For example, the Odi boys who were suspected to have killed 12 policemen in November, 1999 are still detained in prison while the case is constantly postponed. The delays and unnecessary postponements amount to corruption of Justice. 

Finally, combating corruption requires a broad range of integrated, long term, national and international sustainable efforts and reforms. The standard that includes decency, transparency, accountability and qualitative general services delivery is essential. It is only when these are done that perpetrators of corruption will be punished in accordance with the various provisions of the law. Economic and Financial Crimes Commission (EFCC) Act inclusive.
2.2 THEORITICAL FRAMEWORK

Elite Theory 

The governing elite in Nigeria, by virtue of their social characteristics and privileges of office are united and operate as a formidable team against the hungry and poverty-stricken mass of the population who are easily divided and distracted on account of daily pressure for sustenance and necessities of life. The divide and rule by the elite thus inhibit any genuine effort to advance common cause in form of qualitative education, shelter, basic infrastructure and other amenities, which are grossly inadequate in Nigeria. Madunagu (2005) brings this to fore by asserting that “the dominant fraction of the Nigeria ruling classes do not use the wealth they loot from the Nigeria for the benefit of “their people” although these poor people whose names are invoked in vain are often mobilized to fight their imaginary enemies.” No matter how democratic a government may pretend to be, fiscal issues or decisions are rarely taken in consultation with the mass of the people. This explains why fiscal practice in Nigeria has been subjected to serious manipulation by the elite. It is to such an extent that the majority of the population is not carried along at the conception/formulation stage, except at the implementation stage where they are affected. This top-bottom approach to decision-making characteristic of the elite, frequently generate conflicts. For instance, the governing elite in Nigeria receive the huge allocations from the federation account, and social services delivery is barely existent to have any meaningful impact on the majority of the population. Resources control agitations can thus be viewed as an elite creation and tool to manipulate the ignorant mass of the people in serving the elite agenda. The African Network for Environment and Economic Justice (ANEEJ, 2004:16) position that “the exploitation of public and private resources for the gain of the elite is embedded in institutionalized practice”, corroborate this assertion. The elites in Nigeria are not accountable to their people. Various allegations of public treasury looting by public officials and serving Governors in every zone in Nigeria bring this to the fore (for details, see Elendu and Sowore, 2005). And it is doubtful if there is anything the defenseless mass of the population can do about this, in view of the instrument of coercion at the disposal of the elite. In addition to the foregoing, to the extent that the governing elite in Nigeria cannot rise to the challenges of service delivery and qualitative life for their people, they may have become decadent and ineffective due to pleasures of easy living and privilege of power, in the words of Pareto, ANEEJ (2004:16) underscored this issue while positing the existence of a predatory state and elite in Nigeria, and concluded that “this may therefore explain the lack of development in the country despite over thirty five years of oil wealth”.

Structural Functionalist theory
Structural Functionalist theory as propounded by Talcott Parsons in the 1930’s. One of the assumptions of Parsons (1930) on structural functionalism was that certain functional prerequisite must be arrived at and met for society to survive. In other words, the survivability of the society depends strongly on the functionality of some certain existing functional subsystem because these subsystems are expected to perform their function credibly. Parson (1930) defines functions as a given item or subsystems that help maintain and sustain the whole system. The system which the society is, therefore, composed of a certain arrangement of structures or subsystem undertaking various responsibilities in a coordinated manner to achieve collective societal goals and objectives. Parson (1930) functional requirements of the structural-functional theory are recognized as one of the most sociological creative attempt to ensure a deeper understanding of the general societal process that could improve or detracts progress, growth, and development in the society. Thus, this theory is relevant to this study because it has helped x-ray the different structures and parts of the Nigeria State, charged with the responsibilities of performance, to ensure and enhance both the manifest and latent survival functionality of the State. As exposed by this study, corruption has been threatening the survival of the Nigeria State, detracting progress, growth and development. One functional structure to address this menace established by the  system was the EFCC saddled with the responsibility of wedging untiring war with corruption. The extent of the performance of the commission in discharging her responsibilities on corruption will strongly influence the nation’s progress and development. Within the structure of the Commission, leadership effectiveness plays a key role in achieving in fighting corruption. If the leadership of the EFCC is considered ineffective and lacks the confidence to fight corruption, as observed in the literature, there is a tendency that Nigeria survival cannot be sustained. Therefore, for the activities of the EFCC to be effective and help achieve the survival of Nigeria, there must be a conscious effort by the commission to set aside leadership and ethnic sentiment and objectively fight corruption as it is.
CHAPTER THREE

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

AREA OF STUDY

The Economic and Financial Crimes Commission (EFCC) is a Nigerian law enforcement agency that investigates financial crimes such as advance fee fraud (419 fraud) and money laundering.[1] The EFCC was established in 2003, partially in response to pressure from the Financial Action Task Force on Money Laundering (FATF),[2] which named Nigeria as one of 23 countries non-cooperative in the international community's efforts to fight money laundering.[1] The agency has its head office in Abuja, Nigeria.The population of Economic and Financial Crimes Commission (EFCC) staff is about 1,150.

RESEARCH DESIGN

Research designs are perceived to be an overall strategy adopted by the researcher whereby different components of the study are integrated in a logical manner to effectively address a research problem. In this study, the researcher employed the survey research design. This is due to the nature of the study whereby the opinion and views of people are sampled.

POPULATION OF THE STUDY

According to Udoyen (2019), a study population is a group of elements or individuals as the case may be, who share similar characteristics. These similar features can include location, gender, age, sex or specific interest. The emphasis on study population is that it constitute of individuals or elements that are homogeneous in description. 

The main focus of this study is to assess the role of Economic and Financial Crime Commission in the fight against corruption in Nigeria.Thus officers  of  EFCC IN Oyo State the population of the study.

SAMPLE SIZE DETERMINATION

A study sample is simply a systematic selected part of a population that infers its result on the population. In essence, it is that part of a whole that represents the whole and its members share characteristics in like similitude (Udoyen, 2019). In this study, the researcher adopted the convenient sampling method to determine the sample size.

SAMPLE SIZE SELECTION TECHNIQUE AND PROCEDURE

According to Nwana (2005), sampling techniques are procedures adopted to systematically select the chosen sample in a specified away under controls. This research work adopted the convenience sampling technique in selecting the respondents from the total population.

In this study, the researcher adopted the convenient sampling method to determine the sample size. Out of all the entire population of the commission in Oyo state, the researcher conveniently selected fourty-five (45) participant as the sample size for this study. According to Torty (2021), a sample of convenience is the terminology used to describe a sample in which elements have been selected from the target population on the basis of their accessibility or convenience to the researcher.

RESEARCH INSTRUMENT AND ADMINISTRATION

The research instrument used in this study is the questionnaire. A survey containing series of questions were administered to the enrolled participants. The questionnaire was divided into two sections, the first section inquired about the responses demographic or personal data while the second sections were in line with the study objectives, aimed at providing answers to the research questions. Participants were required to respond by placing a tick at the appropriate column. The questionnaire was personally administered by the researcher.

METHOD OF DATA COLLECTION

Two methods of data collection which are primary source and secondary source were used to collect data. The primary sources was the use of questionnaires, while the secondary sources include textbooks, internet, journals, published and unpublished articles and government publications.

The reliability of the research instrument was determined. The Pearson Correlation Coefficient was used to determine the reliability of the instrument. A co-efficient value of 0.68 indicated that the research instrument was relatively reliable. According to (Taber, 2017) the range of a reasonable reliability is between 0.67 and 0.87.

ETHICAL CONSIDERATION

The study was approved by the Project Committee of the Department.  Informed consent was obtained from all study participants before they were enrolled in the study. Permission was sought from the relevant authorities to carry out the study. Date to visit the place of study for questionnaire distribution was put in place in advance.

CHAPTER FOUR

DATA ANALYSIS AND INTERPRETATION

4.1
INTRODUCTION

This chapter presents the analysis of data derived through the questionnaire and key informant interview administered on the respondents in the study area. The analysis and interpretation were derived from the findings of the study. The data analysis depicts the simple frequency and percentage of the respondents as well as interpretation of the information gathered. A total of forty-five (45) questionnaires were administered to respondents of which thirty nine (39) were returned and validated. CHAPTER FIVE

SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATION

5.1 SUMMARY


The main focus of this study is to assess the role of Economic and Financial Crime Commission in the fight against corruption in Nigeria.The study determined the prevalence of EFCC in their fight against corruption. It also examined factors responsible for EFCC and their fight against corruption in Nigeria. It examined  the ways in which the EFCC can win their fight against corruption.

Survey research design was adopted for the study using convenience sampling method 45 participant was enrolled for the study. A total of 39 responses were received and validated from the enrolled participants where all respondents were drawn from  officers of EFCC of in Ibadan metropolis of Oyo State. Data was analyzed using frequencies and tables.

5.2 CONCLUSION

Corruption has proven difficult to fight and address in Nigeria even though an anti-graft agency has been set up through the EFCC to combat it. Although at the initial stage the commission was doing fine in recovering looted funds from past corrupt public official, in recent time have been bedeviled with politicization and acclimatize itself with corrupt practices. The overbearing influence of government presence in the

activities of the EFCC has waterloo the performance of the commission and affected the administration of criminal justice fight against corruption..

Findings from the study unveiled  factors responsible for EFCC and their fight against corruption such Investigation of all financial crimes such as advance fee fraud, money laundering and counterfeiting; To apprehend individuals who engage in  illegal change transfers, future market fraud, fraudulent encashment of negotiable instrument, computer credit card fraud and  contract scam and To probe and recover looted funds from past government leaders involved in any illegal financial transactions.

Findings from the study also revealed that the ways in which the EFCC can win their fight against corruption include The autonomy of the commission should be enacted without undue interference from federal and state political heads; There should be proper and a more convincing explanation by the EFCC on who is in charge of or where the recovered loots are being channeled to so as to correct the notion of the agency “relooting the loot”. More soThe EFCC ought to be ultra-careful during raids to avoid apprehending the “innocent” alongside the culprit(s).

5.3 RECOMMENDATION

From the findings of the study, the researcher recommends thus:

For the EFCC to achieved and surpass her current achievements, some level of independence is required for the commission. Laws guiding the judicial process of the EFCC and preventing the interference of political elite in the activities of the commission should be enacted.
The government, at both federal and state levels, should stare clear off the activities of the EFCC in order for the agency to be fully independent and to be able to fight corruption with a mind devoid of prejudice. 
The EFCC should try not to renege any of its promise especially as it regards rewarding whistleblowers. This will further motivate the people to expose corruption and unscrupulous elements in the country. 
There should be proper and a more convincing explanation by the EFCC on who is in charge of or where the recovered loots are being channeled to so as to correct the notion of the agency “relooting the loot”. 
 The EFCC ought to be ultra-careful during raids to avoid apprehending the “innocent” alongside the culprit(s).
The non-conviction based assets forfeiture law should also be enacted because the nation needs to recoup her stolen fund to help revive her growth and development; 
Nigerian Judicial Process should also allow the administration of justice of the EFCC been fast and effective through attending to cases brought before the court on a timely basis with unnecessary delay and adjournments. 
 The anti-graft agency of Nigeria i.e. the EFCC, ICPC, and CCB have grown to the stage of having a separate or special court system in order to achieve the desired goal of fighting corruption and financial crime. The Judicial system and the government should encourage the establishment of the special court.
Anti- corruption agency should immediately work to repeal the IMMUNITY CLAUSE in the 1999 constitution. The clause tends to encourage corruption, both at the federal and state levels. Public officials, especially representatives and state governors have been openly corrupt because they know that they cannot be prosecuted while they are still in office.
The EFCC or judicial commission should be set up to investigate the judicial system in order to find out why cases go through the Nigerian court system in a snail–like speed. There are too many delays and adjournments in the trial of cases. As a result, unfortunate suspects are sometimes locked up in detention for years awaiting trial. A law should be passed which states that if a case is not tried after a certain time period, the suspects in detention should be released.The delays and unnecessary postponements amount to corruption of Justice.
