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ABSTRACT

The main focus of this study is to examine the effect of banditry on rural-urban migration using Kaduna State as case study. Survey research design was employed, Using convenience sampling method the research conveniently selected 256 participants who are residents of Kaduna State. Questionnaire was issued and 225 copies were returned and validated for the study. Hypothesis was tested using Chi-Square statistical tool (SPSS, v23). Findings from the study revealed that, banditry has a significant effect on rural-urban migration. More so the rate of migration cause by banditry activities in Kaduna is high. The study therefore recommends that Government should come up with credible and implementable policies to curb the incessant attacks on rural dwellers and improve their livelihood. Policy makers should make policies that would cover rural-urban migration and ensure that security of lives is made priority. 
CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
1.0 BACKGROUND OF THE STUDY
Migration is regarded as the movement of person(s) from one ecological region to another region, which might be on temporary or permanent origin [Adewale 2005]. A group of persons migrate based on the existing conditions and the motives for it differs from one person to another depending on the circumstances that brought about the decision to migrate. Migration is a selective process affecting individuals or families/households with certain economic, social, educational and demographic characteristics. The movement of people from rural to urban areas is a common episode in Northwest Nigeria masterminded by the insecurity issues prevalent in this areas.
The movement sometimes poses some calamities in the rural as well as in the urban areas even though; there are benefits derivable from it. In most rural areas, the impact of rural-urban migration was a rapid deterioration of the rural economy leading to chronic poverty and food insecurity [Mini S.E 2003].These arise mainly due to excessive drain of youth from the rural population hence leaving only the older, women and aged members to constitute the labour force of the rural area. Migration to urban areas is placing increasing pressure on local government's ability to respond to social service needs of urban populations.
Banditry means occurrence or prevalence of armed robbery or violent crimes. It involves the use of force, or threat to that effect, to intimidate a person with the intent to rob, rape or kill. Banditry is a crime against persons. It has been a common genre of crime, as well as cause violence in contemporary societies (Nigeria Watch, 2011). The prevalence of banditry in Nigeria appears to have been high and rising over the years.Nigeria’s Northwest is gradually becoming another major regional theatre of violence, much like the Northeast where Boko Haram terrorists have wreaked havoc in the past ten years. A problem, which initially appeared as localized disputes between herders and farmers over access to land, has morphed into an intractable crisis posing a major threat to national and regional security. The level of rural banditry keeps escalating from 2014 till date attracting a lot of attention, while assuming increased political undertones are master minders to this yet its of great implication to the survival of common man and at large hence the reason why most rural settlers leave their home and migrate to urban areas in the bid secure their their lives. Banditry refers to armed violence driven principally by the criminal intent to steal and plunder. It is motivated by the quest for economic accumulation. The victims are individuals and communities with material valuables or most cases average people displaced from their home and are forced to migrate.
Banditry in the northwestern states of Kaduna, Zamfara and Katsina has reached alarming heights in recent years. Bandits terrorize villages with impunity. They have actually settled in the states like Ogun in form of herdsmen, Kaduna and Kastina State respectively, setting up fortified enclaves in the hinterland and on the frontiers, from where they plot and carry out their operations on rural community settlers.
1.2 STATEMENT OF PROBLEM
Crime thrives in contexts where there’s little deterrence. In most of Nigeria’s rural communities, there are many opportunities for criminal activity. For one thing, some of these communities are located in remote areas where there is little or no government presence. More importantly, households and schools are in some cases separated by and interspersed with forest areas. This renders them vulnerable to banditry. This situation is made worse by the absence of effective community policing mechanisms capable of addressing the hinterlands’ peculiar security challenges. The on going banditry activities prevalent in northwest region of Nigeria has pushed rural dwellers out of their homes into searching for succor in the urban area. The implication of this could be tremendous both to rural community and urban.In addition to displacement, the violence has hampered agricultural activities and heightened the risk of acute food insecurity. Livelihoods have been disrupted, fear and insecurity among the population have increased, and IDPs and host communities are competing for scarce resources such as water, land and food. Protection concerns are heightened for women, children and the elderly, while security, food and other necessities for survival are priority needs in affected areas.However it is against this backdrop that this study is seek to examine the effect of banditry on rural-urban migration.
1.3 OBJECTIVE OF THE STUDY
The purpose of this study is to examine the effect of banditry on rural-urban migration. Specifically it is geared:
To examine the conditions that can lead to rural-urban migration.
To investigate the effect of banditry on rural communities.
To determine the rate of rural-urban migration caused by banditry.
1.4.  RESEARCH HYPOTHESIS
H0: There is no significant effect between rural-urban migration and banditry
H0: The rate of rural-urban migration caused by banditry is low
1.5 SIGNIFICANCE OF THE STUDY
This study will heighten the awareness of government on the need to come up with credible and implementable policies to curb the incessant attacks on common man and improve their livelihood. It would further enable policy makers on the need to make policies that would cover rural-urban migration and ensure that security of lives is made priority. It will enlighten community settlers on the need to be security conscious and prepare themselves with other self-defence mechanism in the absence of quick response from government enforcement agencies.finally the study will also contribute to the general body of knowledge.
1.6 SCOPE OF THE STUDY
The purpose of this study is to examine the effect of banditry on rural-urban migration. Specifically it will examine the conditions that can lead to rural-urban migration. It will also investigate the effect of banditry on rural communities. More.so it will determine the rate of rural-urban migration caused by banditry activities. The study is delimited to Kaduna State.
1.7 LIMITATION OF STUDY
In the course of this study the researcher encountered few challenges which majorly includes:
Financial constraint- Insufficient fund tends to impede the efficiency of the researcher in sourcing for the relevant materials, literature or information and in the process of data collection (internet, questionnaire and interview).
Time constraint- The researcher will simultaneously engage in this study with other academic work. This consequently will cut down on the time devoted for the research work.
1.8 Operational Definitions
Implication: this the effect an action has on something or the conclusion that can be drawn from something although it is not explicitly stated.
Banditry: Banditry is a type of organized crime committed by outlaws typically involving the threat or use of violence. A person who engages in banditry is known as a bandit and primarily commits crimes such as extortion, robbery, and murder, either as an individual or in groups.
Rural: a Rural area or Countryside is a geographic area that is located outside towns and cities.this include village and aggro-communities
Urban: Urban refers to a developed geographical area such as town or cities.
Migration: migration involves the movement of people from one place to another with intentions of settling, permanently or temporarily, at a new location.
CHAPTER TWO

REVIEW OF LITERATURE

2.0 INTRODUCTION

Our focus in this chapter is to critically examine relevant literature that would assist in explaining the research problem and furthermore recognize the efforts of scholars who had previously contributed immensely to similar research. The chapter intends to deepen the understanding of the study and close the perceived gaps.

2.1 CONCEPTUAL FRAMEWORK

BANDITRY

A bandit is a robber or outlaw belonging to a gang, who uses weapons to steal or rob from the people and typically operating in an isolated or lawless area of a country. Banditry is a term used to refer to acts of robbery and violence in areas where the rule of law has broken down (Collins, 2000). Banditry consists of the organization of armed bands for the purpose of attacking state or social institutions or enterprises or individual persons. Participation in such bands and in the attacks committed by them is equally regarded as banditry (Collins, 2000). Historically, banditry has existed and operated in different parts of the world since the 19th century when bandits riding mostly on horse backs move from their hideouts to attack villages and then retreated back to their hideouts. In Europe, bandits have existed in mainly mountainous areas of Italy, Spain, Greece and Turkey (Cassia, 1993). In Asia, bandits have existed in several countries such as Iran, Philippines and India (Bankoff, 1998). In India, bandits are called Daku in Hindi Language which the British colonialist coined as dacoit during the colonial period. Thus dacoity has become a term for banditry in the Indian subcontinent where bandits have operated for many years in north and north central India. One of the notable dacoits was Gabbar Singh who inspired the famous 1975 Bollywood film Sholay (Flames) based on his life. Therefore, banditry has a rich and lucrative history throughout south Asia and despite continued anti banditry efforts, the problem of banditry persists in India presently (Dmella, 2018). 

Banditry is another security challenge in Africa where bandits have continued to ravage the horn of Africa, East and Central Africa and the trans-Saharan trade routes from Niger Republic all the way to Libya (Aregbesola, 2020). Banditry has existed in parts of Chad and around Lake Chad and they also have significant presence in parts of Southern Africa (Aregbesola, 2020). In West Africa, the prevalence and severity of banditry has contributed to the rising increase in regional insecurity with a potential threat to regional integration of the sub-region (Abdullahi, 2019). Reports have shown that some of the bandits from some countries of the West African sub-region such as Niger Republic and Mali were invited to carry out large scale attacks in some countries of the sub-region. They moved through the porous West African borders with their arms to assist their fellow bandits in carrying out large scale or reprisal attacks. In Nigeria, banditry came as a result of nearly four decades of unresolved conflicts between settled cultivators and nomadic herding communities.

ARMED HERDSMEN BANDITRY AND TERRORISM

The activities of armed herdsmen who have been terrorizing, particularly farming communities in the Middle-Belt region of Nigeria (Plateau, Benue, Taraba, Adamawa, Nasarawa and Southern Kaduna States) have equally been a grave concern. Since 2013, they crossed over from the Middle belt region to the Eastern and Southern parts of Nigeria. Some scholars refer to the menace as Farmers/Herders conflicts (Gani, 2018). Since their emergence, the armed herders have terrorized, kidnapped, killed, raped, burnt farming communities, property and taken-over lands belonging to the farming communities for their grazing activities. Their activities have also resulted in the loss of revenue by the States, threatened national unity, diversion of budgetary allocations for the maintenance of internally displaced persons (IDPs) camps, loss of human capital and damage to the country’s international image (Enor, Magor & Expo 2019)

In 2014, an estimated 1,200 persons died as a result of herdsmen attacks (Adeyemo, 2018); in 2015, Global Terrorism Index (GTI) ranked herdsmen as the World’s fourth deadliest militant group for having been responsible for about 1,229 human fatality in 2014 (Oli, Ibekwe & Nwankwo 2018). Between June 2015 and January 2016, five hundred and twenty-five 525 persons were killed, not less than one thousand and seven hundred (1,700) deaths in 2017 and not fewer than one thousand, seven hundred and fifty (1,750) human fatality in the first six months of 2018, totaling five thousand, two hundred and seventy-five (5,275) human fatality between 2015 and June 2018 (Enor, Magor & Ekpo 2019). However, Herbert and Husaini (2018), citing International Crises Group (IGC), notes that in 2016 alone, an estimated two thousand and five hundred (2,500) people were killed by Fulani armed-herdsmen and have led to the displacement of at least sixty-two thousand (62,000) people, most of them women and children, in the hardest hit States of Kaduna, Benue and Plateau (ICG 2017). In fact, based on figures from Global Terrorism Index 2019: Measuring the Impact of Terrorism, deaths from terrorism in Nigeria rose to two thousand and forty (2,040) in 2018, a 33% increase. This increase follows a steady decline in deaths since 2014. Terror-related incidents increased to 37%, from four hundred and eleven (411) in 2017 to five hundred and sixty-two (562) in 2018. The increase was due to a substantial escalation of violence by Fulani extremists. Violence between Nigerian herders and farmers intensified in early 2018 with approximately three hundred thousand (300,000) people fleeing their homes. In Nigeria, terrorist activity is dominated by Fulani extremists and Boko Haram insurgents. Together, they accounted for 78% of terror-related incidents and 86% of deaths from terrorism (GTI 2019)
MIGRATION

Migration is considered as the movement of people from one geographical region to another, which may be on temporary or permanent basis (Adewale, 2005). People migrate based on the prevailing conditions and the reasons for it vary from one person to another depending on the situation that brought about the decision. Migration is a selective process affecting individuals or families with certain economic, social, educational and demographic characteristics.Migration occurs as a response to economic development as well as social, cultural, environmental and political factors and effects on areas of origin as well as destination (Adewale, 2005). People tend to move away from a place due to need to escape violence, political instability, drought, congestion in various dimensions and suspected or real persecution. Also, adverse physical conditions such as flood, landslide (erosion and earthquake), insects and pests, soil infertility contribute largely to the reasons why people leave one environment for another.

Human migration involves the movement of people from one place to another with intentions of settling, permanently or temporarily, at a new location (geographic region). The movement often occurs over long distances and from one country to another, but internal migration (within a single country) is also possible; indeed, this is the dominant form of human migration globally.Depending on the goal and reason for relocation, persons who migrate can be divided into three categories: migrants, refugees, and asylum seekers. Each category is defined broadly as the mixed circumstances might occur and motivate a person to change their location.Migration is usually divided into two categories: Voluntary migration and forced migration. 

The distinction between involuntary (fleeing political conflict or natural disaster) and voluntary migration (economic or labour migration) is difficult to make and partially subjective, as the motivators for migration are often correlated (Mathias Czaika Hein de Haas 2014)..

Voluntary migration is based on the initiative and the free will of the person and is influenced by a combination of factors: economic, political and social: either in the migrants` country of origin. 

Forced migration refers to the movements of refugees and internally displaced people (displaced by conflict) as well as people displaced by natural or environmental disasters, chemical or nuclear disasters, famine, or development projects.These different causes of migration leave people with one choice, to move to a new environment. Immigrants leave their beloved homes to seek a life in camps, spontaneous settlement, and countries of asylum (Mathias Czaika Hein de Haas 2014). 

RURAL-URBAN MIGRATION

The movement of people from rural to urban areas is a common occurrence in Nigeria. The movement poses some problems in the rural as well as in the urban centre even though; there are benefits derivable from it. In most rural areas, the impact of rural-urban migration was a rapid deterioration of the rural economy leading to chronic poverty and food insecurity (Mini, 2000). These arise mainly due to excessive drain of youth from the rural populace thus leaving only the older and aged members to constitute the labour force of the rural area. 

Rural to Urban migration is a response to diverse economic opportunities across space. Historically it has played a significant role in the urbanization process of several countries and continues to be significant in scale, even though migration rates have slowed down in some countries (Lall, Selod and Shalizi, 2006). According to Torum (2002), the interplay of both “Push and Pull” factors at the points of origin and destination stimulates migrations. The push factors, which cause migration include: political fear, lack of food, unemployment, wars and unhappy lifestyle, etc. Similarly, the pull factors are the desire to better life, job opportunities, improved living conditions, desire for qualitative education, better housing, improved medical care and a good network of roads. Urban and rural areas all over the developing world are becoming more closely linked socially, economically and politically (Deshingkar, 2004). An important manifestation of this is the increasing mobility of rural populations through temporary migration and commuting.

Migration to urban areas is placing increasing pressure on local government's ability to respond to social service needs of urban populations. This is a worldwide challenge; in 2008 over half of the world's population will be urban, and in Africa the urban population is set to double between 2000 and 2030 (UNFPA, 2007). On-going migration to urban areas is placing pressure on limited appropriate housing, resulting in increases in the numbers of urban residents now found to reside in informal housing. Informal settlements present a range of health and development challenges to governments, including access to water, sanitation, housing, and adequate health services(Ambert, 2006; Ambert, Jassey, & Thomas, 2007; Thomas, 2006).

EFFECT OF BANDITRY ON RURAL-URBAN MIGRATION

Hundreds of thousands of people are displaced due to conflict every year globally (UNHCR, 2010). They are forced to flee from their homes in search of protection, some are able to find refuge with families and friends, but most are crowded into camps where they become victims of further violence, mental stress, and disease (IDMC, 2012). One noticeable aspect in the society today is the rate at which people migrate from rural to the urban centers in search for greener pasture, while the rural centers are decreasing in population; the Kaduna State capital has experienced population explosion because of the impact of insurgency. This has led to migration from rural areas to urban.
Migration is either planned or unplanned. Unplanned migration has serious consequence, especially if it is caused by insurgency and crisis. 
Banditry witnessed its highest peak in North Eastern Nigeria in 2014. This led to influx of internally displaced people from Southern Kaduna and other parts of North especially Bornu and Adamawa State were most affected because there are no security forces stationed there. So people were killed unnumbered, this particularly affected the lives and health of children. Male children were particularly killed and pregnant women were brutally murdered in case they were carrying male children. Since their targets are mostly men, the men had to run for their lives leaving women, children and the elderly. Crops, markets, animals were looted, drinking water sources was also poisoned. Women fled, some carried only the number of children they were able to carry. Some children died on the way and were left to rotten without burial. These people left unprepared, without food, water or drugs.

BURDEN OF RURAL TO URBAN MIGRATION CAUSED BY BANDITRY CRISIS

The burden of rural to urban migration in Nigeria is multifaceted and intertwining. As such, an analysis of one decomposable component or consequence, such as unbearable population density, impinges on other issues within the identifiable cycle of burdens. For instance, in examining the immediate effect of rural to urban migration, which is an increase in population or at the extreme its explosion, various other subsequent effects are expected to be considered. 

The movement from rural to urban areas makes a negative impact on the quality of rural life especially when such migrants carry away their needed consumption into the city. Migration of young adults from the rural areas also placed a greater burden on the farmers. For farmers to cover the same area of land as when he had extra assistance, he must work much longer hours thus depriving him of some time for leisure or participation in various social activities. The trend of the movement of the rural people into the city has also militated against the agricultural development in these countries. The stage of agricultural development in Ughelli South is labour intensive, able-bodied men who should till the land have abandoned their role in the farms, and have engaged themselves in petty trading in the urban areas. In recent times there are more problems associated with rural urban migration; the impacts of these problems have apparently outweighed the associated benefits. The governments are not aware of the annual internal migration trend, neither most of them know the factors responsible for the movement of rural people into their cities. At the same time, most African governments have little or no knowledge about the problems encountered by the various households in the depressed communities of their cities

Population explosion activates the housing challenge both at micro family and macro society levels. Congestion in households and communities has implications for both the health and psychology of victims. Nigerian cities such as Lagos, Port-Harcourt, Kano, and Onitsha among others are characterized by human traffic, vehicular congestion, environmental pollution, consistent in-migration and spurious expansion of territories to accommodate human additions. frustration, conflicts, poor sanitary conditions and frequent road accidents, which have associations with dense population, collectively contribute most significantly to mortality statistics. 

 Unplanned population increases in most cities explain infrastructural decay in relevant contexts. This is especially the case in Nigeria where maintenance of existing amenities, which abolition are haphazardly situated due to unprecedented corruption and biased award of contracts, is not prioritized (Okafor, 2005). It is interesting to note that most roads in the country are impassable, hospitals lack human and necessary material resource, schools are dilapidated and electricity supply is very far from stable in most rural communities, though, none of these infrastructures exists. The people’s agony is visible in frustrations arising from avoidable diseases and deaths, lack of access to portable water, subsistence economic activities, various kinds of unemployment, child abuse in all its ramifications and dwindling focus on societal norms and values. The burden inherent in normative conflict and social maladjustment in a non-regulatory system is enormous (Kammeyer and Ginn, 1986). Given that individuals are culture-bearing, in-migrants do not immediately adjust sufficiently to cultures at destinations, while others are for very long time guided by ethnocentric orientations hardly adapting to the realities of new locations.High crime rate has also been linked to rural-urban migration given the anonymity provided by urban environments. 

Rural communities share this burden through loss of manpower necessary for agricultural activities and production. The impoverishment of rural areas in Nigeria is partly explainable by out-migration of able youths in search of employment in cities.Consequently, agriculture which prior to the discovery of oil was the mainstay of Nigeria’s economy was far relegated to the background leading to the country’s mono-economy status. Over dependence on oil, it is argued here, that has led to employment crisis and avoidable importation of agricultural products, which together have over the years had a negative net effect on local industries and productions as well as international trade balances. Several analyses of Nigeria’s economy insist that petroleum resources have been more of a curse rather than a blessing to the development of the country (Iwayemi, 2006). According to Baskerville (20144), some rural communities like  Community have been experiencing drift of its population into neighbouring cities and towns particularly Kaduna South. This migrating population comprises mainly people of ages between 15 and 35 years. These people make up the largest proportion of the required manpower of these areas. This movement obviously led to the reduction of the workforce and consequently decrease in the agricultural output of the area, because farming was left in the hands of aged men and women. Furthermore, the reduction in output has brought about less income and gradual increase in poverty level.
Another burden imposed by rural to urban migration is the increasing number of cohabitation and consensual unions that result among the married and the not yet married. Although it could be argued in some quarters that such union, especially when it involves people from different ethnic backgrounds, could have positive implications for the country’s unity at a macro level, the negative consequences of existing marriages and family unity at the micro are enormous. The above issues constitute the burden and in some cases agony of rural-urban migration in Nigeria for which organized critical thinking and context specific intervention strategies are essential.

2.2 THEORITICAL FRAMEWORK

Conflict theory

The theory guiding the research work is conflict theory.

Conflict theory explores the power dynamics that create social and economic inequality in different contexts — Everything from poverty and social conflict, to revolutions and war. German philosopher Karl Marx first proposed the theory in the 19th century, arguing that competition over limited resources was inherent in society.

Conflict theory holds that different groups within a society are perpetually competing for limited resources and power — resulting in the powerful dominating the powerless.

The relevance of this theory to this study depict the never ending crisis thrown by bandits in communities has masterminded the increase in rural-urban migration. Thus this has led to which has lead to social, cultural and environmental deterioration in the over all urban environment. other impact included low standard of living, housing problem, rural people not affording the standard of living in the urban thus resort to criminal activities, over crowding and pressure on the physical environment, rural loss of man power and other social environmental problems

CHAPTER THREE

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

3.1
AREA OF STUDY

Kaduna, state, north-central Nigeria. Its area includes the traditional emirate of Zaria and Jemaa town. Kaduna was substantially reduced in size when its northern half became Katsina state in 1987. Kaduna is bordered by the states of Zamfara, Katsina, and Kano to the north; Bauchi and Plateau to the east; Nassawara to the south; and Niger to the west. Abuja Federal Capital Territory also borders Kaduna state to the southwest. Kaduna state has an area 46,053 km² and with total population of 6,113,503 ranking the 3rd Lanout of 36 state in Nigeria
3.2
RESEARCH DESIGN

Research designs are perceived to be an overall strategy adopted by the researcher whereby different components of the study are integrated in a logical manner to effectively address a research problem. In this study, the researcher employed the survey research design. This is due to the nature of the study whereby the opinion and views of people are sampled.
3.3
POPULATION OF THE STUDY

According to Udoyen (2019), a study population is a group of elements or individuals as the case may be, who share similar characteristics. These similar features can include location, gender, age, sex or specific interest. The emphasis on study population is that it constitute of individuals or elements that are homogeneous in description. 

This study was carried out to observe an examination on the effect of banditry on rural-urban migration using Kaduna State as case study. Thus the resident of Kaduna State form the population for the study.
3.4
SAMPLE SIZE DETERMINATION

A study sample is simply a systematic selected part of a population that infers its result on the population. In essence, it is that part of a whole that represents the whole and its members share characteristics in like similitude (Udoyen, 2019). In this study, the researcher adopted the convenient sampling method to determine the sample size. 
3.5
SAMPLE SIZE SELECTION TECHNIQUE AND PROCEDURE

According to Nwana (2005), sampling techniques are procedures adopted to systematically select the chosen sample in a specified away under controls. This research work adopted the convenience sampling technique in selecting the respondents from the total population.

In this study, the researcher adopted the convenience sampling method to determine the sample size. Out of all the entire population of  Kaduna State resident, the researcher conveniently selected 256 respondents  as the sample size which comprises of 85 civil servants, 71 professionals/civil servants  and 100 artisans  thus making the  total of 256 participant as the sample size for this study. According to Torty (2021), a sample of convenience is the terminology used to describe a sample in which elements have been selected from the target population on the basis of their accessibility or convenience to the researcher.
3.6 
RESEARCH INSTRUMENT AND ADMINISTRATION

The research instrument used in this study is the questionnaire. A survey containing questions were administered to the enrolled participants. The questionnaire was divided into two sections, the first section inquired about the responses demographic or personal data while the second sections were in line with the study objectives, aimed at providing answers to the research questions which was raised against a four Likert scale of Strongly Agree(SA), Agree(A), Strongly Disagree(SD) and Disagree(D). Participants were required to respond by placing a tick at the appropriate column. The questionnaire was personally administered by the researcher.
3.7
METHOD OF DATA COLLECTION

Two methods of data collection which are primary source and secondary source were used to collect data. The primary sources was the use of questionnaires, while the secondary sources include textbooks, internet, journals, published and unpublished articles and government publications.

METHOD OF DATA ANALYSIS

The responses were analyzed using the frequency tables, which provided answers to the research questions. 
3.9
VALIDITY OF THE STUDY

Validity referred here is the degree or extent to which an instrument actually measures what is intended to measure. An instrument is valid to the extent that is tailored to achieve the research objectives. The researcher constructed the questionnaire for the study and submitted to the project supervisor who used his intellectual knowledge to critically, analytically and logically examine the instruments relevance of the contents and statements and then made the instrument valid for the study.

RELIABILITY OF THE STUDY

The reliability of the research instrument was determined. The Pearson Correlation Coefficient was used to determine the reliability of the instrument. A co-efficient value of 0.68 indicated that the research instrument was relatively reliable. According to (Taber, 2017) the range of a reasonable reliability is between 0.67 and 0.87.

CHAPTER FOUR

DATA PRESENTATION AND ANALYSIS

4.1 INTRODUCTION

This chapter presents the analysis of data derived through the questionnaire and key informant interview administered on the respondents in the study area. The analysis and interpretation were derived from the findings of the study. The data analysis depicts the simple frequency and percentage of the respondents as well as interpretation of the information gathered. A total of Two Hundred and Fifty-Six (256) questionnaires were administered to respondents of which only 225 were returned and validated.  This was due to irregular, incomplete and inappropriate responses to some questionnaire For this study a total of  225 was validated for the analysis.

CHAPTER FIVE

SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATION

5.1 SUMMARY

The main focus of this study is to examine the effect of banditry on rural-urban migration using Kaduna State as case study. Survey research design was employed, Using convenience sampling method the research conveniently selected 256 participants who are residents of Kaduna State. Questionnaire was issued and 225 copies were returned and validated for the study. Hypothesis was tested using Chi-Square statistical tool(SPSS).

Findings from the study revealed that, banditry has a significant effect on rural-urban migration. More so the rate of migration cause by banditry activities in Kaduna is high.

5.2 CONCLUSION

Forced Rural Migration masterminded by banditry causes economic, social and cultural improvements for some people but also deterioration in the overall urban environment and a very low standard of living for the very large number of migrants who constitute the poor. Although while those fleeing from crisis area to save their lives, this have impact on both rural and urban economy. The urban benefits fail to touch the majority of the poor migrants. Soon after arriving to the city the incoming population put themselves in helpless condition. As rural people are poorer than urban people, many of them cannot afford the living expense of  city’s residential areas.Overcrowding of people has created severe pressure on the existing social and physical infrastructures and its absorbing capacities. Necessarily, environmental, social, economic and political problems of major significance are being created.Thus  is now a chronic shortage of housing, congestion in public transport, acute crisis in supply of water, gas and electricity. Increasing pressure of population upon the civic amenities has resulted in air, water, noise pollution and an increase in urban crimes. The city is characterized by high level of poverty and social vulnerability, shortage of housing, infrastructure and social services, poor quality of physical and social environment and inefficient urban management. Not only is the urban region affected, the rural community suffer shortage of man power in terms of agriculture business and thus they remain impoverished. 

5.3 RECOMMENDATION

From the findings of the study, the following recommendation were made

Troops of other equipped security agencies and vigilant groups should be stationed in farming area of each  Local Government Area and they should be equipped to strive toward devising new strategies in confronting the bandits and ending banditry in Kaduna state. This is important considering the fact that the bandits still carry out attacks in the LGA despite the presence of the military troops.
Local government councils should contact their members of House of Representatives with a view to assist the vigilante groups with operational materials and logistics to enable them confront the bandits. 
 Farmers should be enlightened on the need to desist from planting crops such as maize, millet and sorghum which will provide cover to bandits to enable them come close to village settlements undetected to rest during the day time and attack in the evening or night time.
The Federal, State and Local Governments including the communities should come together to hold a conference with a view to mapping out strategies to end banditry in Kaduna state. This would enable IDPs to return to their homes and farmlands to curb rural-urban migration. 
The State Government should work out a compensation plan to assist cattle owners whose cattle were rustled by the bandits and such people have no means of livelihood at present. The compensation scheme should be in cash or some number of cows, sheep or goats can be given to them to start cattle rearing to mitigate their sufferings and lessen the traumatic experiences.
Functional social amenities such as electricity, pipe borne water should be provided in the rural areas. Good schools and qualified teachers should be made available in the rural areas. Agro-allied industries must be set-up in the rural areas to reduce rural-urban migration in order to provide job opportunities for the people of the rural area. The agricultural inputs and farming technologies should be introduced to the rural people to improve the production level. The good road should be constructed for the rural area and credit facilities should be provided for the rural people to improve their production level, which will lead to improvement in their standard of living.
Government should come up with credible and implementable policies to curb the incessant attacks on rural dwellers and improve their livelihood. 
 Policy makers should make policies that would cover rural-urban migration and ensure that security of lives is made priority. 
Rural community settlers should be security conscious and prepare themselves with other self-defence mechanism in the absence of quick response from government enforcement agencies
