THE CAUSES AND EFFECT OF INDISCIPLINE AMONG STUDENT IN PUBLIC SECONDARY SCHOOL: A CASE STUDY OF ESAN CENTRAL LOCAL GOVERNMENT AREA OF EDO STATE

ABSTRACT


The purpose of this study was to investigate the causes and effects of indiscipline among secondary school students in Esan central Local Government Area of Edo State. The incessant occurrence of chaotic and some time criminal behaviour not only by the audit population but also the students of this country in recent times has since begun to give cause for concern, particularly to parents, government and school administrators. Questionnaires from a sample of five secondary schools students consisting of hundred (100) senior secondary school students selected at random from Esan Central were analyzed. Among other things, it was found that the societal customs and way of life can in one way or other influence the positive or negative behaviour of the child, that parental absence and poor moral upbringing of the child can plague the secondary school students of acts of indiscipline and that children from a high socio-economic background can be engaged in acts of indiscipline as well as children from the low or middle socio-economic background  
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CHAPTER ONE

INTRODUCTION 

BACKGROUND TO THE STUDY


Indiscipline may be said to be as old as the time when men started to organize himself into society and consequently made laws to order the affairs of men in a social set up. In the Holy Scripture Cain exhibited some form of indiscipline when he out of envy murdered his brother Abel in their abode. We have heard of people engaging in indiscipline behaviour on daily basis. Many of our students today especially those in our secondary school exhibit various forms of indiscipline in form of juvenile delinquency. This could be in the form of arson, murder and robbery etc. these acts involve both adult and youths, the rate of indiscipline tends to be on the increase in the modern world. Africa is not an exception of this general increase in the young stars, negative attitude to constituted authority. This rate of indiscipline tends to be on an increase despite the various measure taken by successive government most especially Nigeria, to curb the menace among our students so as to bring about a socially stable society.


We read our newspapers and hear from the electronic media of students in the country committing all forms of crimes raging from the violation of parental regulations to truancy, stealing, assault, robbery and other socially undesirable behaviours. Available information shows that our students are most frequently implicated in the acts of indiscipline that in every five caught for a criminal offence; there are usually young stars. These offence ranges from drugs and robbery. During the military rule, several measures were put in place to curb the trends, on its assumption to power on the 31st December 1983, the government of general Mohammuadu Buhari (Rtd) made it known that one of the causes of our problems in our country (Nigeria) was indiscipline and as such, the war against indiscipline (WAI) was introduced into all aspects of the life of the nation. Also our past head of states, General Sani Abacha (Lt) on assumption I office (1993) launched the war against indiscipline and corruption (WAIC), Presdient Olusegun Obasanjo also launched independent corrpt practices commission (ICPC) and economic financial crime commission (EFCC). This was aimed at checking the various corrupt practices in our society. Despite all these commendable effort of our youth are still very much indiscipline. The Nigeria youth is yet to embrace the principles behind the war against indiscipline and corruption programme even when he is supposed to have great roles to play in the success of the programme. 


There is often the saying that our youths are the leaders of tomorrow, but from what happens on a daily basis, one is forced to wonder if actually the youths are the future leader of tomorrow, if they could actually be entrusted with the leadership roles of the futures, people from various works of life have expressed concern. Olusegun Obasanjo formal president and head of state of the Federal Republic of Nigeria lamented over the rate of indiscipline in the Nigeria society. He pointed accusing fingers to most youths and adults noting that they suffering from what he called social, moral, political and economic indiscipline. Also formal head of state general Ibrahim Babaginda confirmed the obvious fact that the rate of indiscipline and crime among youths was growing fast. He said.


“moral decadence is threatening the nation as evidenced by the get rich quick syndrome that pervaded all facts of the society. Crimes of violence in which our young stars are involved in indication of the malaise which affects most of our communities”. (daily Times 26th December, 1985. pp 1). The problems of indiscipline among students is fast becoming a canker worm that is eaten deeper and deeper in to the fabric of our society and thereby constituting a greater threaten to the stability of the nation. Indiscipline of various types has eaten deep into the fabric of the social system, it is a problem that is increasing at a fast rate and needs prompt attention. We have come to notice that hardly any family exists without a child possessing one trait of indiscipline or the other. It is either the child steals, is rude, not well mannered, runs away from classes, and or at time if the child is a female, it may be that she posses indulgent illiant sexual acts which may create great concerns for the parents. It is also possible that the child is one way or the other drug addict. In whatever way it is viewed whether the child exhibits any of these features or many others, which are socially undesirable, such a child is certainly a problem to the family and the society at large. 

It is also sad, to note that student’s indiscipline has had a lot of negative effects on the school system and learning, many academic calendar are being disrupted as a result of this indiscipline many students now form themselves into gangs, they threaten the life of fellow students and even teachers. It is as a result of this indiscipline that we now have secreted societies or secrete cults even in our primary and secondary schools. is is necessary for the nation to pay attention to the frequent indiscpline among our students, if she is to achieve fame and progress in all field of human endeavour,. This is because the fate of any nation depends on the youths she breeds, as they are the leaders of tomorrow. 

STATEMENT OF THE PROBLEM   


The problem of student’s indiscipline is to be well attended to by parents, teachers/school administrators and all these involved in the upbringing of the students in the cou8ntry, if lasting solutions are to be found in it. To this end, we all stand to gain in no small measure of students refrain from indiscipline behaviours and become discipline. 

PURPOSE OF THE STUDY    


This research is aimed at investigating the causes and effects of student’s indiscipline in our school system. This is due to the ever-increasing rate of indiscipline in these schools nationwide. Some variables of this study include societal influence, parental influence/upbringing and socio-economic attainment of parents. There are many factors usually responsible for indiscipline of students in the society. This work therefore, aimed at determine the factors responsible for indiscipline in our secondary schools. it will try to make suggestions to the possible solutions which may help to being an end to the problem of indiscipline in our secondary schools.

HYPOTHESIS 


To guide this study, the following hypotheses are necessary:

Does the parental influence and upbringing of the child contribute to the indiscipline of t he child?

Does the society at large encourage indiscipline among students through its customs ways of life?

Has the socio-economic attainment of a child’s parent got anything to do with indiscipline of the child?

SIGNIFICANCE OF THE STUDY   


It is expected that the result of this study would be useful to parents and the society. School administrators, teachers, government and policy makers in their effort to put an end to the problem of students indiscipline specifically the out-come of this work would assist parents and society in monitoring the activities of their children through the results of this study, school heads, will discover what negative role they play and which in turn affect events that can lead to indiscipline in school. They will then adjust their administrative loopholes and forge ahead for a well-disciplined schools system. Teachers are expected to know from this study how students indiscipline is being carried out around them and employ means of eradicating the trend. The study would also be useful to the government and policy makers in formulating policies that will ensure a disciplined and patriotic behaviour on the part of the students. The overall aim of this study is the complete wiping out of indiscipline among out students so that teaching learning atmosphere will be conducive and free dangers. In such an environment, there will be better enhancement of knowledge. 

SCOPE OF THE STUDY    


The research work is limited in scope to secondary schools in Esan central local government area of Edo State. Due to the large size of the local government areas and problems that may be encountered in the process of covering the local government, the numbers of schools were reduced to five to enhance adequate coverage. These schools were selected randomly fro the local government. 

DEFINITIONS OF TERMS  

Youths: This is the state or time of being young. 

Students: A person who is studying at a college or university 

Discipline: Training especially of the mind and character, set of rules for conduct method by which training may be given. 

Indiscipline: Lack of control in the behaviour of a group of people,. The report identifies the causes of violence and indiscipline in schools. 

Juvenile delinquency: A term applied to the criminal behaviour of those who are youthful age, under sixteen.   

CHAPTER TWO

LITERATURE REVIEW


Much has been written on the subject of indiscipline. However, the review of literature on this topic will be carried out under the following sub-headings: 

The concept of discipline/indiscipline 

The causes of indiscipline 

The effects of indiscipline 

The control measure 

THE CONCEPT OF DISCIPLINE/INDISCIPLINE 


Discipline is synonymous with punishment. According to this concept discipline is used only when child violates the rules and regulations set down by parents, teachers or adult in charge of the affairs of the community in which he lives. Used correctly discipline is dubious has said, a process of training and learning that fosters growth and development. It comes from the same word as discipline. The parents and teachers are the leader and the child is the disciplined who learns from the way of life that lead to usefulness and happiness. Discipline is therefore society’s way of teaching the child the moral behaviour approved by the group. 


Indiscipline in Ekpo (1995) is the state of disregard for laid down rules and regulations thereby, producing disorder behaviour in the individual. according to him, mus as discipline requires self control indiscipline lack self-control, restraint and unwillingness to comply with intelligent rules and regulations. Denga (1981) quoted Ekpo sees indiscipline as ‘plague’ in school that can destroy the very fabric of the school organisation. According to him, this awareness should prompt the school principals to galvanize and consequently protect their school for the highly inflammable effects of indiscipline. Indiscipline eliminates training of the mind and character for the productive and orderly behaviour in an individual. 

CAUSES OF INDISCIPLINE 


Determining the major factors responsible for indiscipline in the society is indeed not an easy task. According to some authorities, there is no single cause of indiscipline. (Hardy and Cull, 1975). To them is a group of factors that determine whether or not a given students will engage in indiscipline behaviour. However, for the purpose of this study, the following factors will be considered. 

Family background 

Environmental influence 

Societal demand 

FAMILY BACKGROUND    


Some schools of taught hold the nature of the family background of an individual as being responsible for the indiscipline behaviour of students. They argue that students from broken home where social control mechanism are weak are more likely to exhibit indiscipline acts than those from stable home. Nye (1968) maintained that delinquent behaviour which is a form of indiscipline is associated with low church attendance, high mobility, urban family, unhappy broken homes, employed mother, mutual rejection by parents and children, lack of approrpuiate discipline by parents, father low status and low acceptance in the community anti-social or unethical parents behaviour, lack of value agreement between parents and children dissatisfaction with parents allocating fund to children and lack of advice o appropriate matters. 


Some parents unknowingly also encourage indiscpline through their high expectation with regards their children academic achievement. In the words of Nweka (1982) some parents pressurize their children to attend school and achieve very high whether they like it or not and whether they are capable or not. The national is that these parents receive very little education, and therefore, want to be compensated through their children the negative effects of this types of pressure are often boredom, frustration, truancy, from school and maladjustment such as delinquent. This view was supported by Holt (1969). 

ENVIRONMENT INFLUENCE        


The environment a child is brought up determines to a great extent his ability otherwise to adjust to later life task. Environment theory explain why children brought up in slum areas of the urban and industrial cities are somewhat indecent in their behaviour, why those brought up on rural areas and self contained government reservation areas are more decent in their way. Saudnu in Ekpo (1996) content that environment has influence on the child drew this point from the fact that when urbanization and industrialization increases students indiscipline grows. Adding that the rural students became vulnerable to indiscipline when they move to the impersonality and anonymity of large cities. He argues that with this trend, their home communities loose control of its members and family is not able to give prompt guidance when needed. This view is also supported by Aminu (1986) when he said that the remote causes of the recent students crises must be found in the general ills of our society our wrong approach to modernization and development with the break-up of our traditional family units and the wider social structure as well as the alienation of our fundamental institutions have entered into a sinister alien to entrench burgeoning indiscipline and other social evils in the country. 

SOCIAL DEMANDS  


Many studies have shown that many students’ exhibits indiscipline traits as a result of the burden lay upon them by the society. Erik Erikson (1933; 1963) places the task of psychological integration primarily in the adolescent years. Sudden physical and social changes precipitate the crisis of identity; he seems to attribute indiscipline primarily to the failure to resolve role aspect of an identity. He maintained that students whose formative experience have some how rendered them incapable of acceptable roles in their society or for whom the obligations laid on them by those nearest to them are excessively demanding may choose (what he called) a negative identity instead on identity perversely based on all identifications and roles which at critical stages of development has been presented to them as most undesirable and yet also as most real. 

EFFECTS OF INDISCIPLINE


Today indiscipline in our society has taken various shapes. These include all forms at anti-social behaviours among our students which often come in the form of sexual assault rioting, stealing and laying cheating and examination malpractice, drug abuse, secret cults etc.

RIOTING


An upsurge of student’s violence on our secondary schools throughout the world has become a central issue in the emergence of students personal services. (Denga, 1982) according to him student’s unrest has come to be regarded as a basic academic or disorderly protest involving disruption violence and terrorism. Many students today seek to participate actively and even aggressive in societal reconstruction and often violently in order to try and change the societal norms. 


Denga (1982) says that if one could take a hard look on student’s violence, one should take cognizance of the positive motivation behind students violence as well he suggested that one of the popular explanations of students activities during recent years has been what he would call the warn out phrase generation gap. One of the student’s unrest. Denga also stated that the apparent increase in the student’s unrest is becoming both increasingly difficult and increasingly difficult to ignore. According to Akinboye (1987) adolescents have a lot of problems of getting adjusted to moral codes, rules of the society and authority because a lot of inconsistencies become noticeable even among the peers in terms of what they hold as sacred; some peers may like to have uncontrolled sex affair while others may not want to do so, some peer may want to engage in cheating behaviour in schools, at home or in the society while other will not hence the problem of moral venue and what rules to uphold compounded by those inconsistencies including the roles of parents, teachers, books, television and other societal in-constituencies, hence indiscipline in the form of rioting may arises as a result of conflicts, frustrations, inhibitions, urgent need and worries. 

SEXUAL ASSAULTS               


Sexual harassment according to Mackinnon (1979) is an unwanted imposition of sexual requirement in the context of a relationship of unequal power. Onyemelue Anchor in Ekpo (1996) talks about sex behaviour as a form of indiscipline among students identified, masturbation, homosexuality and lesbianism, they also saw rape and prostitutions as a form of indiscipline behaviour.  There is no denying the fact that today many of our females in the senior secondary schools in an attempt to carter for their needs to into prostitutions, running after sugar daddies. The boys are no exception students of mostly adolescent age break into people houses in the night even in broad day light and after disposing people of their valuables possession, get peoples wives and daughters involved in forced wives sex (rape) and other forms of sexual assaults. 

STEALING AND LYING  


Stealing in whatever form, shoplifting, pilfering, armed robbery etc is an antisocial behaviour. It is not just anti-social but also a grievous sin in sight of God Almighty. This is why we have the Holy Scripture talks against it, e.g. “thou shall not steal’, Exodus 20:15. This is one of the ten commandments of God given to man kind. Thus this behaviour whether in adult or in youths should not be taken lightly we should rather not be the agencies for character molding and behaviour modification. Students proper has ranging from provisions up to schools fees are stolen at school by fellow students, people properties in the homes are taken away even in broad daylight and some times the owners are killed in the process, cars are snatched form owners at gun points eve on busy roads, stealing constitutes about 60% of the total offences among secondary school students. A research conducted by Gribbes and Pegg (1982) revealed that stealing if  not treated early enough in a child life can grow to the stage where the individual can turn it into a profession. 

DRUG ABUSE   


The consumption and trafficking in drugs have assume alarming proportion to the embarrassment of friends, parents and even the government. Adesina in Ekpo (1996) says that secondary school students takes drugs for various reasons. To him, the boys take drugs for “kick” and “action” while girls take them to feel good and to reduce tension. In the Nigerian observer of May 1st 1985, Adamson gave reasons why secondary school students abuse drugs. Her reasons include peer group pressure and academic pressure, social and personality type. 


Another area of problem with the students in secondary school is drinking habits. They may not be known as alcoholics but rather problems drinkers. When with peers most of them see drinking as a prerequisite for acceptance inability to drink well or total abstinence is often seen as a threat to the group. 

SECRETE CULTS 


This is another social menace that is seriously disturbing by the Nigerian society in decades. Alarming is the rate at which this menace is spreading in our post primary schools. This unfortunate situation was lamented over by Obateru in Ekpo (1996). He pointed out that the infiltrations of secret cults into our secondary schools were causing school heads nightmares. Students indiscipline has led to the lose of many lives either through drug additions, riots and violence demonstration, abortion or robbers. Many of our students today engage in one or more of these activities, indiscipline among students has a lot of negative effects on our educational system and learning. Many academic calendars are being disrupted, school properties worth thousands of Naira are being destroyed as a result of these anti-social behaviour exhibited by our students in the secondary school. Many students in our secondary schools now form themselves into gangs (mafia groups). This becomes a means whereby the students are exposed to drug use and later become addicted, leading subsequently to their imitation into secret cults. The students go out to achieve their evil goals.     

CONTROL MEASURES 


To control indiscipline especially in our secondary school students is certainly not a task as it has eaten deep into al factors of life in the society. The adult that the students look upon pacesetters are also involved in acts of indiscipline. However, it is the duty of parents, government and non-governmental organizations, religious organizations to rise to the challenges in curbing the rate of indiscipline among our students. 

The parents and religious organizations have to train up children morally, children who are brought up in the fear of God and with respect for elders as social norms hardly get themselves involved in immoral behaviours. Some have suggested the incarceration of the indiscipline in studne4ts as a way of reducing them from the schools. Unfortunately, this method has done little to lower the rate of indiscipline. Many frustrating experiences with their parents, poor home atmospheres and boredom are the major factors influencing acts of indiscipline and that if its is these factors that must be changed if their lives are going to change. 

Elizabeth Hurlock (1972) posited that it has always been believed that children need discipline but there have been change in attitudes about why they need it. In the past, it was believed that the individual would adhere to the standard that society established and would tolerate no deviation from it. In the view of this, child gets disciplines only when he/she has the ability to differentiate between what is goo or bad. That is why parents are to be blamed too because there is an adage that says charity begins at home for example, a students in the boarding house was poisoned with rat poison in his food by another student just because they had quarrel that was supposed to have being settled. 

Today, it is recognized that the child needs discipline. If he is to be happy, well adjusted person. Discipline is essential to the child’s development because it feel certain development because it feel certain of his needs and thus adds to his happiness and to good personal and social adjustments.

RESEARCH DESIGN 

This work, concerned with causes and effect of indiscipline among secondary school in Esan Central local Government Area of Edo State. It consisted of a survey of opinion of secondary school students in lrrua and Ewu. 

POPULATION OF THE STUDY

The population of the study is made up of secondary school in Esan Central Local Government area of Edo State.

SAMPLE AND SAMPLING TECHNIQUES  

Out of the total numbers of secondary school in asana central local government area five of these schools were randomly selected to form the sample. The selection was done through a random sampling. The sampling was further restricted to one hundred students in the senior secondary classes (S.S.S.1, 2 and 3). The five schools that formed the sample are 

Annunciation catholic college (A.C.C) lrrua

Irrua Girls Secondary School, Irrua. 

Ikekato secondary school eidenu-Irrua. 

Shaka momodu secondary school, Irrua.

Ewu Grammar school Ewu.           

RESEARCH INSTRUMENT  

To collect the required date for this research work, the research made use of the questionnaire. This is a sample device which allows the research to obtain information from students on a variety of issues without necessarily having a face-to-face contact with the respondents. This questionnaire was constructed in three parts, part a contrasted of the respondents personal date B on the possible causes of indiscipline. To obtain information from the respondents to each item is divided into three responses: Agree Disagree and undecided. 

RESEARCH INSTRUMENTATION  

To ensure the instrument constructed was relevant to the study, the researcher discussed with her colleagues to make necessary correction. It is after words sent to the supervisor who went through and asked questions to ascertain if the researcher understood the whole exercise. It was after the approval that the questionnaire was administered.

METHOD OF DATE ANALYSIS

The research made use of the simple percentage method to analyses the date. All retrieve questionnaires were sorted out using the simper cartage and the number to agree, disagree and undecided were compared using the same method for date analysis. The date of that research will be done using the following formula:

SUMMARY











In tackling the issue of student’s indiscipline the research has forward some questions which arc related to the study leading to the formation of research question. These question based on the role of the society, the parental in fluency and up-bringing to the children and the social-economic status of the child’s parents. The research work deals with the concept of students indiscipline causes, effect and control measures. The data collected revealed that parental absence and poor upbringing could lead to indiscipline acts. That the societal custom and way of life in one way or the other influence indiscipline in the students of high socio-economic background and students from low socio-economic background. 

CONCLUSION 


It seems from the general trends in this study that Nigeria secondary school students have begun to explore and practice every aspect of indiscipline behaviour. The study also detect and highlighted some causes such as high societal expectation, socio-economic status of parents, parents, child’s economics status of parents, parents child relationship and peer group influence. There in an obvious need to arrest and change the current state of affairs in order to avoid greater social anarchy in the future. 


The crux of the problem appears to lie in the gradual erosion and eventual loss of honoured norm and values, which lead hither to successfully moderated people behaviour and preserved order within the society. In the past, parents and the entire extended family fat that they had something serious at state in molding the character of their children, the considered badly behaved children as a social stigma on the very name and integrity of their families and therefore struggled relentlessly to inculcating the right ethical values and principles of life into their children. nowadays, the attitude is quite different, parents prefer to engage in piece struggles for materials possession and devote little time to their children grow up lacking personal value and adequate socializing. The state of affairs seems to breed indiscipline in all its ramifications. The family as a social institutions and the most fundamental and basic cell of society is therefore failing in its primary duty of child rearing due to misplaced priority.


One of the cardinal development tasks of adolescent according to harvignust (1952) is the acquisition of mastery of the norms an values of ones society. If this task is satisfactory achieved, then the secondary school students will develop guiding principles to regulate their behaviour. Indiscipline appears to have risen in resent times in Nigeria because norms have been relegated to the background. The tendency is to succeed by all foul and in the process protocol and etiquette are ignored according to professor Jubril Aminu (1986) most of us have developed or have been encouraged to develop unrealistic social expectations excessive materialism and of course unwillingness to sacrifices self-reliance and the virtue of work seen to have lost the meaning. 


Successively government in Nigeria have independently observed the unhealthy trend and variously devised and popularize slogans such as the national orientation agency, war against indiscipline and corruption that would try to draw attention to the importance of probity and moral upbringings. It however, seems that each of these attempts has only met little or no success and made very little impact on the citizenry.  The role of discipline is to mould the child so that he would be able to adjust to the traditional roles prescribed by the cultural group with which he/she is identified. 

RECOMMENDATIONS 


It is imperative to note that student’s indiscipline is not born. Hence any indiscipline behaviour in a child should be seen as being caused by factors in the environment, which motivate learning of such behaviours. Therefore, any behaviour learnt can be unlearnt if appropriate modification strategies are employed, parents of children who exhibits truancy as behaviour should work with the school authorities to oversee the movement of such children, class teachers of such children should have special register for such children at least twice in a day to check their presence. 


Parents and teachers should endeavour to introduce “sex education” to the students early to understand the consequences of many immoral behaviour. To reduce aggressive behaviour in students, they could be encouraged to participate in extra class activities like sports for fair play, clubs for cordial relationship and be taught to be their brothers keepers. This is to reduce every unnecessary fighting and bullying among them. Parents should also be mindful of the kind of films and programmes they watch. Government on its own part should devote special allocation for training and employing enough councilors for school to effectively handle issues of indiscipline in our secondary school and society at large since the children of today are the leaders of tomorrow and this great nation should not be allowed to fall into the hand of indiscipline. 

SUGGESTIONS FOR FURTHER STUDY        


There is great need for further investigation of indiscipline. The investigation would give further enlightenment on the factors responsible for indiscipline in other societies and how to tackle it. Bearing in mind the limitation pose in carrying out this study as a result of time, and finance, it is highly suggested that further avenue be employed within the study.
