THE EFFECT OF CULTISM ON STUDENTS ACADEMIC PERFORMANCE (A CASE STUDY OF THE COLLEGE OF EDUCATION EKIADOLOR, BENIN CITY, EDO STATE

ABSTRACT

The research work focused on the effects of cultism on students’ academic performance a case study of college of education, Ekiadolor-Benin. The research work consists of five chapters. The chapter entitles chapter one an introduction and scope of study, chapter two covers the review of literature, which covers the various effects of cultism on students’ performance. Chapter three examines research methodology covering sampling procedures and method of data analysis. Chapter four, this cover the presentation of data analysis, chapter five hold on the summary, conclusion, questionnaires structured question asked during the oral interview and recommendations consequently, the research work was completed with references slighted during the research work. 
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CHAPTER ONE

BACKGROUND OF THE STUDY 


According to oxford dictionary of current English the word ‘cult” means a system of religious worship especially one that is exposed in rituals. From this definition, cults have now popularly known as “confraternity” has assumed a monstrous feature in our various institutions of learning. This is because international figures have been known to be members of the pirate confraternity in their college or institutions. Furthermore, Kolawole et al (2000) said that when there was a violent crash between the eye confraternity and the buccaneers at the university of Ibadan in 1989, some notable professors and doctors at the institutions were found to be patrons and bankers of these cults. The implications are that these professors and doctors were members of these cults in their own college days. 


It is now common in our campuses that factors of naval cults violence clash ever in broad day knight and mats themselves with dangerous weapons such as guns and daggers. The recent occurrence are the university of Ife, Benin, Ekpoma, Ibadan, college of Education Ekiadolor against the social ill calling to its total eradication. Secrete cults societies could be traced down to the Egyptians. The magicians in their request for more power used some cultic devices they formed a school of taught which was mostly based on intellectual objectives, which is mainly to enhance their cultic prowess. Initiations are conducted for people that want to belong to a particular set of masquerade are observed thoroughly by its members. One initiated, the secrete concerning the masquerade are observed thoroughly by its members. In the late 40’s the higher institutions in Nigeria were not associated with secrete societies. The first higher school secrete cult in Nigeria came into existence in 1952 when a group of seven (7) students lead by Wole Soyinka Olumuyiwa, Awe, Raph, Opora, Dir Aif-Imokhunede, Junji Tubi and Oly Agunoloye formed the sea dogs confraternity (AKA Pirates) in the university of Ibadan. There was nothing secreted then when it was newly introduced. The main reason of forming the cult was to fight colonialism ensuring the dignity of man and ride the Nigeria society of elitism and tribalism. Its members engage in humanitarian activities such as donations of blood to hospitals to save lives and assist the helpless in the society also, an attempt to fight any attempted oppress students by any lecturers or the school management trying to impose oppressive policies on the students, “everything we did then was healthy, firm, harmless and above board”. Recall Muyiwa Awe, one of the founding fathers their confraternity were legitimate and officially recognized by the school authority and the government of the time. Cultism could simply be described as a kind of gang behaviour that is contrary to the acceptable norms and value of the large society and its characters by oath taking, secrecy and violence. According to Hornsby (2001) it is also system of religious worship, a devotion to a person or practice and ritual especially of a single diet. 


However, that is where the similarities ends as there is indeed a distinction between the two for instance “secrete society” is defined in section 31% of the constitution of the federal republic of Nigeria 1999 as including any secrete association group or body of persons (whether registered or not). 

a. That uses secrete signs, oaths, rites or symbols and which is formed to promote on course the purpose or part of the purpose of which is to foster the interest of its members and to aid one another under any circumstances without due regard to merit fqair play or justice to the detriment of the legitimate interest of those who are not members. 

b. The members are shown to observe oaths of secrecy or the activities of which are not known to the public at large, the names of whose members are kept secret and whose meeting and other activities are held in secrete. Although there is no definition in the constitution. The definition given to it in the secrete cult and similar activities (prohibition) law 2004 recently passed in the River State House of Assembly in 18 instructive as it clearly shown the popularity in Nigeria of the non academic every day usage of the phrase. That law defined secrete cult as follows ‘it means an organisation, association, group of body or person (whether or not listed) whose membership meeting and others activities are kept secrete and which promote causes or engage in acts of violence or harm. 

From the definition above, definition above, it can be seen that the essential difference between the two notions is the dominant element of violence in the definition of secrete cult, which element is not necessarily present in that of the secrete society. 

THE STATEMENT OF THE PROBLEMS


The fundamental problems of cultism are the uncertain and unsafe atmosphere in our campuses. Ewa to the activities of members, of secrete cult, the manner of operation is both sinister inn our campuses in recent times of cultism whose phenomena seen to be going more and prominence on our campuses. This researcher intend to make an in-depth study into the factors which created the on hearty climate that encourage the growth and spread of cultism in our institution of learning with a view to proffer solution to the problems. 

PURPOSE OF THE STUDY   

The purpose of this study is to examine the effects of cultism on student’s emotions. A case study if the College of Education Ekiadolor-Benin with the view to educate the public about magnitude of the problems. It will also examine the factors that promote the growth of cultism in our institutions of higher learning. Furthermore, it will also help to know its sanctions placed on students by the school outward contribution to the growth of cultism in our institution of higher learning. Lastly, it will examine how cultism affects the intellectual ability of the students. 

SIGNIFICANCE OF THE STUDY             


This study will provide explanatory terms. The factors, which creates the hearty and implementers of policies with the factors that influence cultism and school and the effect on the emotion of students. Then when known will enable them to combat squarely and help eradicate the problems that have become a cankerworm in our institutions of higher learning. It is important to state clearly that this project work will also highlight some of the causes of cultism, factors that promote the growth of cultism, and conclusively, provide solution on how the problems of cultism can be solved in our higher institutions of learning.

HISTORICAL BACKGROUND OF CULTISM 


Secrete cult (societies) exist in almost all nation of the world. Most of the secrete societies are noted for their benevolent activities that are devoid of satanic agenda. Some are politically formed having, interest in the control of the government and harmony in the society. Example include boxes revolution, mau, mau of Kenya, ku, klux klan (KKK) of USA, wa of Japan, menders of Sierra Leone etc. some other are formed with philanthropic tendencies, examples are man sonic orders, knight of Columbus etc on the other hand, there with satanic tendencies formed with criminal interest such as rape, murder, terrorist etc include the media of Italy, thugs of India etc. in Nigeria, secrete societies exist in the different ethnic groups since the pre-colonial era. The Yoruba’s have the “Ogboni”, the “Osugbo”, the “Oro”, “Ano Ora” etc. The Edo’s have the ‘Owegbe”, the “Asigidi”, the “Asokpikan’, the ‘Ogboni”, etc the Ibos have the “Odozi”, Obodo, the northerners have the dodo (Amadi 2002 Babatunde 2000, Adegboye, 2002). 


In the past, the purpose of those secrete societies include playing  leadership role in traditional practices, selection or election of people into high positions, like the Oba, chief etc securing rapid promotion for oneself or his close relations, or to become highly influential in the society, to win court casaes that one does not merit or win, recovery of debts and protection or properties etc (Ige, 2001, 88-89). Membership is not limited to males only females also exist as memnbersd for example the Ogboni fraternity whose original cult was “Bora’ in the old Yoruba kingdom of the Egba in western Nigeria. The truth about Ogboni is that they neither makes nor help their neighbours. It makes them unselfish that what supporter of the society say. But the fraternity in Nigeria. It shows the three insignia of skeleton, coffin and club. Even some Christian priest holds these cards. “Drum July, 1955”.`


They take their duties seriously too, the people who make up the society, it does not matter who suffers in the process as long as the fraternity members benefits. the Ogboni fraternity members is taught to certain secrete signs by which he can make his membership clear to others of the fraternity without a non member realism what is going on. Another traditional cultism is the “Awo Opa’ cult of the Yoruba as Ijinia Olokun and to the outside world as Aino Opa. Originally Awo-opa was a society of elders having as its main purpose the setting of dispute, and palavers among its members and their families. It was also believed that female’s members of the cult could derive benefits by having bareness in themselves and their families cured after going through certain ceremonies.


After all this is done, he is then permitted to meet the Olokun Odo (owner and lord of the secrete of the lord or rope of the deep) who is representative of Jinia. The Awo opa bears no relationship to other cults in Yoruba land in fact it is given a wild birth, if not completely avoided by some way or the other the Awo Opa cult has become notorious and is regarded among the majority of people as a secrete society of thieves and burglars (there is honour of thieves). It is said that high class burglars are usually members of this cult, employed the “password’ and sigh of the cult in the prosecution of their own doubt work (Drum December, 1956)

CATEGORIES OF SECRETE CULTS 


There are five broad types of secrete cults in Nigeria higher institution. They are: 

Classical confraternity: This includes the pirates and he Buccaneers which were founded on nationalist ideology but unfortunately the younger generation have lost the vision of the founding fathers since most times the members do not even know their roots i.e. how it all started.

God father secret cult: This includes cults such as Malcom X, Phoenix etc. The lure student by promising to shield them from the wickedness of lecturer and oppressive students. Lies and lies. 

Female cults: This include cults such as the Amazons, black Brassier and Charles angles etc. They assist the males serving as spies and sexual care givers. The black axe confraternity has its female cult known as the black ladies club. It was formed in 1992 in Uniben and was inaugurated in 1993 with an initial membership fifty girls in UNN female cultist rare lydates “civilians”.  

Mafia cults: This includes cults such as the KKK, Egbe Dadu, mafia etc. These groups were formed for the purpose of drug padding in our campuses.

Terrorist secret cult: This includes a vast majority of the secret cults on campuses. The black axe, Vikings, Klansmen, two e4tc they are most violent. The pirate and the Buccaneers are also among the categories in some campuses all the secrete cults earlier mentioned used the same tricks I living students into the inglorious world of cultism. They pretend to be good friend whereas they have hidden agenda. Whenever the person is in their midst they pretend to be saints. 

They are ready to do anything or go extra mile in order to please the person just to make sure that his/her heart is own. They will want the person to fill more comfortable than they do whenever the person is with them. They mainly scout for handsome boys and beautiful girls, especially those that are from rich homes, tall good looking and quite. They look for strong boys, some of them are good churchgoers and anytime you see them they are always with their bible but they go with evil hearted. 

THE INITIATION CEREMONIES 


Initiation period normally last a period of 14 days spacing through the three stages but due to security through the three stages but due to security harassment and fear of being caught in the act, the initiation rite becomes hazardous and more deadly. In the average out of every four people taken out of initiation one person dies in the process. Also, the procedures of initiation in all the secrete cults are almost the same because they take three stages.  

THE DIFFERENT STAGES OF INITIATION 

Stage one

Oral interview: This is the primary stage of the initiation rites. This stage is almost completely harmless no amount of pressure or intimidation is employed except the many deceitful he’s that are told to hook the unsuspecting initiate into the cult.

Stage two

Treasure Hunting: This second stage is quite unlike the first stage. This is the stage where the manhood of the individual is tested. This stage sometimes commenced from 8:00pm and last till 1:00am. If the initiates are many they are initiated in batches.

Stage three

Selection: This is the third and last stage of the initiation. Those who do not satisfy the requirement of the group are left un-communicated at the second stage of treasure hunting. It is only those that passed the requirements in the stage one and two that are requested to report at the stage of the initiation. 


At the stage your records will be cross checked with the institution, all your particular such as your name, state of origin, etc will be checked and if found to be false, the unlucky fellow will be man handed and that individual may lose his life and his body used for rituals or buried immediately. The individuals GPA will be reviewed and if found to be weak will be asked if he can continue his academic with the activities of the confraternity of course, he will say “yes” at this stage that is no going back withdrawal is at the individual risk. Those who appear at the stage are known as the “norons’ for the Ukings confraternity. The man initiation table and the banger those that beat the drums round the fire, which the dance and sing strange song jubilating for a new member has arrived. The dance and sing strange song jubilating for a new member has arrived. 


The nornes or new initiates are left outside where they are visited intermittently after serious humiliation, they are visited intermittently after serious humiliation, they are drilled, the torture at this stage is more intense than the one obtained at the second stage. According to source who pleased on anonymity, sound, planks, army koboko, irons, battle axe, machete, physical torture, cigarette burn in some part of the body and fire born, cables chains etc are used to flog the individual. Also, if the initiate succeed and pass through the initiation he will be forced to go for a mission in other for them to know whether the new initiate mind is strong or not. The new initiates are asked to choose from these operations like, raping burgling, oppression of innocent to look for an enemy that he will kill or injure seriously and these enemies are usually those in other cults. According to source, this is usually the cause of conflict between two cults because if any members of the opposition cults is killed his people (other cult in the same cult) will want to revenge their members death by killing other members of the opposition side thereby leading to more lost of lives. 

ACTIVITIES OF THE SECRETE CULT           


The activities of a secret cult are evils and they are two numerous to mention and the most dangerously ones are: 

1. Armed robbers 

2. Drug abuse 

3. Hired assassins 

4. Incantation

5. Disruption of academic work 

6. Examination malpractices 

7. Sexual harassment  

8. Fear. 

All these can lead to anxiety, which may result to student’s emotional disturbance. 

MATERIALS FOR INITIATION 

1. Blood usually gotten from members

2. Intoxicating wine prepared with hallucinate drugs e.g. Indian hemp, cocaine and Hewing.

3. Colouring (red) to give the mixture a more commanding red

4. Human skull especially the head, legs and the hands. Those who are unfortunate to lose their life during inter – cult war or during initiation are used for this purpose.

5.  Red and black candle 

6. 999 incense

7. Red and black coat
MEETINGS 

Members of the secret cults are never formal. They meeting to drink and plan in a colonized zone instruction into this colonized territory by another group may sparks off an inter – cult war. The sailors group tagged meeting as ‘sailing’ or “IT” for the black men or “going to ground” for Eiye. Meeting is held three or four times per semester in a bush and late in the night. The mafia in UNIPORT meets in the classroom in the demonstration school during the day spies are posted around the venue of the meeting. Each spy is well armed the job of the spies is to direct members to meeting is kept secrete until the very day. The circular for the buccaneers is written is a small piece of paper. The logo is hand written in red ink “No price to pay”, blud 4 blud is printed in bold letter. It big eye “Honmdurous says make we meet o-o today na meeting yo-yo Alora sea lords. 

All hand must fall on deck today Monday (date – by 8pm00 hrs highlands may you blud clot if you fail-kms. At the back is a list t identify numbers of hostels rooms and the final instruction. Opass it round to all the loving deed especially Gingo Gin Yota Kms. Another circular from a different group may sound different it’s a longer way to go golgotta for the interest of peace, the black members are intervening and warning for the first time. All bucks should for their own good the tickle minded vicking should leave the scene immediately for the cobra must remain harmless.

CAUSES OF INTER VIOLENCE IN NIGERIA TERTIARY INSTITUTIONS 

Society: The attitude to the society, now indicate that cultism is a welcome idea as members of secrete cults are feared, honoured respected and even adored by the society. Unlike before where membership, initiation processions are done secretly and members are hated as out cast by the society. Now, secrete cults are more or less not secrete on processions membership etc performed in public and advertised in print and electronic media. The faithful even boast of their membership on campuses and the wider society. 

Institutions: some institutions, promote cultism in on way or the other. The chief executive, key officers of these institutions promote cultism and act as godfathers, patrons, of the cult. Some  even use these cultism as their security agent. It is hard for any institution to wage war against cultism when some of the key officers were once cultist. The slogan “that once a cultist is always a cultist” provide avenue for students to confidentially embrace cultism. 

Parental role: the parents are the first and the primary socializing agents. Harakinbbos (2004) parents who are active membe4rs or patrons of one secrete cult or another are often noted in displaying their cult item regard, photographs in conspicuous places in their houses for wider and quicker view.  Some even take their first son or favourite son to cult meeting to initiation and participation. A students whose these in his parents and the fabulous dubious means will hardly be convinced that cultism is bad and should be avoided. 

Peer influence, vengeance, ignorance: many are know to unwisely join secrete cult because their colleagues, mates, friends etc are members. Other reasons include inferiority or superiority complex, insecurity, advent of violent, films, lopsided vengeance etc. 

Power seeking: the drive to dominate and initiate other, psychologically those in quest of this power and intimidation are those rules by the inferiority complex. 

Prevailing environmental conditions sociologically: factors and their influences on the youths psycho example of these point on the deterioration of life on campuses, infrastructure decay, insincere and unfair admission procedures, exam leakages intimidation of lecturers by students. 

Students union: Corruption of union executive (one presenter described them as another cult on their own) negligence and indulgence of this corrupt attitude by university authorities. 

Divorce trend in society: children of broken homes have been discovered to engage mostly in cultism and its attendance violence. 

Economic difficulties: despite the economic and political difficulties encountered by the present regime a lot of progress have been recorded in these and other sectors. Some economic reforms have been made which have bored down the economy of the country and the fight against corruption has yielded good result. Some difficulties still exist which sometimes in advertently drive young men to get involved in some unseemly, activities. 

Emulation of military culprits: Nigeria has experienced a lot of military coups since independence. It is not supervising that campus adult organisation learnt a lot from the secrete method of operation of the military. The university community was turned into a jungle to hurt and punish assumed enemies by the military dictatorship and the tower started breeding within its ward a cult of students whose activities threatened academic life. 

EFFECTS OF CULTISM 

 As earlier noted, the emergence of cult group in our tertiary institutions was not a result of divine disobedience, but a precipitate of socio – economic conflict character of our mode of production. There was, therefore, a need to find relevance within this changing order. Gradually, the cults constituted themselves into a protection group that fought and advanced the rights and privilege of their members including passing exams, acquiring babes, accommodations etc.

The possible effects of cultism on the learning process cannot be exhausted as both intra and inter cult proportions cult clashes lead to an outburst of violence on the campus which leaves many students wounded, maimed or killed as the case may be. It sometimes lead to the incarceration, rustication of expulsion of both innocent and guilty students. There is no gain saying the fact that when any of the aforementioned happens, the learning process, the psyche of students and the peace of the campus are adversely affected. In case of closure, hospitalization, suspension or incarnation, the resultant effects is that learning is suspended for some period of time, possibly a year of more. 

Some cult clashes are so catastrophic that loss of infrastructure and other resources will be colossal and eventually the funds that would have been expended on the provision of other facilities and infrastructure on the campus will be used in replacing the damaged ones. The concomitant result of the waste capital is reduction of the quality and quantity of education as there will not be enough money to purchase the necessary equipment nor to cater for the education of many.

The solid existence of cult groups within the universities communities as completely made life unsafe and meaningless for both staff and students as female students who refuse the amorous advance of cult members are disdainfully manhandled. Lecturers who insist on disgracefully beaten up or sometimes killed, thus paving way for the free reign of fear, violence and palpable feeling of insecurity. This ruinously comatose situation is a veritable recipe for academic immorality, national impotence and ruin as it is an inescapable truism that no patron can rise or develop beyond the capacities of her tertiary institution and if her future leader’s the youth, who according to Benjamin Disredli, are the trustees of posterity, are trained in such a milieu, nothing then awaits such a nation but a future that is built and strives on violence.

To make cultism unattractive and an unnecessary option, there must be improved facilities and living conditions on campuses so as to minimize perceived strain in the social system, which underlines cultism on our campuses. Our institutions must be overhauled in order to be capable of providing or all who live within them and be able to correct the injustices against any student or group of students by peaceful and lawful means. We cannot ensure domestic tranquility unless we establish justice in a truly democratic society. Nigerian students should therefore, as a mater of urgency, be engaged in the irreversible business of total recrimination with the shallow ingredients of corruption, neo – colonial enslavement, jaundiced and retrogressive economic policies, ethnic manipulation and electoral malpractices that persuade and predominate our country’s landscape as well as the unwarranted destabilization and intimidation of the nation’s academic by the pseudo – bourgeois and hegemonic class of politicians.

SOLUTION TO THE PROBLEM OF CULTISM  

1. The society not eulogized cultist and those with fabulous wealth and power but threaten with disdain the source of their wealth and power should be of more concern than the wealth or power they execute. Ikaudayisi (2001) 

2. The different academic levels should engage in intensive, massive orientation and campaigns in prints, posters, signboards, circular letters, bulletins, boards, electric media) against cultism and defaulters should be summarily dismissed. Evidence and cou8nselling unit in the institution should be provided with adequate human and materials resources for student’s consultation. The admission criteria should sign strong abhorrence on cultism. Students and parents should sign deed of undertaken before being admitted. 

3. Parents should see themselves as chief agent of socializing their children. They should teach their children in the way they should go so that when they grow old they will not depart from it (proverb 22:6). 

4. Students, parents etc should avoid keeping company with any one of unquestionable character. They should beware of friends, peer, and colleagues etc that have cultism tendencies. 

5. Peer review: for instance, the students should be given responsibilities, which would positively occupy their time. The private sector for example can help the situation by funding intra and inter university academic and sport competitions. 

6. Hostel reforms: the intolerable condition under which students live presently on our various campuses should be improved upon. Situation as of overcrowding broken down facilities, squatting in hostels should be looked into. Responsible hall management should be put in place. 

7. Academic reforms, results of examination should be published in national newspaper at the end of each semester. 

8. Law enforcement reforms: laws that could help the police and the college authorities in their investigation and prosecution of cult members. Law related to this issue also should be interpreted by the judiciary in a way that the individual right of students would be violated. 

9. Parental interest: parent and guardians should inculcate greater interest in the academic and moral progress of their wards through regular monitoring and relevant follow-up sessions. 

10. Creative ways of making cultism unattractive; we should ignore the current pedestrian way in which the Nigeria system has been approaching the problems of cultism. 

11. Private sector and media participation; the mass media should help in the demystification of secrete cults. The private sectors of the economy should be encouraged to help through funding of campaigns against the vices of cultism. Youth’s leadership training scheme should be encouraged. 

CONCLUSION      


The school is a micro society, which is an extension of the macro society. Therefore what takes place in the macro society flutters into the micro society. The current proliferation of secretes cults in our secondary schools, which parents belong to. The war against cultism in schools cannot be totally successful unless the local, state and the federal government wage a serious war against secretes societies that exist in the different parts of the wiser society of the nation.

INTRODUCTION 


This study is designed to investigate the effect of cultism on the academic performance of students in college of education, Ekiadolor Benin.

RESEARCH INSTRUMENTS


The instrument used was questionnaire. The same set of questionnaire was administered to the students in the college. The purpose of this method was to solicit information on the effect of cultism on student’s emotion.

POPULATION OF THE STUDY


The population of this study consists of students of college of education, Ekiadolor in Edo state. A sample of 300 students was drawn from the different department in the college.

SAMPLE AND SAMPLING TECHNIQUES


A total number of 150 students were randomly selected fro the administration.


Simple random sampling technique was used through questionnaire to elicit information from respondents.

RELIABILITY OF INSTRUMENT


The instrument was administered to 150 people out of the 150 instruments, 140 were returned which was randomly selected from within the college. Their responses will be collected using test retest method. The scores were correlated to determine the reliability of the instrument.

VALIDITY OF INSTRUMENT 


The researcher read through the initial draft, to make critical correction after writing. The instrument was then submitted to the project supervisor for proper correction and to ascertain content validity of the study.


Finally, the instrument was re-constructed based on the advices of the supervisor through which faced content and construct validity were established.

ADMINISTRATION OF THE INSTRUMENT 


The researcher personally administered the questionnaire, which was distributed by hand, and collected back immediately after the students has responded to the questions. This was done in order to clarify some questionnaire, which may not be easily understood by some of the students.

METHODS OF DATA ANALYSIS


The data collected were grouped together and tabulated and was later analyzed in accordance with the research question formulated. A simple percentage statistical technique was used to analyze the data. The formula used is as follow:

DISCUSSION OF THE FINDINGS


The finding from the analyzed data shows that cultism its effect on students emotions can affect the emotional stability of students where by making the students always afraid, feel unsecured i.e not safe where he/she is. This can sometimes lead to student having heart attack.


The respondents attribute this to the fact that many students have left the college because of the fear of insecurity.


Again, finding shows that cultism can influence one’s place when a child is having a friend who is a cultist who encourages him/her to join the cult by telling the child. By the time the child belongs to a group his/her moral aspect of life has been influenced for evil.


Also this is because the child lacks parental advice and he/she does what he thinks is the best.


On the other hand, participants disagreed that cultism cannot influence a child moral aspect of life because the child has right to say “yes” or “no” to cultism, after all he/she had been hearing of the word “CULTISM” even before entering the college.

Again from the analysis the researcher find out that cultism can influence the behaviour of a students in the sense that the student will no longer be serious to studies any more ins5tead take to night party, meeting and also looking for trouble all over the campus because he have a strong believe that he can pay his way through by using a huge amount of money to get his/her result and again he has strong   backbones i.e those that are strongly behind him in time of trouble i.e. his members. Furthermore, inference drawn from the analysed data shows that cultism could lead one to robbery killing, rapping etc in the college. This findings confirms the group four assignment for the department of Business education year two, college of education Ekiadolor that the initiate is been forced to go for a mission of killing robbery, rape etc in other to know whether one is strong minded. 

Moreso, the analyzed data shows that lack of parental care could promote the growth of cultism in our colleges. Respondents in their own view said that a child’s who is not fully equipped with the necessary things needed for school could be mislead by friends to join the cultist and be promised that all his problems will be solved especially in the aspect of of buying of books, paying of school fees etc a child who is brilliant and really wants to go to school will like to join in order for his problems to be solved with this, lack of parental cares has lead the child into cultism. On the contrary a parents who knows that he cannot be able to afford the child with the necessary materials should save his life and child’s life from danger instead, the child should go for vocational studies or handwork for the betterment of the family. 

Findings in table six which is 1.4% also shows that students in the sense that students no longer go our even to the auditorium to study because they are afraid of molestation, rape, gun shot, etc and also because of the display of cultist in the college which may occur unexpectedly. Again students are being disturbed by some cult members and because of this lack of concentrations to students and fails to attend classes, which begins to draw him backward. In all it has been seen that nobody would want cultism to remain in the school therefore solutions should be done in order to be able to eradicate cultism from colleges. So that the lives of people will be secured. This is because one cannot lie with the devil in the house and believe that he or she is saved. Because of the havoc being committed by the cult members, students are always afraid to hear that cultist is in their midst. Therefore, parents should please take proper care to teach their children the evil deeds of being a member of a cult and again, try their possible best to make sure that necessary materials that will make child not to lack anything in the school is been provided for the child before going to school. 

CHAPTER FIVE

SUMMARY OF FINDINGS, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATION

SUMMARY 


This study was embarked upon to analysed cultism, its effects on students emotions in the college of Education Ekiadolor, Benin. In the course of this research work a set of questionnaires was prepared and distributed and the instrument used for data collection was used to invalidate the statement. The response made by various participants were collected, arranged in tabular forms and analyzed by simple percentage. Based on the findings of the research work the researchers made a conclusion and recommendations.   

RESEARCH FINDINGS 


Based on the result of the analysis of data collected for the research work and the subsequent simple percentage workings outcome, the findings have shown that: 

1. Cultism still exists in colleges. 

2. It was revealed that 67% of the respondents were on the opinion that cultism can affect the emotional stability of students in the colleges. This confirmed that the government or board of educators should look into this and try there very best to eradicate cultism from school in order for students to walk in the college without fear or trembling. 

3. Cultism has turned some students to killer, rapist, trouble makers, behave dangerously to parents at home due to the taking of drugs like cocaine, cigarettes and oath e.g. drinking of blood mixed with red like. 

4. Any caught cultism should be dismissed from the school premises and be made an ex-convict in order not to be useful in other universities and colleges.

CONCLUSION     


In the light of the above findings already discussed, the following conclusions are drawn that the alarming spread of cultism on campuses throughout the reiteration has generally conflicting reports, pains, death, public reproach etc cultism has endangered the lives of many people in our campuses today due to cultism activities. It has been a social problem in our society, it has caused a lot of havoc. Many lives have been lost that would have contributed to the development of our nation. 


The effect of cultism on student’s emotions today has made the students unsafe for hearty academic work to takes place. This is because most students are even driven home by these cult members whenever there are conflicts among different cult groups. The alarming growth of cultism has been a great concern to the government, public agencies, voluntary bodies, and churches etc this have small measures to curtail the activities of cultist in our campuses by enacting laws, preaching the gospel, cultism can be minimized if not eradicated, if we take the postulations in this study in order to put a stop to the threatened existence of students lives and thus make them live in peace and in a conducive atmosphere in the environment. 

SUGGESTION FOR FURTHER STUDIES 


Though this has revealed various factors influencing the growth of cultism in schools, it has nevertheless opened doors for further studies as this study was constrained essentially by time and finance uses limited the scope of the College of Education, Ekiadolor – Benin. 


In the light of the above, further studies could be extended to larger population are over the state i.e. Edo, to have a fairly representative sample that will make for a better and well-informed judgment. These studies could be undertaken at the secondary school level or tertiary level that will furthermore studies could be conducted in the following areas;

1. The role of government in curtailing the growth of cultism in schools

2. The extra ordinary influence of cultism in the larger society

3. The role of parents in the fight against cultism in schools.

RECOMMENDATIONS 


In the light of the findings of this study, the researcher thereby recommends the following: 

1. Government should enact and implement laws that will make membership of secrete cults by parents and other members of the larger society illegally. 

2. The authorities should monitor all registered clubs and organisation. 

3. A constant orientation programmes should be organized for the general students in the school. 

4. All students found to be member of secrete cult should have their identities published in both national print and electronic media along with sanctions appropriated. This will go along way in deciding the excess of children from the supposed affluent and famous families. 

5. The fear of God should be inculcated into the hearts of the youths it is very important. The fear of God gives genuine, strong, truthful and beneficial behaviour to anyone. 

6. Government should make laws that will ensure that any students found to be a member of any secrete cult should not be spared by been expelled from the institutions. Such students should be tried for criminal activities and sentenced to appropriated jail terms such person there after be treated ex-convict who cannot attend any other institution of higher learning in Nigeria.
