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ABSTRACT

This study examined the effect of street hawking among teenage girls using residence of Udi Local Government Area of Enugu State as case study. To achieve this 2 research hypothesis were formulated.  The survey design was adopted and the simple random sampling techniques were employed in this study. The population size comprise of the entire 200 hundred residence of Udi Local Government Area of Enugu State. In determining the sample size, the researcher adopted the Taro Yamani formula which then used to selected 133 respondents. A total of 133 questionnaires were distributed and all were received and validated. Self-constructed and validated questionnaire was used for data collection. The collected and validated questionnaires were analyzed using frequency tables and percentage. The result of the findings reveals that; there is an origin and development of street hawking in Nigeria and street hawking in Nigeria has social, political and economical effects in the nation. Based on the findings, the researcher recommended that; parents should be made to be aware of the effects of street hawking on children especially teenage girls through public enlightenment, radio gingles, television drama and billboard display so as to discourage them in doing so to their children. Also, parents economic status should be made known to them and the risk of producing children they cannot care for thereby using the elder ones to source for money for the up keep of the whole family. Furthermore, federal government should introduce free education at primary and secondary levels so as to help alleviate the sufferings parents encounter in order to pay their children's school fees. Lastly,moral instruction should be inculcated on every child by her parents at homes and religious leaders in the churches and guidance and counselors in the schools so as to discourage them from pre-marital sex.

CHAPTER ONE

INTRODUCTION

1.1    
BACKGROUND OF THE STUDY 

Nigeria, the most populous black nation in the world with an estimated population of about 140 million people (2006, Census), is endowed with abundant human and natural resources like oil, tin, limestone, zinc, natural gas, good vegetation  and climate which varies from being equatorial in the South, tropical in the centre and arid in the north. This great country, 3rd world largest producer of crude oil has about 5.3% annual growth rate but it is estimated that 70% of Nigerians live in poverty (Aderinto, 2006). The above features are legacies of decades of prolonged military rules coupled with mis-management and corruption, which have daily impoverished the people and made them “beggers” of a sort amidst plenty. This act of misrule has increased anti-social behaviour amongst the populace. Sadly, the quest for material wealth at all cost has introduced a new dimension of wealth creation into the psyche of Nigerians-which  is street hawking. 

Street hawking is the third largest criminal activity in the world after arms and drug trafficking (Aderinto, 2006). In the last decade, the phenomenon of street hawking has considerably increased throughout the world and most especially in Nigeria. Every year, million of individuals, mostly female are misled by decot or forced to submit to servitude. The UN convention Against Transnational orgainsed crime (2000) defined street hawking as follows; “the recruitment, transportation, transfer, harbouring or receipt of persons, by means of threat or use of force or other forms of coercion, abduction, fraud, deception, of abuse of power, giving or receiving of payments or benefits to achieve the consent of a person having control over another person for the purpose of exploitation” “exploitation shall include, at a minimum, the exploitation of the prostitution of others or other forms of sexual exploitation, forced labour or services, slavery or practices similar to slavery, servitude or the removal of organs” ANPPCAN (1993) sees street hawking as the recruitment, transportation, transfer, habouring or receipt of female by means of threat or use of force or other forms of coercion, abduction, fraud, deception, abuse of power, a position of vulnerability or the giving or receiving of payments, benefits to achieve the consent of a person having control over the child for the pupose of exploitation. Research evidence shows that female are trafficked for the purpose of domestic services, prostitution and other forms of exploitative labour. These has been  a serious concern about the cause of street hawking in Africa as a whole and Nigeria as a country in particular. Aiyehuro(2009) has identified poverty, large family size, rapid urbanization among others as the major factor why many Nigeria female are vulnerable to trafficking. Parents with large family are often prone to those traffickers deceit in giving away some of their female to city residents or even strangers promising a better life for them. Trafficking deprives child victims the privilege to exercise their wide range of rights, including the right to belong and identify, the right to freedom, education among others. ANPPCAN(1993). As a result of this, the study on the causes, effects and remedies of street hawking in Nigeria is worth pursuing. It is hoped that the findings of this study will provide meaningful information as to the stoppage of the act in Nigeria and Africa as a whole. Female living in rural areas in Nigeria often lack access to quality education, good health and other basic needs which make their parents to entrust them in the hands of other family members who are financially upright to help them train their female. However, this custom has been abused by those family members or relatives because of the exposure of these female to hazardous work, prostitution and other forms of inhuman activities. This act poses a serious challenges to the growth of the Nigerian society, economically, socially and politically. 

1.2 Statement of the problem 

These street-hawking children make up  the majority of  girl-children  on  the streets, though there  is a  growing  number  whose sole  means of existence  is  earning  on  the  street.  This  growing  trend, which  sees  children  spending  most  of  their  time  on  the streets begging or hawking (i.e., selling goods and services on the streets) reflects not only, the levels of poverty within the society, urbanization and the breakdown of the traditional extended family system(Amin,1994).  Street  hawking, like most forms of  child  labor  could adversely affect the physical, social and mental development of  both male and female adolescents. Teenage girls hawkers are exposed to such risks  as road  traffic  injuries,  drug abuse,  sexual abuse, child trafficking and various behavioral problems(Amin,1994).  Street hawking may also have negative effects on teenage girls education such as high drop-out rates, absenteeism and poor school performance etc.  Hence the major interest of this study is to examine the effect of street hawking on teenage girls in Nigeria.

It will also provide further research in combating trafficking in Nigeria. The study will also be useful for further purposes and for further researches into street hawking within and outside the country.

The study will be restricted to the causes and effects of street hawking in Nigeria. Solution to the problems of street hawking will also be sought in the cause of this research. This research focuses on the causes, effects and remedies of street hawking in Nigeria but due to finance, time and other factors.

CHAPTER TWO

REVIEW OF LITERATURE

INTRODUCTION

Our focus in this chapter is to critically examine relevant literature that would assist in explaining the research problem and furthermore recognize the efforts of scholars who had previously contributed immensely to similar research. The chapter intends to deepen the understanding of the study and close the perceived gaps.

CONCEPTUAL FRAMEWORK

Concept Of Street Hawking

In the growth and development of a child, many things come into play. As we all know, growth is an increase in size of the whole body or it parts while development is an increase in skills which is as a result of increased complexity of the body's structure and function (Jelliffe 1979). During the first few months, the child's rate of progress often exceeds expectation so that many mothers are amazed to see how far advanced their babies are. A systematic survey of children's behaviour at various ages has been under taken e.g. muscular activity. Childhood period is a time when a child is thought to be ready for school about the ages of 2-5 years Nigeria as an example. According to Omoluabi (1997) street hawking is the method where children carry goods and walk from street to streets and even to the door posts of the consumer as early as 6 am till 10pm.  A times these children that hawk may eat once or twice a day. Majority of them walk a long distance bare-footed or wear worn-out ones.

During hawking, the children reached the most interior part of every street in urban setting thereby exposing them to dangers. 
Street haWking involved children from the age of 7-17 years and it comprises both male and female. This group of children hawk round the markets, streets, motor parks, schools and stadiums. As they hawk along they do not have a focus of what tomorrow will be in their life. Their main aims are to sell their goods and make gain. As they hawk from street to street or end to end with their goods on a tray, on their heads, in a wheel-barrow or on their hands example second

- hand cloths, they shout the name of the goods they are carrying in order to alert the consumers of those goods or they create an awareness to populace to lcnow that such goods are around so that they can come out and buy from them. These children that hawk also constitute a nuisance to the populace as they shout and beat empty creates of minerals, trays or bells.  All these give rise to an uncomfortable environment.   These hawkers, has  the tendency of stealing edible items like biscuits, sweets and at times clothes spread in front a yard.

Hawking is not a good thing on the health of a child in particular and adult in general, be it in schools, motor-parks, stadium etc. In order to do early sales before other hawkers come out, these children will not take their birth in the morning before leaving to sale and they will do this for quite a good number of days or weeks and this will results body odour and skin infection on the child(ren) (McGhie 1982). Some of these children especially those living with their mistresses, sometimes they will not eat or they will eat once a day which will not be good to their health.  As a growing children (hawkers) they need all the classes of food for growth and development of their body.  But where all these nutrients are denied to them, their immune system will become low and it will predispose them to communicable diseases.

All these children that hawk are growing children, as they are in their teens. One can see some of them carrying goods that are too big for them to carry.  . They will carry these goods for a long time before consumers will  buy the goods and help to reduce the weight from their child's head.  This heavy loads the child(ren) carry for a long period of time usually pre-dispose the child to a stunted growth.

Another health implication of street hawking has on a child is that the child is prone to food poison or gastric upset as the child take whatever food he can afford with the little gain she makes from her sales.  During this period, all he/she is concern with is to eat and full his/her stomach. This unhygienically prepared food may result to gastric infection and if adequate care is not given, the child may develop diseases • like hepatitis or Cholera which may lead to untimely death of the child. The consequence street hawking has on the family and society are as follows:-

On the family aspect, this child that hawks may have dubious character especially the boys among them as they come in contact with other children or adults with questionable characters in areas like motor- parks, stadiums and in uncompleted buildings in the town. When the child mixes up with the people of questionable character, the child's character will change too and the family will suffer the outcome of juvenile delinquency start having questionable character too and the family suffers for the outcome of juvenile delinquency.  Some of these girls that hawk, some of them may become  pregnant and on attempt to abort it, it will result to untimely death. (Oloka 1988). He went further to say that a girl-child is a treasure in her family but where she is not properly trained, she bring shame to her family.

During the course of hawking in the street, the boys may device a means through which they steal and some times they  behave like area boys causing unhealthy situation in the society (Ross 1980).

Oloka (1988) said that during the course of the teenage girls selling their goods from one street to another, they are being denied the right to education and the opportunity to attain full physical and psychological development. All these buttress down to the relegation to the womanhood.

Street hawking means carrying of goods by children ages 7-17 years to all the streets in town and in areas like schools, motor-parks stadium etc.

This walking from one end of the street to another on daily basis has effects on the hawkers.  The effects of street hawking on the hawkers ranges from psychological, social and educational.

The psychological effect of street hawking has on a child is the fear of his/her mistress if he/she has lost any items. If any of the above occur, the child will be stressed up and become afraid on what to tell her/his mistress otherwise his/her mistress will deduct it  from his/her  monthly salary or she will denied him/her food for a good number of days (Height Reasons For Street Hawking

Money Making:  Some parents are ignorance of the dangers that are associated with street hawking for their teenage girls. They sent out these girls in order to make money through the sales of goods given to them without the knowledge that they are exposing these girls to dangers like rape, teenage pregnancy, road traffic accident etc.

Poverty: 


Akpan (1992) argues categorically that poverty is the major cause of street hawking among teenage girls.   Because of some socio-economic status of parents, they sent out their girl-children to hawk goods in order to meet the family need or their own personal need since they (parents) cannot meet their needs. When these girls goes out to sale either their goods or themselves, they will then enter into one problem or the other e.g teenage pregnancy, sexually transmitted diseases etc. 

Peer Group influence:  
As these girls sale their goods with others, with time, they become friends. Some may be ignorant of what others do in the process of hawking.  As they come together each day to sale their goods, they discussed certain things in common like how many boys friends have you?  What typ'e of gifts does he give you?  As they discussed,  those innocent girls who joined the trade because of the socio-economic status of their family will then be forced into the act of pre-marital sex in order to share the same experience   with others. By so doing, they become professionals in pre-martial sex
When pregnancy result, they will illegally abort it by going to unqualified abortion practitioner which may result to septic abortion, death or other complications.

Quest for material things: 


Some of this girls that engaged in street hawking are living with their mistresses who engaged them in street hawking in order to meet their salary or bring in money into the family purse.

At times, these girls will not be taken care of by their mistresses and in order to meet their material needs e.g. dresses, toiletries etc, they will engaged in illicit act of pre marital sex with men which will result to teenage pregnancy.

Large family,seize: 


some parents do not care about their economic status before they engage in producing children which they cannot cared for.  To save this ugly situation, parents engage their teenage girls into street hawking in order to meet the family needs  financially (Ikwunze 2000). Cultural Pressure: 
In the Africa context, a child in every family has a contribution to make in the up keep of the family.  These teenaged girls from such homes felt that they can contribute their own part by Hawking which will enable them bring money home for the maintenance of their families.

Environmental Influence:


The
environment
any one sees herself/himself has a great influence on his or her life. Child behaviour is highly influenced by the environment   e.g. children whose parents are traders in places like Lagos, Abuja, Onitsha and Aba, some of these children especially girls will always like to help their to sell their mother's goods especially goods like second-hand clothes, food items, sachet-water etc so as to meet the family financial needs.

Single Parenthood: 


In the family where one of the member is to take care of the entire family, the workload will be much on the individual especially when it is the mother. In order to carry these bulk of loads, she will engage her teenage girls in street hawking so that the provisions can be made for the family

Social Effects Of Street Hawking On Teenage Girls

Street hawking is not a good avenue for the children to contribute their own quota in the upkeep of the family especially on the teenage girls (Height, 1987). As the teenage girls hawks on the streets, they are exposed to some social vices which predisposes them to social ills of street hawking. These social effect are:-

•  Vulnerability to road traffic accident.  

These teenage girls that 
carry goods from one street to another are prone to road traffic accident because they are not conscious of the road signs and a times 
they may be charting along the roads without remembering that they are on the road especially busy roads. In some cases, a buyer will be on one side of the road and call this teenage hawker to come across and sale goods to him or her.  These girls will not mind the busy road and will quickly cross the road in order to sale and a times they become an accident victims (Okolo 1989).

•  Teenage pregnancy: 


Jones (1987) said that teenage pregnancy is very common in street hawkers in terms of a girl-child.  Teenage girls who hawk are 98% exposed to unconscious men who always want to satisfy their sexual want not minding the resultant effect it has on their partner.  These teenage girls are easily deceived with sweet words that come out from the men especially when marriage proposal is made to them. Because of their immaturity in their sense of reasoning,  they  gave  themselves  out  immediately  without thinking twice over the proposal (Ebigbo 1990).

Teenage street hawking girls are victims of unwanted pregnancy because of the exposure to men who will in pretends lure these girls into sex in order to purchase their goods on clearance basis or pay them more than the worth of their goods. The ignorance state of this teenage names.  With that type of insult, these grow up girls will leave schoOl and engaged fully hawking. (Okolo 1986)

• Contracting sexually transmitted diseases: 

Looking at the era the society is in these days, one will believe that sexually transmitted disease is on the increase. These teenage hawkers, since they want to be on the reigning fashion, will embark into prostitution in order to make money. As they engaged in this pre-marital sex, they count all on their gains without cyunting on the after effett. (Ebigbo 1990).

• Exposure to unwanted behaviour:  

Some of these teenage girls that hawk has lost sense of decency because of their exposure to a wider world at early age.  These girls talk like street women and they can say all manner of horrible words because of their exposure to unhealthy environments like motor-parks, markets and stadiums.   They talk at random without paying any due respect to the elderly men/women in their mix.  These girls do not only talk rotten. words, they also hug men randomly and kiss without shame and even date, time and place of their meeting. (Okolo 1989).

• Physical problem and illness:   

Some of these street hawkers (teenage girls), they do not have regular bath because of their early morning sales from6 am. From 6 am, they are off to the street to market their good and they continued till 9-10pm and they will come home worn out. Where they are able to eat, they will sleep off not minding that they have not had a bath. Where these happens for one week, unpleasant odour will start coming out from them especially on their vaginal area and they are then expose to infections. Where care is not taken, it will lead to illness especially ascending infection to the reproductive system and urinary system too.

Malnutrition:  

Since some of these teenage girls leave homes as early as 6am, they do not take their breakfast and they will walk all corners of the streets marketing their goods and a times they eat whatever they see or fancy e.g.  fried items which the hygienical preparation is not assured. A times these girls will not have adequate meal both at home and in the market place and this will give rise to malnutrition. If the malnutrition is not well treated by giving" adequate food, it will help in lowering  the immune system of the girls and expose them to any of the communicable   disease   that   come   across   their   way. Communicable. pressure of the family load will not send her to untimely grave.

Impact Of Street Hawking On Physical Well-Being Of Teenage Girls

Some of the physical consequences of street hawking include mal-nourishment, disease, muscular skeletal disorders from heavy labour, physical and sexual abuse, injuries and exposure to toxic agents (Kathleen, 1988). Street hawking has a negative impact on the mental health of the hawker. It has been observed that children who engage in street hawking suffer verbal abuse from their parents or guardians, consistent fear of punishment, low self esteem and a loss of imagination and future direction in life (Bakand and Robinson, 2000).

Hawkers also experience poor academic performance, illiteracy, low school attendance and low enrolment which have adverse effect on their educational development. The menace of street hawking includes degrading the environment by littering the road with dirt and impeding movement on pedestrian bridge. This practice of hawking items on the road undermines the beautification and landscaping of cities in Nigeria.

Studies in Latin America, Asia and Africa have shown that street hawking has a lot of physical and health consequences on children. Various problems such as respiratory problems, injuries, malnourishment, extortion of income, police harassment are associated with this form of child labour. Child labourers face robbery, inadequate sleep due to fatigue and long hours on the job and confinement in juvenile home (Ross, 1996). Amin (1994)

asserts that street hawkers also encounter problems related to their psychological well-being. For instance, they experience stigmatization by the press and public, feeling of disheartenment, stress and irritability, personality disorder, anti social behaviour, alienation and isolation from their families. Eventually many grow up with deformed personality, maladjusted behaviour patterns and psychopathology.
2.2
THEORETICAL FRAMEWORK

The paper is anchored on Marxian theory. The proponent of this theory is Karl Marx. According to Marx (1963), the change in the society results from the economic base and super structural institutions and reflection of the changes in the economic base. The concrete form of this base is the production of man's subsistence needs, the production process itself is understandable as a human social activity in terms of social relationship that exists between these various individuals and groups involved in the process. Karl Marx posits that all through history when we consider those social relationships that make the production process a social phenomenon, two major classes or group of people are identifiable at all times. They are few individuals who own and control the means of production and the majority of people who do not own the means of production but who do the actual production by using their natural human labour power. Marx opines that a class struggle always emerges between the ruling class and the working class as a result of the unequal distribution of societal resources. Scholars have criticized Marxian conflict theory because of his overemphasis on the economy as the major source of conflict in the society. Marx failed to identify other non-economic variables like bad governance which may create extremes of wealth and poverty in the same society. In spite of the shortcomings and deficiencies of Marxian theory, it seems to be the most relevant and suitable theory for this study. In relating the theory to street hawking, it should be observed that unequal allocation of resources and inequality encourage poverty among members of the society. High level of poverty influences parents to engage their children in street hawking which also is associated with some social and physical problems. Marxian theory best explains the phenomenon at hand.

CHAPTER THREE

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

Research design
The researcher used descriptive research survey design in building up this project work the choice of this research design was considered appropriate because of its advantages of identifying attributes of a large population from a group of individuals. The design was suitable for the study as the study sought the effect of street hawking among teenage girls

Sources of data collection 

Data were collected from two main sources namely:

(i)Primary source and 



(ii)Secondary source 



Primary source:


These are materials of statistical investigation which were collected by the research for a particular purpose. They can be obtained through a survey, observation questionnaire or as experiment; the researcher has adopted the questionnaire method for this study.

Secondary source:

These are data from textbook Journal handset etc. they arise as byproducts of the same other purposes. Example administration, various other unpublished works and write ups were also used. 

Population of the study 

Population of a study is a group of persons or aggregate items, things the researcher is interested in getting information the effect of street hawking among teenage girls.  200 residents in Udi local government of Enugu state were selected randomly by the researcher as the population of the study.

Sample and sampling procedure

Sample is the set people or items which constitute part of a given population sampling. Due to large size of the target population, the researcher used the Taro Yamani formula to arrive at the sample population of the study.

Instrument for data collection 

The major research instrument used is the questionnaires. This was appropriately moderated. The secretaries were administered with the questionnaires to complete, with or without disclosing their identities. The questionnaire was designed to obtain sufficient and relevant information from the respondents. The primary data contained information extracted from the questionnaires in which the respondents were required to give specific answer to a question by ticking in front of an appropriate answer and administered the same on staff of the two organizations: The questionnaires contained structured questions which were divided into sections A and B.

 Validation of the research instrument

The questionnaire used as the research instrument was subjected to face its validation. This research instrument (questionnaire) adopted was adequately checked and validated by the supervisor his contributions and corrections were included into the final draft of the research instrument used.

 Method of data analysis

The data collected was not an end in itself but it served as a means to an end. The end being the use of the required data to understand the various situations it is with a view to making valuable recommendations and contributions. To this end, the data collected has to be analysis for any meaningful interpretation to come out with some results. It is for this reason that the following methods were adopted in the research project for the analysis of the data collected. For a comprehensive analysis of data collected, emphasis was laid on the use of absolute numbers frequencies of responses and percentages. Answers to the research questions were provided through the comparison of the percentage of workers response to each statement in the questionnaire related to any specified question being considered.
Frequency in this study refers to the arrangement of responses in order of magnitude or occurrence while percentage refers to the arrangements of the responses in order of their proportion. The simple percentage method is believed to be straight forward easy to interpret and understand method.

The researcher therefore chooses the simple percentage as the method to use.

RECOMMENDATION

Based on the responses obtained, the researcher proffers the following recommendations:

Parents should be made to be aware of the effects of street hawking on children especially teenage girls through public enlightenment, 
radio gingles, television drama and billboard display so as to discourage them in doing so to their children.

Parents economic status should be made known to them and the risk of producing children they cannot care for thereby using the elder ones to source for money for the up keep of the whole family.

Federal government should introduce free education at primary and secondary levels so as to help alleviate the sufferings parents encounter in order to pay their children's school fees.

Moral instruction should be inculcated embed on every child by her parents at homes and religious leaders in the churches and guidance and counselors in the schools so as to discourage them from pre-marital sex.

Sex education should be thought to children as early as primary 5-6 and then to secondary schools so that they will know their sexuality and absent themselves in anything that will endanger their future life.

Government should enact a law forbidding street hawking during and after school by children especially teenage girls ages 10-18 years in order to discourage parents from using their children as 
money making machine.
