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THE IMPACT OF AN INVESTIGATION INTO THE 

PROBLEMS AND PROSPECTS OF RUNNING

SEPARATE HOMES BY MARRIED

COUPLES (A STUDY OF ORUMBA

 SOUTH LGA OF ANAMBRA

STATE)

ABSTRACT

The main involvement of the study was an investigation into the problems and prospect of running separate homes by married couples in Orumba South Local Government Area of Anambra State. Specifically, the study intends to find out the causes of running the home separately by married couples in Orumba South Local Government Area. The possible problems involved in running separately homes by married couples. The effects of running homes separate by married couples. The sample for the study were randomly selected to cover the fifteen (15) towns in Orumba South Local Government Area. The data collected was through questionnaire. Frequency and mean were used to analyze the data. The finding revealed that some causes of running separate homes by married couples are: the nature of job/occupation, socio-economic reasons and some couples are more inclined to their jobs than living together. While problems associated with running separate homes by married couples are financial problems, communication gap and suspicion\ unfaithfulness. It was observed that inability to achieve cardinal objectives of marriage. Unnecessary expenses and emotional intemperate are effects of running separate homes by married couples while woman especially are less busy, determination of married love strengthened and children reared under family that is run separately are hard working and competent enough as its prospects. The following recommendation was drawn, couples should endeavour to keep family intact for judiciously use of money for development. Couple should bridge the gag of extra–marital relationship by avoiding extended assistance. Conclusively, running separate homes by married couples constitutes a lot of problems to married couples and thus, is not advisable or encouraging to couples.

INTRODUCTION

BACKGROUND TO THE STUDY

Family is the oldest human institution in many ways, it is the most basic unit. It is society’s most basic unit. The entire civilization have survived or disappeared depending on whether family life was strong or weak. Before the institution is established, there must be a union of a man and woman, this union is call marriage.


Mba (1980) stated that marriage is the state in which man and woman give themselves to each other in their life together and in procreation and training of offspring’s. The clear and certain knowledge of this institution is obtained only from the ideal of creation as revealed to the people of God in the Old Testament. 


Thus, most of us grew up in a firm belief that marriage would it did for our parents, friends and parent tomorrow. Certainly, the moves on the television programmes, the books and magazines we read all had a way of convincing us that marriage would not only solve our problems but would last a life time. Thus, in our society, adult is counted as an active member of the society if he/she is married. In view of this, it is a drama in that everyone becomes an actor or actress and not just a spectator.


This day, things are changing because of rising tide of the powerful new interest in human, generated                 

by the liberation movement, the life of woman alone, wisdom, divorce and separated are beginning to come in for a lot more attention and recognition today. Today, there are lots of books, articles, drama on the legal and emotional aspect of separation, on the changing status of the working couples, on the financial complexities of widowhood on the challenge of single parenthood and of the single woman’ s level of life. The basic separation of homes is like being faced with the pieces of a complicated jig saw puzzle, and asked to fit then together in a meaningful and satisfying way. 


Before now, marriage in African context was being dominated by men folk. The duty of the woman was to cook, keep home and farm, movement for her was restricted. Men who travel to pass does that in groups or in company of leaders. While the man is away, another elder is in the family takes care and control of all the members of the family till the man returns from the journey. That is to say that woman then lives under the care, control and protection of men hence they live behind their husband’s huts. 

The emergence of the civilization, education and modern life have lifted the status of the woman in the society, some are stronger than men in the family and in the all capacities expect the naturally endowed powers. Women today take to any job, more about to all part of the world jus as men do. They are neither being controlled nor fear that anything will hinder them. Some women today live better than the men. For many of us, the world outside marriage like looks blank and bewildering. How does families who had been living together feel when they are separated? How does woman cope with the kids? This research is not for the men who wonder how he will leave his family for sometimes to a distance place. This research work will also provide an encouragement and sound advice on attendant problems that emanate from living separately such as emotional and practical issues that faces a couple living apart, love and friendship work and money, daycare and decision making while a husband is away from home.

Arastrong (1974) observed that family man be separated if one is doing a stint in the armed services for example, he many have the kind of job that requires long absence. About of the illness makes it necessary for one to spend sometime in the reasons for a husband absence from home, a gap is created in the life of the family.

STATEMENT OF THE PROBLEM


Married couples are said to be people strongly united to live together with a cardinal objectives of security, feeding, companionship, education and procreation. These couples according to culture are meant to live together. These days some married couples run separate homes and thus running into problems, divorce, psychological problem flirting and alcoholism.


The above problems have spurred the write to research on the problems and prospects of running separate homes by married couples.

PURPOSE OF THE STUDY

The aim of this study is to examine the problems and prospects of running separate homes by married couples in Orumba South Local Government Area of Anambra State.

To find out the possible problems involved in running separate homes by married couples?

What are the effects of running homes separately by married couples?

The study will also certify women to the challenges of the society in the educational upbringing of the children bearing in mind that many elites of Nigeria are brought up by either single family or separate family.

The following research questions were postulated to guide the researcher to carry out the problems and prospects of running separate home by married couples in Orumba Local Government Area of Anambra State.

What are the causes of running homes separately by married couples in Orumba South Local Government Area?

What are the problems facing couples running separate homes in Orumba South Local Government Area?

How do living separate homes affect married couples?

What are the possible prospects in running homes separately by married couples?

SCOPE AND LIMITATION

It was compounded further by the scare financial resources of the researcher.

There was high cost of transportation due to bad road and transportation and difficulties in reaching the area of study.

 
Time was also too short for the researcher to gather in depth and relevant but necessary information to enhance a detailed report.

CHAPTER TWO

REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE

             This chapter deals with related literature of various works, write-up of views held by many writers on the problems o prospects of running separate homes by married couples. It could be reviewed under the following headings.

COUSES OF RUNNING SEPARATE HOMES BY MARRIED COUPLES: 


Morten (1976) observed that the major cause of separation is allowing difficult situation in marriage to go too far before beginning to make an effort to find out why the bad feeling and recurrent serious quarrel arises. He said that running many couples who attempt to talk out their problems of these discussion often go far ion the night 


This attempt also could lead to another problem even worse than the last,’ because each partner is only really concerned to convince the other that thrugs are nearly all their fault. 

        So more unkind and bitter thrugs are said which instead of healing the breach in the end, the couples see themselves that there is no hope and no sense in counting to make due another miserable.                       

      
Agunanna (1996) viewed that the foremost causes of running separate homes are demands of the job of each of the couples. 


He said, some years ago, it was of conventional wisdom that each time a husband get transferred to a new station, the wife automatically was expected to give up whether job or any thing for that matter that the engaged in and move with the man, and with out any slighting of doubt to obtain a fresh appointment in her new location, be it teaching or any government appointment.


If it could be recalled, such transaction was always affected with the minimum of disruption and difficulties, for instance, primary school teacher were ready absorbed into the school system of there new found abode without any serious financial loss. 

This time, people just do not transfer any how for fear of losing their jobs.


Do we blame them? However, ever increasing rate of joblessness, many families are quite unwilling to take the risk of relocating themselves as a unit, instead they will prefer to be in their respective station if engage in exchange of visits of making telephone calls.

 Hoomkwap (1994) see female participating, he said labour market and leadership positions that were hitherto the preserve of men and the serious often acknowledgment of the unequal position of women made it imperator for couples to run separate homes, which divorce is the end. 

Agunanna, reported that women on their part are neither in the mood to give their jobs as they have aspiration of sacral/monetary upliftment in their chosen carriers which they have carefully labored to build up only to relinguish them and languish in the bewildering wideraming wideness of unemployment and crass/uncertain undertaking in a station where they might find themselves.

However, he sees men to invariable find themselves as a vulnerable object for predatory attacks from young women who now see him as easy prey to lunch their messy attacks, that is not all, one of them may even move in with way thereby wearing the toga of an “acting wife”. 

It has been observed that such pressive subsequently lead to marshal discord, at a height  that even the fundamental of such marriage are threatened which through might collapse more ugly events gather. 

Agwoocha, Edna et al (1996) view that Economic reasons normally caused the separation.

In most cases, the wife’s or husband’s earning is a great supplement to the family purse for the proper education and training of the children on the other hand, some men who are their families sole bread winner prefer to leave them in them village and less expensive town for obvious economic reasons as against keeping them in urban cites like Lagos with its attendant high cost of living and housing problem.

Some consider the frequent hassles of transferring children from one school to another as a result of changing residents as a major factor for leaving their families in such cities where transportation to and from school could be less cumbersome.

Problem of Running Separate homes by Married Couples 

Minuchin (1974) not worried about running separate families and its consequence, his area of emphasis based on family arrangement, which he said govern the transactions of the family members.
The arrangement while not being explicit or overtly recognized, provide the structure of the family’s operations.


He said that the focus is on the how separate homes communicate with other and the resultant struggle for power and control in the relationship.

He advise them to learn to get in touch with their feelings, listen to one another, ask for clarification when they do not meanly provide adequate feedback to one another regarding their action to what is taking place and negotiate differences that may arise to Minuchim, separation of families to itself is not problematic in any form, he said that is important is understanding and adequate arrangement.

In support, Agunanna reported Mr. “A” shuttles both by flight and by road} from Lagos to Enugu almost on a weekly basis to see the family while the wife takes her turn when the husband is indisposed to travel on during the holidays.

But Mr. “B” shuttle is not that lucky as he does his own shuttle on a monthly basis while the wife hardly gets chance to engage in such a frolic due to the nature of job hence visits and communications becomes impossible.

In view of Agunanna, another prominent problem of the transfer issue is the children of the couples involved. This is another sources of disruption.

In fact, it is the most problematic as transfer certificates have to be obtained, and new school found for the children.

Right too, argument have been advanced of the hardship that might be caused to the unsuspecting children, especially those in their years. The problem of founding new school these days, breaking close family and friendship ties, all as problem of living separately by married couples. However, the problem is not only travel of children.

Agunanna observed that decision making interfere excessively in running separate homes by married couples. He further said that for couple decision to move or not to move becomes a matter that is pursuit on a scale balance.

That determines its advantage and disadvantage. Hence, the advantage must hold high before final decision to move is taken, such advantages are usually not devoid of sentimentality and emotionality. Since cold subjective elements cannot replace the objective factors in such close human relationship which binds both husband and wife, material gains apart.

Agwuocha (1996) sees emotional disturbances as an aspect of problem affecting married couple running separate homes. He reported a respondent who (17 years) is in Lagos deep in matrimony for four years now his wife is in Port Harcourt, while he is in Lagos. 

“Hough, my wife is in Port Harcourt because of her good job” he says it takes the grace of God not to fall into temptation, for he has remained faithful to his wife all the four years.

Apart from emotional impact of being apart, Armystrong (1974) said that women in this situation run into certain common problems and the kind of trouble she might have usually falls into one or the other of the three categories, socially, financially and parental. Socially, if her husband is away for some time, she may run into a curious situation that of feeling that she is neither married nor unmarried. Though her friends may rally around her at first, with invitations cooking fast and thick, they may begin to stop being so concerned about her after a while and leave her out of the usual marital gathering. She advised that a woman apart should avoid those situations that divorces widows and single women are only too familiar with deities within family means. He that whatever reason that could land to separation must be in itself, good or morally indifferent from the well being of the family likely an offer for help becomes more than an offer of help.

Financial matter she said where a husband has the kind of job that takes him away regularly, she and him will probably work out a system of bill payment that either means he takes care of it when his home or she handles it in this absence.

Patently she said, many children becomes more difficult to handle when their father is absence for an extended period, she can be an extra burden for a woman to have her children being especially hard to handle when her husband is not there to hand his support, and back her up in disciplining them.

In her view, she quoted that mother living separate are confronted with questions such as, why did daddy go away? “Did I do something bad? “Dies he still love us.” Why do I only get to see him Saturdays” The above questions indicate some psychological problems faced by the child properly, the child may be seeing the daddy of other ch9ildre around them, he therefore observed real answer to his questions. Army strong said that whatever the reasons to for a husband’s absence from home is, it can bring unexpected problems and challenges for his, on a short term basics, and possible on a short notice well. She may have to take care over as full head of the household with all the headache and responsibilities that it may entail.

Wray (1975) observed that almost everyone has experienced this special kind of loneliness at one time or another. Woman he said are mostly touched and they may feel deeply distressed and almost betrayed. Hence, she is free as a bird and able to do as she pleases. Having recognized her needs are right to fulfill them in the husband’s absence. He said that in this openly sexual age of ours, everyone knows this, but if a woman has not been felt the kind of emotional warmth and tenderness that can make physical love so fulfilling, she may lose sight of all that a relationship can be in her hunger of closeness she may reach out for any kinds of relationship, whether she already found it or is hoping to find it is usually a continuing preoccupied for the woman alone. He maintained that whether a woman is younger or older, separate, divorced, windowed of yet unmarried, with or without children longing fir marriage or content without it. 

This is not common with extra-ordinary self sufficient or too busy. Wray maintained that some women left alone fell the pains more when they see other women shopping in the street with their husbands and perhaps, at a party or in the club they sit in a background feeling cut off from all the fun and enjoyment. Wherever they go, they feel they do not belong. He asserted that loneliness is hell, and has been called the affliction of our age. 

But some loneliness are not an inevitable fact of a life. A psychotherapist in support of the put forward that as a toddler, he suffered a six months separation from his mother when she had to go to hospital. This devashed him and the terror remained that at night happen again, so from that early age he was abnormally attached to his mother and could not face separation for any reason. 

In a topic titled my husband with mentally ill a personal story from the psychologist magazine; a woman narrated how her husband’s illness create a lot of disturbances in her house. She observed that happiness started when an ambulance that took the husband to psychiatrist drove away, “I felt a great release, I walked from to room drinking in the blessed silence.” She also observed that the absence of her husband brought to end the tumult of noise and tension and I appreciated the quietness to full. When he is well again, she said, we cold pick up the threads and make a fresh start, I urge we all willingly and with relief.

   Murie (1976) observed that separation of couple have the tendency of suspicion as a result they withdraw from relationship with friends around them. Some she said, may become irritable and rack good humour, to this end, family relationship become strained, continuing, she maintained that, this is party because the underlying difficulties have arisen from the parent child-situation. But is aggravated by the very natural tendency of the parents to persuade, cajole or threaten the child into adjusting normally once more. She said that a feeling of being isolated and lonely is not uncommon among separated homes she quoted an involved mother as saying that is misery, frustration and uncomfortable not always worm cough. Muriel narrated the opinion of a girl born to separated home as saying… of a close relationship with her parents she knew nothing always left out… she was talked about, but not listened to…’’ she concluded that they had never a person in her own right.

EFFECT OF RUNNING HOMES SEPARATELY BY MARRIED COUPLES
Okogie (1989) maintained that in relation to the biological process responsible parenthood means the knowledge and respect of their functions in relation to the tenderness of instinct or passion. This he said is the responsible exercise of parenthood which will usher in the capacity of their offspring. Little children and youth grew up with a just appraisal of harmonious development of their spiritual and sensitive facilities.

In support, Lanthahage (1984) put forward that a sound marriage should mean respect for the right and privilege of the other party. 

Udeugwu (1991) sees the problems confronting Nigeria youths today as a complex one. He blamed the youth, the society and parents as being responsibility due to family conflicts that will usher in separation of families. Such difficulties are enumerated as psychological, poor standard of living, poor education system, and racial discrimination in authentically in their life stile and the splint in home and personal relationship. He observed that separation results must evil experience by parents and can be rightly attributed to loneliness and burden resulting from their inability and failure to find meaning in life. Some parents do not grew up with a balanced disposition towards life. 

Denga (1986) in his contribution, said that separation families at times leads to marital breakdown and could lead to many social problems that culminate in juvenile and adult delinquency, indiscipline and other forms of social problems. His assumption is that well adjusted couples whether leaving separate or together is more likely to produce positive and congruent effect on the children are reared by their parents. 

Yoloyo (1976) rightly put it, the hom4e is the place where child is first introduce to the norms and society and the techniques of living together with parents and others, a lot of backwardness in school subjects have been traced to poor emotional environment of homes in which there is constant parent-parent tension. 

Echezona (1991) in what she called the disrupted family listed among other things. Separation as a condition in every society, parents and children are another and the problem that accompany it.

She said that many studies have shown that travnatic effects and rejection may be aggravated by conflicting loyalties and sometimes by the spoiling the children while staying with not one, he or she may prefer to be with. She maintained that major factor causing ant-social family ‘pattern, the anus lies with the parent to try to mould their family structure in a way that will promote health and discipline behavior in the child.

Continuation, she opined that the incident of indiscipline and ant-social behavior among children in higher families or homes described above than in the other homes. In addition she said that social; economic condition and family instability, parent with abnormal personality may keep the home in constant emotional turmoil. Such homes are characterized by the presence of parents who are fighting to maintain their own equilibrium and who are unable to give the child needed love and guidance. In her observation, parent living separately in general disturbs home has been found to be associated with a high incidence of psychological parental quarreling, conflicts and general tensions are unfortunately conditions for the growing child.

Ochiagha (1988) stated that separated of family could have a lot of social repercussions, their goods or bad consequences can surely outlived them. Total divorce could result from them. Nothing further he maintained that separation of family of family does not imply taking a holiday or deserved rest but in the context of family overall duties within family means. He said that whatever reason that could lead to separation must be in itself good or being of her family.

PROSPECTS OF RUNNING SEPARATE HOME BY MARRIED COUPLES: 
Armystrong (1974) maintain that countless thousands of couples endure separatio9n lasting months even years without the essentially strength of their relationship being altered. He said that unavoidable separation of this kind often serve to make the bond between husband and wife even stronger, having to be apart can help each to realize how much they love and need of other, and how much their life together really mean to them.


Agwuocha (1996), reported a woman married eight years ago says living alone without my husband is not best experience, she says there is a loose end of my two boys, the masculine voice that will always stop them from misbehaving. But she strongly maintained and confess that his absence makes me less busy, like the time I will always use to make his special meals are now free for me.

CHAPTER THREE

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

3.1
AREA OF STUDY 

The study was conducted in Orumba South Local Government Area of Anambra State.

POPULATION OF STUDY
The population consists of all the married couples in Orumba South Local Government Area of Anambra State running separate homes. The study covers both non-literate, civil servants and business peoples especially those who have tested and still testing running separate homes.

SAMPLE NDSAMPLING TECHNIQUES

In order to ensure a more accurate information, two hundred (200) married couples living separately were randomly selected from all the town in the towns in the local government area.

DESCRIPTION OF RESEARCH INSTRUMENT USED FOR THE STUDY

 
The researcher used questionnaire as the major testing instrument of the study. The method was adopted to cover both literate and non-literate subjects. It is also necessary to obtain reliable information especially in a case of this nature. The questionnaire constitutes of twenty –three (23) questions designed for all cadres of the subject.

IN SUMMARY, THE MAJOR HEADLINES OF THE STUDY ARE:

RECOMMENDATION
The following recommendations have been made in respect of the study.

Couples should endeavour to keep their family intact for judiciously use of money for family development.

Couples should live intact to bridge the gap of extra marital relationship that arise from external assistance. Nevertheless, if the separation is unavoidable, mode of communication and financial matters should be well spelt out and explicit observed by either of the couples since it is not a permanent separation.

LIMITATIONS OF THE STUDY

Time: Because the research was being carried on during school hours, the researcher found it difficult to go about during the school hours.  

Finance: Due to high cost of transportation, it was difficult for the researcher to go to other towns in the Local Government Area of the state.

Thirdly: Because so many people feel reluctant or may be they do not know/understand the actual meaning of the research, so most of the people interviewed did not respond to the questions being asked them by the researcher.
