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ABSTRACT
The project on the influence of endsars protest on political interest of Nigerian youths. The project aimed at investigating the influence of endsars protest on political interest of Nigerian youths, determining the relationship between endsars protest and political interest of youths and finding out if the political interest of youths is gender-based. A total of 134 respondents were selected from the population figure out of which the sample size was determined. Data was collected by means of structured questionnaires administered randomly to some selected youths in Oshodi-Isolo local government area, Lagos state, Nigeria. Findings from the study revealed that majority of the respondents were of the opinion that there is a significant influence of endsars protest on political interest of Nigerian youths, there is a significant relationship between endsars protest and the political interest of youths is gender-based.



CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
1.1     Background of the Study
The Special Anti-Robbery Squad, popularly known as SARS, was established as a special police unit in 1992 to tackle increasing incidents of armed robberies and kidnappings for ransom by criminal elements operating across Nigeria (Vanguard, 23 December 2017). Originally set up to operate independently in order to target criminal groups, the unit’s success hinged on its anonymity and mode of operation. SARS operatives conducted covert operations in plain clothes and unmarked vehicles to support police operations responding to community distress calls on armed robberies and other serious crimes. Over the years, however, SARS officials have been implicated in widespread human rights violations and have garnered a reputation for arbitrary arrests, torture, rape, extortion, unlawful detention, and extrajudicial killings.
Nigeria is one of the African countries with huge population size, high population density, and great social diversity. The number of youths in Nigeria is higher than the population of some African countries. Over the years, youths have enormously contributed towards the development of Nigeria through various facets such as democracy, governance, politics, economy, security, and community development (Yusuf, 2019). Also, youths have been deeply involved in self-help projects in Nigeria. As a progressive force for development, youths’ social and psychological disposition and level of productivity are feasible when provided with the knowledge and opportunities they need to prosper. This depends on the societal willingness to empower the youths in social, economic, political and legal terms as some of the youths’ challenges. Omoju and Abraham, (2014) further identified youth challenges in Nigerian from the problem of youth’s unemployment and underemployment, limited access to education and lack of economic opportunities, lack of access to basic education, high HIV prevalence rate to high poverty rate among others. To promote youth leadership and more inclusive politics, more than 100 Youth organizations known by its hashtag #Not-Too-Young-To-Run in Nigeria mobilized for a constitutional reform to lower the eligibility age to run for political office in 2016. It is aimed to reduce the age limit to stand as political candidates to promote good governance and youth political participation (Krook and Nugent, 2018). The youth movement in Nigeria started long ago but the organized one was created in 1934 with titled Nigerian Youth Movement (NYM) and it was based in Lagos. Its primary objectives were the development of a united Nigeria out of the conglomeration of people who inhabited Nigeria, and the promotion of complete understanding along with a sense of common nationalism among different elements in the country. Politically however it sought to increase the native Nigerian participation in civil service and government with the ultimate goal of self-government. Furthermore, the movement established branches in urban areas throughout the country in an attempt to promote inter-tribal cooperation (Gann, 2011).
Youth movements could be positive or negative, but as far as the government concerns, any kind of youth movement either positive or negative would affect the government of the day’s interest. Because it reminds the government that some policies were not properly implemented or executed, asking to change the entire policy like EndSARS youth movement. EndSARS protesters are a group of Nigerian youths under the umbrella of the New Nigerian Youth Movement (NNYM) that demand the disbandment of the Special Anti-Robbery Squad (SARS) unit, as well as, other reforms in the Nigerian Police Force (NPF). At the beginning of the EndSARS, their demands were very clear and straightforward urging the government to abolish SARS, offer justice to victims of police brutality and reform the police. The genesis of the protest was a video clip of police officers thought to be members of the SARS unit, allegedly killing an unarmed young man (Ukpe, 2020). What started as a peaceful demonstration by thousands of youths in some of the states in Nigeria, degenerated into chaos after the protests were hijacked by hoodlums. Unpatriotic set of youths took over the protest to achieve self-centred interest contrary to law and changed the narrative of the movement. Citizens’ rights were interfered with, loss of lives, property worth billions of naira were stolen and destroyed among others. Other reasons for EndSARS protest are the political and economic structures in Nigeria which did not properly integrate youths’ needs. This is what led Kamorudeen stated that:
“the manipulation of the political and economic structure by political elites have endangered high rate of youth unemployment and underemployment, poverty, poor access to quality education, and poor access to political opportunities, thereby influencing Nigerian youths to indulge in series of agitations and violent act reflected in political thuggery, armed robbery, ethno-religious crises, kidnapping etc.” (Kamarudeen, 2011; 171)
Consequently, the occurrence of youth’s violence in present Nigeria is on the proliferation and it has generated public worries as the violence is seen as anti-thesis to individual’s and national development. Nigeria has become a violence-prone nation with the youths at the centre of most of it. No part of Nigeria is immune from one form of violence or the other, ranging from Boko Haram insurgency, herdsmen-farmer’s crisis, ethno-religious crises, kidnapping, armed robbery, terrorism, and EndSARS protest among others. Against this background, this paper, therefore examines the youth’s movement, EndSARS protest in particular and challenges confronting youth in the country. Consequently, the paper is divided into seven sections. Section one provides an introduction while section two deals with the conceptual framework. Section three deals with the empirical review, while section four examines youths and Nigerian police on EndSARS protest. This explains the deteriorated relationship between Nigerian youths and NPF. Section five explains the challenges confronting Nigerian youths while section six offers recommendations and section seven provided for the conclusion.
1.2	Statement of the Problem
The Special Anti-Robbery Squad was created in 1992 as a response to violent crime, particularly armed robbery (Uwazuruike 2020). One of the basic responsibilities of the government in all societies is to ensure the safety of life and property of its citizens. Section 14(2)(b) of the 1999 Constitution of the Federal Republic of Nigeria (Constitution), states that “the security and welfare of the people shall be the primary purpose of government. Therefore, it is by establishing and maintaining an efficient police force that the government provides a feeling of security to its citizens. As a result, the Nigeria Police Force (NPF) is an agency established by law to ensure the preservation of public order and law enforcement as well as prevention and detection of crime (section 214(3) and 4 of the 1999 Constitution of Nigeria). The police play a vital role in the administration of justice in any society and present the entry point into the criminal justice system either through reports from the public or its investigation and surveillance (Benjamin, 2007). Special Anti-Robbery Squad popularly known as SARS was a segment of NPF saddled with responsibilities of curtailing armed robbery and other related crimes in Nigeria. However, the police unit has come to be known for its high-handed tactics and gross violations of human rights. SARS evolved from a special outfit created by different state Commands to address specific violent crimes such as armed robbery, kidnapping, communal violence and religious violence. In each state, SARS is under the Criminal Investigation Department of the Police Command. However, the group (SARS) quickly became controversial for its links to extra-judicial killings, torture and illegal activities (Samuel, 2020; 135). On the other hand, SARS was a special police unit set up decades ago as Nigeria, the most populous African country, battled with rising levels of crime and kidnappings. Initially, it was successful in reducing cases of violent crime but more recently the unit had been “turned into banditry”, according to Fulani Kwajafa, the man who set up SARS. In June 2020, Amnesty International released a report that documented at least 82 cases of torture, ill-treatment and extrajudicial execution by SARS between January 2017 and May 2020. Torture, inhuman or degrading treatment or punishment and other forms of cruelty by SARS officials against Nigerian youths are prohibited in all circumstances under the Nigerian law (Sections 4, 8, 10 and 11 of Anti-Torture Law 2017). No exceptional circumstances whatsoever, whether in a state of war or, internal political instability or any other public emergency, may be invoked as a justification of torture. It is not enough for states to simply prohibit and criminalise torture under national law; it is suggested that there is no range of further measures to protect the youths and prevent these forms of violation hence the agitation by protest. International and national human rights law safeguards, not properly implemented, resulting in abuses of human rights. Despite the human rights and constitutional provisions, however, ill-treatment remains routine practices by SARS officials.
What began as a protest against the hated police Special Anti-Robbery Squad (Sars) later became a conduit for the youth to vent their anger with the people who have been in charge of Nigeria for decades, and demand change.
Former President Olusegun Obasanjo warned in 2017 that "we are all sitting on a keg of gunpowder" when it comes to the young.
His comments were about the continent in general but they apply to Nigeria, Africa's most populous nation with 200 million people, more than 60% of whom are under the age of 24.
The majority of those of working age do not have formal employment and there are few opportunities to get a good education. Earlier this year, government statistics showed that 40% of Nigerians lived in poverty. The enormous brutality of the Police and SARS  and the corrupt practices of the leaders in and outside power triggered the hunger for change in youths and led to them having interest in the politics of Nigeria. Youths all over Nigeria through the use of social media were able to come together with one mind, voice, and goal to disband SARS and reform Police force as well as end corrupt practices of leaders in the country. Hence, this study seeks to investigate the influence of EndSARS protest on political interest of nigerian youths. 

1.3	Objectives of the Study
The primary objective of this study is to examine the influence of EndSARS protest on political interest of Nigerian youths. Specifically, the study seeks to:
1. Investigate the influence of ENDSARS protest on political interest of Nigerian youths,
2. Determine the relationship between ENDSARS protest and political interest of youths
3. Find out if the political interest of youths is gender-based
1.4	Research Questions
The following research questions guide this study:
1. What is the influence of ENDSARS protest on political interest of Nigerian youths?
2. Is there any relationship between ENDSARS protest and political interest of youths?
3. Is the political interest of youths is gender-based?
1.5	Research hypotheses
Hypothesis refers to an experimental statement, tentative in nature, showing the relationship between two or more variables. It is open to test and can be accepted or rejected depending on whether it agrees or disagrees with the statistical test.
The study will test the validity of the following hypothesis:
H0: There is no relationship between  ENDSARS protest and political interest of youths
HA: There is a relationship between  ENDSARS protest and political interest of youths.
1.6	Significance of the study
This study on the the influence of EndSARS protest on political interest of Nigerian youths will be extremely beneficial to the government of Nigeria and the world at large, in recognizing the kind of influence the EndSARS protest had on Nigerian youths by giving them one voice and making them demand for better administration in the country.
This study will also benefit youths of Nigeria to know that their with one voice and mind as they did during the EndSARS protest that led to the eradication of SARS and brought about the reformation of the Police Force, they can stand up for anything in the country and have it achieved. 
Furthermore, this study will add to existing literature on this topic and will serve as a reference material for further research on this topic or related domain.
1.7	Scope of the study
This study focuses on investigating the influence of ENDSARS protest on political interest of Nigerian youths. This study will also determine the relationship between ENDSARS protest and political interest of youths. This study will further Find out if the political interest of youths is gender-based. This study is delimited to youths in Oshodi-Isolo local government area, Lagos state.
1.8	Limitation of the study
The major factors that posed a challenge to the researcher while carrying out this study was insufficient fund, limited time frame and inadequate material on this study domain.
1.9	Definition of Terms
ENDSARS: End SARS is a decentralised social movement, and series of mass protests against police brutality in Nigeria. The slogan calls for the disbanding of the Special Anti-Robbery Squad, a notorious unit of the Nigerian Police with a long record of abuses.
PROTEST:  A protest is a public expression of objection, disapproval or dissent towards an idea or action, typically a political one.
POLITICS: the activities associated with the governance of a country or area, especially the debate between parties having power.
INTEREST: the feeling of wanting to know or learn about something or someone.


CHAPTER TWO
REVIEW OF LITERATURE
[bookmark: _Toc43312039]INTRODUCTION
Our focus in this chapter is to critically examine relevant literatures that would assist in explaining the research problem and furthermore recognize the efforts of scholars who had previously contributed immensely to similar research. The chapter intends to deepen the understanding of the study and close the perceived gaps.
2.1	CONCEPTUAL FRAMEWORK
The Meaning of Political Interest
General interest in politics can be considered the basis both for a democratic political belief system and for identity achievement as the outcome of the process of identity development. In terms of political sociology, political interest is the main component of political motivation, a variable indicating ability in ideological conceptualization, which is essential for participation in the democratic process (Klingemann 1979) cited in Hilke (2004). Thus, political interest is a necessary precondition for the desired characteristics of a responsible and democratic citizen: critical loyalty, ability, and readiness for political participation!. Empirical studies have coherently shown the relevant impact that political interest has on the strength of these desired features, although scholars point out that there is no theoretical reason why political interest as such should produce a democratic character (e.g. Kaase 1989, 1990; Schneider 1995; Gille et al. 1997; HoffmannLange 1998) cited in Hilke (2004). However, the significance of political interest for the existence of a democratic political identity is empirically evident. But political interest is crucially relevant not only for the existence, but also for the emergence of a democratic political identity. As described in detail in the introduction to this volume, identity achievement requires exploration as well as commitment. Political interest serves as the underlying force for exploration, and without exploration there is no identity achievement. Interest raises questions about the political process, the political system, and incumbents in political positions. Political interest leads people to weigh ideological positions, to assess their pros and cons, and fmally to make a commitment and achieve political identity. Without political interest, political identity stays diffuse: not knowing what to think, not knowing what to believe, not knowing where one's own commitments are.
It should be expected that political interest increases with general development. Thus, during the critical years of adolescence, general interest in politics should increase, indicating crises and exploration, as is common for this period of life according to Erikson's developmental theory (Erikson 1994) cited in Hilke (2004). But socialization theory also suggests that adolescence is a critical point during which political opinions crystallize from primary affective commitments to mature reasoned commitments (DawsonlPrewitt 1969; Niemi! Hepburn 1995) cited in Hilke (2004). On the other hand, contextual variables - political scandals, election etc. - also have an impact on political interest (Kaase 1983: 160) cited in Hilke (2004), so that development is not necessarily linear; also, the political culture might influence the general level of interest.
Political Education
Political Education is an essential element for the development and consolidation of democratic societies, and also an indispensable tool for the success of political parties. In general, political education comprises all those processes that influence and shape people politically as members of a social and political system. This can happen by formal institutions like schools or universities, mass media or membership in groups and organizations.
In a more specific sense, political education refers to consciously planned and organised continuous and targeted activities of forma institutions to train and prepare youths and adults for their active participation in political and social life. Basically, Political education aims:
· to develop and strengthen awareness about the values of a liberal democracy to transmit understanding of the main political institutions (parliament, government, elections and voting, political parties) and the functioning of the political decision-making process,
· to promote a basic knowledge in all of the most important political issues to teach certain skills such as how to approach information, media etc.
Political Mobilization
This concerns motivating people towards participating in political activities such as contesting for elective positions, registering as voters, voting and a host of other activities relating to politics and governance.
Political Participation
Participation means ‘sharing in’ or ‘wrap oneself with’ every dimension of life, of culture or of economy, our educational system, our political system, our decision-making process. But there is less than a complete agreement among the scholars about the meaning of the concept ‘Political Participation’. Political participation is the involvement of the citizens in the political system (Falade, 2014). The citizens form the crux of any society and it is important they are part of the political process. According to Akamare (2003, as cited in Falade, 2014), political participation is an aspect of political behaviour and it focuses on the way in which individuals take part in politics. It is a voluntary activity and one may participate directly or indirectly. The various ways by which the people can be involved in the political system include selection or election of political leaders, formulation of policies, community activities and other civic engagements.
Empirical investigation of political participation could be split between two basic yet mutually interlinked approaches. The first approach deals with the realistic extant level of popular engagement in the processes of governance. The chief objects of interest are the level (local, regional, national etc.) and method (voting, campaigning, contacting, protesting etc.) of political participation. In this context, the influence of various manners of political participation and the motivation to either reject participation or indeed become an active part of it are studied. Individual and national patterns of political behaviour are also compared. Cross-national comparison of political participation patterns concentrate largely on voting because of the availability of internationally comparable data on voter turnout and the relevance of national elections for the given political system. As evidenced by such international comparisons, voter turnout shall be influenced largely by a number of institutional factors (e.g. voter registration systems, electoral procedures, degree of political competition in the society and the party system) which, taken together, create an institutional environment of the given country’s political system (Nekola, 2014).
The essence of political participation in any society, either civilized or primitive, is to seek control of power, acquisition of power and to influence decision making. Political participation is a means of contributing ones quota to the political system and overall development of the nation. Political participation is one of the fundamental requirements of democratic governance. This is the reason why Adelekan (2010, cited in Falade, 2014) emphasized that ideally, democracy means individual participation in the decisions that involves one’s life. In a democratic system, there is the necessity for the citizenry to be fully involved in the democratic procedures of the choice of rulers and effective communication of the public policies and attitudes. Any claim to democratic regime or state must essentially embrace a high degree of competitive choice, openness, and enjoyment of civic and political liberties and political participation that involves all groups of the society. The extent to which people participate in the political system differ from person to person. Falade (2014) identified six types of political participants. These are: The inactive: These are the people that take no part in any political activity. Voting specialists: These are the people that get eagerly engaged only in voting. Besides voting, they are not concerned about other political activities. Parochial participants: These people participate in politics occasionally. They vote or get involved in any other political activity only when it affects their personal interest. The communalist: These are those who get engaged in voting regularly, they also get involved in community affairs but they are not involved in political campaign activities. The campaigners: They are actively involved in political campaign but inactive in other community affairs. Complete activists: They are highly involved in all political activities, they actively participate in voting, political campaign, community activities and make contact with public officials (Falade, 2014).
Concept of Protest
According to Daniel L. Schofield (1994), a protest is a public expression of objection, disapproval or dissent towards an idea or action, typically a political one. Protests can take many different forms, from individual statements to mass demonstrations. Protesters may organize a protest as a way of publicly making their opinions heard in an attempt to influence public opinion or government policy, or they may undertake direct action in an attempt to enact desired changes themselves. Where protests are part of a systematic and peaceful nonviolent campaign to achieve a particular objective, and involve the use of pressure as well as persuasion, they go beyond mere protest and may be better described as cases of civil resistance or nonviolent resistance. 
Various forms of self-expression and protest are sometimes restricted by governmental policy (such as the requirement of protest permits), economic circumstances, religious orthodoxy, social structures, or media monopoly. One state reaction to protests is the use of riot police. Observers have noted an increased militarization of protest policing in many countries, with police deploying armored vehicles and snipers against protesters. When such restrictions occur, protests may assume the form of open civil disobedience, more subtle forms of resistance against the restrictions, or may spill over into other areas such as culture and emigration.
A protest itself may at times be the subject of a counter-protest. In such cases, counter-protesters demonstrate their support for the person, policy, action, etc. that is the subject of the original protest. Protesters and counter-protesters can sometimes violently clash.
Forms of Protest
According to Daniel L. Schofield (1994), a protest can take many forms. The Dynamics of Collective Action project and the Global Nonviolent Action Database are two of the leading data collection efforts attempting to capture protest events. The Dynamics of Collective Action project considers the repertoire of protest tactics (and their definitions) to include: 
· Rally or demonstration: Demonstration, rally, or similar protest, without reference to marching or walking in a picket line or standing in a vigil. Reference to speeches, speakers, singing, or preaching, often verified by the presence of PA sound equipment and sometimes by a platform or stage. Ordinarily will include worship services, speeches, briefings.
· March: Reference to moving from one location to another; to distinguish from rotating or walking in a circle with picket signs (which is a picket).
· Vigil: Most vigils have banners, placards, or leaflets so that people passing by, despite silence from participants, can be informed about the purpose of the vigil.
· Picket: The modal activity is picketing; there may be references to a picket line, informational picketing, or holding signs; "carrying signs and walking around in a circle". Holding signs, placards, or banners is not the defining criteria; rather, it is holding or carrying those items and walking a circular route, a phrase sometimes surprisingly found in the permit application.
· Civil disobedience: Explicit protest that involves deliberately breaking laws deemed unjust in order to protest them; crossing barricades, prohibited use of segregated facilities (such as lunch-counters or restrooms), voter registration drives (to earn non-eligible people the right to vote), or tying up phone lines.
· Ceremony: These celebrate or protest status transitions ranging from birth and death dates of individuals, organizations or nations; seasons; re-enlistment or commissioning of military personnel; or to anniversaries of any of the above. These are sometimes referenced by presenting flowers or wreaths commemorating, dedicating, or celebrating status transitions or their anniversary; e.g., an annual merchant marine memorial service, celebrating Chanukah or Easter, or celebrating the birthday of Martin Luther King Jr.
· Dramaturgical demonstration
· Motorcade: Vehicular procession (electoral campaigns or other issues)
· Information distribution: Tabling/petition gathering, lobbying, letter-writing campaigns, or teach-ins.
· Symbolic display: e.g., a menorah or creche scene, graffiti, cross burning, sign, or standing display.
· Attack by collective group (not-one-on-one assault, crime, rape): Motivation for attack is the "other group's identity" as in gay-bashing or lynching. Can also include verbal attacks or threats.  
· Riot, melee, mob violence: Large-scale (50+), use of violence by instigators against persons, property, police, or buildings separately or in combination, lasting several hours. 
· Strike, slow down, sick-ins, and employee work protest of any kind: Regular air strike through failure of negotiations or wildcat air strike. (Make note if a wildcat strike.)
· Boycott: Organized refusal to buy or use a product or service. Examples: rent strikes, Montgomery bus boycotts
· Press conference: Only if specifically named as such in report, and must be the predominant activity form. Could involve disclosure of information to "educate the public" or influence various decision-makers.
· Organization formation announcement or meeting announcement: Meeting or press conference to announce the formation of a new organization.
· Conflict, attack or clash (no instigator): This includes any boundary conflict in which no instigator can be identified, i.e. Black/white conflicts, abortion/anti-abortion conflicts.
· Prayer Walk: A prayer walk is an activity that consists of walking and praying at the same time. It's done not for the physical benefit but for the spiritual exercise, either publicly functioning as a demonstration or rally. 
· Lawsuit: Legal maneuver by social movement organization or group.
· Peopleless Protest: Simultaneous online and offline protests involving physical representations of protesters in public spaces that are subsequently assembled online. Developed in Europe during the COVID-19 pandemic.
The Global Nonviolent Action Database uses Gene Sharp's classification of 198 methods of nonviolent action. There is considerable overlap with the Dynamics of Collective Action repertoire, although the GNA repertoire includes more specific tactics. Together, the two projects help define tactics available to protesters and document instances of their use.
The Special Anti-Robbery Squad (SARS)
The Special Anti-Robbery Squad (SARS) was a notorious Nigerian Police Force unit created in late 1992 to deal with crimes associated with robbery, motor vehicle theft, kidnapping, cattle rustling, and firearms. It was part of the Force Criminal Investigation and Intelligence Department (FCIID), headed by Deputy Inspector General of Police Anthony Ogbizi. 
SARS was controversial for its links to extrajudicial killings, forced disappearances, extortion, torture, framing, blackmail, kidnapping, illegal organ trade, armed robbery, home invasions, rape of men and women, child arrests, the invasion of privacy, and polluting bodies of water by illegally disposing of human remains. After widespread protests in Nigeria and worldwide under the motto "End SARS", the unit was disbanded on 11 October 2020. Inspector General of Police M.A. Adamu said that a new unit, the Special Weapons and Tactics (SWAT), would replace the SARS. He said that SARS personnel would report to police headquarters for debriefing and examination. Within hours of the announcement, some Nigerians took to Twitter with the hashtag #EndSWAT, and demonstrations continued amid fears that police reform would not materialize. 
THE 2020 ENDSARS PROTEST IN NIGERIA 
Nigeria has witnessed numerous protests in the past. However, the EndSARS protests attracted massive national and global attention with numerous political, business, entertainment, and religious leaders and organizations across the globe supporting the campaign. EndSARS is a protest mounted by Nigerian youths agitating for the immediate disbandment of SARS, as a result of brutality against the public and youths in particular. Samuel, (2020) stated that the mass civil protest against SARS was an outcome of prolonged and continuous polices’ acts of torture, intimidation and extrajudicial killings of Nigerians and more especially the youths. According to Mayowa, (2020), EndSARS protest was triggered by the public lack of confidence in the SARS of ending robbery activities in Nigerian society. He further stated that the remote and immediate cause of the protest was as a result of prolonged acts of coercion and intimidation by members of SARS towards Nigerian citizens. Furthermore, the immediate trigger was a video that showed a SARS officer shooting a young motorist in Ughelli, in Delta state, pushing the body out of the car and drove the deceased’s Lexus SUV. Within days, crowds of young people gathered in Nigerian cities to demand the abolition of SARS (Samuel, 2020). Nevertheless, the youth movement took to the streets and vowed not to back down before substantial change was made. The protests spread into many states across Nigeria and are centred in the largest city, Lagos. The protest of EndSARS started peacefully in the process and it turned to violence where many innocent’s youths died and properties worth millions of naira were stolen and destroyed (Kabir, 2020). The protests created a powerful movement that appeared to shake those in power (Aliyu T). But those currently in power at first misunderstood what was going on this time (Gimba. K). It gave young Nigerians a voice that has shattered the country's culture of deference. As the protest went viral, so did defiance of the elite in Nigeria. The trashing of the palace of the highly respected oba, or traditional ruler, of Lagos, was symbolic of this mood. The protest has become a conduit to vent anger with the elites in charge of Nigeria for decades and demand change. Kakanda added that it brought awareness on the part of the authorities that poverty and hardship are national security threats. In the end, it is now realised that the Nigerian Government can no longer take such outrage for granted as it has done before and it is believed that the #EndSARS movement can achieve something.
THE YOUTHS, NIGERIAN POLICE AND THE 2020 ENDSARS PROTEST
In modern times and some years back, the attitude of Nigerian youths towards the NPF has been bad and on the egged of deterioration. This may not be unconnected with Aina, (2020) described that the NPF, which is saddled with the responsibility of ensuring law and order, is now seen by many as being unable to deliver on its mandate. The duty of the police is perceived as a gatekeeper of the criminal justice system, saddled with the enforcement of the law in the society, to protect lives, and property and maintain civil order in the country. The core mission of the police is to control crime. Indeed, professional crime-fighting ought to enjoy the support of the society specifically the youths as the basic strategy of policing and to embody a deep commitment to this objective (Mark H. Moore, Robert C. T, and George L. Kellin, 1988). In contrast, the police unprofessionally are in problems with the youths in the society which to blur this focus. If these unprofessional acts of the police leave the community more vulnerable to victimization, it would be undesirable alternatives. As a result, the youths are no longer having confidence and trust the Nigerian police in handling the responsibilities vested on the force by law. This resulted in the EndSARS protest. Mayowa, (2020) Stated that the protest was triggered by the youth's lack of confidence in the SARS to end robbery in Nigerian society. However, lack of confidence is not only limited to SARS alone but the generality of the Nigerian Police. The Nigerian Police is bedevilled by social vices like corruption, extra-judicial killings, aiding and abetting criminals, etc. He further stated that:
Despite the slogan that Police are your friend, bail is free, etc., many Nigerians still do not trust these assertions by the Nigerian Police simply because the institution has lost its credibility and respect among the citizens. The public believes that the Nigerian Police which is expected to be responsible for the maintenance of law and order in the society has greatly deviated from this primary assignment (Mayowa, 2020; 3).
Conversely, on the highways policemen are worse; there are some instances where a police officer may conspire with criminals by giving outgun and ammunitions. It is believed that the NPF is mostly promoting corruption, accepting gratification, corrupt demand etc contrary to the law (Section 33 and 34 of the Nigerian Economic and Financial Crimes Commission (Establishment) Act 2004, Cap, E1 Laws of the Federation of Nigeria). These and other attitudes painted the images of the NPF in the eyes of the Nigerian public in particular youth, as most victims of police brutality. To rebuild the loss of trust Aina (2020) suggested that the police must be properly funded, adequately equipped and trained to ensure greater professionalism, efficiency and effectiveness. These if adequately addressed as a matter of urgency, would go a long way towards rebuilding trust in the NPF. Also, lack of education and enlightenment contributed to the youths violating and responding to abuses contrary to the law. To bring to an end of this dilemma between Nigerian police and the youths, government as matter of urgency should reopen the tertiary institutions in the country subject to the pandemic protocols. Jobs should also be provided to the teeming youth, establish small and medium entrepreneurship and offers loan, reform the police with professional pieces of training on the significance of the police-community relationship. It is further believed that it is necessary to amend some legal provisions on the operation and function of police which have negatively affected the operational capacity of the police. It is suggested that corruption in the Nigeria Police has been exacerbated by poor working conditions, inadequate logistic and working facilities. These have greatly undermined the operational efficiency of the police to prevent and control crime in Nigeria. Similarly, the police must be properly trained, and adequately equipped and well remunerated. The police must also collaborate with the youths in sharing intelligence to facilitate crime prevention and detection in Nigeria The recent upsurge in violent crimes in Nigeria has created enormous uncertainty in the security of lives and property of individuals and social stability in general. The incidents of traditional crimes such as armed robbery, arson, drug trafficking and abuse, murder, kidnapping, rape, hired assassinations and ritual killings are examples of the most serious and violent crimes which have been on the increase in the recent past. The failed trust between the police and the youths resulted in that criminals are getting more organized, sophisticated and brutal in operation and dastardly acts. The nation is witnessing the emergences of dangerous trends in the social and economic well-being. It appears that the primary functions of the police are detection and prevention of crime as well as the preservation of law and order is not enforced as required. The police’s constitutional powers of ensuring the prevalence of law and order and the preservation of public peace now resulted in rancour with the youths. The powers and duties of the police force conferred by the constitution for effective oversight and accountability are virtually abused. Most activities were done contrary to the provisions of the Police Act (Section 4 of the Police Act Cap 359 LFN, 2020) which charge the force with the general duties of protection of lives and property, detection and prevention of crime; apprehension of offenders (Section 214(2)(b) of the 1999 Constitution of the Federal Republic of Nigeria with Amendments 2011) etc. In the end, it is believed that the rights of the youth must not be subjected to abuse by the NPF since the rights are mostly the right to life, the dignity of the human person, liberty, fair hearing, privacy and family life. The challenges or some of the factors responsible for the ineffective performance of the police or brutality against the youths are discussed.
ENDSARS PROTEST AND POLITICAL INTEREST OF NIGERIAN YOUTHS
The protests organized around #EndSARS—the mass action calling for a complete ban of the Special Anti-Robbery Squad (SARS) of the Nigerian police force—has rocked cities across Nigeria. Set up in the mid-1990s to combat incidences of armed robbery, SARS has over the years metamorphosed into a force associated with harassment of innocent citizens, extortion at gunpoint, and extrajudicial killings of suspects.
An overwhelming majority of those participating in the protest are young Nigerians. Notably, Nigeria has a rich history of youth protests: Nigeria’s independence movement even started as a youth protest. The bottled anger of many of the country’s youth over unfair profiling and harassment by SARS in particular has found an outlet in this protest, which started with no defined or any central leadership. The protesters’ demands at the beginning were straightforward: The federal government should abolish SARS, provide justice to victims of police brutality, and reform the police. Now, the demands have widened, premised on the pervasive failure of the government to deliver equitable economic prosperity for its citizens and these enraged youths in particular. In addition to calling for law enforcement agencies to respect the rule of law, youth are demanding more respect for human rights and a deepening of democracy. The protesters are also demanding a revival of the educational and health systems and stronger efforts toward job creation. In short, the message of the #EndSARS protest is that young Nigerians want to take back their country from the entrenched political order that they believe has not served their interests. Indeed, earlier this month, the governor of Lagos State submitted their 7-point agenda to President Buhari on behalf of the protesters.
The discontent among youth was already simmering given the economic crisis sparked by the fall in global oil demand (and compounded by the outbreak of the COVID-19 pandemic), institutionalized corruption, and state profligacy that have drawn more Nigerians into poverty. The foregoing coincided with eight months of closure of educational institutions due to strikes held by university lecturers, leaving many young people alienated and angry. According to the National Bureau of Statistics, as of the second quarter of 2020, the unemployment rate in Nigeria stood at a staggering 27.1 percent and the underemployment rate at 28.6 percent. Of the 21.7 million unemployed, young people (aged 15 to 34) account for a whopping 34.9 percent. They also account for 28.2 percent of the 22.9 million underemployed Nigerians.
Worsening economic conditions and bleak projections for the future have only fanned the flames. The country has barely recovered from the economic recession that started in 2016, and President Buhari has now called on Nigerians to brace for another recession. Youth were already incensed by reports of high-level elites’ corruption, galloping inflation, and unprecedented levels of unemployment, and now the government has announced increases in the price of fuel and an electricity tariff.
Against this background, the #EndSARS protests have become a symbol for broader resentment and opened the path for marginalized Nigerian youths to vent bottled-up grievances against the government, starting with the excesses of SARS, which the government has failed to address after several promises of reform. Problems with SARS are not new, in fact: Protests against its brutality date back to 2010, and announcements on disbanding it were first made in 2014, then again in 2015, 2016, and 2019. The nonpartisan nature of the #EndSARS protest explains the wider support it enjoyed from the general public, and the successes it recorded.
Now that the wave of street protests has subsided due to military clampdown on the protesters, how #EndSARS unfolds—both intentionally and unintentionally—depends on its organization and the state’s response. The role of social media in driving the #EndSARS protest is well-documented, but that method comes with risks as the medium often struggles to mitigate fake news that triggers violence and reprisal violence, especially along ethno-religious lines. For example, notable Northerners (largely supporters of Buhari) hold the view that #EndSARS is driven by Southerners looking to discredit Buhari rather than legitimate grievances of the youth. Notably, Northern youth simultaneously have started protests tagged #SecureNorth in order to highlight the grave security challenges in the northern regions of the country. That youth-driven message, however, seems to have been overshadowed by #EndSARS.
There is the risk of the issue being hijacked as well: Many Nigerian politicians have not refrained from exploiting religion and geopolitical tensions for provincial gains, and #EndSARS may provide them another opportunity to do so. Furthermore, hoodlums have taken advantage of the security vacuum created by the #EndSARS protest and the anger that instigated it. The attendant action of jail breaks potentially foreshadows dangers for overall security in the country. In addition, simmering separatist tendencies in some regions and any misplaced response by government could create opportunities for such groups to deepen their rhetoric and mobilization.
Then again, the energy behind the #EndSARS protest suggests the potential for comprehensive police reform and democratic change. The government has yielded to the demands of the #EndSARS protesters by promising to reform the police. However, if the promise of police reform is not significantly pursued by the government (as has been the trend in the past), the sustained online protests with trending hashtags might trigger yet another wave of street protests in the days to come.
More importantly, the #EndSARS protest has shown the ingenuity of young Nigerians to organize, and the possibility of translating #EndSARS to a political cause remains very strong. Indeed, about half of the registered voters in Nigeria are aged between 18 and 35—meaning the youth will hold a lot of electoral sway in the 2023 election, in which case, if they effectively organize, they could topple the current political establishments—both the major parties of the All Progressive Congress and Peoples Democratic Party—and generate genuine democratic change in Nigeria.
It is important to recognize that the judicial commissions of inquiry have started seating in various states of the country. However, what will unfold next around #EndSARS largely depends on the willingness of the federal government to investigate the Lekki Tollgate shootings at the #EndSARS protesters in an open and transparent manner, and in good faith.  Concerted efforts by the federal government to address the concerns in the 7-point agenda submitted to Buhari would also boost the trust of the #EndSARS protesters and the supportive Nigerian diaspora.
In all these, the corruption rate in the country and the discontentment of the youths on the services of the SARS and Police brought about an unprecedented push, hunger and movement of the youths on the affairs of their country, hence metamorphosed in EndSARS protest calling for the disbandment of the SARS operatives, Police Force reformation and end to corruption in Nigeria  
2.2 THEORETICAL FRAMEWORK
Psychological and attitudinal Theory
Traditional grievance or relative deprivation models of political activism, first proposed in the late 1960s and further developed in the 1970s, focused on psychological factors that lead people to engage in contentious politics (Block / Haan / Smith 1968; Braungart 1971; Fendrich / Krauss 1978; Gurr 1970; Lewis / Kraut 1972; Thomas 1971). As Muller and Jukam (1983) have written: “People who take part in acts of civil disobedience or political violence are discontented about something.” The underlying psychological mechanism at work is that unfulfilled material expectations cause anger, frustration and resentment which manifest themselves in an individual propensity to protest. The theory of relative deprivation also bears an analogy to modernization theory: According to Huntington (1968), political instability is unleashed by rapid social change, unfulfilled economic expectations, and the resulting political mobilization of previously disaffected groups of citizens. While the relative deprivation approach emphasized the primacy of material grievances, more recent studies have shifted the focus of attention towards emotional motives that relate to beliefs about society (Aminzade 2001; Goodwin / Jasper / Polletta 2001; Jasper / Poulsen 1995; Jasper 1998; Oliver / Johnston 2000). People may be motivated to engage in protest out of a sense of moral indignation provoked by an emotional response to an aggrieving situation. Reactive emotions such as anger, moral outrage, or confusion in the face of injustice can trigger the decision to participate in protest events (van Laer 2011). Strong reactive emotions may even incline these citizens to participate in protests that do not have pre-existing affective ties to a protest movement or personal links to other protesters (Jasper / Poulsen 1995; van Laer 2011). While material and moral grievances may provide an abundance of motives under authoritarian rule, the ability of civil society to funnel these motives into collective action is usually thwarted by the fact that the public sphere is sealed: the national narrative is controlled by a government which usually resorts to a mix of censorship, intimidation and persecution to suppress information on economic malperformance, human rights violations, corruption or any other issue which may negatively reflect on itself. By providing a space for free speech, on the other hand, the Internet poses an existential threat to the ability of authoritarian governments to control this national narrative (Kuebler 2011). Web-based communication technologies makes it possible to expose non-governmental narratives to a wide public. Once such information is leaked, it may unleash a dual effect: On the individual level it can act as a cognitive maximizer that pushes people into protest action, especially if it meets with and reinforces personal experiences of economic deprivation or abusive treatment at the hands of government agents. At the macro-level of collective outcomes, content that evokes negative emotions has a high potential to “go viral”. Berger and Milkman (2010) have shown that anger and anxiety as emotional states of heightened physiological arousal are key forces in driving social transmission and diffusion. In the context of an authoritarian state, this implies that information which is prone to produce negative emotions has a high potential to quickly diffuse on the Net and virtually spiral out of governmental control. Following this line of theoretical reasoning, it can be hypothesized that the Internet provided an element of emotional mobilization in the Nigeria EndSARS protest and uprising by helping to break the grip of SARS censorship and by making information on corruption in the system and its human rights violations available to a large segment of the population.
2.3	EMPIRICAL REVIEW
The first study reviewed is titled: The Political Economy of the #EndSARS Protest in Nigeria: Opening the “Black Box” of Police Brute-Force and Extrajudicial Executions, by Samuel (2020). The focus of the study is on the analysis of the remote causes of the #EndSARS in contemporary Nigeria. It tries to critically examine and analyse the police act of brutality and extrajudicial killings of the Nigerian citizenry with a particular focus on the Special AntiRobbery Squad SARS. The study attached on both qualitative and quantitative data from the reports of researches carried out by scholars, local and international NGOs and human right organizations. He concluded that the #EndSARS protests were as a result of prolonged acts of coercion and intimidation of members of SARS towards the Nigerian citizenry. The study adopted the political economy theoretical perspective, to articulate the emergence/establishment of the Nigeria Police Force as a coercive state apparatus established by the then British colonialists, despite political independence of the 1960s, and the Police Force still retained its coercive and retributive attributes of torture, use of brute-force and extrajudicial executions. The study, therefore, recommended that the Nigerian state should embark on a holistic reformation of the police institution. The study also recommended the creation of a civil police system to avoid the occurrence of such uprising rebellion by members of the Nigerian public. The study critically looked at the remote causes of #EndSARS protest and the brutality meted on the public by Nigerian police especially SARS. The major gap in this study is its reliance on SARS operation only. The study failed to see Nigerian’s youth who are the vulnerable and victims of police brutality and extrajudicial killing. The second study, titled; Attitude of Nigerians Toward the Nigerian Police in South West, Nigeria, by Mayowa, (2020), focused so much on the protest which was triggered by the Public lack of confidence in the Special Anti-Robbery Squad (SARS) to end robbery in the Nigerian society. The objectives of the study looked at how the attitude of Nigerians toward the Police has affected the performance of the Nigerian Police vis-à-vis crime control and the maintenance of law and order, to determine how police public image can be enhanced, to gain public trust and confidence. The study was a survey that used a questionnaire to obtained information from respondents. Thirdly the Police and the Public in Nigeria’ by Okonkwo (1966), raised invaluable issues of the role of police in the prevention, detection and enforcement of crime (1966). Though he addressed the Nigerian issue in his book, there are certain grey areas he failed to enunciate and examine, such as the role of the police as it relates to society in the promotion and protection of human rights in Nigeria The study revealed that the public has lost confidence in the Nigerian Police to perform its statutory function of maintaining law and order. It also pointed out that criminals bribed Police to secure freedom and at times, Police often collude with the criminals to perpetrate crime. The study also revealed that the Police had turned checkpoints to Automated Teller Machine (ATM) centres where illegal money is collected from travellers. People perceived Police as lazy, corrupt, inefficient and trigger-happy. The study revealed a high level of corruption within the rank and file of the Nigerian Police. The study recommended to curtail corruption in the Nigerian police, the government should improve welfare packages to the officers and men of the force. Like other studies, this study did not focus on the challenges facing the Nigerian’s youth. It is unlike this study; it was an empirical study.



CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
3.1	AREA OF STUDY
Oshodi-Isolo is a Local Government Area (LGA) within Lagos State. It was formed by the second republic Governor of Lagos State, Alhaji Lateef Kayode JakanAde, also known as 'Baba Kekere' and the first Executive Chairman of the Local Government was late Sir Isaac Ademolu Banjoko. The LGA is part of the Ikeja Division of Lagos State, Nigeria. At the 2006 Census it had a population of 621,509 people, and an area of 45 square kilometers.
3.2	RESEARCH DESIGN
Research designs are perceived to be an overall strategy adopted by the researcher whereby different components of the study are integrated in a logical manner to effectively address a research problem. In this study, the researcher employed the survey research design. This is due to the nature of the study whereby the opinion and views of people are sampled.
3.3	POPULATION OF THE STUDY
According to Udoyen (2019), a study population is a group of elements or individuals as the case may be, who share similar characteristics. These similar features can include location, gender, age, sex or specific interest. The emphasis on study population is that it constitute of individuals or elements that are homogeneous in description. 
This study was carried out to examine the influence of EndSARS protest on political interest of Nigerian youths using youths in Oshodi-Isolo local government area, Lagos state, as a case study. The youths in Alagbado local government area, Lagos state form the population of the study.
3.4	SAMPLE SIZE DETERMINATION
A study sample is simply a systematic selected part of a population that infers its result on the population. In essence, it is that part of a whole that represents the whole and its members share characteristics in like similitude (Udoyen, 2019). In this study, the researcher adopted the simple random sampling (srs.) method to determine the sample size. 
3.5	SAMPLE SIZE SELECTION TECHNIQUE AND PROCEDURE
According to Nwana (2005), sampling techniques are procedures adopted to systematically select the chosen sample in a specified away under controls. This research work adopted the convenience sampling technique in selecting the respondents from the total population
A total sample size of 134 respondents was selected from the research population using the convenient sampling method. According to Torty (2021), a sample of convenience is the terminology used to describe a sample in which elements have been selected from the target population on the basis of their accessibility or convenience to the researcher.
3.6	SOURCES OF DATA COLLECTION
The research instrument used in this study is the questionnaire. A 10 minutes survey containing 6 questions were administered to the enrolled participants. The questionnaire was divided into two sections, the first section enquired about the responses demographic or personal data while the second sections were in line with the study objectives, aimed at providing answers to the research questions.
3.7	METHOD OF DATA ANALYSIS
The responses were analysed using the frequency tables, which provided answers to the research questions. The hypothesis test was conducted using the Pearson Correlational statistical tool, SPSS v.23.
3.8	VALIDITY AND RELIABILITY OF THE STUDY
The reliability and validity of the research instrument was determined. The Pearson Correlation Coefficient was used to determine the reliability of the instrument. A co-efficient value of 0.68 indicated that the research instrument was relatively reliable. According to (Taber, 2017) the range of a reasonable reliability is between 0.67 and 0.87.
3.9	ETHICAL CONBSIDERATION
The study was approved by the Project Committee of the Department.  Informed consent was obtained from all study participants before they were enrolled in the study. Permission was sought from the relevant authorities to carry out the study. Date to visit the place of study for questionnaire distribution was put in place in advance.



CHAPTER FOUR
DATA PRESENTATION AND ANALYSIS
INTRODUCTION
This chapter presents the analysis of data derived through the questionnaire and key informant interview administered on the respondents in the study area. The analysis and interpretation were derived from the findings of the study. The data analysis depicts the simple frequency and percentage of the respondents as well as interpretation of the information gathered. A total of one hundred and thirty-four (134) questionnaires were administered to respondents of which all were returned and validated for the analysis.

The Pearson Correlation result in Table 1 contains the degree of association between ENDSARS protest and political interest of youths. From the result, the Pearson correlation coefficient, r, value of 0.821 was positive and statistically significant at (p< 0.000). This indicates that there is a relationship between  ENDSARS protest and political interest of youths. 
CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATION
5.1	SUMMARY
In this study, our focus was to examine the influence of EndSARS protest on political interest of Nigerian youths using youths in Oshodi-Isolo local government area, Lagos state, as a case study. The study specifically was aimed at investigating the influence of ENDSARS protest on political interest of Nigerian youths, determine the relationship between ENDSARS protest and political interest of youths, and find out if the political interest of youths is gender-based. 
The study adopted the survey research design and randomly enrolled participants in the study. A total of 134 responses were validated from the enrolled participants where all respondent are drawn from youths of  Oshodi-Isolo local government area, Lagos state.
5.2	CONCLUSION
Based on the finding of this study, the following conclusions were made:
· ENDSARS protest has a positive influence on the political interest of Nigerian youths
· There is a significant positive relationship between ENDSARS protest and political interest of youths.
· Political interest of youths in Nigeria is not gender-based.

5.3	RECOMMENDATION
Based on the responses obtained, the researcher proffers the following recommendations:
The youths of Nigeria should endeavor to have one voice and speak for change in the country. Also, they should step up and get involved in the politics of the country by joining political parties, contesting for political offices etc. This will help making their voices and interests to be borne and achieved in the country.
