THE IMPACT OF SCHOOL ENVIRONMENT ON TEACHING AND LEARNING: A CASE STUDY OF NIGER COLLEGE JUNIOR SECONDARY SCHOOLS 

ABSTRACT
The impact of school environment on teaching and learning was carried out in Niger College Junior Secondary School II. In this work attention was be paid to the surrounding in which children learn. This can greatly influenced their academic performance and well being in school. the second phase of the work deals with the previous writers views and comment, in the architecture layout décor and facilitates of their school all play a vital role in shaping the learning environment, yet the importance of this particular aspect of school life can often be over look. Questionnaires were used to carry out the study headmaster, headmistress, teachers, students were used to gather the relevant data which revealed the impart of the school environment on teaching and learning process.
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CHAPTER ONE

INTRODUCTION

BACKGROUND OF THE STUDY 


The present study investigates the influence of the school environment on teaching and learning. Specifically, the research was conducted at Niger College Junior Secondary School Two, located in Ugbekun Quarters of Ikpoba Okha Local Government Area in Edo State. The subject employed at the institution consisted of teachers and students. The secondary school environment comprises various factors that exert influence on the students. This study focused on the environmental factors that influence children's learning experiences. The aforementioned factor can have a significant impact on both the academic performance and overall well-being of individuals within an educational setting. The architecture, layout, décor, and facilities of a school are crucial in shaping the learning environment. However, the significance of this aspect of school life is often underestimated.Many children, regardless of their academic performance, often express dissatisfaction with the requirement to attend school. They may voice concerns about various aspects such as the school hours, the frequency of school days, the teachers, or even their fellow students. This complaint is quite common among children. The obstacle lies in the structure of the school building itself. It can be inferred that the aesthetic appeal of a building has a direct correlation with the level of inspiration it instills in its occupants. While the presence of aesthetically pleasing colours alone cannot guarantee the development of highly intelligent individuals, it is evident that creating a conducive environment for children, regardless of their academic abilities, can positively impact attendance, concentration, motivation, and self-esteem. It is crucial for staff members to work in an environment that is adaptable to their day-to-day professional requirements. 


Aristotle (1998) also recognized the indispensable functions of education when he stated in his books the claimed that the aims of education should include: 

The realization of the capabilities and potential of individual

The development of the body 

The training of the appetites, which is character or moral development 

The development of the intellect or reason. He further held that none of the above should be emphasized at the expenses of the others. 

 In line with the above aims and functions of education, the Nigeria government in its 1981 Policy on Education stated that the five main national objective of education are the building of: 

Free and democratic society 

A just and egalitarian society 

A united, strong and self reliant nation 

A great and dynamic economy 

A land of bright and full opportunities for all citizens. 

Currently, the state of education in Nigeria is facing significant challenges, preventing it from successfully attaining its intended goals. As per Bronfenbrenner's (1989) findings, it is essential for young individuals to have dedicated adults who possess a strong passion for teaching. Instead, the current situation seems to be causing frustration among both parties involved. In these educational institutions, the support networks for both students and educators are either weak or non-existent. Teachers may experience feelings of resentment towards what they perceive as insufficient support, encouragement, assistance, and resources to effectively carry out their job responsibilities. Students may experience a sense of detachment or indifference from the school community, perceiving a lack of knowledge or concern towards their individual circumstances. In order to transform these schools into nurturing and productive environments that both students and teachers find enjoyable, several measures can be taken. 

The literature on the impact of schools discusses various factors that can contribute to an improved school environment. These factors include effective leadership by principals, the establishment of a safe and orderly setting, and the provision of engaging extracurricular activities. The aim is to decrease the size and impersonal nature of school and education programmes, with a focus on tailoring them to meet the distinct requirements of individual students and school environments. The school climate is frequently comparable to the weather in terms of its palatability. Certain educational institutions display warm and friendly emblems, whereas others possess a colder physical environment that affects the atmosphere in classrooms and offices. The influence of school and classroom climate on student performance is likely. Numerous educational institutions across the nation continue to exist in a state reminiscent of the Victorian era, characterised by deteriorating infrastructure and scarce resources. Many secondary schools in the twenty-first century are facing the challenge of incorporating modern teaching methods and contemporary resources within the constraints of nineteenth-century facilities. A small percentage of current schools have been constructed since the mid-1970s. These relatively modern facilities have been subjected to several generations of students, causing them to approach the end of their expected lifespan.

STATEMENT OF PROBLEM


The magnitude of environment problems on teaching and learning school is very difficult to determine because so many extraneous variables impinges on the teaching skills and learning capabilities of teachers and students in the classroom at different times. The time between school environment and home environment is hard to define and varies from individual to individual.


This study takes a critical look at the impact of school environment at different times on the teaching and learning of teachers and students respectively in secondary schools in Benin City, the Edo State capital.

RESEARCH QUESTIONS

The following are research questions stated by the researcher

Do the school environment affect teaching 

Does the size of the classroom help the students in their learning? 

Good environment does it help staff in delivery of their profession? 

PURPOSE OF THE STUDY


Few studies have been carried out in Nigeria like Benin City, Edo State to determine the impact of school environment on the teaching and learning. The main purpose of this study is to compute the impact of the environment on teaching and learning on teacher and pupils respectively. Also to acquaint the school management of the danger of degraded and noisy environment on the performance of both teacher and students. Lastly, to consider the implication of the finding for developing school curriculum by school administrators and educators planners. 

SIGNIFICANCE OF THE STUDY 


The importance of this study is that it will serve as a literature for further research students and researchers for curriculum planners it will be a lay down procedure for them in carrying out their research work and plans. Another importance of this research is that it serves as a documentation of facts for historical purpose and records

SCOPE AND LIMITATION OF STUDY


The scope of this research work is geared towards, the impact of school environment on teaching and learning  in Niger College Junior Secondary School Two in Benin City. 

This study is also delimited to Niger College Junior Secondary School Two in Ugbekun Quarters of Ikpoba Okha Local Government Area of Edo State and it is restricted to the impact of school environment on teaching and learning. 

DEFINITION OF TERMS


In this research, some terms which are used connotatively are defined and classified to enable us understand the context in which they are used. 

LEARNING: This is gaining knowledge by studying practice or being taught in a school compound. It brings about the gaining of understanding that leads to the modification of attitudes and behaviours through the acquisition of knowledge, skills and values, through study and experience learning cause a change of behaviour that is persistent, measurable and specified or allows an individual to formulate a new mental construct.

SCHOOL ENVIRONMENT: This is the school compound itself, the classroom the furniture and teaching materials it includes the time in hours spent in the school compound. It also embraces the school surrounding. It must be safe, clean, comfortable and attractive classroom can stimulate learning and help build a classroom community.  

TEACHING: To give instruction in any way to persons or groups in a school compound. It is also the conscious and deliberate effort by a mature or experience person with intention that the latter will learn or come to believe what he is taught on good grounds. 

CHAPTER TWO

LITERATURE REVIEW


Many researchers divided into the problems facing teaching and learning is secondary schools and a few others are now directly their attention towards the environment in particulars. In this view, much attention would be given to the impact of the school environment in teaching and learning. According to castle education is what happens to as from the day we were born to the day we die “in further went to say that” we are all being educated sometimes well and sometimes badly. Whether we, our children or parents or teacher. From castle view, one can see that education deals with person, society, things and ideals. One can extend this statement by saying that education is concern with individuals their social environment their physical environment and spiritual environment.


Farrant (1995) sees education as a process of learning to live as a useful and accessible member of the community and that the teacher must see himself and his sister as part of education in the widest sense.


Castle (2000) principles of education for teachers in Africa publisher Nairobi oxford university press pp 1-2. Farrant (1995) principles and practice of education George Allen and Uwin et al pp 2.


Onougbu (1999) according to him “learning is a process through which behavior is initiated modified or changes. To him learning involves three factors in the operating and these factors are the organism, which is the pupils, the environmental where the activities take place and the third is introduced when a goal is set and pursued.


Gresinde and Adebase (2000) have this to say about learning. According to them, learning can be defined as the process of being modified more or less permanent by what we do it what we experience. A teacher can judge that learning has occurred only by evaluation a performance of the learners and also judge his teacher by their performance.


Onwuegbu (1999) defined teaching as an environment arrangement, where brevities involves an organism mentally and physically in a set or organized activities and facilities, those activities consonance with its goal, Bello is of the view that to defined teaching includes all those skills and competencies gives by our teacher and parents in our upbringing and training by our friends and peers during games and other ceremonies and even by nature around us. In other words anything in our environment that helps to increase our knowledge through learning constitutes teaching.

It is the same human beings, their growth and behavior (education) are effected by what they learn from home and school environment. Environment according to Derek (1998) he described someone who is ready and able to leave and also wants to learn if books, pictures, in windows and has no to talk to the w ill not learn very much, thus to him for learning to take place the school surrounding must be stimulated, they must encourage learning. According to a suitable building that finished and equipped, and that before the students are the most important part of the school and for them everything should be planned and one of the best conditions to be considered is the school environment that each class should have a separate area from quietly lessens. According to him, it is difficult for students or children to concentrate if they can bear what is happening in another class and that each room should be big enough for the children to sit on desks when necessary and yet leave a good space between desks so that the teacher can easily reach each child to give individual help. There should be a latrine for every 65-70 student.


Derek Brickstaf a practical course on education and child dev elopement Evans press (1967).  Haslan (2000) has his to say about the school environment. According to him the environment into which the children come each day is very important. The teacher to him will be primarily concerned with that of their classroom but they may find opportunities elsewhere for example immediately beyond effective. A bare classroom containing only chairs and desks can be very lifeless on the other hand, a room full of interesting things tastefully arranged to see, tough and stimulating place to learn. He went further by saying that another important corner is the one where a child can sit preferable at a small table or desk to browse of to search for information, according to Daniel and Edwin (2001) before one brings to interest with students, there are a number of facts that should be considered for example it too prosaic to remain ourselves that students are humans beings, they do not learn in vacuum or form a totally sterile background brings a variety of social experiences to the learning situation. In addition, the school environment provides many other experiences and stimulus, which the student learns. According to him, no matter how well you prepare your lesson, no matter how well you like the young ones you are trying to teach, no matter how much you understand and work with their growing intellects is important for you first to consider an environmental factor.


Kenneth Haslan (1998) learning in the secondary school, George Allen and Unwin ltd pp 18, 2. David stone and Edwin Nelson education psychology, the development of teaching skills Harper Row publisher New York (1982) pp 105-106. Bruce and Beri (1983) have contended that because teachers is often thought as something that comes rather materially to people who know their subject, it is some process that produce spill outcomes. But teaching on the contrary is very computer.


According to non Daten and Brittell teaching is the guidance of students through planned activities so that they may acquire the richest learning possible from their experience.


Stenhouse (1991) sees teaching as the strategy schools adopts to discharge their responsibilities. Teacher is not merely instruction, but the promotion of learning by whatever means. The aim should be stated clearly this should enable teachers to find out at the end whether has achieved his aim. 


However, teaching can be describe as an art that is to say good teaching is a result of the imagination which can be made more concrete through practice an d not formed study.


Hilgard in Bell Gam (1998) defined learning as the process b y which an activity originate or is changed through reacting to an encountered situation provided that cannot be explained, on the basis of nature states of organism.


According to Awanbor (1987) learning occurs whenever one adopts new art modified existing behavior pattern in a way which has some influence of future performance or attitudes.


It can be drawn from above definition that one can learn when he or she interacted with the environment and during the process of interaction with the environment; the person can learn positive and negative things. As one interacts with the environment and the world he can continues to learn.

DEFINITION OF TEACHING/LEARNING ENVIRONMENT


According to Afe et al (1992) to kind of environment involves the effects of training influence of the home, geographical location school church neighborhood, climate etc.


Adeyemo (1980) thought along the line when he postulated that children from educated and enlightened community are naturally more intelligent than those from illiterate parents. A good teaching environment refers to all eternal forces that affect the students. 

       However, children from, rural districts are always more active in physical work than those from the towns or city. And environment helps in shaping the learner, it is therefore indispensable that hereditary set one limits one could reach conveniently sufficient chairs and tables should be provided for the students to relax and enjoy the teaching.

BEAUTIFICATION OF THE CLASSROOM 


According to a catholic publication in a Nigeria National Conference on school curriculum, a teacher should create a forum for his learner to appreciate and extent the cognitive and aesthetic insight of other people. education cannot only be viewed as impacting cognitive or psychomotor skills to the learner, but also illustrates aesthetic values to the learners. Similarly, the classroom should be well arranged so that students can sit conveniently sufficient chairs and tables should be provided for the students to relax and enjoy the teaching. 


Animals like in the best environment is possible to help them grow and produce. It is the same with human beings their growth and behaviour (education) are affected by what they learn from home and school environment. In abroad sense, the environment is the world of plants, animals, both wild and domestic, birds, insect, river, fisher, soils and other living and none living things with their characteristics. The environment could also be defined as the natural condition, such as water, land and air in which we live and the effect they have on our live. Environment denotes the surrounding of, or within a place or region, its biotic as well as abrotic make up life itself exists in the environment man has been able to affect his environment for the better and also for the worse.   


According to Grant (1985) the school building should be a suitable building that is furnished and equipped and that before the pupil can be taught in the school suitable teachers led by a head teacher must be appointed. To her the pupils are the most important part of the school and for them everything should be planned and of the best condition to be considered is the school environment that each class should have a separate area for quite lessons. According to her, it is difficult for pupils or children to concentrate if they can heat what is happening in another class and that each room should be big enough for the children to sit on desk when necessary and yet leave a good space between desks so that the teacher can easily reach each child to give individual help there should be a latrine for every 65 to 70 students.  

TEACHING AIDS AND RESOURCES MATERIALS  


According to Afe et al (1992) postulated that teaching aids is necessary if the new knowledge must be mastered; he added that in learning situation, `the learner should see heart or feel all aspects of learning whichever is appropriate in short the teaching should not say away from the use of teaching aids. 

Adeyemo (1964), postulated that children need plenty of concrete apparatus, cords, flash card and picture before they can helped. The went on to say that necessary school materials, such as uniform, exercise books, textbooks, pencil, biros, rulers. Should be provided to the learners, or pupils and enough teaching aids should be used by the teacher during instruction. The teacher should know the all time that he is facilitator. 

John Dewey (1910) believes in using experimental and scientific method in impacting knowledge, unfortunately. In Niger College, ideal teaching aids and equipment are virtually non-existence in the classroom.

According to Ogurantti et al (1989), have highlighted some merits of using radio for education purpose. The merits are, student are able to listen to an expert on a given subject and topic student acquire listening skills, as they listen attentively to radio broadcast and class discussion based on the programmes.

Teaching and learning can only be effective, when necessary aids are available in such environment. Teachers of yester years relied on few or no aids in their teaching. They substituted the result that learning for most children became distasteful unpleasant and the school environment a constant fear.

Comenus (1958) a German educator was the first to record a stated philosophy of visual aids education. According to him, teaching aids help to teach the lesson at hand, the went further to say that, a teacher who carried on teaching without anything to assist him derives his lesson home or engage his pupils in any active participation does not really exert most of his energy but will hope for little effect on the people he teachers it must be remembered however that the use of any teaching aids/resources extracts not less from both the teacher and the pupils and in this lies its effectiveness in teaching and learning process. In the school environment.

THE IDEAL CLASSROOM       

According to Adeyemo (1964), the school classroom should never be too close to a busy street or any public place for example, factories because of the noise that would disturb the school work. Again he also stated that single desk are best in the classroom because they reduce the temperature for crowding facilities adequate supervision by the teacher and freedom of movement by the pupils or student, also each single desk in made to suit the occupants. 

Robert (1986) said a well organized school environment (classroom) gives children a secure base of operation they know what is expected and can get on with the task of learning. However, organizations need to imply a rigid schedule and a quiet classroom. Rather, it suggest the need to plan adequately for activities space time and materials must be considered as well as the skill and concepts children are to be taught. Area of the room may be designated for different kinds of activities. One corner may be used for exhibits and displays that are likely to generate conversation and discussion, another area may be use for silent reading, and another for art or other work activities, such planning space allows children to carry on a range of appropriate activities without disturbing other or being disturbed themselves. 

Edna (1988), viewed school environment as a powerful force in helping children develop as writers. An ideal environment stimulate a flow of language and subtly shapes positives attitudes toward writing, it not only motivates children to write but provides a support system a scaffold that make satisfying experiences possible suitable school environment allow children to develop at their own pace, it is arranged spatially to facilitates several kinds of activities. Arranging the school environment to permit talk zones and quiet zones encourage ongoing verbal interaction, materials and display, that are planned to stimulate talk should be placed in a part of the school environment where discussions will not interfere with other activities. A good school environment provide intellectual stimulation interesting objects, books, picture and other resource that invite exploration and study ought to be in evidence in the classroom.

Haslan (1975), has this to say about the school environment. According to him “the environment into which children come each day is very important” the teacher to him will be primarily concerned with that or the classroom but they may find opportunities else where for example immediately beyond their teaching area where they can be effective. A bare classroom containing only chairs and desk can be very lifeless. On the other hand, a room full of interesting things tastefully arranged to see, and tough can be a stimulating place to learn. He went further by saying that another important corner is the one where a child can sit preferably at a small table or desk to browse or to search for information. 

TEACHER/PUPILS RELATIONSHIP         

The teachers are a facilitator and should be the learner’s friend. Hans (1976) postulated that humanism improve that both human and humance approach should be adapted to educational problems, that the nature of the children and his growing mind. Should not be supported by cruel school discipline and rigid method of instruction 

In other words, the teacher should endeavour to radiate love to his pupils it is important that, the school curriculum educate every type of child according to his or her interest and ability. It should relevance in life and to the society; also, it is a series of experience as a result of which the child’s personality is continually modified. 

Further more, in the classroom some children are tall while some are short; some are long sighted while other is short sighted. The factor must be considered by the teacher in the sitting arrangement of the classroom. Again some of the pupils. Again some of the pupils are extrovert or introvert while other are slow learners, these individual differences, must also be taken care of by a good teacher in an ideal teaching learning situation. 

CHAPTER THREE

METHODOLOGY PROCEDURE OF STUDY

RESEARCH DESIGN


This study looks at the design and methodology uses in study are discussed below, method of data collection sample/sampling techniques, validity and reliability of instrument and the method of data analysis.   

POPULATION OF STUDY

Teacher and student in all secondary school in Ikpoba Okha local government area were used for this study. A total number of 100 teacher and students were interviewed. .    

SAMPLE OF THE STUDY


Sample were mainly attained by random selection procedure the researcher selected five (5) public and private secondary in Ikpoba Okha local government are. Where questionnaire were distributed to the teacher and student of the secondary schools hence about (100) questionnaires were distributed to the selected teachers and student of these five (5) secondary school selected.

SAMPLING TECHNIQUE ADOPTED


Niger College Junior secondary school two (2) was selected form among the total number of school in Ikpoba Okha Local Governments Area of Edo State. The major criterion used for the selection of this school was question and answer technique. 

RESEARCH INSTRUMENT  


The instrument used for this study to obtain the necessary information include the teacher, headmaster/headmistress and student. 

VALIDATION INSTRUMENT 


The random sampling method will be used the questionnaires will be administered to individual on random basis to avoid biased respondents contribution the questionnaire will be structured to reflect all the hypothesis. As stated before it purposes is to elicit information on the impact of the school environment in Benin City.  

METHOD OF DATA COLLECTION 


The researcher will employ the survey method for data collection the researcher will also employing primary secondary source of data. The researcher will visit few school and people to collect the required data. The sample will be totally confined to the people basically the teacher rural and urban area in Ikpoba Okha Local Government Area of Edo State which will be selected at random. 

METHOD OF DATA COLLECTION 

The questionnaires were given by hand to the teacher and students in the school. Responses to these questionnaires were immediately collected form the teacher and the students. However, the respondents were advised to answer the question to the best of their knowledge without duly bias since it will be treated with strict confidentiality. The data obtained for this study were presented in table and the percentage was used for analysis. 

CHAPTER FOUR

DATA PRESENTATION AND ANALYSIS


This study is primarily designed to investigate the impact of school environment on teaching and learning of secondary school in Egor Local Government Area of Edo State.  Niger College Junior Secondary School was selected for the purpose of this study. Teachers from this school was given inventories for the purpose of gathering information.  All questionnaires distributed were returned. Responses from each respondent per construct were scored and analyzed using percentage. Each of the research questions was analyzed.

Question 1: Do you students learn better when enough educational materials are provided in the school.

And also agreed that afternoon teaching is not a conducive time for students to learn effectively because of the hotness of the weather during dry season and most students are usually tired in the afternoon after the work they might have done during the morning this analysis confirm question two above.

It is observed from the analysis that teachers do not enjoy the idea of teaching a large class. As it can be seen in table I 80 or 100% of the teacher population interviewed answered negatively to the question. In table II, 85% of the teachers agreed that they do not have enough accommodation. Amazingly, only 35% of the teachers in the school. And 22.5% agreed that they have more than 40 pupils in a classroom while 100% of the population testified that fact that they do not have a library in the school. 


From the observation made above, question 3 is confirmed. This also shows that environmental factors like availability of classroom, seats and the normal number of students in a classroom will enhance teaching in the school. On teacher responses on staff canteen, all 100% of them agreed that there is no staff canteen in the school. hence when they are hungry, they have to go out of the school compound and buy whatever they want to eat. From the findings, it will be observed that when the teachers are hungry, they cannot carryout effective teaching in the classroom and time is wasted in going out of the school environment for food. 

CHAPTER FIVE

SUMMARY, FINDINGS, RECOMMENDATION AND CONCLUSION


This study is primarily designed to find out impact of school environment to teaching and learning in Niger College Junior Secondary School in Egor Local Government Area of Edo State. Evidence from the survey of the sampled school gives some indication that the school environment affects teaching and learning. This study reveals that: 

Lack of teaching aids and resources affect teaching and learning in school. 

Some standard and adequate teaching aids and resources are needed in school. 

The time of study which teachers and students prefer to teach and learn is morning. 

There is not enough classroom accommodation in the school.

The school does not have a library block

The school does not have a staff canteen. 

Teaching a large class affects learning and teaching.   

RECOMMENDATION 


Based on the result of the finding, the researcher wish to make the following recommendations which would go a long way to improving the school environment and also the teaching and learning in the school. 

The government should build more classroom blocks and also provide enough seats in the classes. 

Teaching aids and resources should be provided to schools. 

The number of students in a class should be reduced to 35-46 students. 

Important facilities like library good toilet, good playing ground pipe borne water, and first aid box and food canteen should be provided in the school. 

Teachers should be assisted financially to improvise basic needs of the day to day classroom work in school to reduce costs. 

It has been shown that a variety of factors source probably not yet explained and exposed seem to affect the teaching and learning in this school. It is the belief of the author that no single study would be likely by itself to identify these problems, further studies must be continued in this directions to improve the environment conditions of the school that will encourage better teaching in the local government area.  

CONCLUSION 


Based on the findings, the researcher wish to conclude that the importance of teaching aids and resources cannot be over stated especially if we consider the importance it has in stimulating and sustaining of students interest during teaching and learning process. Teachers and students alike prefer morning school to afternoon school. Importance infrastructures like classroom accommodation, library block and toilet, pipe borne water, good food canteen and good playing ground should be provided in the school.
