THE INFLUENCE OF PENTECOSTAL CHURCHES ON THE DEVELOPMENT OF EDUCATION (A CASE STUDY OF LIVING FAITH CHURCH WINNERS CHAPEL)

ABSTRACT

This study examines the influence of Pentecostal churches on the development of education using the living faith church (winners chapel) as a case study. Specifically, the study examines the influence of Pentecostal churches on the development of Education, examines the educational activities of Pentecostal churches in Nigeria and identifies the factors that can contribute to rapid development in education in Nigeria. The study employs the survey descriptive research design. A total of 50 responses were validated from the survey. From the responses obtained and analysed, the findings reveals that Pentecostal churches influences development of education in Nigeria. Furthermore, the study reveals that there is a significant effect of Pentecostal churches on the development of education in Nigeria. The study recommends that Pentecostal churches should be encouraged to render more help ion educational development of Nigeria. More so, All hands should be on deck in the effective development of education in Nigeria.

CHAPTER ONE

INTRODUCTION

1.1
BACKGROUND TO THE STUDY

A global study and research on Pentecostal churches is an on-going assignment because of its impact on the religious, political and socio-economic life of the people. A survey of the available number of Pentecostal churches in Nigeria as shown that they are emerging daily in the nooks and crannies of the country. The emergence of Pentecostal churches is daily challenging the existing Mainline and Aladura Pentecostal churches in national development. It has therefore become a fundamental concern for scholars of Pentecostal church History, History and Sociology in Nigerian Universities to devote much time to study such Pentecostal churches. Biblically, the origin of Pentecostal churches can be traced to the days of the Apostles when they had an encounter with the Holy Ghost, biblically known as the “Day of Pentecost” in the book of Acts 2: 1-3 which says “And when the day of Pentecost was fully come, they were all with one accord in one place, and suddenly there came a sound from heaven as of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled all the house where they were sitting, and there appeared unto them cloven tongues like as of fire, and it sat upon each of them.” On this day, the Apostles received the gifts of the Holy Spirit. Not only did they receive these gifts, they were also given the mandate to propagate the gospel to the whole world as seen in Mark 16:15 which says “And he said to them, “Go into all the world and proclaim the gospel to the whole creation.” Essien (1998) opines that there is a need to study Pentecostal churches and a continuous research of their forms, the socio-religious and economic conditions that necessitate their emergence and their relevance to the social life of their adherents and to the society at large". This has necessitated the need for this study on the influence of Pentecostal churches on the development of education in Nigeria. In Nigeria, some of the established Pentecostal churches are Pentecostal church of God's Mission, founded by the late Arch-Bishop Benson A.Idahosa in Benin City, Edo state, Household of God's Pentecostal church, being led by Rev. Chris Okotie in Oregun, Lagos, the Redeemed Christian Pentecostal church of God founded by the late Pastor Josiah Akindayomi and presently under the leadership of Pastor Enock Adejare Adeboye with International headquarters at Mowe, Ogun state. The Deeper Life Christian Pentecostal church founded by Pastor Williams Folorunso Kumuyi and based in Lagos.Rev.Gabriel Oduyemi's Bethel Ministry at Wonder City, Lekki Peninsular, Lagos, Pastor Patrick Anwuzia's Zoe Ministries, and Pastor Tunde Bakare's Latter Rain Assembly in Lagos, Rev.Tunde Joda's Christ Chapel International, Lagos and Bishop Wale Oke's Sword of the Spirit Pentecostal church based in Ibadan. Others are the Victory Life Pentecostal church International established by Pastor Mike Bamidele at Ilesa, Osun state, New Testament Pentecostal church based in Ilorin and established by Pastor M. R. Popoola, Mountain of Fire and Miracles, founded by Pastor Daniel Kolawole Olukoya with its headquarters in Lagos, the Synagogue of All Nations, established by Prophet Temitope Balogun Joshua in Lagos, Rhema Chapel, Ilorin established by Rev. George Adegboye, the Word Assembly being led by Rev Isaac Omolehin and of course the Living Faith church (a.k.a Winners Chapel) founded by Bishop David Olaniyi Oyedepo. Many Nigerian scholars have researched on Pentecostal churches in the country. For instance, Deji Ayegboyin, Matthews Ojo, Michael Ogunewu, Richard Burgess, Hannah Ishola, and of course Rotimi Omotoye. Generally, Pentecostal churches are "Christians seeking deeper experience of God beyond regular Pentecostal church attendance. They rely on the new birth and the power of the Holy spirit" (Ojo, 2004). In other words the Pentecostal churches are seen emphasizing the importance of the Holy spirit in daily worship. This research is focused on the Living Faith church a.k.a Winner Chapel and its contributions to education development in Nigeria.

Bishop David Oyedepo in Ilorin started Living Faith Church with about 48 members in 1980 and within nine months of its existence, membership rose to about 128. He eventually established the Living Faith Outreach Centre in May, 1981. Bishop Oyedepo then relocated to Kaduna. It was from Kaduna that he went to Lagos in September 1989 before he moved to Ota, Ogun state which is now regarded as Cananland and International headquarters of the Pentecostal church. The Pentecostal church has over three hundred branches in Nigeria alone (Opoola, 2010). The Pentecostal church building at Ota is assumed to be the biggest auditorium in Nigeria seating fifty thousand and four hundred congregation as at September 2000. Living Faith church has however contributed to education development in Nigeria in several ways (Omotoye, 2006).

Western education was introduced to Nigeria by the Christian missionaries in the 19th century. It was a strategy adopted by the early missionaries to get converts into Christianity. The Living Faith church went into the establishment of schools early, unlike some other Pentecostal churches that ventured into education. The Living Faith church has to its credit a conglomerate of Nursery, Primary, Secondary and Universities. The nursery and primary schools are under the name Kingdom Heritage while the Secondary section is named Faith Academy. These schools are found in all the nooks and crannies of Nigeria. The first University of the Pentecostal church was named Covenant University and was established in Ota in 2002. The second University was named Landmark and was established in Omu-Aran, the native town of Pastor David Oyedepo in 2010. The Universities as also complemented the efforts of Federal and State Governments in providing admission to many applicants who are seeking admission to the Universities in Nigeria. We also believe that that the missionary orientation of the schools would minimize cultism and moral decadence in the Nigerian Universities. Apart from providing jobs for teaming Nigerian populace, scholarships are usually provided by Pastor Oyedepo for indigent students, most especially in the Covenant and Landmark universities. He was once quoted saying that "All school age children, not in school, due to inability of parents, will be fully taken care of by the Pentecostal church".

STATEMENT OF THE PROBLEM

The Pentecostal churches was introduced at a time when Nigerians were experiencing economic depression, poverty, unemployment, corruption and sicknesses. Relating this scenario to the events the early church experienced when it was a time of chaos and confusion as seen in the book of 1 Corinthians 11:18-19 which says “For first of all, when you come together as a church, I hear that there are divisions among you, and in part I believe it. For there must also be factions among you, that those who are approved may be recognized among you.” A glimpse of this time of confusion is seen in the education sector which is in the poorest state. These are socio-economic problems being witnessed in Nigeria because of bad leadership in the country. The Living Faith church has been able to provide schools that offer quality education services from Nursery to tertiary level nationwide. The cost of education in Nigeria is very high. Odumuyiwa (2006) observed in his study that the tuition fees being paid in the Christian Universities are too exorbitant and beyond the reach of the common man in the society. He opines "A situation in which Pentecostal churches establish private universities, charge exorbitant fees should be replaced with technical colleges that can be maintained within the resources of the Pentecostal church. However, this study is examining the influence of Pentecostal churches on the development of Education.

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CHAPTER TWO

LITERATURE REVIEW

2.1 INTRODUCTION
Educationists the world over are agreed that it is desirable for education providers, whether government or the Pentecostal church, to state clearly the philosophy and purpose of education which have determined and motivated the usually huge investment which they have committed to education. This largely, if not wholly explains why the Federal Government of Nigeria formulated the “National Policy on Education” and why the Pentecostal church Bishops Conference of Nigeria produced “The Pentecostal church Policy on Education in Nigeria.” 

The problem which has been posed by the title of this lecture is whether there is any difference between The Pentecostal church Policy on Education in Nigeria and the National Policy on Education. The problem may be further extended if there is no difference between the two policies why it is necessary for the Pentecostal church Bishops Conference of Nigeria to formulate The Pentecostal church Policy on Education in Nigeria since Pentecostal church schools are expected to follow the National Policy on Education. In order to find answers to the problem which has been posed, an attempt has been made to describe each of the two policies on education in order to determine whether or not there is any variance between them.

2.2 THE PENTECOSTAL CHURCH POLICY ON EDUCATION
The Pentecostal church Bishops Conference of Nigeria published The Pentecostal church Policy on Education in Nigeria on September 12, 2005. In the preface of the document, Most Rev. Dr. Anthony J. V. Obinna described it as a “distinctively Pentecostal church document on Pentecostal church education,” which he said was prepared by “seasoned Pentecostal church educationists drawn from nine Ecclesiastical Provinces of the Pentecostal church in Nigeria under the editorial supervision of the Education Committee of the Pentecostal church Bishops Conference of Nigeria.”

The Pentecostal church Policy on Education in Nigeria is based on the teaching of the Pentecostal church on education which Pentecostal church educationists have come to regard as the philosophy of education of the Pentecostal church as seen in 2 Timothy 3:15 which says “And that from childhood you have known the sacred writings which are able to give you the wisdom that leads to salvation through faith which is in Christ Jesus.” Some people, among them Pentecostal churches, have argued, probably as a result of ignorance, that there is no philosophy of education of the Pentecostal church. The fact that many people do not know that there is a philosophy of education of the Pentecostal church does not mean that it does not exist.

Beales (1955) asserted that there were only two complete philosophies of education in the world worked out to the last detail. One is the educational philosophy of Marxian Communism which operated in the communist states and the other is the philosophy of education of the Pentecostal church. The Pentecostal church has her thoughts about education, she has her assumptions about education, she has concepts which she uses to think about education and what she thinks the ideal situation should be. All these constitute a philosophy of education.

The philosophy of education of the Pentecostal church, has largely, if not entirely, determined the teaching, policies and practices of the Pentecostal church on education. The philosophy of the Pentecostal church on education has universal applicability. It is not intended for only some countries or only the adherents of the Pentecostal church faith. It is as relevant to non-Pentecostal churchs as it is to Pentecostal churches. It is a truly Pentecostal church (universal) philosophy of education.

The philosophy of education of the Pentecostal church can be found in Papal Encyclical Letters, particularly Divini Illius Magistri, issued by Pope Pius X1 in 1929, Papal addresses and speeches, many of which can be found in Papal Teaching: Education, complied by the Benedictine Monks of Solesmes, 1960; documents of the Second Vatican Council and The Code of Canon Law. Some information on the philosophy of education of the Pentecostal church may be found in the publications of the Sacred Congregation for Education and also in Obemeata, (1995),  The Pentecostal church on Education, The Pen Institute, Ibadan.

2.3 DEFINITION OF EDUCATION
In Nigeria and probably many other parts of the world, when people talk about education, especially in relation to the education of their children, they almost invariably refer to the learning which takes place in school resulting in the acquisition of knowledge and skills, passing examinations and obtaining certificates. They tend to equate the quality of education with the level of performance and achievement of learners. Education is, however, much more than the acquisition of knowledge, skills and certificates.

Unfortunately, educationist and educational philosophers do not seem to agree among themselves on the definition of education. They have tended to define education differently even though in the final analysis they would seem to be saying the same thing from differently perspective. It is not the intention in this paper to undertake a philosophical definition of education as stated by secular educationists and philosophers of education. Since this paper is concerned with Pentecostal church education, it suffices to limit the definition of education to the definition of education as stated in the philosophy of education of the Pentecostal church. 

In the Encyclical Letter Divini Illius Magistri of 1929, probably the most authoritative document on Pentecostal church education; Pope Pius X1 defined education as the sacred task of forming the character of the child and aiding him to attain the purpose of existence. It is stated in Can.795 of the Code of Canon Law that “education must pay regard to the formation of the whole person so that all may attain their eternal destiny and at the same time promote the common good of society. Children and young persons are therefore to be cared for in such a way that their physical, moral and intellectual talents may be develop in a harmonious manner so that they may attain a greater sense of responsibility and a right use of freedom and be formed to take an active part in social life.” These two definitions which have said more or less the same thing, except that the definition in the Canon Law is more elaborate; have been referred to as Christian (Pentecostal church) definition of education.

The definition of education by the Pentecostal church has been variously restated differently by some persons and bodies. Francis Cardinal Arinze (1965) defined education as “the development of the whole man; soul, body, intellect, will, emotion, and physical well-being.” The Pentecostal church Bishops of Lagos, West and Mid-West defined education in their Pastoral Letter in 1971 as “the harmonious development of our physical, moral and intellectual endowments.” The Pentecostal church Bishops of Nigeria in1972 described education as consisting “not only in the aggregate of all experiences that enlighten the mind, increase knowledge and develop abilities, it includes moral and religious education which help to develop attitudes and strengthen the will.”

2.4 PURPOSE OF PENTECOSTAL CHURCH EDUCATION 

It is stated in the Second Vatican Council declaration Gavissimum Educationis the “true education is directed towards the formation of the human person in view of his final end and the good of the society to which he will, as an adult, have a share.” The document stated further that “the purpose of Christian education is to help children and young people to develop harmoniously their physical, moral and intellectual qualities. They should be trained to acquire gradually a more perfect sense of responsibility in the proper development of their own lives by constant effort in the pursuit of liberty, overcoming obstacles with unwavering courage and perseverance.” 

St. Thomas Aquinas stated that “the purpose of education is to aid man to attain the purpose of existence and the purpose of man’s existence God. Pope Pius X1 affirmed this purpose of education when he stated that “there is no true education which is not totally directed to the last end since the whole purpose of education is to shape man in this mortal life that he will be able to reach the last end for which his creator has destined him.” Pope Pius X1 stated further that “the immediate and specific purpose of Christian education is to cooperate with divine grace in forming the true and perfect Christian to express and form Christ himself in those who have been regenerated by baptism.” 

2.5 THE PLACE OF RELIGION IN EDUCATION
The Pentecostal church maintains that since education is a means of perfecting the individual for life, perfecting society and leading the individual to God, religion should be the core and the center of the education of the child. In other words, since the Pentecostal church is the custodian of theological truths and the moral values which follow from them and which is the purpose of education to inculcate in man, it follows that the teaching of the Pentecostal church should constitute the basis of any education of the child.

The purpose of religion in education is not just to make converts. Rather, it is intended to make good citizens of learners. Religious education will make learners to grow up to behave in accordance with the norms of society. Pope Pius X11 pointed out in 1946 that if children were deprived of knowledge of their faith, they would be hindered in their moral development and would be led astray in their spiritual development.

It has been pointed out (Obemeata 1995) that religion is a means of implanting its recipients in the society of which they are members and it provides them with standards by which they can become good citizens. If religion is removed from the school curriculum or if it is badly taught, children will be ignorant of those standards which will make them good citizens. They will, therefore, be deprived of firm roots in their society and they will behave without regard to any norms. It is, therefore, important that religion should form the basis of Pentecostal church education.

2.6 PENTECOSTAL CHURCH SCHOOLS 

In order to perform her role effectively in the education of children, the Pentecostal church requires schools. Can. 796(1) states: “Among the means of advancing education, Christ’s faithful are to consider schools as of great importance since they are the principal means of helping parents to fulfill their role in education.” The Sacred Congregation for Pentecostal church Education has defined school as “a place for integral formation by means of a systematic assimilation of culture.” It further states that the school should not be merely a place where values which are being actively lived are presented but also be a community whose values are being transmitted through the interpersonal and sincere relationship of its members and through individual and cooperative adherence to the outlook on life that permeates the school. 

It is significant to note that the Pentecostal church needs not just a school for the purpose of carrying out her obligations to children and the wishes of their parents, she requires Pentecostal church schools. According to Can. 803 (1) “a Pentecostal church school is understood to be one which is under the control of the competent ecclesiastical authority or a public ecclesiastical juridical person, or one which in a written document is acknowledged as Pentecostal church by the ecclesiastical authority.” It is stated in Can. 803 (2) that “formation and education in a Pentecostal church school must be base on the principles of Pentecostal church doctrine and the teachers must be outstanding in true doctrine and upright life.” 

Pope Benedict XV1 in an address in Washington DC (April 2008) to heads of colleges stated that colleges must be unwavering in their commitment to Pentecostal church teaching in everything they do, from the classroom to the dormitory and that academic freedom in a Pentecostal church college must be informed and tempered by the Pentecostal church faith and the teachings of the Pentecostal church. 

Pope Benedict XVI stated further that students must receive authentic Pentecostal church teachings. Colleges, he stated, have the duty to ensure that students receive instruction in Pentecostal church doctrine and practice. This requires that public witness to the way of Christ, as found in the Gospel and upheld by the Pentecostal church’s Magisterium, shapes all aspect of an institution’s life, both inside and outside the classroom. Divergence from this vision, he concluded, weakens Pentecostal church identity. 

Pope John Paul II pointed out in 1986 that the aim of the Pentecostal church school is the evangelization of the intellect. He stated further that a Pentecostal church school should do all that is in its power so that the Gospel of Christ may be a source of light and of discernment from the over-abundant input of modern culture and to evaluate it with a code of true values.” Pentecostal church schools are expected to ensure that all Pentecostal church children would be in Pentecostal church schools in order to protect their faith from an environment that is hostile. In such an environment, the school is essentially an agent of the Pentecostal church, protecting, preserving and strengthening the faith of Pentecostal churchs who are a minority group in most countries of the world and no less so in Nigeria. It does not however follow that Pentecostal church schools are intended for only Pentecostal church children. The Pentecostal church attaches great importance to Pentecostal church schools which also caters for non-Pentecostal church children.

In The Pentecostal church Policy on Education in Nigeria, it is stated that “Pentecostal church schools will follow the curriculum specified in the National Policy on Education for all levels of the education system but shall alongside the content given by the policy have an expanded curriculum that will give an appropriate moral and religious instruction that is based on Pentecostal church doctrine and practice. The Pentecostal church Policy on Education in Nigeria also covers all aspects of education contained in the National Policy on Education.

2.7 NATIONAL POLICY ON EDUCATION
The National Policy on Education had its origin in a National Curriculum Conference which was hosted by the University of Ife, Ile-Ife in 1973. Its participants were experts drawn from a wide range of interest from different parts of Nigeria, including some voluntary agencies and some foreign bodies. They discussed what should be the education policy of an emergent nation like Nigeria. The report of the conference was reviewed by a small body of experts who had obtained comments from interested groups and from the states. The report came to be known as the National Policy on Education and was published in 1977. The need to incorporate changes and innovations which have occurred in the education sector in the country into the National Policy on Education led to its revision in 1981, 1998 and 2004. The frequent revision of the document shows that education in Nigeria is dynamic, that is, education in Nigeria is not static.

The fourth edition of the National policy on Education specifies the number of learners who should be in a class in pre-primary, primary and secondary schools and also in technical and vocational colleges. It prescribes that primary; post-primary and tertiary institutions shall be the responsibility of local, state and federal governments. It also states that education boards or similar authorities shall be responsible for the management of schools, appointment, posting and disciplining of teachers within defined areas of authority. 

It is significant to observe that the National Policy on Education recognizes and welcomes the contribution of voluntary agencies in the development of education in Nigeria at all levels of the educational system, pre-primary, primary, secondary, technical and tertiary levels.

2.8 PHILOSOPHY AND GOALS OF EDUCATION IN NIGERIA
As stated in the National Policy on Education, the overall philosophy of Nigeria is to:

a) live in unity and harmony as one indivisible, indissoluble, democratic and sovereign nation founded on the principle of freedom equity and justice;

b) promote inter-African solidarity and world peace through understanding.

The main national goals of Nigeria which are also the goals of education in the country are the building of 

a) a free and democratic society;

b) a just and egalitarian society;

c) a great and dynamic economy;

d) a land full of bright opportunities for all citizens. 

The National Policy on Education talks among other things, about the integration of the individual into a sound and effective citizen and equal educational opportunities for all citizens of the nation at all levels of the nation’s education system.
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CHAPTER THREE

3.1 RESEARCH DESIGN

According to Asika (2009), research designs are often referred to as the structuring of investigation aimed at identifying variables and their relationships to one another. In this study, questionnaire serves as useful guide to the effort of generating data for this study. The survey research design through the administration of questionnaires was used for the study.

3.2 AREA OF THE STUDY

The study will be conducted in Lagos State, Nigeria. Lagos is the most populous city in Nigeria, the second fastest-growing city in Africa and the seventh in the world. The population of Lagos urban area, according to the Lagos State Government is 17.5 million, a number disputed by the Nigerian Government and judged unreliable by the National Population Commission of Nigeria.Lagos was reported in 2014 to have a metropolitan population of 21 million, making Lagos 
3.3 POPULATION OF THE STUDY

The population of this study will use the Living Faith Church a.k.a Winners Chapel. 

3.4 SAMPLE OF THE STUDY

The Convenient sampling technique was used in selecting 50 Living Faith Church members from the entire population. This was chosen due to the financial strength of the researcher coupled with time constraints.

3.5 
METHOD OF DATA COLLECTION 
The research instrument used by the researcher in collecting useful data is questionnaires and interview. 

The questions were both close and open ended with multiple answers. These formulated questions were submitted to the supervisor necessary corrections were made.

This was necessary because the instrument has to agree with the subject under discussion. 

3.5.1 QUESTIONNAIRE DESIGN, DISTRIBUTION AND COLLECTION OF RESPONSES

The questionnaires were carefully designed to accommodate two sections. The first section is the demographic characteristics of the respondents such as sex, age, educational level which the second section deals on relevant aspect of the topic under study.

3.5.2     SECONDARY METHOD OF DATA COLLECTION.

The researcher used the following sources for the collection of secondary data the used if libraries, textbooks, journals, newspaper conference and seminar papers and the review of other related literature.

3.6      METHOD OF PRESENTION AND ANALYSIS

Data collected subjected to statistical analysis with the use of chi square test of independence. Chi square is given as

In determining the critical chi _ square value, the value of confidence is assumed to be at 95% or 0.95. a margin of 5% or 0.05 is allowed for judgment error.

DECISION FOR VALIDATION OF HYPOTHESIS

The rule in deciding or whether to accept or reject the null hypothesis is that were the computed chi – square (X2) value is greater than the critical chi – square (X2) values reject the null hypothesis and accept the alternative hypothesis.
