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ABSTRACT
This study is aimed at identifying the role of guidance and counselling services in secondary schools in Oredo Local Government Area of Edo State. As a result of this, a number of hypothesis emerged and these include. 
1. Lack of adequate facilities and materials for guidance and counselling centres in schools. 
2. Lack of qualified personnel militated against organization of guidance and counselling services in secondary school.
3. Lack of finance to provide the materials needed for effective organization of guidance and counselling services is another reason why the centres are not in existence in secondary schools in the local government area. 
4. Ignorance of the usefulness of guidance and counselling services to parents and teachers in secondary schools is yet another reason for the absence of guidance and counselling centres in the secondary schools. 
5. The government’s unconcerned attitude towards guidance counselling programme in secondary schools also serves as an impediment to the effective implementation of the guidance and counselling services in the secondary schools. 
The instrument used for the collection of data in this research was mainly the questionnaire. The questionnaires were administered to one hundred teachers within the five (5) randomly selected schools in Oredo local government area of Edo State to test the validity of the aforementioned hypothesis. From the responses of the respondents it was discovered that the importance of guidance and counselling services cannot be overemphasized. 
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
1.1 BACKGROUND TO THE STUDY 
Guidance and counselling as the name implies in the mode and conduct by which an individual or a body of individual assist in the aspect of co-ordination, which lead to efficiency in a given state or policy for the up keep of the future, in a situation as it was from origination traditionally, people were guided through the use of “Ikoro” ‘Ekwe’ or what we refer to as “talking drum”. This is because, once the people hearts their sounds, everyone pays attentions, listen alternatively, because important information laws, policies and relations are usually made through such means. These traditional modes of communicating have been very successful ingredients for guidance within our society. 
	As a result of urbanization, and sophistication other means of guidance came into existence, such as the mass media, namely the television, the radio, the newspapers and magazines. Through these organs relevant and important information is communicated to the society are expected to be aware of their rights and wrongs and so rules and regulations will be kept. Also, within the school system, people are guided through the use of notice board, college bulletins, timetables, syllabus, magazines, bells posters and handbooks of various types. Besides, within the home children are guided through parental verbal interaction and the use of positive and negative reinforcement to ensure that order and discipline are maintained. Apart from that, when an individuals with little problems, leaves his or her home to visit a medicine man i.e. “Debia” in Jos and “baba-Ade” in Yoruba. He believes strongly that the medicine man with his charms and amulets will guide him to recovery through the instructions on how to mix and use certain concoction prepared by him. Also, people could be guided through the use of intuition.       
	Many philosophers believed that through the use of intuition skills many can achieve high philosophical standards that can guide ones attitude, values, norms and emotions. The above explanation points that guidance has been going on within our society, but revealed that such guidance aims at achievement of ones needs and desires, it further indicates that such guidance is more compulsive and regimented and so does not give room for ones cognitive restructuring or transformation of ideas. The traditional guidance has to weakness arising from modernization and industrialization. Thus, the traditional concept of guiding cannot cope with much of the complexity in our society. The deficiency in the traditional concept of guidance renders the above definition have to be given to be able to match its aims and purpose with the complexities of the modern society, especially as it relates to our school system. 
	“Guidance and counselling” is a twin word that is inseparable, but for the purpose of this study, the word “guidance” originated from the Greek word guide meaning to direct, lead, guide, pilot, assist show, inform, control advice, help, teachers give fact facts and to instruct. According to Mr. Eduwen (1994) guidance is a process of assisting individuals to understand himself and his environment, while Eduwen also defined counselling as the interaction between a trained personnel (the counsellor) and a trouble individuals (the Counsellee) for the purpose of helping the Counsellee to resolve his or her problems or crisis. The history and development of guidance and counselling as a formal educational services within the system started in the late 1950s, when a group of revered sisters of the saint twenty outsiders from different works of life to advice the sixty outgoing students on the nature of the different jobs in order to direct their choice of career through the talks. Through group of twenty met regularly in the following year and decided to cater not for only schools, but for other school in Ibadan and its environs.  Later principals of school, representation from ministry of education, health, trade, industry and labour were invited to a meeting held on October 1961 to inaugurate the Ibadan career council and this later formed the nucleus of what was then knows as “The Nigerian Career Council”. As a result of the widening of the activities of the council throughout Nigeria, the name Counselling Associated of Nigeria (CAN). The organization has been very effective in the development of guidance service in Nigeria by organizing workshops, conferences, seminars, symposium and soon, to disseminate guidance information. They published a journal called “the counsellor” currently it has led to the organizing of the guidance units by federal and state ministries of education.                       
1.2 STATEMENT OF THE PROBLEMS
Guidance and counselling centres are of vital importance at all levels at Education. Unfortunately, there has not been any career in any secondary school in Oredo Local Government Area of Edo State and as such the students cannot identify their talents since the new system of education their them to many career. Furthermore, many students do not know or value the importance of education in the sense that they do not exploit their environment. This is because they are guided towards the manipulation of environment. This is because they are guided towards the manipulation of the resources around them and so they are never serious with their education. The nation is also there among parents and heads of schools that the essence of education but that is not all. As a matter of facts, the aim of education will be defeated if the students cannot out of interest choose a career to follow while in schools. In the actual sense, the presence of guidance and counselling in our schools will in nor small measure reduce the rate of drop out, juvenile delinquency, armed robber and other social ills.      
1.3 PURPOSE OF THE STUDY 
The main purpose of this study is to find out the role of guidance and counselling in secondary schools in Oredo Local Government Area of Edo State for growing children to fully develop and be able to adjust need a lot of guidance and counselling services, ranging from jealousy to envy, urbanization, industrialization, moral rejection of our philosophers and cultures of refusal to go to school among adolescents. The study is also an attempt to examine the extent to which the role of guidance and counselling centres in secondary schools in Oredo local government of Edo State will help in minimizing or eradicating the behaviour, emotional, psychological, social academic and financial problems among the students. All these problems can cripple any developing country and as such the role of guidance services in our secondary school will help in no small measure to reduce the crime wave.      
1.4 SIGNIFICANCE OF THE STUDY 
The importance of this study is multidimensional and includes to assist the child to develop and increase self understanding and comprehension of the relationship between his abilities, interest, personality, achievement and opportunities. The study will help in facilitating the socialization process and sensitivity to the needs of others. To develop social interest and a feeling to belonging. It will help in making the child to become purposeful and responsible. The study will help to develop whole some attitude and concepts about self in the feeling of adequacy and self in the feeling of adequacy and self acceptance and the courage to function in the tasks of life. From the parents view point, this relations and problems in the family setting as they relates to this child. 
In addition, it will help them develop realistic views about their children development in relating to their potentialities. Above all it will help them understand their children education and social progress and problems. To teachers, this study will help him to stimulate and promote the use of guidance procedures thereby increasing the utilization of meaningful pupils personal date. It will help him to promote early identification of assets and talents and as well as liabilities of pupils. It will help him develop recognition of the importance of readiness and involvement process as crucial concept, which produce purposeful education experience. It will also help him to reconcile the uniqueness of the individual and the demands of the school and the society. All the government level, the study will go along way in helping the country to identify her talented youths and nurture them to the optimal level of social, education and economical development. 
In this new guiding young people to pursue the right type of education in which there is no overpopulation of certain manpower needs and under-produced of the other aspect of the manpower needs is a sure process of building a scientific and technological society. In addition, practicing counsellor and teacher will find the result of this study useful in the discharge of their duties. Above all, the researcher hopes that result of this study will help the educational planners and the government to see the need for guidance and counselling centres in secondary schools in Oredo local government of Edo State.        
1.5 RESEARCH QUESTIONS 
The following research questions will be tested in this study: 
1. Does lack of adequate facilities and materials for guidance and counselling, militates against the establishment of guidance and counselling centres in secondary schools. 
2. Does lack of qualified personnel militated against organization of guidance and counselling services in secondary schools in Oredo local government area of Edo State. 
3. Does lack of finance to provide the materials needed for effective organization of guidance and counselling services are not in existence in secondary schools in the local government area. 
4. Does the government unconcerned attitude towards guidance and counselling programme in secondary schools also serves as an impediments to the effective implementation of the guidance and counselling services in the secondary school in Oredo local government area of Edo State.  
1.6 LIMITATIONS OF THE STUDY 
In the course of this, the researcher encountered various problems, which include time factors, the scope of the study, attitudes of the respondents and lack of materials. The first problems the researcher encountered was the time factors researcher could not give hundred percent (100%) attention to the research work which could have made it more standard and extensive than this because of official work and modernistic activities. Another problems was the financial constraint. There were not enough funds available for the researcher to purchase some books for references and this made it impossible for the researcher to find out enough facts on the research topic as some books were not found in the library. There was a problem of a specific area-Oredo local government area. This therefore made unable to find out about guidance and counselling services in other local government area. 
Another problem was the attitude of the respondents. Though some of the teacher’s cooperated with the researcher by filling the questionnaires but some complaint that they were too busy with their works and they were begged before they filled their own questionnaires. Finally, the research was unable to lay her hands on enough materials even after going from one person to another and from one place to another in search of journals; books and magazines, as a result of these limitation, the result of findings of this study cannot be used to make generalizations.         


CHAPTER TWO
REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE
	This chapter is to review the past of other author’s related research and literatures, which will offer necessary information, related to the research under study. The topic under listed review is to be divided into sub-heading as this will enhance easy understanding of what this chapter is all about these sub-heading include the role of guidance and counselling services in secondary schools, the nature of the child, the assistance to teacher and assistance to parents. 
2.1 THE ROLE OF GUIDANCE AND COUNSELLING SERVICES IN SECONDARY SCHOOLS 
Guidance services are provided with a view of helping individual to include the education, vocational, personal and social needs of the individual. Guidance in the secondary schools should be part of the total educational programme and should be available to all the students. The activities tasks and responsibilities of counsellor have been a subject of a much attention. According to Peters and Shertzer (1974) “the major activity of a counsellor at either secondary or primary schools level is counselling” this is the reason why individuals are employed as counsellor so as to provide a helping relationship with the pupils or students and this enables them to examine and cope with their developmental concern. Hughes (1971) maintains that “guidance services prepares students for life and them to adjust suitably in the society and also make wise decision when occasion warrants” he goes further to say that “this is because of the adequate guidance service provided for the child. In highlighting the importance of counselling Glanz et al (1977) say “counselling assist pupils in exercising his right, his responsibility to freedom of advice”. It makes students to choose for themselves and to have feeling of individual responsibilities for choice making. According Shertzer and Stone (1976) “guidance service have helped individual to understand themselves and happier human beings. This means that guidance does not only deal with immediate situation but also helps individual in their future encounter in life. Walter (1954) says “counselling is used for helping individual to solve their problems. In working with the individuals, however, the counsellor consider himself responsible for helping the individuals to gain the experience needed for learning how to establish and maintain good relationship with others, and for gaining self understanding of other people. He also maintains that the counsellor helps students to analyze the manpower factors influencing career, but does not impose choice or decision upon his pupils.
	The nations manpower need can best be met by enabling each individual to discover his own ability and to develop them fully.
	Another major role of counseling in the secondary school is that of consulting with teacher, parent and administrators. All other assignment are secondary of supportive. It is observed that the amount of time devoted to counselling should occupy two third (2/3) to three forth (3/4) of a counselor time. In Nigeria, it is limited to note that counselor in most school are made to engage in activities either that counseling or non- guidance such as alternative talking, discipline of student, clerical work, teaching and so on. One is actually looking forward to see situation in Nigeria when all school counselors would be allowed to shade off all non –guidance activities in school. 
	To Stamm and Nissman (1979), the role of guidance and counsellor must be that of a child advocate’ among the role played by the primary schools counsellor are counselling, consultations, observation, and date case study of certain children, tasting and date interpretation, development and use of cumulative record, referral, interpreting the school character to those responsible and education and public relation and it also provides planning and following – up for each individuals child through the use of each cumulative record folder (C. R. F.) which serves as reservoirs for important data collection about an individual throughout his school life. Obe (1979) saw cumulative record folder (C.R.F) as a summary of the pupil’s school history and a valuable resources material for understanding his development pattern, strength, weakness, problems needs and experiences, while Mankinde (1977,1987) pointed out that it is a record of students personal, social and psychological adjustment, special activities and special interest, which area developed through many years. 
	The basic function of any counsellor therefore is to counsel students who have one from of problems or the other that militates against their normal development and adjustment to their environment some children in the secondary schools have serious emotional social or academic problems that need the attention of a counsellor. The counsellor could be individual or group counselling method in helping these children act of their problem. In the area of consultation, the counsellor in the school system consults with the teachers parents and administrators as regards the total welfare of the child. The counselling centre acts as a consultative centre to parents regarding the growth and development of their children. It provides them with vital information about their children for a better parent’s child relationship. It also provide them with information about education opportunities and their requirement in the locality as well as counselling programmes and relate services available to them and their children. It helps in assisting them to develop realistic perceptions of their children developmental stages affect their behaviour patterns. The counsellor helps teachers to better understanding of individual differences.
	He helps them in coping strategies for the problematic children in the class as well as develop better behaviour modification techniques in the classes also help them to identify pupils with special needs and problems in addition, he helps the teachers in the planning of appropriate curriculum for the pupils as the grouping and scheduling of pupils with administrators, the counsellor serves as a consultant to the members of the administrative staff in secondary schools by sharp appropriate individuals pupils data with them, also  he  interprets the guidance philosophy and needs to the administrative. In observation and case study of certain students in the school with peculiar emotional, social health and academic problems. He reports on a findings from such children would be valued in handling such problems. Through effective use of test and non test techniques the secondary schools counsellors plays a deviant role in the appraising of students in the school. The result of these test and non test processes could be interpreted or developmental adjustments, social, academic or development problems that need urgent attention by specialist. Cumulative records present an organized progressive records of information about individual pupils which distinguishes that from all other pupils. If well designed they can present a comprehensive picture of pupils and their background. 
	The counsellor in the secondary school spare the development of such vital records and encourages teachers and other pupils personnel workers in the school to make effective adjustment to school situation and to understand themselves. Pupils beyond the competence of the counsellor and the significance other in the school are referred out by the counsellor to compete specialist within or outside the locality but with parent’s approval. Such reference could be made to the dentists, doctors, ophthalmetricians, and police to mention but a few. the counsellor, the teacher and the head teachers or the principals, are in advantaged positions to know the character of the school such as students needs, interests, school such as students, school type and a school problem. The counselling centre helps to relay such vital information about the school through his principals to the appropriate quarters charged with the responsibility of curriculum design and changes. The secondary school counsellor would be responsible for gathering and disseminating vital information to both students and their parents on school subject and courses, opportunities for further education, career and career training opportunities. For example, he helps them to know about the higher institution (e.g. College of Education, College of Technology , Universities and polytechnics) and their entry requirements and mode of entry. Those unable to further their study in only higher institutions are informed the world of work in that locality. Another important role of the counselling services in the secondary schools is the role of placement for example, some students need remedial or special classes while some need accelerated school programmes due to their peculiarities established through appraisal services. He also helps students to make transition from one level to another and from one school to another. The secondary school counsellor conduct or helps others who are conducting local research in the area of students needs, interest, study habits and so on. He also evaluated the effectiveness and success or otherwise of guidance programmes in the schools, public relations are another role of guidance and counselling centre. 
	The counsellor uses any available opportunities, example the parents teachers association (PTA) meeting, price giving day and the school sports day to enlighten parent and members of the communities on guidance services in the school and at the same time solicit for their moral and financial support. They also enlighten the school and the community on the needs of the schools and the students. Ikeotuonyo (1984) suggest, “that the secondary schools counselling training or preparation should be slightly different from that of his tertiary institutions counterparts in terms of emphasis and orientation. In conclusion, he advocated for elementary guidance service that are not incidental, but those that are scheduled, planned for and constantly evaluated for an all round development of the child. This is born from the conviction that is long short-range goals and objective of any educational system are to be realized, they must be built on a solid foundation of an elementary school guidance programme. Oladele (1990) in his view grouped the objective of school guidance programme and services under nineteen points. He maintained that in a democratic society, the school basic purpose is the educational and development of all students towards individual’s fulfillment. To carry out their important responsibilities, it is desirable to prepare clear out statement of objectives of a school in behaviour terms. These objectives of a school guidance programme therefore could be stated around the anticipated duties to be performed by the school counsellor, these include:
	Guidance service provides personal, social and career counselling to promote students emotional, health and adjustment in school and intelligent career decision and plans. The school guidance centre helps in collecting occupational and educational information and making them available to students regulatory and in a well structured. Classified manner as well as developing the idea of job facilities. The centre keeps and maintains personal cumulative data records on each students in the school, including students continuous assessment record. It provides referral of students with more than the normal counselling needs to the appropriate agencies such as psychological, clinical psychology, audiologist and special education expert by
a. Providing group education in the classroom setting over subject life self discipline, responsibility, value clarification, sex education, relaxation techniques, appropriate use of leisure and qualities of leadership.        
b. Identifying and nurturing of the talented and gifted students 
c. Rehabilitation of the disable
d. Contributing to the development of a flexible curriculum to provide a meaningful education for each student. 
e. Assisting students in planning programmes of educational and vocational training consisted with their goals. 
f. Preparation of transcript for students either those graduating or those transferring from the school. 
g. Identifying of students with problems that cannot cope academically with the peace of class work. It should also be involved in the planning, execution and coordinating of remedial programmes for students identified. 
h. Consulting with parents and guardians with the principal’s support over students personal and emotional problems that are family based. 
i. Consulting with principals and teacher over student’s academic problems and classroom behaviour problems and helping students resolve academic difficulties in different subject on the school curriculum. 
j. Conducting with annual orientation programme for new pupils as well as periodic orientation for those in the upper class. 
k. Administration of standardized and locally adapted psychological test for diagnosis of emotional problems and facilitating vocational guidance visits to industries, institutions of higher learning and through guest speakers on career days and career club meeting.
l. Building up career education and occupational information library in the schools. 
m. Conducting local research and communication of development of academic and professional interest to guidance and counselling section of the federal or state universities of education. 
n. Writing of annual report to be forwarded to the guidance and counselling section of the federal or state ministries of education through the school principals. 
According to Onanuga (1983) “there is an urgent need to incorporate guidance and counselling services in Nigeria educational process to make the designed optional development of Nigeria youth a reality”. This has prompted the federal ministry of education to organize several training workshop in guidance and counselling in relation to the different parts of the country. Shertzer et al (1976) maintained that “guidance service helps individuals to understand themselves and their worlds and those individual will be more effective, productive and happier human being” this means that guidance does not only deal with immediate situation, but also helps individuals in their future encounter in life. This is to say that guidance services provide a solid foundation for the individuals to step on. He goes on to say that those who are available hardly perform their task because they lack equipment to work with and they lack encounter a lot of problems in trying to perform their duties. Since the rest of the educational system is built upon it, the secondary level is the key to the success or failure of the whole system. The national policy on education (1981) reveals that the objective of secondary seduction in Nigeria include the following:   
1. Character and moral training the development of sound attitude 
2. Development in the child the ability to adopt to his changing environment. 
3. Providing basic tools for further educational advancement including g preparation for trades and craft of the locality. 
4. Apart from the realization of the above general secondary school objective, there are a lot of other reasons to justify having guidance service in the secondary school, they include:    
2.2  THE NATURE OF THE CHILD 
Most secondary school children in Nigeria are expected to be between thirteen and eighteen years. Consequently, there are a lot of important development change and task during these stages of development changes, which vary from one child to another. This variation in the development changes creates adjustment problems both for the child, the teacher and the parents. The child, teacher and parents therefore need the services of guidance to cope with their in differential development changes and task.     
2.3 THE NEED OF THE CHILD 
Some of the needs of the child in the secondary school apart from the psychological needs include need for minimum independence and responsibility need for problem solving skills in learning. Secondary school guidance is therefore needed to help the child to satisfy this need. Other needs of guidance in the secondary school are formation of right attitude towards educational and social achievement. As stated earlier, the secondary school child is at a crossroad in his development. He is to formulate life style, establish an identified and a self-concept so as to meet the challenge of world of educational achievement. The secondary school years of the child are very crucial in his development towards educational and social achievement. Research evidence abounds. Hullocks (1964) shows that much of a child’s behaviour at ten to fourteen years of age are moderately good predicts of theoretical related behaviour during early adulthood. He goes on to say that a child who develops a positive attitude towards school and social achievement at this stage will tend to show similar attitude later in life and vice versa. 
Consequently, it becomes highly necessary for the child to be guided by a counsellor at this stage to develop healthy attitude towards educational and social achievement. 
2.4 UNIQUENESS OF THE CHILD  
Much attention has been given to quality education for all children and to the education of the gifted and exceptional ones. At the same time, we should highly be concerned about the enormous waste of human resources through secondary school dropouts, under achievers and how rebels, resulting from insufficient provision for each child based on provided for in the educational system based on his or her uniqueness. Guidance in secondary schools therefore, reality in secondary schools therefore, reality offers itself as a sure instrument for personalizing the educational process.     
2.5 ASSISTANCE TO TEACHERS 
Many of the teachers in the Nigeria secondary schools are grossly ill equipped to cope with the enormous problems in their classes created by the alarming class population, inadequate teaching materials, children individual inadequacies and so on. These problems are compounded by emotional problems. In the face of these other problems, the teacher looks confused, upset ineffective in teaching and irritable in social interaction. The teacher therefore needs additional assistance from a counsellor in order to cope with his class work.     
2.6 ASSISTANCE TO PARENTS 
The average parents want sound educational for their children as a means of social inability and social security among other reasons. Consequently parents want a good educational foundation laid for their children of the secondary school level. In addition many parents face a lot of problems with their children at home ranging from developmental social to emotional problems. Invariable, parents of secondary school pupils need guidance services in order to work closely with the school to provide the desired quality education for their children to help them cope with the challenges of child upbringing. Other reasons abound in some literature for the establishment of guidance services in the secondary school. Ikeotuonyo (1994) adopted a nine point list to discuss the need for guidance in the secondary schools and these include class size, population, mobility, working mothers broken homes emotional illness, deficiency, dropouts, adolescent and physical and health problems.
According to Anagbogu (1987) “guidance can be provided at all levels for effective development and growth”. She maintained that the objectives of guidance and counselling in the secondary schools are: 
Promoting the study for the child towards the possible prevention of personality maladjustments. Encouraging successful learning achievement whose specific objective include: 
a. To prevent emotional disturbance from developing in young children, through the cooperation efforts of the teachers parents and other guidance and counselling workers. 
b. To offer assistances to the child whose learning in a particular area is poor especially when the deficiency is considered the result of emotional difficulties.
c. To serve as a means of facilitating communication between the lame and the school 
d. To provide parents with information about the child development as well as school learning. 
e. To help teacher acquire information about guidance techniques and how to utilize it in motivating the students 
f. To provide information about institutions and vocations for the students in the secondary schools. 
g. Preventing psychological problems from developing the child especially a child with damaged personality such as stammerers, hard in hearing and how self-concept. 
h. Fostering creativity in their growth and development especially at the age of curiosity, exploration and experimentations.  
i. Encouraging desired social behaviours such as corporation attitudes, obedience, and respect for elders. 
Thus, the centre is exposed to ideas of counselling to be able to help in dealing with truancy and absenting and other problems among students. The counsellor can easily identify the vocational potentialities and interest of the children using available psychological test. Guidance in secondary schools is of great importance to parent, school and various government. Sometimes as a result of the obscene in guidance in schools, some people could later in life develop problems rooted in children hood years. Apart from that, the secondary schools are a fertile ground for effective institution. Thus the children need to be well guided because their early years lay the foundation for what they would be in the future. In conclusion, the major role of guidance and counselling in secondary schools is to provide relevant information to the students about the schools, the subject offered values of education, educational opportunities opened to them at various level and the requirements for tertiary education. In essence, the primary objectives of educational guidance services is to facilitate a better adjustment and development of pupils by providing them with information about the school including its curriculum, regulation, resources and policies such information conclude subject to be taken, schools extra curriculum activities improving study skills, special service in the school health, counselling services, graduation requirement, educational requirement for occupational choice, scholarship and other financial aids. Thus, the main purpose of guidance in the secondary school could be seen as assisting the child to develop increases self understanding and comprehension of a relationship between his abilities, interest, personality achievement and opportunities. Secondly, it enables the secondary school students to facilitate the socialization process and sensitivity to the needs of others. 
	Counselling will also help the child to become purposeful and responsible. Another purpose is to assist him (the secondary school students) to develop motivation for learning that is necessary for academic competence. It will also help to promote increase self-direction, problem solving, decision making and involvement in the education process of the child. It will also enable him to develop wholesome attitude and concepts about self, in feeling of adequacy and self acceptance and the courage of functions in the task of life and equally to enable him understand the casual and purposeful nature of the human behaviour and as a result to the nature in human relations.      
CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH DESIGN AND METHODOLOGY
	This chapter is concerned with research design and methodology and effort that are made to explain the sampled area, the sampled subject research instrument, administration of the questionnaire, reliability of instrument and the statically procedures.
3.1  SAMPLED DATA
This research was carried out in Oredo Local Government Area of Edo State, secondary schools in the local government area mentioned above. Five secondary schools in Oredo Local Government Area were selected and used for this study are they include:
One mixed school, two girls (female) school and two boys (male) schools and they are namely:
1. Ihogbe secondary school (mixed school)
2. Emotan college (female school)
3. Idia college (female school)
4. Edokpolor grammar school (male school) 
5. Eghosa grammar school (male school)
3.2  SAMPLED SUBJECT
The subjects used in this research were mainly teachers from the above mentioned secondary schools in Oredo Local Government Area. In each of the schools, twenty (20) teachers were used as samples for collecting information thereby bringing the total number of respondents to one hundred.
3.3   RESEARCH INSTRUMENT  
The major instrument used for the collection of the data on this research was the questionnaire. It contained ten (10) questions drawn from the five hypotheses for the research. The questionnaire took the from of a list of questions, opinions and feelings about the role of guidance and counselling services in secondary schools in Oredo Local Government Area of Edo State. These were columned for more of school sex, qualification and status.
	The respondents were asked to think the sing good () for each answered they deemed appropriate.     
3.4  ADMINISTRATION OF THE QUESTIONNAIRE 
The researcher visited the teachers in their respective classrooms in their various schools. The researcher distributed the questionnaire to the selected teachers in their schools. Because of the level of education so far attained by the respondents, reading and writing coupled with the understanding of the questionnaire poses no problem. Twenty (20) questionnaires were distributed in each school.
	All the researcher did was to place with the subject teacher to supply true information as individual in the questionnaire. They were allowed some hours to complete the filling of the questionnaire before the researcher went round to collect than back for the final analysis of the questionnaire.     
3.5  VALIDITY AND RELIABILITY INSTRUMENT 
In view of the fact that the study is to investigate the role of guidance and counselling services in secondary schools in Oredo Local Government Area of Edo State, the probable measure that could be used are the pupils report and the teachers made test result were used since they are regarded as a standardized to some extent.  The teacher, made test results reliability and validity is undoubted fully the best in measuring the role of guidance and counselling services in secondary schools. 
Also, most researcher have agreed in principles that the objectives of teacher self reports are more valid measures of the role of guidance and counselling services that students self report because of qualification of the teacher and because of its reliability.
3.6  STATICALLY PROCEDURES
The researcher visited each of the five secondary schools and asked the principal and the teachers for the role of guidance and counselling services in their school for the past years. He also administrated one category of questionnaire in each of the schools; twenty questionnaires were given out to the teachers in the school concerned, before processing to another school.
Also, instruction interview were held with some teachers, and guidance to determine their attitude or otherwise about the role of guidance and counselling in their schools.

CHAPTER FOUR
RESULT

CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATION
	In this chapter the researcher discussed his findings on the study, which is the summary, drawn conclusion and make recommendation.
5.1		SUMMARY
In the course of the study, which was meant to look into the role of guidance and counselling services in secondary schools, the researcher formulated some hypothesis from various questions were drawn.
Questionnaires were distributed by the researcher to the sampled school in Oredo Local Government Area of Edo State and from the analysis of the data collected by the researcher, the following points were observed.
1. That guidance and counselling is very necessary in our secondary school.
2. That lack of adequate and materials militates against the role of guidance and counselling services 
3. That guidance and counselling services will help to improve the moral decadence in our schools.
4. That lack of qualified personnel will militate against the role of guidance and counselling services.
5. That ignorance of the usefulness of guidance and counselling services has a negative effect on the educational development of the students.
In the addition, the government inability to provide guidance and counselling centres in schools has an adverse effect on the student’s career.
5.2		CONCLUSION
This study was aimed at finding out the roles of guidance and counselling services in secondary school in Oredo Local Government 	Area of Edo State. And some of the role of guidance and counselling services are to assist students in meeting problems related of health, educational outlook, social living vocational direction and ethical conduct, etc and as a result of this, a questionnaire was designed and administered to teachers hypothesis were upheld.
a. That guidance and counselling services is needed on our secondary schools
b. That lack of adequate facilities and materials militates against the establishment of guidance and counselling centers in secondary schools.
c. That the lacks of qualified personnel militate against the role of guidance and counselling services etc. 
5.3		RECOMMENDATION
Having seen the importance of guidance and counselling services in schools, the researcher has some recommendation to give.
a. The government should encourage all the secondary school in their local government area, to have counselling centers by providing them with the adequate materials and facilitates to be used for the services.
b. The Government should also make guidance and counselling a compulsory sources to the offered in all colleges of education and in universities in the country before graduate so that there will be an increase in qualified personnel.
5.4		LIMITATION OF THE STUDY
In the course of this, the researcher encountered various problems, which include time factors, the scope of the study, attitudes of the respondents and lack of materials. The first problems the researcher encountered was the time factors researcher could not give hundred percent (100%) attention to the research work which could have made it more standard and extensive than this because of official work and modernistic activities.
Another problem was the financial constraint. There were the not enough funds available for the researcher to purchase some books for references and this made it impossible for the researcher to find out enough facts on the research topic as some books were not found in the library.
There was problem of a specific area-Oredo Local Government Area. This therefore made unable to find out about guidance and counselling services in other Local Government Area. Another problem was the attitude of the respondents. Through some of the teachers cooperated with the researcher by filling the questionnaires but some complaint that they were too busy with their works and they were begged before they filled their own questionnaires.
Finally, the researcher was unable to lay her hands on enough materials even after going from one person to another and from one place to another in search of journals, books and magazines as a result of these limitation, the result of findings of this study cannot be used to make generalizations. 
5.5		SUGGESTIONS FOR FURTHER STUDIES
In this section, the researcher gives suggestion to those researchers who may be interested in this topic. There should be in-depth study on this topic could be repeated in another Local Government Area so as to know the opinion of other people especially teachers on the provision of counselling services in secondary schools so as to see if the same problems are prevailing there.
There should be a research on this same topic in the same Local Government Area in the next two or three years time. As a result of this, future researcher should ensure that they distribute questionnaires at the time the teachers of the school under study are less busy.
