THE ROLE OF PARENTS TEACHERS ASSOCIATION (PTA) ON THE ADMINISTRATION OF SECONDARY SCHOOLS IN EGOR LOCAL GOVERNMENT AREA OF EDO STATE

ABSTRACT


This research work is aimed at investigating the influence of PTA on the administration  of schools in Egor Local Government Area of Edo State.


Twenty students were randomly selected from five secondary schools in Egor Local Government Area.


The data was collected by means of questionnaire. The data were collected by the use of percentage scores.


The finding of the study shows that:

PTA helps to provide transport facilities for schools.

PTA helps also in fund raising towards the welfare of the students.

Indiscipline in schools can be attributed to lack of cooperation between parents and the school authority.

Schools with strong PTA are less liable to riot than schools with strong PTA.

PTA enhances the improvement in moral academic and spiritual welfare of the students.

The implication of the results were discusses and recommendation were made.
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CHAPTER ONE

INTRODUCTION

BACKGROUND TO THE STUDY


The act of passing on knowledge from one generation to the other is the role of the parents. The parents are more effective in imparting discipline and knowledge to students at the very grass root level. It is therefore a known fact that all parents have the natural inclination to give their children the good things of life they are capable of providing for them. And in the modern age, the major task is on the provision of quality education and good standard of living. In the light of this, parents have developed a very positive interest in what goes on in school. It is this interest of parents in the education of their children and wards in schools that gave birth to the organization or formation called “Parents Teachers Association”. During the latter years of the 19th century, the Parents Teacher Association was first organized by a group of women in America. The first meeting called “the national congress of mothers” was actually held in 1877. It was this meeting that stimulated the founding of the national congress of parents and teachers in association in 2000. 


The congress of parents and teachers, which now goes by the name Parents Teacher Association {PTA} and the functions, now includes particularly in curricular development policy making and setting standards in schools.


Abiola A.O. {1967} since Parents Teacher Association is concerned with the student’s welfare and all round developments that is why parents are giving a role in the administrative administration  of secondary school. This means that the Parents Teachers Association is interested in the co-operation of the school system.


If the school is to achieve its goal, meets the needs of students and fulfill the expectation of parents, there should be good linkage between the teachers and parents. Parents are experienced people who are conversant with child psychology and development. They therefore know the needs of their children at difference stages of development. In view of this, the parents are in a better position to give useful advice to teachers when necessary. Individual parents could be invited to school for discussion on their children welfare. The principal with the assistance of the staff point at the children weakness and give suggestion for improvement. The parents teacher association is a forum for teachers and parents to meet and discuss issues relating to the welfare of the parents and teachers. Through the PTA meeting, parents could be educated or enlightened on the discipline and causes of students’ delinquency. Through this the parents will have an insight into the causes of the students problem and know more effective ways of dealing with such problem. He will also know the danger associated with ineffective discipline. The organization of PTA in most schools raises a number of questions as to

Whether the PTA provide fund for school?

Without the PTA, can the school not raise fund?

How much has the PTA help in the discipline of students in school?

Really, the PTA provides funds for the school by way of levy or donation.

Secondly, the school cannot raise levy without the PTA. This is because PTA represents the community in which the school is built.

Finally, PTA has influenced the discipline of students in schools.

STATEMENT OF THE PROBLEM


Many factors give rise to the formation of parent’s teacher association in secondary schools in Egor Local Government Area in Edo State. It is likely that there are lacks of schools facilities. It could be due to shortage of manpower, which may involve PTA’s negotiation. It might be as a result of students’ interest. Again, it may be as a result of inadequate provision of school materials for students. All these problems attract the intervention of the PTA. It is probably whether PTA actually acts to assist school in matters relating for day to day running of schools. Thus, a formal study of this nature on the influence of PTA in school administration is very important.

PURPOSE OF STUDY


The purpose of this study is to determine the influence of parent teacher association in the schools administration especially in Egor Local Government Area of Edo State. The PTA’s involvement in secondary school administration is a kind of rendering assistance to government who always emphasis self help development and this association help to promote discipline among students by policies formation. Therefore, the purpose of this study is to identify the influence of PTA in school administration.

RESEARCH QUESTION 


The following research questions have been drawn up to guide the study.

Does involvement of PTA in the administration  of secondary schools influence discipline in schools?

Is indiscipline in secondary schools largely due to lack of cooperation between parents and school authorities?

Does PTA fund raising contribute towards the welfare of the students?

Are schools with strong PTA less liable to riot than those without PTA?

Does PTA provide moral support for the students in school?

SIGNIFICANCE OF THE STUDY 


The influence of parents teacher association in the administration of secondary school is of great importance. Quite very often, people attribute the success of most secondary school administration to the existence of strong PTA organization in schools.


This study is therefore significant in the sense that, it will throw more light on what the students, teachers, principals and the general public perceived to the influence of PTA in the administration  machinery of secondary school. Again, as a result of its contributions the principals might see their shortcoming and involved in a more effective approach to school administration . The result of the study may provide reliable information on the nature of principal’s leadership in schools, to school board of education {state and local}. From this, they may redefine the policy on which subsequent school administration  policies will be formulated. Therefore, this would enhance effective teaching learning and administration  in our secondary schools. Other researchers might find the influence of the study useful particularly researchers in the field of school administration  and discipline.

SCOPE AND LIMITATIONS OF STUDY


This study is conformed strictly to Egor Local Government Area of Edo State. While the research topic is restricted to the influence of PTA in the administration of secondary school. The questionnaires, which the research uses to collect data for this study, were administered in senior school students SSS III.


This study should have been carried out to cover all the secondary schools in Egor Local Government Area in Edo State but owing to availability of bad roads, which leads to lack of transport.


Financial constraint, coupled with academic engagement right now, the study is therefore limited to only five secondary schools in the local government area. This study is again limited to the factor responsible for involvement of PTA in the administration  of secondary schools. Otherwise, there would have been need for the study of other areas relating to some school administration .

DEFINITION OF TERMS


In this study, the researcher will give brief definition and explanation of he concept used.

School: This is defined as a place for teaching and learning in a formal structure. That is, everything about a school must be there such as chalkboard, writing desk and chairs, qualified teachers etc.

PTA: Parents Teachers Association as the name implied is the unionism or coming together of both parents, guidance, teachers inclusive of pupils, student attending primary and post primary schools of learning.

Administration: This is a social process concerned with identifying, maintaining, motivating, controlling and unifying formally and informally organized human and material resources with in integrated system designed specifically to achieve an objective. But in educational context, educational administration is a service activity through which the fundamental objectives of the educational process may be more fully and efficiently realized.

Administration : This is the act of running and controlling of the school system, the day to day activities carried out in the school are kept in the administration  book.

Discipline: This is the means where by children are trained in orderliness of good conduct on the habit of getting the best out of themselves all of which are essential to the well being of the school. On the other hand, indiscipline is the opposite of discipline and it simply put back of control.

CHAPTER TWO

REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE


The influence of PTA on the administration of school has been a topic of research and discussion by individuals and groups of people in different work of life. So many works and publications from Nigeria and other parts of the world on the issue of the influence of PTA on the administration of schools.


In an attempt to identify the influence of PTA on the administration of schools, it is not sufficient for one to exchange most of the available source of the related literature no matter how detailed one’s work may be. There is a common knowledge that PTA carries out a major role in the administration of school in the state. This is evidenced by the various reports of the national newspapers, the reports of principals annually to the state ministry of education and radio broadcasting on education commissioners, opening classroom and science block donated by PTA of secondary school in Egor and also experience derived from books and television. Therefore it is the right of this that I have decided to draw my information from the related literature.

DEFINITION OF PARENTS TEACHERS ASSOCIATION 


Ikilema (1984) defined parents teachers association as one whose membership comprises teachers and parents and guardians inclusive of pupils and students attending primary and post primary institution of learning respectively.


Therefore, from the above definition, parents teachers association could be looked at as the companionship between the parents of the students in a school and the teacher in that same school of learning, which makes possible effective communication, and co-operation between the parents and the teachers respectively.

ORIGIN OF PARENTS TEACHERS ASSOCIATION 


The origin of parent’s teachers association must have come into existence many years back. However, it was first started in the United State of America (USA) with the establishment of the National Congress Of Parents and Teachers (NCPTA), which was founded in 1877 from available records. It has been reported that there are five hundred private educational organization and association in the United States, one of these well know, being the National Congress of Parents teachers, Abiola A.O. (1967).


The major influence of this parents and teachers is to bring together parents and public teachers to discuss local school problems and project and find possible solution in resolving these problems, which have been identify.


From the history of education in England, it has been discovered that the establishment of PTA is relatively recent, since the English National federation of PTA (ENFPTA) was founded in the year 1956 some few years ago.


But in the case of Nigeria contest, nobody stands the chance of giving the actual time when PTA starts. It could be assumed that it started some years ago after the independence in 1960 with particular reference to most of our post primary institutions in our country Nigeria.

AIMS OF PARENTS TEACHERS ASSOCIATION 


The main aim of forming the parents teachers association may varies from one place to another and from one school to the other depending on the initiative of the founders and the immediate need for the formation.


In this case, the aim of forming a parents teachers association is to look into the affairs of the pupils and students to ensure the free and fair running of the school which would determined the general behaviour of the students. Taiwo (1960) stated the aims of the parents teachers association.

To bring parents, teachers and the community as the basis of equality and in the interest of students even in religious ethnics or political affiliations.

To interpret the functions and aims of PTA and modern educational ideas and practices of parents of children of pre-school age and school age as well as other members of the community.

To give the parents the opportunity of getting advice about health and behaviour.

To co-operate with other organization which are concern with the care and training of children adolescent?

It is equally an opportunity for both parent and teachers to meet together to resolve matters affecting the schools and the students respectively. Most of the problems that would have hinder the effective guidance and learning of the students both at school and at home are easily resolve by this association.

Mofaland (1978) stated clearly the aim of forming or organizing PTA in primary/secondary schools. According to him, it is due to the opportunity parents are giving to familiarize themselves with matters, which involve the welfare of their children and the co-operation with other organizations, which is concerned, with the care of training children and adolescents.

It is equally an opportunity for both parents and teachers to meet together to resolve matters affecting the schools and the students respectively. Most of the problems that would have hinder the effective guidance and learning of the students both at school and at home are easily resolved by this association.

Gerald (1977) stressed that the only way of resolving majority of the problems of the school is by fund raising and the PTA is a legalized body that can approve the collection of PTA in our secondary school.

In some other situation, the main organ of parents teachers association is the principal or the headmaster with a close associates the staff members. In some other situations, students and parents are also encouraged to take active part in meeting.

There is normally no fixed time and dates for the PTA, but in a normal situation, PTA meeting are had either once or twice in the academic school year and members are usually invited to such meeting by invitation letters signed by the principals and PTA secretary a staff of the affected school.

FUNCTIONS AND ACHIEVEMENT OF PTA


The organization of PTA meeting is the school best means of communication with the parents of the school pupils/students. In this gathering, information and ideas about the child are exchange and plans for furthering in their best subject areas fully developed.


Majority of our community today especially Egor Local Government Area Of Edo State, the parents teachers association has long been playing major and unique roles in the physical, moral, social and economic development of their various school.


The Edo state government of education edict 1972, section 10, states that “every school or institution in the state shall establish a PTA which shall provide a link and a forum for communication between the parents and the teachers of the pupils attending there institution in question, in respect of all matters affecting the said institution.


As a matter of fact, the lack of PTA in any primary school or post primary does not augur well for school discipline. As a result of this influence of parents for a better result of the students academic performance.


According to Abida (1962) the functions of Parent Teachers Association is grouped into two major parts, which are;

Helping in the development of the physical plan on the school.

Co-operating in helping children to grow properly, mentally, physically, socially and morally. As a matter of fact, Abida’s classification of the function of PTA was broad but his list of values association with the section functions is simple and comprehensive.

In addition to all other function mention above, the parent teachers association also offers useful service such as raising of funds. This is in no small measure bas been demonstrated in various secondary schools in Egor Local Government Area of Edo state.

Dubey et al (1981) pointed out that the organization could be used vigorously to upgrade teaching and learning quality in the following ways;

It can serve as a forum in which parents and teachers exchange useful idea for the improvement of their learning ability of the children.

It can be used to strengthen the authority of the school in the event of discipline problems.

Schools can enlist the co-operation of parents in the organization of such secondary school even as boy’s brigade and young farmers clubs from a close study, the parents teachers association educationally award scholarship to some brilliant students and prizes to others on a prize giving day ceremony.

Over the years, the parents teacher association has record a great achievement in administration  of school community relationship. 

It is wise to say that there is nothing that has advantage without disadvantages. Inspite of all the recorded achievement and contributions of PTA yet is true that there are problem associated with the PTA in secondary school administration in Egor local government area in Edo State. It must however, be noted that these problems emanated as a result of lack of influence in school community relationship on the side of the teachers. Some parents want teachers only to help in thee instruction of subject and normal training of their children and no more. 


Other important problem encountered by the parents teacher association are: Lack of funds and the inability of parent to respond to invitations of meeting. Very many high percentages of parents do not care to attend the association meeting. The presence of such meeting could have gone a long way to encourage and smooth running of the day-to-day activities of the school. 

WHO IS A TEACHER 


A teacher is a person who is trained to inform, educate and train a group of learners. A teacher is a person who has a good knowledge of method and ability to adjust these to many given policy on education. A teacher is a person who has a knowledge of the subject matter and an awareness of the fact that to teach also means to research. 


From t his analysis it is clear that for a person to be called a teacher he must been exposed to various theories of learning, child psychology, measurement and evaluation, history, educational technology, sociology etc. these experiences must come from a recognized teacher educational institution backed with a certificate.

QUALITIES OF A GOOD TEACHER  


There is no doubt that in our educational system, we have both good and bad teachers. The good teacher with in the system can be recognized and adequately rewarded. Although there is no amount of money that will be given to a good and effective teacher that can adequately compensate him for the job he is doing for pupils/students and for the community at large. 


For the avoidance of doubt whom can we call a good teacher? A good teacher is that teacher that is competent, effective and successful teaching. 


Owie (2003) stated that a good teacher should possess the following qualities. 

He should be helpful in school work. Explains lesson and assignment clearly uses several examples in teaching 

He should be cheerful, happy have sense of humor, taker a joke and good natured. 

He is human, friendly and compassionate. 

He is always interested on student’s problems. 

Other qualities are as follows: 

His willingness to be flexible as the situation demand. 

His capacity to perceive the work from student’s point of view. 

The ability to personalize the teaching.  

Bell Gam (1999) identified several basic qualities a good teacher should posses. The qualities are: 

A good teacher should be master of his subject.

He should always prepare his lesson not before going to the class to teach. 

He should have the skill of effective classroom administration, since this is necessary for effective teaching. 

He should be well dressed. 

Above all, a good teacher should not only love teaching but should love teaching children. 

CHAPTER THREE

METHOD AND MATERIALS

POPULATION 

The population for the study is made up of the students in the secondary school in Egor local Government area of Edo State. 

SAMPLE/SAMPLING TECHNIQUE


There are so many secondary schools in Egor local government area of Edo State. To reduce the workload in going round all the schools in the area of data collection for this study. Five out of the schools were randomly sampled, the sample schools include 

Useh secondary school Egor 

Uwelu secondary school Egor local government

Egor secondary school Egor 

Uselu secondary school Egor 

Evbareke secondary school, Egor 

Skaibu secondary school Egor local government 

DESIGN OF THE STUDY       


This research work enjoyed a descriptive survey/design. The researcher carried out this survey with questionnaire. Those interview include the local government education officer and staff from teacher form the sampled schools. The researcher produces 20 copies of the questionnaire for data collection. Therefore the questionnaires were administration  with the assistance of the form master at the same day to save time and cost of another questionnaire. 

RESEARCH METHOD  


The method used to carry out this study includes interview and questionnaire designed by the researcher. The questionnaire used for this study was designed for both students and teachers. The questionnaires are administered in five secondary school in Egor local government area of Edo State. 

METHOD OF DATA ANALYSIS 


The statistical techniques adopted for data analysis in this study was the simple percentage. The number of Yes and No responses were converted to percentage response for those that agreed and disagreed were used for the analysis. All the scores for each question were summed up and listed in determining the acceptance of rejection of the questions for the study. This technique was chosen because it is easily used and understood by any reader. 

CHAPTER FOUR

DATA ANALYSIS AND REPRESENTATION OF RESULTS


This chapter shows the presentation arrangement and analysis of data gathered in the process of the role of parents teachers association (PTA).

CHAPTER FIVE

SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS

SUMMARY 


From the data analysis so far, majority of the teachers responded to the fact that influence of PTA in the school administration influence discipline on students while students said “no” to these statement. This can be seen on the various tables under different research question. 


In table 1,2 and 3 which reveals that PTA has a lot of influences on the discipline in the school in the area, following the responses received, the resorts in this three tables indicate that 70%, 80% and 60% of teachers on the yes column while 35.5% and 32% of students could be seen on No column. 


As a matter of fact, lack of PTA in many secondary schools does not augur well for school discipline and as a result, involvement of parents in schools activities is essentially necessary for better result of the student’s academic performance. This was further stressed by Turner (1973) that discipline in school points out the parents influence and understanding of vital to the school whether the disciplinary measure used in the school are physical or non physical.


In table 4 on the rate of riot in secondary school and moral support also revealed that 85% and 58% of the teachers appeared on the Yes column and again while the result of the students on the no column are 85% and 20.5% respectively. Therefore, the PTA has given to school moral and financial support in the past and present time. This is again buttressed by Gerald (1977) that the only way of resolving majority of the problems of the school is by fund raising and if PTA is the legalized, by that it can approve the fund utilization. The PTA has recorded a high percentage because they make sure that the collected is utilized judiciously and this is why PTA in school calls for financial accountability of the physical structure erected. 


This is confirmed by Burges (1987) that PTA has certainly improved the physical amenities of our schools they raise fund, build, swimming poles and maintaining discipline in schools. On the whole, the responses of students and teachers vary in findings the reason for this is not far fetch while the students said “no” to the statement, the teacher said “yes” and this could be so, because the teacher know much of the duties or functions of the PTA in schools administration. 

CONCLUSION 


The major purpose of the study is to know the influence of PTA on the administration on the school in Egor Local Government Area of Edo State. From the data so far collected and analyzed, it could be seen that the research question for the study yielded positive result. Thus, the result got from this study, the following educational implication here inferred. Firstly, the existence of PTA in schools has enhanced effective teaching and learning situation. In our secondary. Secondly the formation of PTA has helped to develop the spirit of cooperation between the parents and the school authorities all over the areas. Thirdly, it help to assist in provision of physical plans of the recruitment and posting of qualified teaching staff to the various secondary schools. And finally, the PTA acts as an advisory body to both the school authority and the education board especially in matters affecting their school.

FINDINGS 


The result so far obtained from the findings have been summarized as follows: 

Frequent riot of students in schools has been reduced to the influence of PTA in the school administration . 

The roles which are played by PTA in schools could be seen in the effectiveness of the school administrative and the overall development. 

The intervention of PTA in the school administration  help to improve the level of student’s performance in their moral and academic performance. 

RECOMMENDATIONS 


Following the findings in the study, the following recommendations have been made:

That the school authority should be very careful in the section of PTA member in order not to select some of them who are fraudulent among them. 

The government should provide adequate and well qualified academic staff in secondary schools.

 The PTA should also assist the government and the school authority to provide more classroom and hostels, the old ones should be renovated to accommodate more students adequately. 

SUGGESTIONS FOR FURTHER STUDIES 


As a result of the limitation of this study there is the need for further researcher who are interested in this research topic to carry out an in-depth study on it listing different approach, methodologies and procedure as well as related literature review. The researchers also suggest that study should be carried out in other secondary schools where problems exist for the purpose of comparison and conclusion. 


Finally, the researcher also suggest that the researcher to be on the topic should endeavour to find out the possible means of minimizing the existing problems so far identified by this research.
