THE USE OF ICT IN TEACHING AND LEARNING OF ENGLISH LANGUAGE

ABSTRACT

English language has become a global language because of its numerous functions and preferences over several other languages over the globe. English is not only the mother tongue of Britain but also to so many countries. This work investigates ICTs and its crucial role in ameliorating knowledge acquisition in general and enhancing English Language mastering in particular. There is an assessment of the level of applicability of the level of ICT tools in facilitating English language teaching/learning amongst final year students. It further emphasises the use of ICTs and heightens awareness of the crucial role ICTs play in ameliorating learning in general and language in particular. Findings in this study reveal that ICTs are not employed in our school system to enhance language learning. The work concludes by recommending the implementation and use of ICT tools in the fostering of English language teaching/learning
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CHAPTER ONE

INTRODUCTION

BACKGROUND OF THE STUDY


ICTs stand for information and communication technologies and are defined, for the purposes of this primer, as a “diverse set of technological tools and resources used to communicate, and to create, disseminate, store, and manage information.” These technologies include computers, the Internet, broadcasting technologies (radio and television), and telephony. Information and Communication Technology ICT’ which includes radio, television, computers and the internet has been found as potentially powerful. Communication technology is the tool use to harvest the information properly for effectives in any Area of life Veen, W, (1993). As the access to information continues to grow exponentially, schools cannot remain mere venues for the transmission of a prescribed set of information from teacher to student over a fixed period of time. Rather, schools must promote the acquisition of knowledge and skills that make possible continuous learning over lifetime. When used appropriately, different ICTs are said to help expand access to education, strengthen the relevance of education to the increasingly digital workplace, and raise educational quality by, among others, helping make teaching and learning into an engaging, active process connected to real life. However, the experience of introducing different ICTs in the classroom and other educational settings all over the world over the past several decades suggests that the full realization of the potential educational benefits of ICT is not automatic. In diverse socio-economic and cultural contexts, ICTs can be successfully employed to reach out to a greater number of students, including those to whom education was previously not easily accessible, and help in promoting learning, along with exposing students to the technical skills required for many occupations. ICTs act as and provide students and teachers with new tools that enable improved learning and teaching Veen, W, (1993).Geographical distance no longer becomes an insurmountable obstacle to obtaining an education. It is no longer necessary for teachers and students to be physically in proximity, due to innovations of technologies such as teleconferencing and distance learning, which allow for synchronous learning. ICTs in schools provide an opportunity to teachers to transform their practices by providing them with improved educational content and more effective teaching and learning methods. ICTs improve the learning process through the provision of more interactive educational materials that increase learner motivation and facilitate the easy acquisition of basic skills. The use of various multimedia devices such as television, videos, and computer applications offers more challenging and engaging learning environment for students of all ages. 

Literacy in Information and Communication Technology (ICT) is fundamental to life in our modern technology society. To equip students to be literate lifelong learners and global citizens of the first 21st Century, we must successfully integrate ICT into both the English curriculum and English pedagogical practices. ICT is a valuable tool to enhance teaching and learning. For teachers ICT is a professional resources, a model of classroom delivery, and a source of valid and valuable text types. For students, ICT provide opportunities to communicate more effectively and to develop literacy skills including skills in critical literacy. It is a valuable tool for researching, composing and responding and viewing and representing English. However, if all students are to have the opportunities the develop ICT skills and achieve English Syllabus outcomes, issues of equity and access to technology (digital divide) must be addressed. Students encounter ICT in many areas of their lives and it is essential that we provide them with the opportunities to explore the technology and encourage them to use it as a learning tool. A lot of students now spend time on their computers, laptop, tablets and phones. Using ICT enables English teachers to tap into the learning style and the dominant youth culture. Many modern ICT texts can also be used as a starting point for the exploration of traditional texts

STATEMENT OF THE PROBLEM

The use of English Language in Nigeria cannot be compared with any other language, it is referred to as the official language of the Nation and hence it is used as the medium of instruction at all levels of the Nation’s education system from primary school through University. Without a credit pass in English Language, hardly will any student be admitted into tertiary institution in Nigeria. The most concerned aspect of the educational development in the country today is the nose diving nature of the education system as seen in the publication of the terminal public examination results in recent time. The Senior Secondary School Certificate examination conducted by West African Examination Council and National Examination Council revealed that the dwindling performance of students in these examinations have remained unabated for quite some time now. The joint Admission Examination result is also not better. The reasons for the above scenario are preponderant of which the roles of teacher are pertinent in this review. To look straight into the core of this study is the embarrassing result of English Language in the aforementioned examinations (NECO, 2010, 2012, 2013 and 2016). The primordial function of English Language to get admitted into higher School of learning has made it the most important subject. Hence, all search light must be beamed at it, to improve its knowledge among learners which can only be effectively done through the continuous training of English Language teachers inter-alia, especially on innovative teaching strategies among which the adequate knowledge of ICT is paramount especially in the area of computer use with all its educative devices such as internet facilities, software development and programming among others. The teachers of English Language, occupy the central position in the English Language educational system in Nigeria in spite of the fact that English is the language of instruction and it is taught through integrated teaching of all other subjects in School. The National Policy on Education in Nigeria admitted that, “no education system can rise above the quality of its teachers”

CHAPTER TWO
REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE

2.1 INTRODUCTION

This chapter reviews the literature on the use of ICT in teaching and learning of English language. It discusses issues arising from the topic of discuss as viewed from different perspectives, with a view of giving a theoretical and empirical foundation to the study.
2.2 LITERATURE REVIEW

English language is a necessity of for most people in today’s world, while technology development always has a very high and also contributed towards the development of education, especially English. As English is one of difficult lessons, teacher must create interactive teaching and learning to make students interest. In the history of the development of education, information technology is part of the medium used to convey the message of science to many people, ranging from printing technology a few centuries ago, such as printed books, such as telecommunications to media, voice recorded on tape, video, television, and CD. According to Kent ICT in education point of view refers to “information and communication Technology (ICT) such as computers, communications facilities and features that variously support teaching, learning and a range of activities in education (QCA Schemes of Work for ICT in Kent Country Council. 2004). Moreover, the term information and Communications Technologies includes technologies in which the computer plays a central role, i.e. Computer Assisted Language Learning (CALL), the internet, and variety of generic computer application (Fitzparick and Davies, 2002).

2.3 THE TEACHER AS FACILITOR 

ICT has many benefits for the classroom teacher. Using presentation software enables teachers to show ideas dynamically. For example: CD-ROMS make vivid multimedia worlds available and store large amount of information – which teachers suddenly have at their fingertips. Most importantly however, the use of ICTs in the classroom signals a shift from the conventional position of power held by the teachers to a more collaborative approach to learning. Generally computer based activities allow the teacher to assume the role of facilitator whilst the students take on an increasing responsibilities for their own learning. (Fitzparick and Davies, 2002). The use of computer-based technologies can shifts the emphasis of activities away from teacher and towards the students, enhance social interaction and be empowering especially for students with low traditional literacy skills. Teachers can use a range of teaching tools such as discussion boards, forums, email, raps, web guests, video and digital photography, e-movies, and even mobile phones as tools for delivery of classroom program. This opens reciprocal dialogue between members of the class community and may be extended to the school community at large through activities such as blogs and wikis.

2.4 THREATS TO THE APPLICATION OF ICT IN TEACHING AND LEARNING ENGLISH LANGUAGE. 

In context of language learning, ICT has an important role as the media bridging and enabling the learning process, or direct communication between students and teacher although they are not present in the same room or place in certain time. Language learning program can be created to enable students to learn the lessons with guidance, instruction, information or further explanation. ICT in language learning used as a reference-book. Computer can store unlimited lessons or references, which can be accessed anytime, anywhere and accurately. First and foremost, the teacher should not be technophobic. He/she should be well versed in the art of using techno-gadgets, interest, e-resources etc. (Fitzparick and Davies, 2002).A teacher who is adamant ‘not to change’ is one of the biggest huddles in this type of system. Secondly, the place where he wishes should have proper infrastructure. The world still have places where a constant supply of electricity is a dream (surely and understatement in Nigeria) Even in the most advanced part of the world, hi-speed internet connectivity is not possible. Third, students’ eagerness and willingness to be a part of this system; if they are ready to learn a little bit of internet surfing and emailing, it can come as an added advantages to the success of the ICT enabled teaching system. The students therefore should be more adopted and responsive to this method. Lastly, ICT can never replace a teacher. A man is a better teacher than a machine, neither text nor technology can replace a teacher, a good teacher will always be good whether he uses ICT or not. But if he uses it, it could improve the proficiency level of his students and empower them with better understanding of language and literature. There can be no doubt as to the importance of ICT to English. However, the following problems need to be tackled: 

( Access to ICT within and amongst schools. 

( Access to ICT in students own homes. 

( Access to effective models of ICT teaching and learning. 

( Skilling teachers in ICT. 

There is still much work to be done to skill teachers in the new technology. Teachers need to have adequate ICT skills, regular use of ICT equipment, and access to reliable technical support if they are to use ICT effectively in English classroom. Until concerns about equity and access are addressed and more is done to skill teachers in technology, the mandatory inclusion of ICT in the curriculum remains a contentious issue and will be meaningless for the great majority of students who do not have access to even basic technology on an ongoing daily basis.

2.5 THEORITICAL FRAMEWORK 

The theoretical frame work of this study is based on some learning theories which have been integrated and applied to information and Communication Technology Assisted Language Learning. These include; the behaviourist, the cognitive and the constructivist theories. Each of these theories will be explained in turn and associated to ICT assisted language learning. In the Behaviourist theory, a central premise of behaviourism as popularized by both the Russian and American psychologists, Ivan Pavlov and B.F. Skinner respectively is the notion of learning by conditioning. The idea is that, it is possible to explain human behaviour in terms of responses to stimuli and that is dependent on the nature of the stimulus, varying kinds of human responses can be provoked. If behaviour is positive, it is rewarded hence it will recur and be reinforced. On the other hand, if behaviour is not positive, it is punished or not rewarded. Hence, it is discarded. Behaviourist theory thus came to explain learning in terms of operant conditioning. It is believed that language is acquired through principles of conditioning, including association, imitation and reinforcement. Thus language acquisition is viewed as a cognitive behaviour. (Warchauer 1996). Therefore, children learn words by associating sounds with objects, actions, and events. They also learn words and syntax by imitating others. Adults enable children to learn words and syntax by reinforcing correct speech. The use of ICTs fit into this theory in that the computer and other ICT tools provide avenue for imitation repetition which enhances acquisition and proficiency. In other words, repeated drills can be carried out on the computer whereby the machine does not get bored or tired with presenting the same material over and over again. A computer can present such material on an individualized basis, allowing students to proceed at their own pace and freeing up class time for other activities (Warchauer 1996). As far as cognitive theory is concerned, as stated by Piaget, Cognitive development results from the interactions that children have with their physical and social environments. As a child explores his world, eventually they begin to discover that they hold a perspective of the world uniquely of their own. Cognitivist focuses on the inner mental activities involving the mental processes such as thinking, memory, knowing, and problem-solving needed to be explored. ICT and English Language Teaching and Learning in Cameroonian Secondary Schools © 2016 Global Journals Inc. (US) Volume XVI Issue VI Version I 28 (G) Global Journal of Human Social Science - Year 2016 Piaget saw cognitive development as essentially a process of maturation, within which genetics and experience interact. The developing mind is viewed as constantly seeking equilibration, i.e. a balance between what is known and what is currently being experienced Veen, W, (1993). This accomplished by the complimentary processes of assimilation and accommodation. Put simply, assimilation is the process by which incoming information is changed or modified in our minds so that we can fit it in with what we already know. Accommodation, on the other hand, is the process by which we modify what we already know to take into account new information. Working in conjunction, these two processes contribute to what Piaget terms the central process of cognitive adaptation. In ICTALL terms, the theories of cognitive psychologists can be seen to inform software following the “revelatory” paradigm of discovery-based and problem-solving oriented learning and stimulation. The most notable proponent of using the potential of new technologies to help learners “construct new understandings through their exploratory activity” (Crook 1994, p. 16). Theories of cognitive thinking allow us to understand the impact of applications and tools which help us process information, engage them in abstract thinking, allow them to make the knowledge and help them to build classificatory systems. Generic software such as word processors, databases, spreadsheets, falls into this category. There is some consensus that these applications are liberating and empower the user to engage in cognitive and creative thinking. Cognitivist learning can be acquired through listening, watching, touching, reading and then processing and remembering the information. Therefore, there is various range of software which can be used for this learning theory. With regards to the Constructivist theory, constructivism refers to the epistemological consideration focusing exclusively on the meaning making activity of the individual mind Fullan, M. (1991). It is a theory to guide understanding of how students acquire critical questioning skills. It can become a guiding theoretical foundation and provide a theory of cognitive growth and learning that can be applied to several learning goals. In constructivist learning environment, the role of the teacher shifts from being a source of knowledge to facilitating learning. Constructivism or Constructivist learning is based on students’ active participation in problem solving and critical thinking regarding a learning activity which they find relevant and engaging. They are “constructing” their own knowledge by testing ideas and approaches based on their prior knowledge and experience, applying these to a new situation, and integrating the new knowledge gained with pre-existing intellectual constructs. The term refers to the idea that learners construct knowledge for themselves. Each learner individually (and socially) constructs meaning as he or she learns Fullan, M. (1991). In ICT usage, the web is where constructivist learning can take place. It provides access to rich source of information, encourages meaningful interactions with contents and brings people together to challenge support or respond to each other. 

2.6 ICT TOOLS IN LANGUAGE CONTEXT
ICT covers any product that will store, retrieve, manipulate, transmit or receiving information electronically in a digital form. For example, personal computers, digital television, email, robots. Fullan, M. (1991). So ICT is concerned with the storage, retrieval, manipulation, transmission or receipt of digital data. Importantly, it is also concerned with the way these different uses can work with each other. Information means the processed data in a meaningful and purposeful form according to Shore in Hartoyo (2012:2). 
According to Potts, communication is defined as a process by which we assign and convey meaning in an attempt to create shared understanding. Brown (2011) stated communication is transfer of information from one person to another,whether or not it elicits confidence. But the information transferred must be understandable to the receiver.

Technology derived from the word ‘techno’ which means technique, art or skill, and ‘logos’ which means science. Therefore, technology can be defined as a scientific knowledge of art or skill.

Based on the definitions of the three components, ICT as a whole can be described as the utility of technology to support the effort of conveying information and communication particularly in the area of education. The technique includes digital technologies mostly of electronic information – processing technologies, such as computers, internet, mobile phones, networks, broadband, and so on. Evans-Andris, M. (1995).

The development of information technology, the Internet, directs the history of educational technology in the new groove. Online services in the education of both degree and non-degree are basically providing educational services to users using the Internet as a medium. Evans-Andris, M. (1995). Online services can be composed of various stages of the process of educational programs such as: registration, test entry, payment, learning, case assignments, case discussions, exams, assessments, discussions, and announcements. Nothing the positive impact of various studies on the use of ICT to support learning in the school, it is a must if the school is not excessive in this country also have the prospect of a future that allows for deploying ICT in supporting learning and they are:

Electronic Books

Electronic book or e-book is one that utilizes computer technology to deliver multimedia information in the form of a compact and dynamic. In an” e-book can be integrated impressions” sound, graphics, images, animations, and” movie” so that the information presented is richer than conventional books. Cuban, L. (1993). Type e-book of the simplest is a mere transfer of conventional books into electronic form displayed by the computer. With this technology, hundreds of books can be stored in a single piece of solid disc / CD” or” compact disk (capacity of about 700MB), DVD or digital versatile disc”” (capacity 4.7 to 8.5 GB) and ‘ ‘flash” (currently available capacity up to 16 GB). A more complex and require more rigorous designs such as the Encyclopedia Britannica and Microsoft Encarta encyclopaedia which is in multimedia format. Multimedia format allows e-book provides not only written information but also sound, images, movies and other multimedia elements. Cuban, L. (1993)A description of the type of music, for example, can be accompanied by footage of the sound of music so that the user can clearly understand what is meant by the renderer.

E-learning

Various definitions can be found for the” e-learning”. Victoria L. Tinio, for example, states that” e-learning” includes learning at all levels, formal and informal, which uses a computer network (intranet and extranet) for the delivery of teaching materials, interaction, and / or facilitation. AL Balushi, M. (2012) For most of the process of learning that takes place with the help of the Internet is often referred to as online learning. Broader definition proposed in the working paper SEAMOLEC, the e-learning is learning through electronic services. AL Balushi, M. (2012) Although a variety of definitions but basically agreed that the e-learning is learning by using electronic technology as a means of presenting and distributing information. Included in the definition of educational television and radio broadcasts is a form of e-learning. Although radio and television education is a form of e-learning, it is generally agreed that e-learning reaches peak form after synergize with internet technology.

Internet-based learning or web-based learning in its simplest form is the” website” are used to present learning materials. This method enables learners to access learning resources provided by the speakers or facilitators whenever desired. Adepoju, C. A (1999).If it is necessary that may also be provided mailing list specifically for the learning website that serves as a forum for discussion. E-learning facility” complete” provided by a special software called software or learning management LMS (learning management system). Current running LMS-based Internet technology so it can be accessed from anywhere over the available access to the internet. Facilities provided include the management of students or learners, learning materials management, learning management, including management of learning evaluation and management of communication between learners with facilitators.

This facility enables the learning activities are managed in the absence of face-to-face between the parties involved (administrators, facilitators, learners or learners). ‘Presence’ the parties involved are represented by e-mail, chat channel, or via video conference. In today’s era where information and communication technology is rapidly developed and turns to be a lifestyle for people throughout ages and places, its literacy has undoubtedly become a prior necessity. 

4.7 ICT and Teaching Research findings over the past 20 years provide some evidence as to the positive effects of the use of Information and Communication Technology (ICT) on pupils’ learning (Mumtaz, 2006; Al Balushi, 2012; Nomass, 2013 & Jebakiruba, 2016). It is also recorded that in spite of projects on ICT, the effect of numerous training programmes and investment by schools in ICT resources, there has been a disappointingly slow uptake in schools (Cox, Preston and Cox, 1999; Passey and Samways, 1997). Computer-Assisted intervention has been used widely to bring about behavioural change through education, many devices has been adopted. The use of computer through telephone has been used to deliver advice and support which has been found to promote behaviour change (McBridge and Rimer,1999; Soet and Basch, 1997). Real- time data collection and feedback can be provided via telephone, using computer controlled speech generation which can be used to teach several aspects of English language such as phonetics/phonology, syntax, touch tone telephone keypad or voice recognition. Under creative writing in English language, the use of image through computer monitoring device via some exclusive websites can be useful to train learners in English language right from primary school through higher education employing websites like: daily writing tips.com; guarding. Com.uk, inkwelleditorial.com;frustburg.edu etc. the training on how to write good English composition, passages and so on can be effectively utilized. The teacher of English language can adopt three styles of computers use as recommended by Evans-Andris (1995) which involves: avoidance, integration and technical specialization. Evans- Andris adopted a project that lasted 8 years period in the elementary school of a large area in her state. In this study, her teachers technically stayed away from computer and reduced the number of hours they spend on all issues that related to computer utilization. Adepoju, C. A (1999).In the study, the learner had repetitive use of software intended for drill and practice or word processing. With the method adopted, the teachers restricted the learners` Interaction With The Computer While They (Teacher) Are On Computer But Encouraged An independent relationship of the learners with computer. Teacher selected drill and practice software based on curriculum goals, and the needs of the learners which can be adapted, in the field of English language training. Adopting integration, the English teacher will engage in technical specialization by embracing computer and view the technology as a challenge and promote computer utilization in School and virtually all School activities should be tilted towards the use of computer by adopting teaching methods that utilize computer devices that should involve consistent use, preparation and delivery of planned lessons which should involve computer. (Warchauer 1996). Computer should be used during lesson as an integration teaching device rather than using them to supplement the traditional technique to achieve the curricular goals.
CHAPTER THREE

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

Research design
The researcher used descriptive research survey design in building up this project work the choice of this research design was considered appropriate because of its advantages of identifying attributes of a large population from a group of individuals. The design was suitable for the study as the study sought to a critical analysis of use of ICT in teaching and learning of English Language.

Sources of data collection 

Data were collected from two main sources namely:

(i)Primary source and 



(ii)Secondary source 


Primary source:


These are materials of statistical investigation which were collected by the research for a particular purpose. They can be obtained through a survey, observation questionnaire or as experiment; the researcher has adopted the questionnaire method for this study.

Secondary source:

These are data from textbook Journal handset etc. they arise as byproducts of the same other purposes. Example administration, various other unpublished works and write ups were also used. 

Population of the study 

Population of a study is a group of persons or aggregate items, things the researcher is interested in getting information a critical analysis of the use of ICT in teaching and learning of English Language.  200 staff of some selected secondary schools were selected randomly by the researcher as the population of the study.
Sample and sampling procedure

Sample is the set people or items which constitute part of a given population sampling. Due to large size of the target population, the researcher used the Taro Yamani formula to arrive at the sample population of the study.

Instrument for data collection 

The major research instrument used is the questionnaires. This was appropriately moderated. The respondents were administered with the questionnaires to complete, with or without disclosing their identities. The questionnaire was designed to obtain sufficient and relevant information from the respondents. The primary data contained information extracted from the questionnaires in which the respondents were required to give specific answer to a question by ticking in front of an appropriate answer. The questionnaires contained structured questions which were divided into sections A and B.

 Validation of the research instrument

The questionnaire used as the research instrument was subjected to face its validation. This research instrument (questionnaire) adopted was adequately checked and validated by the supervisor his contributions and corrections were included into the final draft of the research instrument used.

 Method of data analysis

The data collected was not an end in itself but it served as a means to an end. The end being the use of the required data to understand the various situations it is with a view to making valuable recommendations and contributions. To this end, the data collected has to be analysis for any meaningful interpretation to come out with some results. It is for this reason that the following methods were adopted in the research project for the analysis of the data collected. For a comprehensive analysis of data collected, emphasis was laid on the use of absolute numbers frequencies of responses and percentages. Answers to the research questions were provided through the comparison of the percentage of response to each statement in the questionnaire related to any specified question being considered.
Frequency in this study refers to the arrangement of responses in order of magnitude or occurrence while percentage refers to the arrangements of the responses in order of their proportion. The simple percentage method is believed to be straight forward easy to interpret and understand method.

The researcher therefore chooses the simple percentage as the method to use.

The formula for percentage is shown as.

Teachers should be exposed to evidence based knowledge on the various existing benefits of ICT use in teaching. 

More researches should be conducted on the use of ICT for teaching in schools to elicit some of the latest issues.
