
THE USE OF INSTRUCTIONAL MATERIALS IN THE TEACHING OF READING IN ENGLISH LANGUAGE IN EGOR LOCAL GOVERNMENT AREA OF EDO STATE 
ABSTRACT

This project work was undertaken to survey the use of audio visual aids in the teaching and learning of English Language in some selected secondary school in Iyedarade Local Government Area of Edo State. To find solution to the problems which gave to undertaking the survey questionnaires were raised to check the availability use and the attitude of teachers towards audio/visual aids in language teaching in the selected secondary school in the local government areas of study. From the findings it was discovered that audio/visual aids are not available in schools therefore teachers teach the various language skills without the required basic aids. Recommendations were therefore made to the appropriate authorities to provide and maintain audio/visual aids in the teaching of English Language so as to enhance the promotion of learning among pupils towards improved yearly performance and daily use.   
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CHAPTER ONE

INTRODUTION

Teaching and learning activities are interesting when instructional materials are used effectively and efficiently in a classroom-teaching situation. It is necessary for the teacher in the learning of English in Nigeria to use visual aid material as instructional tools in order to make their teaching more interesting that is to arouse the learning interest, sustain their attention for effective learning. But the problem in many secondary schools in OSUN State as else where in Nigeria is that of the instructional material like audio/visuals are not available and even where they are, the teachers do not use them effectively.

The reason for this attitude may be because teachers engage themselves in so many other relevant or irrelevant activities. The desire and haste of some teacher to cover the syllabus or scheme of work instead of making their teaching more meaningful and imparting. Often time some teaching goals depend on material for planning and utilization of instructional material for some teacher the production of instructional material is only for passing their examination the training college and not for actual use in the classroom.

There is also problem of non-availability of audio/visual for which teachers alone may not be blamed. The heads often do not motivate the teacher in terms of providing instructional materials.

Furthermore, most school lack of funds and as a result, they find it difficult to purchase the required audio/visual aid.

Generally, failure to use audio/visual material in the teaching of English language result in lack of interest among student in learning activities which affect performance in school and pupils not being able to assimilate lesson at their own rate and pace.

STATEMENT OF PROBLEM   

The secondary aim of this study is finding out all about the use of visual aid in teaching of English in some selected secondary schools in Iyedarade Local Government Area, Osun State.

It is observed that most teacher of English language in the secondary school does not use audio/visual aid to promote learning of this crucial subject.

RESEARCH QUESTIONS.

For the purpose of this study, the following questions were posed.

Are audio/visual aid provided for use in the teaching of English in school?

Is it through the government provision that the aid are made available, or is it the school authority concerned that make the provision?   

DELIMITATION OF THE SCOPE OF STUDY

This study was conducted in selected secondary school in Iyedarade Local Government Area Osun State. For out of all the schools were randomly selected and the schools include.

Iwo road grammar school gbongon .

Oduduwa grammar school Ile Ife.

Anglican secondary commercial grammar school Ile Ife St peter.

Anglican grammar school Ile Ife Gbongon Odeomum Grammar School.

LIMITATION OF THE STUDY

Some of the limitation which researcher had to content with in the course of carrying out the study are as follows.

Lack of adequate finance to the project of a satisfactory level of interest.

Inadequate time to cover more number of schools as the available time had the constraint of mainstream course work lecture attendance.

Inadequate source of material for review for owing to non-availability of time to extend the scope of research for such more enriching materials.

In the school under investigation, there was on readily expected cooperation, forth coming from the respective school staff.

PURPOSE OF THE STUDY

The purpose of this project work is to identify the following.

Making teaching and learning more interesting and giving student opportunity to participate.

Examining the effect of audio/visual aid material in student�s performance.

Identify some of the problem, which inhibit the use of audio/visual materials.

Offering suggestion on how effectively and efficiently to with the use of audio/visual material.

SIGNIFICANCE OF THE STUDY

The significance of this study is to examine the importance of audio/visual aid in the teaching of reading English language in secondary schools.

This study will aid in spelling pronunciation and fluency of student in reading

It will suggest meaningful way of handing the aid to bring about positive change in the student-reading pattern. It will also help to suggest relevant aid to be used for each of the class concerned it will as well suggest areas and how to make the aid available to the school that are lacking. 

CHAPTER TWO

LITERATURE REVIEW

This chapter deals with the literature review the use of audio/visual aid in the teaching of reading in English language in secondary schools.


Judging from many write up, it is obvious that many educationists have made great effort to write on the use of instructional material in the teaching of reading and the problem involved there in. it is on this ground that the researcher deemed it necessary to undertake the study of the use of audio/visual aid in the teaching of reading in Ayeda Road Local Government Area Osun State to find out the way these aid used and their importance. 


This is facilitated by the study of related topics and collection of relevant data.


Writing on the teaching area in reading in Nigeria secondary school, the national teachers institute in their book titled national certificate of education (NCE) course book on English (1995) stressed the need for the use of audio/visual aids in teaching and learning for extending knowledge to more people following the purpose, they explained audio/visual aids as important because they help the students to understand the language used. Aids interest, colour and variety to your lesson, which should motivate student and help the teacher to allow for individual differences in learning style and pace. Furthermore, the national certificate of education course book on education (1994) classified instructional materials into: 

Real life object or situation, which include guided visit to places like educational resource centres. 

Representational audio/visual materials which are recording of some real life situation and substitute preserved and reproduced for educational purpose where needed. 

To buttress the importance of audio/visual aids in the teaching of reading, E. A. Efosa in his book, the problems of teaching English (1998) said that absence of certain resources like audio-visual aids/materials will place serious limitations on what the teacher can achieve. A. D. C. Peterson his technique of teaching (1996) scripted that learning a foreign language critically is more difficult and complex than was in a gained. The psychology of language learning by reading has been largely neglected. Information about word frequencies basis speech pattern and grammar mechanism is still scanty we are sure whether the traditional order of presenting a foreign language is the correct one pedagogically similarly, Mathew C. Grayson in his article (1994) is reading well taught in Nigeria said that until a child build up a good mastery of English language through reading, on high performance will be expected in his writing expression of English. 


According to Winfred Galbraith (1994) in her book said we cannot teach a language we can only help some to learn and the first problem is on how to give the children in a large class enough practice in making this new noise. Furthermore, national teachers institute in their book national certificate in education (1995) state audio/visual aids are introduce in the school system for the purpose of improving the quality of teaching and learning and for extending knowledge. The same book went further to say that audio/visual aids like radio, are introduced into educational system of our country so that we (learners) can benefit from the following. 

The learner benefit from skilled and experts teaching from the radio. 

 The teacher comes into contact with the expert�s tutors of the special subjects in this way they gain more in knowledge and technology. 

In a statement A. DC Peterson (1994) calls out mind to the saying that education is a child centered. The child easily remember the activities the child and the children has performed during a reading period clearly and reads better next time than when the teaching is done artificially, children learn to say a poem only they learn well. The best way to learn is to learn it over and over again as a whole and this is facilitated by the use of audio/visual aids/materials. The purpose of audio/visual aids as teaching aids for reading is to make the reading context meaningful preserve and extend knowledge to unlimited number of learners. It aims at improving oral speech and fluency in reading. 

National teachers institute book also stated that audio/visual aids make the meaningful of oral adverbial and written language presentation clear and understandable discrimination is the ability to separate one venture or object from another. We can distinguish pitches of a sound through auditory sensory organ. If two things look exactly alike, we need to use our sense to distinguish between them �read and read� that is read yesterday. I shall read tomorrow usually the stimuli are alike, but auditoria they sound differently. Courtesy I. Oladele (1994) in book fundamental psychology foundation of educations from the above statement. It is very clear that using audio/visual aids will aid one in discriminating words in reading. He went further to say that programmed machines are effective means of providing for individuals differences. The materials provided have study materials arranged in a step by step sequence of exact questions to which the learner respond, the learner is giving immediate knowledge about the correctness of his reading, and information is presented in such a way that it leads him forward logically and with comprehension from one step to the next and require his sustained participation. In the light of this statement we can then say that using audio visual aids in teaching reading will help the teacher to take care of individual differences in reading. 


Children learn to read by watching others, according to R. O. Griuths in news week magazine of December 21 1995. Reading is made easier by the use of audio visual aids whish will be made available to students to watch and listen always, to teaching in the magazines said tape recorder. Help us to understand better the diversity among children and the teaching should tape record on an activity, table in order to learn how children are reasoning and expressing themselves and with this a child�s quality are recognized and nurtured this write up by Vechi (1993) we can see that audio visual aids are used to monitor a child�s progress in the act of reading. Flectures (1995) in his method of teaching reading said that audio/visual aids materials are used by good teachers in the classroom to inspire his students and to help them in teaching important concept of which reading is inclusive. 


National certificate of education, course book on education by national teachers institute (1995) said that classes are large teachers abound to have students at different level of attainment and therefore, audio visual aids used in a whole class and group activities in reading will help the teacher to meet the students various needs. From this statement, it is clear that audio/visual materials are used to stimulate oral work and give practices in reading or writing activities. The Scottish council on education said that some degree of mental development and of other abilities and qualities, must be attained before reading task can be successfully performed. Since reading, readiness is not a product of maturation alone and the teachers work cannot be accomplished by writing on nature he has help the child to attain the readiness by using instructional materials such as audio visual aids. This will help the children to have the necessary experiences, involving visual discrimination and motor co-ordination, linguistic experience and the desire and interest in learning to read. While children can effectively discriminate between shapes, it is likely that most have difficult with learning discrimination. This means that they will have troubles when it come to decide with which should start or finished such children needs training phonic discrimination and this can perfectly be done by the use of audio/visual aids. Some teacher did not take educational course and therefore do not know the methodology of teaching learning, but with the help of audio visual resources such problem will be solved as the teacher will also learn to teach reading through it, courtesy of national teachers institute.


In the definition of reading we can discern certain types of reading we spoke about interpreting the writing words in terms of speech sounds as an important component of reading process. Training in this kind of reading in loud reading can not be completed without the use of audio visual materials. This type of reading is mostly carried out by newscasters and students in the class. One of the various aspect of reading is comprehension and for a child to comprehend what he/she has read he has to posses a good ability of differential sounds and the ability to spot relevant information from the irrelevant. This can be achieved by training a child on how to listen to audio materials and interpreting accurately what he/she has learned. Pronouncement of English words during reading is another problems area. Commonly associated with students is secondary consequently in order to solve the problem of a child pronunciation of English words correctly and more distinctly from the mothers tongue perspective, and considering the fact that English language has a lot of silent letter in its written system for instance as in though debt, Wednesday, etc. the child has to be drilled with audio visual where he will learn the right spelling, pronunciation as well as the correct usage of words. It is said that extensive reading should be organized and directed by the teacher and the students will gain a lot by reading the main point of the stories read in a recorder or another book. This will help the students to listen to the main point of the stories at any point in time. P. C. Eze in his book method of teaching reading (1995) said that in beginning a reading class a lot of time should be set aside for remedial work in reading during which speech work should be supported by recorded reading for instance after introducing an intonation sentence can be replayed for students to listen to and practice with pronunciation patterns complex with spelling patterns will go along way towards perfecting learners loud reading for the teacher to further arouse the students interest in reading, he can organize the students to listen to newscasters this will enable them to know where when and what type of phonic sounds is used for every word and above all the students will be opportune to know and appreciate the correct pronunciation of words contained in the presentation of the news. This can be further extended to having a news casting session written news item to the audience.


National teachers institute in it books national certificate of education course book on education (1995) module 11 unit 10 was emphatic that reading with an audio materials like radio makes the lesson more interesting and absorbing because they use dramatically, musical, and special techniques, these make students think more actively about the reading taught. It also went further to say that audio visual aids are useful for learning a new language with it a learner can learn new words and how they are pronounced, it is useful in voice development and proficiency. Okpade (1981) emphasized the fact that teacher should not use verbal method as the only medium of impacting knowledge since effective use of audio aids in language laboratories serve to train and test students. In the classroom, the audiotape provides an importance support for study. 


Anssen�s (1977) explained that successful learning depends on ability interest teaching ought to be functional so that the students realize the sense of it and react with greater interest and motivation, Janssen�s gave an example with audio visual slides tape-recorder. He believed that the use of slide can bring closer to the student the outside world which even the best teacher can never dream of doing. Also the accompanying tape can provide complimentary information and afford for listening practice. In teaching reading it is often expedient to stimulate pupils interest and this is done effectively by the use of audio visual aids. Ray (1994) went further to emphasis the usefulness of teaching aids by saying that in the past traditional method had largely relied formation, ideas, and attitudes but words are some times a deceptive medium because they convey different meanings to different people. Therefore he stressed that it is necessary to use teaching aids to clarify meaning and to represent fact objectively. Farrant (1980) is of the view that audio/visual materials reinforce verbal message promote greater acquisition and longer retention of factual knowledge since they appeal to all the sense of the learner. The sense of sight, touch hearing, test and smell are all attuned when educational media are used in language teachings. 

Furthermore, the Scottish council on education said that some degree of mental development and of the other abilities and qualities must be attained before teaching task can be successfully performed. Teachers cannot be accomplished by writing on nature; he has to help the child to attain the readiness by using instrumental materials such as audio/visual aids. This will help the children to have the necessary experience, involving visual discrimination and motor coordination, linguistic experience and the desire and interest in learning, while children can effectively discriminate. This means that they will have trouble, when it comes to distinguish between spoken sounds. They will be unable to decided with which should starts or finished award such children need training.

LACK OF ADEQUATELY TRAINED TEACHERS                         


Many Nigeria teachers are either untrained or inadequately trained in this connection, Okpala (1981) said that the untrained ones have no idea of what audio/visual aids are neither as they adequately trained in the teaching of reading in the classroom. Anderson (1967) still on the quality of teacher emphasized the effective implementation of resourcefulness in the teachers. Leader and Null (1974) also laid their weight to this and stated that a teacher who is trained only once in his life career is bound to be static after some time. This they stated that teachers who had experienced in services. Training workshop, conferences, seminars teach English better than teachers who do not often expose themselves to service training, seminars and workshops. Ibe Bassey (1983) stated that even when some of the teachers have known that learning take place in a variety symbols as the only medium of imparting knowledge. 

ERRONEOUS IMPRESSION AND TEACHER ATTITUDE     


Some have the fear that the new technology will intrude into the classroom, disrupt the flow of lesson in close the way of discussion that should take place between the teacher and the learner and would eventually replace the teachers. But many researchers have proved this to be wrong thus; Ogunmilade (1981) wrote that �there is hardly any mode of teaching or learning that engages the attention and cooperation of the classroom teacher in all teacher and learning processes. It is sometimes said that a bright teacher does not need teaching aids; his grasp of the subject is sympathetic personality make teaching aids unnecessary. But this be as it may, the relevance of audio visual aids still further enhance all such resourcefulness of the teacher. 

MOST OF THE ESSENTIAL TEACHING AIDS ARE INADEQUATE IN OUR SCHOOLS


Okpala (1981) remarked that most of our schools are operating under difficult condition, the most of every imaginable teaching aids is lacking in schools. Consequently, most of the teachers have developed a non-challant attitude towards their work. Book on media stated that many of the technological equipment are not readily available in Nigeria and where they are no programmes and trained personnel to keep them running. From this view of literature, it is evident that there is a general consensus on the use of teaching aids making for more effective teaching and leaning process in schools.       

CHAPTER THREE

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

This study is carried out find the use of audio visual aids in the teaching of English language in secondary school in Iyedarade Local Government Area Osun State. It is also aimed at locating the  types of class and age of student that audio visual aids should be used for. In this chapter the various procedures for the collection of data for the study is describe as follows.

POPULATION


The research was carried out in Iyedarade Local Government Area in Osun State. Questionnaires were used for the collection was validated between three secondary school out of the various school in Iyedarade. 


The random sampling technique was used in selecting the three schools. The English teachers selected the schools were require to answer the questionnaires. For the purpose of this research the name of the schools are written in alphabetical orders and they are coded S.S.1 to S.S. 3.

Iwo Road Grammar School Gbongon Iyedarade Osun State.

Oduduwa grammar school Ile ife Iedarade Osun State.

Anglican grammar school Ile Ife gbongon odeomun Iyedarade Osun State.

SAMPLE 

All the English teachers of these schools were used for the study. Aoo together 30 teachers completes the questionnaire in these schools. In your scope of study you mention four schools how came they are only three here.

RESEARCH INSTRUMENT 


The research instrument used for this study was a questionnaire, which designed for English teachers in the selected schools. On the uses of audio visual aid in the teaching of English language. These questionnaires were used to obtain the necessary and desire information.


To test the reliability of the data, a pretest was carried out on a pilot of teachers of English, one from each school. The result revealed that schools us the audio visual aids are less than those that does use there were lack of qualified English teachers and the problem of time allocated to the teaching, which is not sufficient.


The researcher also makes a general explanation to the respondents before administering the questionnaires. The questionnaires consisted of eighteen items. Boxes were provided for the respondent to tick and spaces were also made available for respondent�s comment.

DATA COLLECTION METHOD

The researcher approaches the head of school of each of the purpose the head of school directed the researcher to senior English teacher. In the school who assembled the rest English teachers.


The questionnaires were personally administered to the teachers in the school. There was not time limit in all. The administration of the questionnaire lasted for three days.

METHOD OF DATA ANALYSIS


All this items in the questionnaire were structured according to the difficulties sought to be frequency table and simple percentages were use in analyzing the data. Any hypothesis was accepted if majority of the respondent agreed to the existence of the problem.

CHAPTER FOUR

ANALYSIS OF DATA DISCUSSION


The data collection for the researcher is presented analysed and discussed in this chapter. The result is presented to the problems studied in the work as they are presented by the user. To test hypothesis data collected were tabulated and analysed as follows.

In table 10, majority of the respondent agreed that the time allocated for English language is not sufficient enough for effective use of audio visual aids, and this 25 people representing 83.3% of the respondent 5, while 5 respondent representing 16.7% said it is enough since only 16.70% of the respondent said it is enough more time should allocated for the use of audio visual aid in teaching of English language effective and productive.

EDUCATION IMPLICATION


The present study may have implication for the Ministry of Education and State Schools Management Boards, teacher�s student and parents.


As it is most common to see to other�s teaching English language without the required teaching aids every academic year. The Ministry of Education and the State School Management Board should involved themselves so as to see that a standard language teaching and such as the audio visual aids are provided for schools, teachers and students to every academic year. Ministry of Education and the State Schools Management Board should improve the quality of English language teachers especial English feathers by organizing in service in the teaching, the quality of qualified teachers should be quickly increase by making and giving priority to instruction of English language workshop as well as making it compulsory that every teacher attended the English language workshop.


Every holiday so as to be able to manipulate every aid and be aware of new innovation in the teaching of English technique. The teacher by making use of audio visual aids in teaching of English language compulsory in every English language lesson will help the children to realize the importance of fluent language. 


Moreover, it is the medium of acquiring correct speech gesture and expression. The steps; observed in the audio visual aid will help them in all English language material as well as all subjects, and that language is a very vital part of English language. It is interest and knowledge packed. Since parent and guardians know the importance of English as a key part of English, it is therefore their words that are interested in English language. They should help them too to have all the essential English language textbooks and aids as well as, novel and good educative videocassettes to help them at home.

CHAPTER FIVE

SUMMARY CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATION

SUMMARY 


The investigation aimed at finding the use of audio visual aids in the teaching of reading in secondary schools in Iyedarade Local Government Area in Osun State. In carrying out the present study, the following research assumptions were made.

Student having negative attitude toward reading 

 Audio visual aids have of been in use in most of our secondary schools in the teaching of reading.

There are few qualified teachers to handle the instrument for proper use and result.

There is lack of specialist teacher who known the proper and to use for a particular class and reading topic.

It assumes that there is lack of instrumented material books for teaching on the use of the audio visual aids.

The investigation was carried out is three secondary schools in Iyedarade Local Government Area. Couples of questionnaire were sent to 30 teachers in randomly secondary schools.

The 30 copies of the questionnaire were distributed to teacher of English language in the four secondary schools in Iyedarade Local Government in order to determine the uses of this aids for the analysis and interpretation of data obtained, percentage and raw figures were used according to the result items, concluded that audio visual aids are not used in must of the English language teachers are not qualified. Hence they do not know to handle the instrument in the teaching of reading. The age class of student to use the instrument for a get a better result is not next spelt out properly and in the few schools that have its, the teachers are not given enough time to use it as the time allocated for reading is not conducive for the use of audio visual aids while some of the teachers do not know the type of reading it should be used to teach.

The study implies that in order to use audio visual aids in the teaching of reading successfully, audio visual aids should be provided in all secondary schools especially public secondary schools as it was found out that all the schools that have it are privately owned schools. There should be enough qualified English language teachers trained on how to use this audio visual aids in teaching reading more so, the class should be spelt out so as to enhance the use of the instrument by using it on the student that will understand the purpose for which the aids is used for.

There should be a particular reading type for the avoid misuse of the instrument, considering the present study; further investigation could be carried out in the following areas.

Effective method of using audio visual aids in the teaching and reading in English language in secondary schools. The use of audio visual aids in teaching English language.

CONCLUSION 

From the result, it could be concluded that the use of audio visual aids in the teaching of reading in secondary school in Iyedarade Local Government area has not been very successful in that.

The audio-visual are not widely used by host secondary school English teacher when teaching reading.

The audio-visual are not available in most of the secondary school on our locality.
c.
Most of the secondary school English teacher are not qualified to handle the subject and as such not known how to operate the instrument as well as knowing the type of reading it should be used for.
It was also concluded that audio visual aids should be used in the teaching of reading. It should be used to teach student in secondary three to six age between ten to 12 years. That it should be used by English teacher reading aloud.

RECOMMENDATION 

Since there are no audio visual aids in most of our secondary school for the teaching of reading in English language enough audio visual aids should be provided to all schools in order to facilitate a more systematic teaching and learning reading skills.

The ministry of education the state school management board should make effort to provide and recommend relevant teachers to guide one how to use audio visual aids in teaching reading. A part from the necessary for regular in service training course to improve the performance of the unqualified teachers to English language in the secondary schools, the ministry of education and the state schools management board should make the use of audio visual aids in the teaching of reading compulsory in the secondary schools in order to improve the student understanding and mastery of the technique require for reading.

Parent teachers association should also help in encouraging the use of this instrument by helping in organizing workshops were English language teachers could go to learn the ways of using the instrument in achieving the goals it is meant for.   

SUGGESTION FURTHER RESEARCH 

Since this research is carried out in only Iyedarade Local Government Area in Osun State, I will suggest it should be carried out in other Local Government Area to ascertain its uses in Osun State as a whole other aspect to be looked into are:

Effective method of using audio visual aids in teaching reading.

The use of audio visual aids in teaching English language generally.

Audiovisual aids as important tools for language communication and importance of reading as a communication skill.
