UTILIZATION OF SCHOOL LIBRARY RESOURCES BY SECONDARY SCHOOL STUDENTS IN ONITSHA

(A COMPARATIVE STUDY OF CHRIST THE KING COLLEGE AND DENNIS MEMORIAL GRAMMAR SCHOOL ONITSHA) 

ABSTRACT

The research is concerned with the study of the utilization of school library resources by secondary school students of Christ the King College and Denis Memorial Grammar School, Onitsha. 

The study was carried out based on some objectives. These include period students’ visit the library, purpose for students; use of the library, available resources for students’ use, satisfaction derived from the use of library resources, extent of information provisioning, problems militating against utilization of library resources, subject areas the library has more collection, if allowed to borrow books from the library, the types of materials allowed to borrow by the students, if the students know how to use the library, how they use the library, solutions and suggestion by students for effective utilization. 

The survey research method was used in carrying out research. The instrument for data collection is the questionnaire and interview schedule. The sample frequency percentage tables were used in presenting and analyzing the data. 

The findings of the study, among others are that the students use the library for reading pleasure and to prepare for examination. The students use the library during break hours and consult available resources for their use. Others include the extent of information needs, provisioning, users receive little satisfaction for services provided, and a lot of problems militating against the management and utilization of school libraries. 

Premised on the findings, some recommendations are made. the study concluded stating that of the proffered recommendations to be handled holistically rather than in isolation, if done, school libraries would be repositioned for effective management, performance and resource utilization. 
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CHAPTER ONE

1.1
INTRODUCTION 

A library, according to Jonathan Crowther (2000), is a storehouse of knowledge. It is the repository of information and information source. A library collects, organizes, stores and disseminates information. Thus, it is a resource centre for students, teachers, researchers and others. The library provides answers to specific and general information queries and problems. 

The major, purpose of the library is to provide information, thus it is a repository of human experience not subject to the barriers of space and time. According to Lawal and Udofia (1994) the library meets the information needs of the users in four categories namely:

Education to develop society, adults, children and to fill gap in memory.

Information to develop executive activities such as economics, social and commercial development. 

Aesthetic appreciation for culture, art, truth and judgment. 

Recreation to provide amusement, hobbies.

The function of the library therefore is to implement, to enrich, to vitalize and humanize the educational programmes, as it strives to attain excellence in content, process and product. Being a carrier of knowledge, the library is a vital partner in knowledge, management and shares with all other instructional agents their responsibility for systematically designing, carrying out and evaluating the total process of learning and teaching (Davies, 1994).

There are different types of libraries, which represents different categories of people professions and shades of opinion. We have the public library, academic library, National library, school library and special library. 

A school library is an indispensable unit in any school, regardless of its educational philosophy. Thus an organized collection of book (reference books and for home reading) placed in a school under the care of a teacher-librarian for teachers and students. 

In the words of Iroha (2001) a school library is a collection of a wide variety of library materials and resources housed in each school centrally organized by staff, professionally prepared to offer services to students and teachers that will enrich and support the educational enterprises. This is to say, a school library assists and supports the educational programme of the school by storing instructional materials for use in teaching and learning.

Harold (2000) is of the view that a school library is an organized collection of books placed in a school for use by both the teachers and students. School libraries can also be said to be a miniaturized intellectual powerhouse or information centre found in primary schools, secondary schools and teacher training colleges. That is, it is a stepping stone towards a child’s intellectual development. 

Perhaps, Onwubiko and Uzoigwe (2004) define a school library as the learning laboratory of the school equipped with books, magazines, newspaper, audio visual materials, aimed at enhancing effective teaching and learning on the part of teachers and students. In order to create an environment full of literature and cultivate the habit of using information materials for necessary teaching tools lead to the establishment of school libraries. The then Eastern Nigeria Ministry of Education recognized school library “as an education institution”. The provision of school libraries to improve standard in education delivery has been well articulated in the National policy of Education (1999). Emphasizing the need for school libraries, the policy states among others.

“Libraries are one of the most important education services. Every state ministry of education needs to provide funds for the establishment of libraries in all our educational institutions”. A good library is a sine-qua-non for qualitative education and an instrument for the enhancement and the utilization of the library resources by students. It serves the purpose of inspiration, communication among students and the fulfillment of programme in the curriculum. The proper utilization has enabled students to seek knowledge in books in order that in the process, they may become efficient and enthusiastic readers and also the integration on the use of new media encourage them to become adaptive to the use of audio visuals, thus creating room for relaxation and enjoyment. As the school has a need for students, so far as their mind is concerned, to develop the abilities to think. Contemporary library media programmes have approached this task through concerted and articulated efforts designed not only to provide students with an appreciation of literature, but also to teach them how to locate, retrieve and evaluate the work of information contained in the graphic recorded and printed records in the belief that such skills are essential for survival in a rapidly changing world. The library is not just a reservoir of knowledge, information and human experiences but also has made provision of accessing this treasure. Beswick (1975) sees school libraries as a continuing change in the pattern of school teaching and learning away from instruction and towards exploration. In the opinion of Allen and Allen (1973), Ezewu (1987), the whole essence of libraries are two fold. Service and instruction service which involves provision of whatever materials, equipment, assistance and guidance that are required by the user. One cannot talk of the effective utilization of library resources without considering the role of the teacher-librarians. The teacher-librarian in other words known as the library media specialist promote access to a broad range of information and ideas, in order to assist students in acquiring the knowledge and skills that will equip them to not only to locate but also evaluate and use information effectively and thereby becoming information literate. Their services and tasks contribute directly to the development of these skills. These include collection development, organizations for retrieval of materials and information, information guidance services, material production, student instruction and instructional development services. School libraries are more concentrated on the physical object collected rather than their intellectual contents i.e. (stressing, cover over content). All too often they regrettably also provide instruction in every conceivable skill, and in every form of information sources available. Individual students fundamental mental processes, including their developmental aspects are often neglected and the implication for both teachers and students of helping the young develop the ability to think about how they are using information to solve problem are frequently ignored. These and others are among the militators to effective utilization of library resources by secondary school students.

STATEMENT OF THE PROBLEM 

This study tries to find out how and why students use the school library resources and the factors that militate against their use of the school library resources. Many school libraries do not have reasonable collection of library materials and trained librarian to manage the library, and some schools do not have libraries at all, especially in rural areas. As a result, students are not encouraged to utilize the resources of the library. 

1.3
OBJECTIVES OF THE STUDY

The objectives of this study are as follow:               

To investigates the problem that hinders effective utilization of information resources in the library by students.

To identify the resources available for study students’ use and know the satisfaction they derived. 

To determines the particular period students visit the library.

To determine the purpose for students utilization of school library.  

To determine the extent to which the students’ use of library resources satisfy their information need. 

To determine if students’ background such as socio-economic background parental level of education, occupation, facilities at home, quality of residence family size are significant factors in the utilization of library resources.

RESEARCH QUESTIONS 

The following research questions have been formulated to guide this work:  

At what period do students visit the library?

What are the impediments or hindrance to the utilization of library resources by the secondary school students?

What are the resources available in the school library for use by students and what satisfaction do they derive?

What are the reasons for students’ use of the library?

To what extent are student’s uses of the library satisfying their information needs?

SCOPE OF THE STUDY

The study is on the problems of the utilization of school libraries resources by the students of secondary school in Anambra State; specifically by students of Christ the King College (C.K.C) and Dennis Memorial Grammar School (DMGS) Onitsha. This research focuses on students’ attitude and view concerning visiting the library and the level of satisfaction they derive after utilizing or using the resources the target of the study is to identify basic problems and proffer solutions to them.

SIGNIFICANCE OF THE STUDY

The study is aimed at examining the utilization of library resources by secondary school students in their school libraries. The study will go a long way in providing basic information to school principals and education board on the need for the development of school library resources that will appeal to both the educational and recreational needs of students. The result of the study will reveal the general state of school libraries and their resources and the student’s views and attitude towards the use of the library. One significance of this study is that the teacher-librarian would be able to put forward proposals to their principal for the betterment of library and information services to the students of their schools. 

It is hoped that the findings and recommendations of the study will contribute immensely to the improvement of the management and utilization of school libraries resources in Anambra State.

BRIEF HISTORICAL BACKGROUND OF DENNIS MEMORIAL GRAMMAR SCHOOL ONITSHA

Dennis Memorial Grammar School was founded on January 24, 1925; it was built as a grammar school. The school is being piloted by venerable F.U Mbanugo who is the present principal of the school. Dennis memorial Grammar School is situated at No. 1 Oguta Road /zIk’s round about Onitsha. 

The school library start immediately with the school provided with a small portion or space until 1980 the school mapped out a large land for the building of the school library. By 1985, the school library building was completed and started working that the same year. It was recorded as the best and biggest library among the whole school library in Anambra State. Working in the library is I male non-academic librarian and I female teacher-librarian with other 3 Assistant librarian normally called students library prefect. The school library is located near the entrance of the school. The library housed stocks like teaching materials, visual aids like example charts, maps, specimen, models, video tapes, projector, lights etc. It is the only school library in Onitsha that has blind materials for the blind students who are schooling there the name of the teacher librarian is Mrs. Eric Clerk. Also contain in the library are 53 computers, all with internet resources. Source of information in the library is by personal interview with the teacher librarian and also school documentation. The school library also runs programmes with the UNESCO. 

BRIEF HISTORICAL BACKGROUND OF CHRIST THE KING COLLEGE ONITSHA (C.K.C)

Christ the King College Onitsha was founded on February, 1933. The school is being piloted by Mr. N.E Olisah who is the present principal of the school. Christ the King College Onitsha is situated at No. 21 Oguta Road Onitsha. 

The school library did not start immediately with the school but after 4-5 years of the establishment of the school the school library was established with in a small room. It was also recorded as one of the best school library in Onitsha because they housed in their stocks encyclopedias and other revenant materials. Working in the library are I female teacher-librarian and I female Assistant librarian. The school library is also located near the entrance of the school and at the first floor of the school building. The library contains in their stocks like visual aids such as charts, maps, globes, specimens etc. Mrs. Ifeoma Nwigbo is the name of the teacher-librarian, source of information is by school documentation as they are arranged in the shelves subject by subject because the library makes use of Dewey decimal classification scheme to arrange their materials. They also have visual resources like computers which are 3 in numbers with internet, tape recorders and other sound producing instruments. The mode of acquisition is through old boys associations of the school and the state government.

DEFINITION OF OPERATIONAL BASIC CONCEPTS 

i.
Library Resources: Books and printed materials meant to convey information to the clienteles (Madu, 2003).

ii.
Teacher-Librarian: Professional who is shouldered with the responsibility of supervising the services and operations in the library, he/she may be a teacher who has acquired the training of a librarian (Onwubiko and Uzoigwe 2004).

Audio-visual: Those information material that are not dependent on reaching tools rather through the sense of sights as visual resources (Jonathan, Crowther 2000).

Resource Centre: Room that houses the information materials, be it printed or non-printed materials for clienteles use (Edward, 1993).

Library Policy: Guide line and standard on how the operations and services of the library should be carried out. (Uzoigwe and Onwubiko, 2004).
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CHAPTER TWO

LITERATURE REVIEW 

2.0
INTRODUCTION  

The reason for this literature review is to appraise existing literary works or literature that is relevant to the research. The aim being to expressed clearly and evaluate the state of the art in the area under investigation. 

Therefore, the presentation of this review is done according to the following subdivisions:

The concept of school libraries. 

The history of school library in Nigeria 

The nature of school library collection 

The school library and new media

Functions of the school library 

Teacher-librarians and utilization of resources

User education in school libraries.

Under utilization of school library resources-ways of enhancing effective utilization of school libraries resources. 

2.1
THE CONCEPT OF SCHOOL LIBRARIES 

The concept of school libraries is understood by everybody as a house of knowledge established in various schools where every student in such school is expected to visit and make use of the library materials effectively. This would go a long way to support the teaching exercise in the school. 

According to Oti (2000) school libraries are defines as those libraries found in primary and secondary schools whose collections are mainly for the young people. The advancement in service and technology as well as the need for individualized teaching has influenced both the content and services of the school libraries. Today, school libraries service as centre for wide variety of educational media. These media include: books, periodicals, magazines, newspapers, films, and filmstrips, radio, tape recordings of all types, slides, computer, study kits realia, etc.

According to Onwubiko and Uzoigwe, they explain school library as an organized collection of books placed in a school for teachers and students. It may comprise of reference books and books for home reading under the care of a professional librarian or teacher-librarian. It is an indispensable unit in any school, which supports the educational programme of the school by storing instructional material for use in teaching and learning. They also opined that school library laboratory of the school equipped with books, magazines, newspapers, audio-visual materials etc. aimed at enhancing effective teaching and learning on the part of teachers and students. From the encyclopedia America (international) the term, school library is being substitute for media centre which means enlarging the scope of school library, thus, increase materials in a variety of formats in its collection and provided the equipment needed for the production and use of non print materials. 

Media resources centre is defined as an extension of the school library that is shouldered with the responsibility of service to students by Elaturotil (1993). He further explains that the school media resources in support of the total education programme of the school in addiction teaching and learning skills to the users. The role of the media centre in the educational programme of the school has altered and expanded through the years. Early school libraries functioned largely as resources for supplemental reading materials chiefly to support the English courses. Gradually they expanded their collections and services to serve the entire curriculum and the individual needs of students.

2.2
THE HISTORY OF SCHOOL LIBRARY IN NIGERIA 

Based on Onwubiko and Uzoigwe (2004) the history of school libraries in Nigeria started some years ago when libraries were not in existence in most schools in Nigeria, the missionary with the help of government see the need for school libraries in the pursuit of educations. The reason advanced for this development are the background of the individual expatriate members of teaching staff majority of whom were brought up in an environment full of literate and who have cultivated the habit of using information materials for necessary teaching tools. 

More personal contact between expatriate teachers on their friends back home played a role coupled with reasonable financial support by the school authority especially in the case of the government schools. In the light of the above, Nigerian’s first representative government should have the responsibility of developing school libraries and this gave rise to Eastern Nigeria library legislation of 1956. 

The first positive step taken by the federal government on the improved school libraries in the state. The result was the acceptance of minimum standard for school libraries and the appointment of a librarian in 1966 as an inspector of school libraries. Existence of a school library also became a requisite for the approval of schools for presentation of candidates for West African School Certificate.

2.3
THE NATURE OF SCHOOL LIBRARY COLLECTION 

The collection of a library in the holding of the libraries information materials is in print and non-print. According to Ameshi (2003), he maintains that books forms the main bulk of school libraries collection. 

There are those written for specific subjects while some are written on specific topics. Books are so important and so much in demand for consultation by students. 

According to Dike (1993), there are three categories of the collection of a school library; the three categories are the non-fiction, media and audio-visual resources. Categorically, she maintains that non-fiction print media comprise reference and general texts. The book according to her includes dictionaries, encyclopedias, bibliographical sources, almanacs and year books and guide manuals, bibliographic indexes and abstracts. In their own opinion, Ejinkeonye and Nwogu (1999), maintained that library collection include such print materials as maps, books, periodicals, and newspapers and disc and lapse. 

Agreeing with both Dike and Ejinkeonye and Nwogu has also indicated that the content of school library collection now includes films, slides, photographic records, tapes, motion pictures as well as books and manuscripts. He further opines that, this is by housing reading available information and the means of its convenient transmission to students, and by providing a source of instructions and creative reading, viewing and listening, the school library has become a major education and modern social organization. Dike concludes by saying that audio visual resources are provided by the school library. To make education focus on the learner rather than the teacher to make learning be an active process, to exhibit to the students that the senses and environment are primary sources in the learning experience, to make students realize that learning should involved both skills and emotions as well as information’s and finally to inculcate to the students that effective learning is fostered by a variety of methods and materials. 

2.4
THE SCHOOL LIBRARY AND NEW MEDIA 

If libraries are to continue to be important cultural and educational institutions, their collection, services and programmes must represent the major forms of communication in modern culture. If they are to continue to play a significant role as repository of knowledge and mankind’s heritage, their collections must reflect more than the printed records. Encyclopedia America, (international ed), identified library collection in two categories. Direct-access materials include microfilm, microfiche, phonographic records, magnetic tape recording, slides film stripes, transparencies, video tape film, television programmed, audio-visual and presently the automation of library materials and the computerization of its resources. 

Automation according to Madu (2004) is the computerization of library records and functions, it uses computer hardware and software for task that otherwise require a lot of paper work and staff time; it also makes possible a wide, free exchange of information. According to Okoro (1999), he explains multimedia as information resources that are capable of appealing to the eyes, ears, sense of touch, or taste etc. It is targeted to:

Serve as facilitation of information transfer and communication, thus, enhance effective teaching and learning. 

Enhance logical and national thinking in children and other learners through the arousal of their curiosity. 

Create the spirit or zeal of inquisitiveness in the learner. 

Help in the effective and efficient management of information when talk of the accuracy, speed, specifically presentation, storage, retrieval and dissemination. 

Recreate life events, which could have been difficult or impossible to observe as a result of distance and time.

Serve as better instructional materials to all levels of education that they play major role in stimulating the imagination of the learners. 

2.5
FUNCTIONS OF THE SCHOOL LIBRARY

The basic purpose of a school library is to make books and other learning materials available to teachers and pupils in support of the teaching programme and to further the general intellectual development of students. Particularly by developing skills in the use of books and libraries. It must play an active part in the educational process, persuading staff and students to read and use books guiding them in their reading and encouraging reading of a higher quality and the formation of the habit of reading for pleasure and self-education. It may also act on occasion as a public library particularly in providing for all the children of a community. Oparaku (2005) identified six main functions of secondary school as:

To support teaching and learning within the school system.

Provide opportunities for further reading and use of materials other than prescribed classroom textbooks. 

Provide materials for recreation and encourage students to read for pleasure.

Stimulate research and independent materials so that it not only supplies information in the printed from but also in pictures, films, tapes etc this makes learning more exciting. 

Provide up to date information to keep staff and students abreast of new development school libraries are set up to assist secondary school to perform the functions effectively and efficiently. 

Encourage students to develop their power of analytical appraisal by exploring them to varied collection of printed and non-printed materials in the library. The librarian with recommendations from the students acquires, organizes, stores and disseminates information. 

According to Ifidon et al (2002) the traditional functions of secondary school that is teaching, research and public service, remained the above functions are based on the following objectives. 

Provision of materials for students, instruction and supplementary reading. 

Provision of material to the library in support of school curriculum.

Provision of materials for personal self development. 

2.6
TEACHER-LIBRARIAN AND UTILIZATION RESOURCES 

Onwubiko and Uzoigwe (2004) give the teacher-librarian and the utilization of resources, thus:

The teacher-librarian plans and arranges the library facilities so that access to materials and equipment by teachers and students is made easy. He must keep teachers and students informed of new materials and equipment received by the library. 

Utter skillful advice and help given when needed that ensures constant result in learning. He should work with other teachers to select materials on a range of topics, grading it carefully in the light of the ability of particular students. He also teaches students ways of searching our materials by themselves. 

He should at all times encourage and welcome staff suggestion regarding the library, inform the staff when new books arrive, of what students have been asked to do, get them to help with displays and above all work hand in hand with the principal. 

He conduct orientation programme for students on how to use the school library the orientation will be based on the aim of school library and its role in the success of the students career, library hours tours of the shelves, why books must be returned to their exact shelves, the classifying system in the library etc. 

He has to handle the problems to difficult teachers and students so that the image and role of the library in the school will not be seriously affected by few cases of uncooperative staff or students. 

The teacher-librarian should provide information about library materials for curricular and personal use. The success of the school library largely depends on the ability of the teacher-librarian to maintain line of communication, thus calls for interaction between the teacher librarian, on one hand and the students and the school staff on the other hand. 

2.7
USER-EDUCATION AND UTILIZATION OF RESOURCES IN SCHOOL LIBRARIES 

Iheaturu (2002) defined user-education as a process whereby potential users of information are made to learn how to make effective and efficient use of the library and its resources through the acquisition of knowledge and skill in identification, location, retrieval and exploitation of information. The process is variously known in the library, institution in library use, bibliographic instruction etc. which ever terminology used the basic purpose include:

To teach the student how to make effective use of the library.

To make the student aware of library resources in the wildest sense. 

To contribute to the personal and intellectual development of the student and to develop his ability to continue independent learning after his formal. 

To provide him with the capability to conduct research obtain and access relevant information and present his finding in a manner acceptable to his peers. 

To enable the student to control and structure the varied information available and regularly used by him to solve academic and professional problems. This  presupposes that on completion of user-education programme, the student that is the user of information should have this ability among others:

Carryout logical retrospective information search 

Recognize the various types of information resources, locate, select and obtain information relevant to a specific topic in his subject area. 

Define search topics and also be able to express these in a number of search terms. 

Present the information obtained in a form that is acceptable to the academic community. 

By this definition, user-education is directed to project goals and objectives. It is a logical way of measuring and accessing efficiency and effectiveness by process of evaluation. But libraries seem to experience difficulty in finding effective means by which evaluation of user education can be carried out. 

According to Madu (2004), planning is the process of preparing asset of decisions for action in the future with the intention of achieving the set out goals within the limits of the available resources. In the same view when a library service at level that it understands user expectation, it should adjust its services to satisfy the client. 

Effectively serving the user is the dream of the library profession and no risk may be too perilous to realize that dream. The librarians must ensure that the users are aware of the library resources and how to use them, users must be made aware and taught how to access the library resources. These are largely on two levels, orientation for new students, users of library and information services and a course in information retrieval or use of the audio-visual equipment. Academic staff and students should be trained in the full exploitation of the resources of the library. Manuals describing library resources and how they can be exploited must be provided up to date in the libraries for the benefit of the users. 

2.8
UNDER-UTILIZATION OF SCHOOL LIBRARY

School libraries in Nigeria today are currently facing financial crisis along side with their parent institutions. This is due in most case to the economic down turn in the country. Funding of school libraries in Nigeria is low consequently; the quality of library materials, facilities and services has deteriorated in most cases. The library stock of books, journals and other materials are inadequate and non-current. 

There is shortage of manpower at various cadres’ materials for processing and organizing the collections, the collections are also inadequate and obsolute. Opportunities for continuing education of staff have diminished due to inadequate funding co-operation and communication has become very difficult. Several factors tend to limit the services, which are rendered by school libraries in Nigeria. Among such are finance, suitable physical structures, absence of automated services and non-availability of modern information technology.

The major part of the financial support of the school libraries is derived from the government. Furthermore, there is lack of purpose-built library buildings, their development has been uneven. Consequently, much provision was not initially made for recent technological devices. 

In addition, the nature of the library staff inhibits effective service. Most of the staff went through the traditional form of training; some of them just refuse to adjust to the new situation. Their lukewarm attitude adversely affects the services, which they rendered effective utilization of library resources. 

2.9
WAYS OF ENHANCING EFFECTIVE UTILIZATION OF SCHOOL LIBRARIES RESOURCES    

Utilization rates are established to help student in comprehensive studies, budget review cost containment. It is also the extent to which eligible individual use a programme or receives a service of group of services over a specified period of time. To avoid the wastefulness of resources not utilized by students and teachers an effective and useful school library must contain relevant information materials and at the same time, the resources are adequately utilized by students.

Njoku (1997) in his address to the East Central States Library Association, he argued that effective use of school library resources depend on certain conditions for every shelves, reading books and handbooks, manuals, audio-visual materials, film tape etc. Conditions of library should have a library block of two-classroom size, book shelves, reading tables, library equipment reference books on various subjects and books for pleasure and leisure time readings including magazines and periodicals.

As a way of improving the use of school libraries in secondary school, Mohammed (1990), states that it is strongly recommended that sufficient funds must be available for library operations or programmes and activities. 

2.10

Theoretical Framework

The Bruner’s Theory of Learning and Development 

Bruner (1986) and Adolph (2015) in the theory of learning and development, state that thinking and reasoning are intertwined into a single process. Bruner also indicates that a child develops through several stages of development, which he refers to as inactive, iconic and symbolic modes. The inactive mode is that stage, which is characterized by hand to mouth coordination. The iconic mode is the stage during which the child starts to attach meaning to previous experiences as he thinks about these experiences. The symbolic mode is a stage in which the child exercises the highest thinking by giving names to objects around him, which is important for learners to develop the skills and abilities to do their work independently. 

Bruner’s theory encourages learning through discovery, active learning and problem solving skills by learners. Bruner’s theory relates to this study because the CAPS approach requires the learners to look for information on their own in order to do their schoolwork, as they are continuously assessed. In this way, CAPS is a resourcebased approach. There has been an increase in the projects, portfolios and assignments that learners are expected to do. All this needs information from the library to supplement the textbook. CAPS have made learning to become a resource-orientated education system (ArkoCobbah 2004; De Vries 2004; Hart 2000a; Le Roux 2002; Lombo 2002). 

Todd (2006) and the Parliament of the Commonwealth of Australia (2011), stress that school libraries are hubs for discovery, inquiry, thinking and creativity in learners. Inquiry in the school library encourages the 21st century learner to develop curiosity, and to have innovative and creative spirit in the academic context. Moreover, in the school library, the school librarian works hand in hand with the instructional team of teachers as well as other learning specialists such as leaders in reading, literacy, special needs and ICT. The use of various and sometimes conflicting sources of information assists learners to learn how to think in critical ways, to solve problems, to make decisions, and to be reflective. Furthermore, AASL (2007) and Al-Kaabi (2015) affirm that inquiry through school libraries open a platform for discovery, knowledge building, innovation and creativity in learners. AASL also encourages standards for 21st century learners. These standards stress reading, inquiry, information literacy, critical thinking as well as knowledge construction. Krashen (2001) and Simisaye and Quadri (2010) holds that free voluntary reading, which is encouraged by the availability and access to reading materials, plays an important role in reading comprehension, vocabulary, grammar usage and writing style.
Theory of Human Attitude

The theoretical framework for this study was the Theory of Human Attitude. The theory was developed by Alreck and Settle (1985). The theory stipulates that attitudes are psychological “predispositions”, because they predispose people to act in a certain way towards the object of the

attitude. The attitude comes before behaviour and affects the way the person will act. The theory was deemed appropriate for the study because the use of libraries by students is greatly affected by their perception of them.

The knowledge component indicates that, the feelings and actions of students are based on their knowledge of a particular object or subject. What people know or perceive about a particular subject is very important because it affects how they behave or act towards it. The feelings and actions of students towards the utilization of library resources would be evaluated based on their

interests and availability of resources. Students’ knowledge on the importance of the library resources, purpose of library resources in their research and teaching processes would be evaluated to get an insight into what factors information play in their use or otherwise of these resources.
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CHAPTER THREE

3.0
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY 

This chapter is specifically concerned with the method and approach adopted in finding out about the utilization of school library resources by secondary school students in Onitsha metropolis. This chapter looks at the research design, population of study, sample techniques and size, instrument for data collection and method of data analysis.

3.1
RESEARCH DESIGN 

This research is a descriptive research. Survey method is used to enable the researcher collect his data easily using the questionnaire. The questionnaire was designed in two sections. Section “A” deals with student personal data, while section “B” deals with questions asked in order to elicit information about the utilization of school library resources by secondary school students. 

3.2
POPULATION OF STUDY

The population of study comprises of the students of the two secondary schools under study, which are Christ the king college which has about 980 students, and Dennis Memorial Grammar School which has about 1030 students. The two schools have a total of 2,010 students. 

3.3
SAMPLE TECHNIQUE AND SIZE 

This study employed a random sampling technique as not all the students of the two schools could be covered under a limited time. In each school, students were stratified by form which includes only 5.52 students of the two schools. For each school a total of forty (40) questionnaires were distributed. A total of eighty (80) questionnaires were distributed in the two schools. 

3.4
INSTRUMENTS FOR DATA COLLECTION 

The questionnaire is the only instrument for data collection. This enables the respondents to freely express their views in answer to the questions. It also facilitated easy collection of data by the researcher. 

3.5
DATA NEEDED FOR THE STUDY

Data needed for the study include: To determine the particular period students visit the library. To ascertain the purpose for student utilization of school library resources available for students use and know the satisfaction they derived. Also to determine the extent to which the student’s use of library resources satisfy their information needs and lastly to identify the problems that hinder effective utilization of information resources in the library by students.

PROCEDURE FOR DATA COLLECTION 

The researcher went personally to the two schools and also with the helps of the teacher-librarian who organized the students and administered the questionnaire on the students. She personally assisted in collecting the filled copies of questionnaire for me.

METHOD OF DATA ANALYSIS

Simple frequency tables and percentages are used in analyzing the data. The researcher found this method easier, convenient and a straight-for-ward way of presenting data.     

CHAPTER FOUR

4.0
DATA ANALYSIS, PRESENTATION AND FINDINGS 

The data collected are presented and analyzed to determine the relevance of the objectives and research questions of the study to the findings. The chapter also deals with the use of simple frequency table to analyze the data collected. C.K.C represents Christ the King College while D.M.G.S represents Dennis Memorial Grammar School.

PURPOSE FOR STUDENTS’ USE OF THE LIBRARY 

In line with the objective two of this study, which ought to ascertain the purpose for which students of the two schools under study use the library, the researcher with the help of the questionnaire, was able to know the students purpose by which they make use of the library? Responding to this, 15% of the respondent of D.M.G.S and 10% of those of C.K.C indicate that they use the library for examination purpose. This simply means that these students do not set their foot into the library unless during examinations period. However, the second number 5% of the respondents of D.M.G.S and 15% of those of C.K.C opined that they only go to the library when they have class assignment to do. It follows therefore that if assignments are given on regular interval these students would definitely become regular users of the library. The third number 80% of the respondents of D.M.G.S and 75% of those of C.K.C indicated that they visit the just for reading pleasure, this shows that these students have imbibe the habit of utilizing the library resources. Unconditionally they do not go to the library during exams or assignments, mean while, the interview the researcher had with the teacher-librarian revealed that it all depends on individual purpose.

From the table above, 75% of the respondents of D.M.G.S and 87.5% of those of C.K.C normally read textbooks/reference books in their libraries, while 5% of respondents of C.K.C indicated that they use fiction and in D.M.G.S none indicated that they use fiction. This is as a result of non-availability of fiction books in their library. In two of the schools 5% of respondents of D.M.G.S and 7.5% of those of C.K.C indicated that they read newspapers in their libraries. Also in D.M.G.S 20% of respondents indicated that they make use of Audio-visual in their library while in C.K.C none indicated about these. In both schools, none of the respondent makes use of charts and picture in their libraries, this is as a result of non-availability of those materials. The reason why students of both schools use textbooks mostly is that the textbooks serve as supplement to the classroom teaching.

SATISFACTION DERIVED FROM UTILIZING THE LIBRARY RESOURCES

In line with the above objective of study the researcher also pressed further to investigate the satisfaction, which these students derived from making use of these available materials. With the help of the questionnaire the researcher were able to achieve some relevant results.

Responding to this, 92.5% of respondents of D.M.G.S and 90% of those of C.K.C indicated that they derive much satisfaction from the materials they make use of. While 7.5% of respondents of D.M.G.S and 10% respondents of C.K.C indicated that they derive little satisfaction from making use of any library materials available on their library.

The implication of the above responses is that students of both schools under study understand what they read from the library materials, as the highest number of them attested that they derive much satisfaction. 

However, information gotten from the teacher-librarian revealed that satisfaction derived from making use of the library materials largely depends on students’ intellectual ability to understand what he reads. This is shown in the table below.

EXTENT OF INFORMATION NEEDS PROVISIONING 

Objective five of these studies bought to determine the extent to which the students use of library resources provide their information need. In pursuance of this objective, the researcher asked the respondents to identify the extent to which the library materials they use have provided their information needs. The result of this question shows that 87.5% of the respondents of D.M.G.S and 90% of those of C.K.C indicated that the library materials often provide their information needs. Also 12.5% of the respondents of D.M.G.S and 10% of those of C.K.C attested that the library materials sometimes provide their information needs. 

However, the result shows that the library materials meet up the information needs of the students as the highest number is very often. The situation goes further to solve the problem of under-utilization of library resources by the students. This is shown in the table below:

From the table above, 2.5% of the respondents of C.K.C and none of those of D.M.G.S indicated that the problem they encounter is inadequacy of library resources, 70% of the respondents of C.K.C and 5% of those of D.M.G.S indicated that their problem is no staff to assist them, 77.5% of the respondents of D.M.G.S and 12.5% of those of C.K.C attested that their problem is inadequate reading infrastructure, 2.5% of the respondents of D.M.G.S and 2.5% of those of C.K.C indicated outdated and inadequate collection, this shows that may be these ones do not visit the library or if at all they visit the library they did not have in mind of using the library material. While 15% of the respondents of D.M.G.S and 12.5% of those of C.K.C indicated unconducive or noisy environment. This result shows that the biggest problem faced by the students in C.K.C is that they did not have enough staff to assist them, while that of D.M.G.S is inadequate reading infrastructure which hinders effective use of the library by the students.

     SOLUTION BY STUDENTS FOR EFFECTIVE              UTILIZATION OF SCHOOL LIBRARY RESOURCES

In view of the identified problems in table 7, the objective five of this study seeks to gather suggestions from the students regarding the solution of the identified problems. This is to enable the resources to use a guide in the final recommendation of the study. The suggestions given by the respondents of the two schools include; 15% of the respondents of D.M.G.S and 12.5% of those of C.K.C indicated adequate resources should be provided, while 5% of the respondents of D.M.G.S and 7.5% of those of C.K.C indicated that Audio-visual Resources, then 12.5% of the respondents of D.M.G.S and 25% of those of C.K.C indicated provisioning of library personnel who would assist users locate their information, also 7.5% of the respondents of D.M.G.S and 2.5% of those of C.K.C attested provision of pleasure entertainment and relaxation materials and programs. They equally went ahead to suggest that enough accommodation should be provided. 25% of the respondents of D.M.G.S and 22.5% of those of C.K.C says that adequate fund should be provided by the government 25% of the respondents of D.M.G.S and 25% of those of C.K.C attested provision of enough reading infrastructure, then 5% of the respondents of D.M.G.S and 2.5% of those of C.K.C indicated electricity and air conditioners to bring the room temperature of the library under control while 5% of the respondents of D.M.G.S and 2.5% of those of C.K.C opined that television and compact disc (VCD) players should be stored in the library for the demonstration of practical lessons. This is shown in the table below:

Then the last open ended question demanded for suggestions on how to improve the state of school libraries in Nigeria and their suggestions was given as follows:

Provision of enough library furniture and good ventilation in the library which can make easy utilization of the library resources by the students.

A professional librarian who is friendly and have the spirit of carrying, and co-operation should be employed so that he/she will assist the students most especially those that did not know how to use the library. 

That government should provide adequate fund for acquiring the necessary library materials and equipments. 

Proper acquisition of more library books; that is those that are current, especially in sciences and arts subjects.

Provision of standard and suitable library building to accommodate the students and to read in a conducive environment. 

Locating the library building in cool and noiseless area which will help the students to understand what they are reading.

Adequate security should be provided in the library to prevent stealing and damaging of library materials by the students. 

CHAPTER FIVE

5.0
CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS

This chapter deals with the conclusion made and the recommendation given after carrying out the research so that there will be an effective utilization of the school library resources by secondary school students. 

5.1
CONCLUSION 

Based on the results of findings through the questionnaires and the researcher’s personal observation while carrying out the research, it could be noticed that the students of both schools make use of their libraries, but those in D.M.G.S use the library more frequently than those in C.K.C. Also from the findings of the study for objective 1, the study revealed that students of both schools use the library most during break hours. 

From objective 2, we can say that it has been achieved. This is because the study has been able to reveal that the students of both schools use the library for reading pleasure and for preparation of examinations. In view of this we can conclude that the schools has library hour session in its curriculum. We can also conclude that the student has been exposed to use of the library. It has also been inculcated into the students of both schools the habit of using the library for independent learning and research. 

In respect to objective 3, the study has revealed that the students of both school reads textbooks/reference books in their libraries with the least sought being the newspaper and Audio-visual resources, this objective has been achieved; we can conclude that the students of C.K.C are not aware of the existence of A.V resources as media of Education and entertainment information. We can attribute this ignorance to the non use of the resources by the teachers to demonstrate some of their teachings and that students are not given project based and do it yourself assignment using average resources. We can also conclude that ignorance and non-request for Audio-visual resources could be as a result of the non-acquisition of these resources by the library. 

Based on the findings, the study has revealed that the students of both schools could not utilize the library effectively due to certain problems, such as: in D.M.G.S the library lacks adequate reading labels and space to accommodate the students and also noisy environment; this is the reason why most students prefer to borrow the library books for home-reading. While in C.K.C they lack staff. The staff who mans the library is a subject teacher of the school under study. The students are not provided with adequate library services since the staffs have to leave the library during her teaching periods. The two schools libraries also lack adequate library materials to supplement classroom teaching. Most of their books are out dated and does not suit the needs of the students. This is because, most of their books are acquired through gifts. The use of school library resources by secondary school students will be enhanced with adequate provision of the necessary library resources. For students to make effective use of the library there is need to provide adequate library materials, enough reading space and tables to accommodate the students, a qualified librarian and a conducive environment for the students to study.

School libraries serve as the bedrock of any educational system and the government, principals, teachers and librarians should ensure that the school libraries are well funded and organized so that the resources of the library will be effectively exploited by students. 

5.2
RECOMMENDATIONS OF THE STUDY

It is imperative to present the recommendation of the study to achieve the desires of the whole objectives of the study. As the study has revealed that the students use the library mainly during break. The study is recommending that the school should restructure its programmes and curriculum to encourage all day usage of the library. 

On the resources used by students, the study has revealed that they use a variety of resources it is only fiction, newspapers and audio-visual resources that are least consulted. Consequent upon this, the study is recommending that the library collection should be all embracing to accommodate the variety of resources used by students. In the same vain, the library should also go ahead and acquire audio-visual resources, fiction books, newspapers, and charts and picture as to make its collection complete. The awareness on the availability and importance of all these resources is including the knowledge and skill of long life education into the students. Generally as revealed by the study, the students will like to use a variety of resources. The study is therefore recommending that the library should build a collection that is wide in scope and format and also the teacher-librarian should on periodic basis administer questionnaire to determine their enhancing information needs. 

The study also revealed that users are completely not satisfied with the services provided by the library. The study is therefore recommending that the library should completely overhaul its activities and programmes to be in line with the needs of the students. It is also recommending that the library should evolve a collection development policy and process that will accommodate the feelings and suggestions of the students. Based on the suggestion of both the school authority and students, the study is further recommending that the school generally be adequately funded. The resulting effect of this will be a positive turn around in their provision of the needs of the library. 

The library should also provided with the quantum and quality of staffs required. This will facilitate the proper organization and storage of library resources. The researcher also observed that the present teacher-librarian in C.K.C is not in any way qualified for the post she has no library and information science background, so that school library should be provided with a qualified teacher-librarian, library assistance, and students  library helpers. 

The school authority should also consider it a top priority in providing the library with needed equipment, infrastructure and a befitting accommodation than the present two room accommodation, generating set and air conditioner as well as T.V and V.C.D sets for lesson. The library should also look for a way of introducing some relaxation programmes like in door games etc. 

The government also on the other hand should provide fund for the procurement of relevant and current books most of the books in their collections are usually received through gifts which makes some of the books irrelevant to the needs of the students. 

The school libraries should acquire educational magazines and newspapers in addition to the library materials in order to broaden their knowledge in the events that are happening in the society. 

The full and successful implementation of these recommendations needs the team spirit of the Board of Governors, the school principal and the teacher-librarian. It is therefore hoped that the holistic implementation of these recommendation rather than isolations implementation would definitely achieve the desires of positively repositioning the library for effective management performance and utilization.
